heat. Heavy gasoline coutains more
heat but the heat is not as easily ob-

air. Gasoline vapor and air are mixed
in the correct proportions for burniog in
a carburetor.

The steady Increasing price of gasoline
bas forced other fuels into use. Kero-
sene Is also a prodoct of refining orude
oil, It is heavier than gasoline and dis-
tills at & higher temperature. The heat
valoe of kerosene is about 133,000 bLeat
units per gallon. A special carburetor
must be designed for this heavier fuel.
Operation is much improved by the In-
jection of water with the fuel mixture.

Advantages may be claimed for either
fuel. Gasoline is lighter and vaporizes
easily which is necessary for starting.
Gasoline is much cleaner and gives leas
eogine trouble nnless proper precautiones
are taken with kerosene. Kerosene if
properly buroed will deliver more power
per gallon. Tbe operating expense may
be lower. An incompletely burned mix
ture of either fuel forms a poisonous gas
called carbon monoxide. Great care
should be taken not to run engines idle
ulr for adjustiog without proper ventila-
tion.

In view of a possible shortage of these
hydrocar¥ons for fuel many substitates
have been tried. Alcohol bas been most
soccessful. It admits higher compres-
slon and shows better efficiency. It is
a vegetable product and the supply
cou!d be increased indefinitely. The
prssent cost of alcobol and the design of
engines make its nee prohibitive.

A very great percentage of all tractor
troubles are due to one or two causes,
insofficient lubrication or Incorrect lubri-
cation. All moving parts of a machine
must be held apart by an oll film In
order that friction may be decreased and
the wear may be less.

The engine is the most important part
of the tractor and needs most careful
attention. A good engime oil should
provide a fluid film between the bearing
surfaces. It should be heavy enough so
that it will oot squeeze out under pres-
aore. It must stand a temperature of at
least 500 degrees Fahrenheit without
burpiog. It shonld contain no aoid.
Simple tests may be applied.

The farmer will do well to follow the
lubrication suggestions as given in the
instruction book accompanying the tract-
or. Itis to the manufacturer's advan-
tage to have the machine sucoessful aod
his instructions are reliable. Certain
factors may require change of lobricant.
Some seasons of the year reqaire lighter
oil than others. Eogines with worn or
cat oylinders give better satisfaction by
use of a heavy oil. Any oil becomes
thin when heated in the engine, The
operator must nse careful judgment
when cbanging from one kind of oil to
another.

Too much oil in the engine will cause
poor operation, smoky exhaust, carbon
depoaits, leaky valves and fouled spark-
plogs. The remedy is to clean ount the
engine and use less oll. Do oot ase too
little oil as this canses overheating,
knocking, sized bearings and pletons,
and cut cylinders. If the engine begins
to overheat, stop and investigate the
canse. After it cools add oil, fill radi-
ator and torn over slowly. If nothing
appears to be wroog start the engine
and allow it to run idle for a short time.
If no knock develops proceed slowl
with the work. Have bearings examined
as soon aa poasible.

All trapemission and shaft bearings
must be kept well lubricated with the
oil or grease reommended by the manu-
factorer.—W. D. Emerson.

A Qreenhouse for Every Farm.

When we think of greenbouses, or
hothouses as they are commonly called,
we thiok of them as expensive and be-
youd the possibilities of the average
farmer, This may be true of large
houses and extensive ranges but I wish
to call the atteotion of the farmers to a
modest, small greenhouse which Is with-
in the means of every one and which
can pay for itself, beside giving pleasure
the year around.

A bouse 8x12 feet can be built, incla-
sive of the heating system . for approxi-
mately $300, and will require less up-
keep than an antomobile. Soch a
house, in the lean-to style, baving one
sloping roof and side, may be built on
the south side of the dwelling bouse, or
it may be of the even span style, with
roofs sloplog equally on both sides of
the ridge, one end of the bouse belng
attached to the end or side of the dwell-
ing, preferably to the east or south side.
The latter is a better style, because of
more equal distribution of light.

Such & honse may take the place of
geveral botbeds and frames whioh must
be started each spring for growing early
vegotable plants and flowers. It may be
used for growing in summer a good crop
of tomatoes or other tender vegetables
which ausually do not mature outdoors
iu abundance in our state, and in the
fall and winter can supply fresb lettuce,
radishes, eto., as well as cut flowers,
potted plants and bulbs for the home.

Ooe well known firm of greenbouse

builders makes a house 814 fest wide
and 12 feet long, that is delivered, ready
to be sorewed together. This hounse is
made of the best air-dried oypress, with
iron fixtures, bracers, ventilating push-
rods, galvanized hinges and everything
complete, including six heavy, iron posts
for support of the house. he glass s
of the beat double-thick *“A™ quality,
10 inches wide. The sides are made in
2-panel sections each 6 feet long and 4
feet, 8 1-2 inches bigh. There are two
benches, 11 feet, 8 inches long, and 2
feet, T inches wide, allowing for a center
walk of 2 feet, 4 inches. Altogether
one has an Indoor garden of nearly 65
square feet. This includes a small heat-
ing boiler and coils. This hot water
boiler is usually placed in the dwelling
ocellar or at ooe end of the house. Colls
of 3-inch pipe are placed under each of
the side beoches, connected with the
boller. There ia a small open expansion
tank at the end of the coils to All the
apparatus with water and take care of
the expansion In the system. The boil-
er is compact and efficient, requires no
more attention than an ordinary kitchen
stove.
Aside from the pleasure derived from
this greenhouse, and the greater ease
and comfort in mapagement over bot-
bedes, surplus plants may be sold, for
example early tomato, cabbage, caull-
ﬂu.nor plants, eto., and out flowers as
' .

By applying water toward evening,
plants may be protected from cold sev
eral degrees below freczing.
A permanent equipment may cost from
$275 to $450 per acre, depending upon
the shape and layont of the fleld, the
cootour of the land and location of water
supply. Very often by combining sta-
tiooary and portable equipment, costs
may be materially rednoed. The Skin:
oer system Is not only a propoeition for
big growers, bat small growers are just
as muoch in need of it and can make the
system pay for itself in a short time be
cauee of the better, more ocertain crops.
It can be used for watering vegetable
gardens, strawberries, flower gardens.
:ml. bede, cold frames, greenhouses and
awns.

Bud Variation,

The value of “pedigreed” nursery
trees has been a question before horti-
culturiste many years. A “‘pedigreed
tree' ls one produced from a scion or
cutting taken from a tree whiob bears
much fruit of good quality. Scions from
high prodocing trees are supposed to
produce only high producing trees. Thus
differences In yielding ability of treees are
supposed to be inherited. Practically ali
orchard varieties, however, origioated
from a single tree, and have been propa-
gated only by cottings. Any difference
in trees of @ varlety must then bhave
arigen from “*bud sports.” Some branches
of a tree muat be different from others
in yielding ability, and sclons from these
branches would be expected to produce
better trees than Lhose from inferior
branches,

The theory of ‘“pedigreed trees"
sounds all right, bat there is little evi
dence that snch inherited variations ex-
ist. It ls true that **bud sports’ ocour
aod different colored fruits or different
shaped fruits appear on the same tree,

yieldiog ability of trees of the same va-
riety noder similar condilione, but bhow
mach of this difference is due to soil and
environment and how much is dae to In-
berent differences in individnal trees is &
difficult question to anewer. Moat of the
experiments on “bud variation” bave
shown that there is no difference in the
trees from scions seleoted from high and
low ylelders, More work shonld be car-
ried on along tb's line before definite

MYSTERIOUS BODY OF WATER

Sorts of Queer Bellefs Cluster
Around What Ils Known as Won-

der Lake, in Alaska.

“T think the next thing I wanted to
gpeak of was Wonder lake,” says H.
H. Lumpkin, writing of “A Hike In
Alaska” in Boys' Life. “It Is not such
'a tremendous sheet of water, Not
nearly so large as many other Alaskan
lakes, belng some three miles long by
a half mile wide. It lles in a sort of
depression, its surface about three or
four hundred feet above the level of
Moose creek. Its bed was evidently
scooped out by glacial action some-
where back In those dim ages they tell
us about. You can see, evéh now, the
evidences of the glacial moraines,
Some plow, those glaclers!

“Now, here are the things they tell
of that lake. One, that it has fish so
large that a specimen that a man
hooked pulled him out of the boat into
the lake. If that lsn't a good fish
story, then you try to go me one bet-
ter, Other storles that I think are
well authenticated are these: That
in winter, under the ice is heard a
rumbling, groaning sound. So much
so that, although the winter trall lles
straight across it, the Indlans refuse
to travel it, and go all the way round.
That in summer there rise periodically
great bubbles of gas of some kind, that
bubble, and bubble, and finally dle
away. I talked with those who have
seen this phenomenon. Then two
things I found for myself. First, the
lake I8 very deep. It Is sparkling and
clear, and shelves rapidly, a few feet
from shore, to an unknown depth.
Second, it does teem with fish, be-
canse I saw them, although I do not
know the varlety, for having no prop-
er tackle, we did not catch any. The
ones I saw would average two to
three pounds. No monsters, But who
can say what may inhabit those spark-
ling depths? Ugh!"

SMOKE CANDLE VAPOR DEADLY

Fearful Weapon Said to Have Been
Brought to Perfection by the
War Department.

All

One of the many Ingenious contriv-
ances developed during the recent war
was the “smoke candle.” Buch cap-
dles were little cylindrical boxes con-
taining smoke-producing chemicals,
which could be Ignited at a moment's
notice by a sort of frictlon device.
They were used to conceal the move-
ments of small groups of men. When
touched off they were simply placed
on the ground, to make a smoke screen.

The Americans thought it would be
& good Idea to use smoke candles that
would give off a polsonous smoke.
These Improved candles did not come
foto use during the war, but since
then the chemists of our War depart-
ment have perfected them. The polson
stuff used is a coal-tar product which,
a solid at ordinary temperatures, va-
porizes In the heat of the burning can-
dle. The vapor will penetrate most
gns masks. The military authorities
think that such poison smokes will
find very extenslve use In future
warfare,

The smoke of a smoke-candle I8
usually white. To be effective for con-
cealment, it must, of course, be as
opaque as possible; and it must also
be heavy, 8o as to be not easily blown
away by a light breeze, Candles that
produce a smoke of zinc chloride meet
these requirements admirably, but
the addition of “diphenylchlorarsine”
makes them polsonous as well

CHEAP IX FIBST COST.

Like most other vegetables, it is rarely
cooked to perfection, yet it is not diffi-
calt to prepare. Except for special rea-
sons, 1he simplest methods are the best
tor this vegetable. No matter how
cheap the raw spinach may be, it is al-
ways expensive in one tbisg—labor. It
takes s good deal of time, water, and
patience to wash it clean.

To clean the spinach cut off the roots,
break the leaves apart and drop them
into a large pan of water, rinse them
well, and lift them into a second of
water. Do not poar the water off over
tbe spinach or the grit that bas been
washed off will get back on the leaves.
Continue washiog in clean waters until
there is ot a trace of sand on the bot-
tom of the pan. If the spinach is at all
wilted, let it stand In cold water until it
becomes (resh and crisp. Drsin from
this water and blanch as follows:

For ball a peck of spinach put in a
Iarge sancepan three quarts of boiling
water and one tablespoon of salt. Pu!
the drained spinach In the boiling waser
and let it boil 10 minates, counting from
the time it begins to boil. When it be
gins to boil, draw the cover of the sauce-
psu a little to ooe side to allow the
steam to escape. At the end of 10 min-
utes pour the spinach into a colander,
and when the hot water has passed off
pour cold water over it. Let it drain
well and mince coarse or fioe, as is sult
able for the manner in which it is to be
served.

One peck of spinach will make aboa!
! 1-2 pints when blanched and minced.

SPINACH WITH CREAM.

1.2 peck spinach

The best
ways of serving eggs for children are
poached, soft boiled, or coddled, though
they may be scrambled for a change if
one is carefal ot to scorch the Iat nsed
nor to overcook the egg.

Many means have been suggested for
cocking eggs In such a way that the
yolks will be cooked and the whites will
oot be overcooked. One of the most
satisfactory is by coddling, which is dooe
as follows: Allow a capful of water 1o
each egg, bring the water to the boillog

; | point, remove it from the fire, put in
~-|the egge, cover the dish closely, and

leave the eggs in the water for aboun!
seven minates. There is some unocer-
tainty about this method, for egge differ
in weight and also in temperature at
the time the cooking begins. On the
whole this method can be more depend-
ed on than otbers. Good results can be
obtained by pouring hot water over egge,
if the same dish with the same amoannt
of water is always nsed, but esch cook
most make her own rales.

Rinse Out Javelle Water.
Javelle water, which can be made at
bome, is a good bleaching agent to use
in removing stains from white linea and
cotton when more simple methods fail.

avelle water should be applied only
to uscolored cotton or liven materials,
because it bleaches colors and rots silk
or wool. In treating staios with Javelie
water, stretch the stained portion over a
bow! filled with water aod apply the
Javelle water to the stain with a medi
cine dropper. Do not allow the Javelle
water to remalo in contiot with the
stain for more than one minunte. Apply
oxalic-acid solotion to mentral'ze the
Javelle water, and rinse by dippiog the
stain Io the bowl of water. -
1t allowed to remain too loog In coo-
tact with the fibers, Javelle water rots
even linen and cotton materials, and it
should, therefore, always be neutralized
with oxalic acid and the fsbric riosed
thoroughly to remove all traces of the
chemical. For very persistent stains
the Javelle water may bave to be ap-
plied several times, but should be peu
tralizsed with oxalic-acid solution after
each application.

Prepare Javelle water as follows: Dis
solve 1 pouod ol washing sods in 1 quant
of cold water. To this solotion add 14
peund of ordioary blesching powder
(calciom bypochlorite).  Filter this
ligald through a piece of muslin to re
l-nl‘:l llbo *o;dllut.

Tehuelches of Patagonia Have Many
of the Characteristics of North
American Indians

Many are the strange and Interest-
Ing native tribes that are found In th
Americas. Among the most interest
Ing are the people of the ostrich, whe
inhabit an almost as yet unknow:
country, and In language, and char
acter, and race, are altogether dis
tinet from other Indians, gays an ar
ticle on “People of the Ostrich” It
Boys' life.

“land of large-feeted men”—a land
that like Chill, Peru, Mexico, and
northwest South America, has Its
story of the existence of a hidden city
among the unexplored wilds of their
Cordilleras.

To the Tehuelches, this fine bird
is as lmportant in their existence as
the guanaco, for they are a race of
bunters, and grow bat little food for
themselves.

No tolling church bells announce to
the little communities scattered
through one section of America's great
Northwest the periodic Sunday morn-
ing arrival of the region's most en-
terprising - itinerant evangelist. In-
stead, they hear the coughing exhaust
of an engine, as his alrplane splrals
down upon the village. Drawn lrre-
sistibly by the novelty of the visit, they
flock to the alrplane, now at rest in a
pearby fleld or meadow. They find
the preacher on his feet in the pliot’s
cockpit of the plane “Sky Pilot,” ready
to begin his discourse.

Explanation of this strangest of all
the airplane's uses is found In the
evangelist's decision, some months ago,
that the time and energy required for
constant travel among distant parisbes
was seriously curtalling his effective
ness. He declded to defy all precedent
by allying aeronautics and religion.

The rear cock-
pit seats the pilot, and serves as his
pulpit when the meetings are held in
the open; the forward cockpit accom-
modating his two assistants, one of
them a song leader—Omaha Bee.
