Wlaett of all. who read· this rhyme 
And act· on it In garden time. 

Variation· in Batter-Pat Teata. 
The batter-fat teat of milk U subject to 

variation· because of aoma of the follow 
log factor·: Breed of oow·, period of 
lactation, portion of milk drawn, ner- 
vous exoitatioo of tbe cow, improper 
sampling of the milk and improper 
manipulation of tbe Baboock teat by 
which the fat oontent of milk ia oom- 

mooly determined. 
The fonr ohief dairy breed·, in tbe 

order of their milk-fat oontent, from 
highest to loweet, stand in tbe following 
order: Jeraey, Guernsey, Ayrshire and 
Holsteln-Freiaian. Within each breed 
are Individual oowa whose milk will teat 
higher or lower than tbe breed average. 

In general a· the laotation period ad- 
vance· the fat teat of tbe oow'a milk in- 
oreaeea. 

Tbe milk first drawn from a oow Is 
very mnoh lower In fat oontent than tbe 
laat drawn or "strippinga." 

When a oow has been frightened or is 
greatly exolted it may affect tbe test oi 
her milk ao that it may be higher or low- 
er than normal. If tbe milk sample 
saved for testing li not taken from a 
well mixed pail or oan of milk the teat 
made will not be truly repreaentatlve ol 
tbe per cent fat in tbe milk. 

Tbe Baboock test should be correctly 
performed in order to obtain aoourate 
result·. Careleaa operation will result 
In testa wbiob may be higher or lower 
than tbey abould be. 

In oonneotion with tbe butter-fat test 
of oream tbere are a number of factors 
wbiob tend to bring about differences in 
oream test from time to time, and some 
of the factors are not alwtya given tbe 
a>tentlon that should be given them. 
Tbey are as follows: 

Method of separation employed, 
whether gravity or centrifugal ; test ol 
milk separated; speed of aeparator bowl; 
bowl out of balance; rate of Inflow ol 
milk; amount of liquid used to flush 
bowl; dirty condition of bowl; and 
manipulation of Baboock test. 

In tbe old-fasbioned method of cream- 

ing where tbe milk li set in pans or 

deep, small-diametered cans, to allow 
tbe cream to rise, considerable variation 
will be found in the test of the oream 
due to varied oonditions. In tbe cen- 

trifugal method of creaming less varia- 
tion In oream tests may be expected if 
condition· are uniformly tbe aame. Tbe 
following oonditiona apply to tbe band 
separator. 

If tbe milk variée in test from time to 
time tbe oream separated from It will 
vary In test a per cent for eaob one-tenth 
per cent variation In teat. 

If tbe milk is too low In temperature 
the test of tbe oream will be higher be- 
cause tbe oream outlet becomes clogged. 

If tbe speed of the bowl is increased 
beyond normal tbe test of the oream will 
be increased and if speed ia below nor- 
mal tbe opposite effect Is obtained. 

When the bowl is out of balanoe, due 
to the eeparator being out of level, the 
test of tbe oream Is decreased. 

Tbe faster the milk flows into tbe 
separator the lower the oream will test. 

If just the same amount of aklmmed 
milk or water Is used to flush the sepa- 
rator bowl eaob time at tbe end of tbe 
run, tbe test of tbe oream will not be 
affected, bnt If varying amounts are uaed 
tbe test will be affected. 

In tbe caae of oream aa with milk Im- 
proper sampling and careless manipula- 
tion of tbe Baboook test will result In 
Inaccurate cream teata being obtained.— 
Prof. L. M. Doraey. 

Marketing. 
The marketing proposition la becom- 

ing of more importance to farmers every 
year, and too much emphasis cannot be 
placed upoo the importance of oo opera 
dve producing and marketing organisa- 
tions. I speak of producing organisa 
lions beoanse I firmly believe tbat mar· 

ketlng can become much more effioient 
and satisfactory If farmers will get to- 

gether, work together, and produce uni 
form standard· and varieties of farm 
products. 

There is a great opportunity for grow- 
ing fancy fruit for the retail trade in 
New England. All our oitles and larger 
towns are using mostly, western boxed 
applea for the fanoy trade, a condition 
wbioh should not exist and will not exist 
very long if Maine growers will take the 
same care in growing and packing tbat 
the western growers have taken. 

It is well known that higher colored 
and flavored apples oan be grown in 
Maine than in any other state in the 
union, and when the growers in Maine 
will produoe a sufficient quantity of higb 
colored and flavored apples with tbat 
lustrous finish you see on the apples at 

our annual fruit show, and pack them In 
the same attractive manner that the 
weatern apples are paoked, Washington 
and Oregon applea will not bave much 
place In the market· where our fruit la 
available. 

Packages, style of grading and paok- 
ing are very important factors. The 
universal standard bushel basket la the 
moat popular paokage in use to-day for 

garden truok and fruit, and we strongly 
recommend its use for shipping, espe- 
cially early, and all tender varieties of 

spplee to our home markets. 
In order to meet the requirements of 

the retail trade, greater oare most be 
taken in grading. Dealers are very 
much more fussy aa to quality than 
price, and we are experiencing no dlffl 
culty In ob'ainlng top prices for top 
mmaIIIw nrnr)nAla 
1— a 

I believe there should be a vigorous 
cooperative effort on the pert of (rait 

grower· throughout the United State· 
to perauade the government to enact 
lew· allowing the unrestricted manufac- 
ture and uae of aweet, pasteurized fruit 
juioee. Tbej would provide a market 
for all of the inferior fruit, to make one 

of the most healthful drinks obtainable, 
and would mean much to the fruit grow· 
ing Industry. 

The vast amonnt of inferior fruit that 
has been plaoed on onr looal markets 
this seaaon has been very demoralising 
and has caused oonsumers to restriot the 
use of apples to a great extent. This 
oundiilon Is rainons to the apple grow- 
ing Industry and is Inviting shipments to 
oar markets from other states. Jaat aa 

long aa growers will continue to negleot 
their trees and prodnoe only Inferior 
fralt, marketing egenoies, private or 

cooperative, can never bel ρ them to get 
anything but Inferior prioee. 

There is a great opportunity for farm 
ers individually and cooperatively, to 

dispose of a vast amount of farm prod· 
nota tbroagh wayside markets along oor 

main automobile routes. These markets 
are rapidly beoomlng more popular and 
people delight in pioking op the fresh 
fralt and vegetables on their way home, 
or to oamp.—C. L. Pieroe.

Loss in Poultry Work. 
The phase of poultry work which 

oauses more lose, more discouragement 
and demands greater attention than any 
other is tbat of raising tbe new flock of 
ohiokens. The egg production of tbe 
pullets during tbe fall and winter will 
depend largely upon bow well tbey bave 
been developed and will have a decided 
Influence npon the financial returns from 
the flook. 

The raising of good chickens doe· not 

begin with hatching the eggs but it be- 
gins much farther back, with selecting 
and mating the birds used in the breed- 
ing pens. The best time to select the 
breeding birds is in October or Novem- 
ber. Better chicks will be obtained if 
old birds are used as breeders. 

The method of feeding, exercise and 
boosing conditions of the parent stock 
nnd the selecting, holding and incuba- 
tion of the eggs all have an Influence up- 
on the-later life of the obicks but the 
greatest loss occurs after the ohioks 
batch. There should not be a loss of 
more than 10 per cent of the chickens 
From vigorous parent stock properly in- 
subahBd and brooded. 

Improper brooder temperatures and 
improper feeding in the brooder are 

probably tbe two greatest sources of 
trouble. Tbe coal stove type of brooder 
is by far the superior type. If operated 
in a house the size of the room should 
be not less than 8 by 10 feet. Tbe regu- 
lar open-front, colony house gives tbe 
best results. About an inch of sand or 

tine gravel on the floor, and covered with 
two inches of chaff from tbe barn floor, 
provides an excellent litter for tbe chicks 
Ό scratch in and lessens the tendency 
toward leg weakness. Tbe temperature 
under the hover should be 95 to 98 de- 
grees wbeu tbe chioks are put io and 
this gradually reduced as they grow old- 
er. This type of brooder is economical, 
provides ample room and there is less 

danger from Are. 
Chicks should not be fed until tbey 

are 86 or 48 hours old. As tbey are put 
under tbe brooder it is a good practice 
to take each chick individually and dip 
his beak into a dish of aour milk and see 

that be get* one or two swallows before 
putting bim under tbe brooder. Some 
milk should be provided In a low pan 
and kept before them as much as possi- 
ble. Cbiok grit should be provided with 
tbe flrst bard feed. Only bigb grade 
oblok scratch feeds and masbea should 
be used. All grains should be fed dry. 
Keep tbe obicks provided with grit, 
shell, obarooal and olean water. Do out 
over-feed. Keep them hungry and 
active. 

Chickens should bB out of doors, on 

the grouud, by tbe time tbey are ten 

days old or earlier. When tbey are al- 
lowed to go out the dry mash may be 
kept before them at all times. Allow 
iHe chickens all the range possible. Pay 
particular attention to detail and use 

judgment In connection with all poultry 
work.—Ο. M. Wilbur. 

Attempts to Fix Prices. 
In tbe last few years tbe opinion seems 

to have gained ground that price fixing 
could be more or less easily accomplish- 
ed either through legislation or organ- 
isation. As in many other old estab- 
lished customs the old slogan of supply 
and demand has bean more or less lost 
sight of. To see whether or not this old 
law bas been working, your attention 
has been oalled to two charts of two 

leading orops of Maine, apples and pota- 
IUC«. 

The dark lines represent the supply or 

production, while the red lines indicate 
the price which went along with tbe 

production, and that the years covered 
are from 1013 to 1910 inclusive. Not 
withstanding the faot that this period 
covers tbe unsettled conditions of the 
greatest armed oonflict in history, when 
tbe supply has been abnormally large in 
both of these crops, the prioe has been 
comparatively less. 

Does this not carry a very olear reason 

to be followed by the cooperative organ- 
isations of our state in their plana for 
better marketing? Tbe lesson ia that 
oor aim skould be to nae tbe most accu- 

rate data available through the market- 

ing organization to keep these prodocts 
moving whenever tbe available orop pro- 
duction abows that a oertain level of 
prices is liable to obtain. Snob a polloy, 
pursued year after year, la bound to re- 

sult in an average net gain, which In tbe 
end will amount to a great deal more 

than taking obancea by holding and sell- 
ing at Irregular intervals and loading the 
market. These slow gains will event 
ually make contented fitrm homes and a 

more permanent agriculture for Maine.—

ONE HIGH SCHOOL A DAY 

For Twenty.Elght Years That Haa 

Been the Record Thla Coun- 
try Haa Made. 

In a pamphlet on high schools In 

this country, Issued by the federal bu- 
reau of education, It Is stated that the 
total number of these schools in 1917- 
18 was 13,951. The mailing list of 

the bureau Includes the names of 

16,800 high schools. The number 
of these schools hns Increased over 

452 per cent since 1890. This iheans 

that one high school haa been estab- 
lished In this country each day In 

each calendar year since 1890—a high 
school a day for 28 years. 

In 1890 60.8 per cent of the high 
schools were under public control, but 
In 1918 the public-controlled high 
schools were 87 per cent of the whole. 

The average size of a city high 
school is 653 students and of a rural 
school 59 students. 

In 1890 only 812 persons In each 

1,000 population were enrolled In pub- 
lic high schools. In 1918 the corre- 

sponding number was 15.6, or almost 
five times as great a proportion. Cali- 
fornia leads In high-school education, 
with 27 persons out of each 1,000 in 

the population. Kansas is a close sec- 

ond, with South Carolina at the bot- 
tom of the list, with 5.3 persons. 

The Yellow World. 
It !s easy to see why China's im- 

perial color is yellow, writes a cor- 

respondent from Yangste river. Her 

rivers are yellow, her long plains are 

yellow—especially In a famine year 
such as this, and as for her seas—the 
boundaries of her world—so desert- 

yellow la their color that a string of 

camels crossing them would look more 

in keeping than a string of Junks. 
And so one can understand why the 

very heart of the heart of China, the 

Imperial city, should He like a shim- 

mering lake of golden tiles within her 
lotus-besieged walls. Even against the 
evidence of my own eyes I cannot be- 
lieve that the Great Wall Is built of 

solid ordinary stones laid one upon the 
other. Rather It seems moulded out 

of the stuff of which the mountains 
themselves were made, long ago when 

the world was plastic and empty of 

all save possibilities. There never 

was so sinuous a thing as the Great 
Wall built by men, I think, so sinuous 
and so aspiring.

Fruits and Vepsts Nes. 

Asparagus, cabbage, tattoo·, spinach 
and strawberries were higher, potatoes 
and tomatoes lower, and other Important 
lines about steady. 

Apples were scaroe and firm at $7.00- 
17.36 a barrel for New York State Bald- 
wins out of cold storage, while Maine 
Ben Davis out of common storage 
brought |4.00->6.00 and a few fancy New 
Hampshire Baldwins as high aa «.60. 

Asparagus was plentiful and lower at 

the beginning of the week, but was 
scaroe and higher at the cVoee on account 
of the cotd weather, which retarded Its 
growth. Native grown asparagus closed 
it I7.00-IS.60 a bushel box and New Jer- 
sey at 96.00-f7.60 per dosen bunches. 

Native grown cucumbers closed higher 
at 18.00-111.00 per bushel box. Dande- 
lions were 25-36c lower at 40-65c a bush- 
el. Hothouse lettuce was 60-76c higher 
at $2.00-$3.00 a bushel. 

Aroostook County potatoes were slight- 
ly lower at 76c-fl.00 par 100 pound bag, 
while NEW Florida potatoes were steady 
at $8.00-$8.60 a barrel. 

The first native grown spinach ap- 
peared on the market this week and sold 
at $1.60-11.76 a bushel 

Native rhubarb declined still further 
to $1.26-$1~δΰ a bushel, and scalUona 
were slightly lower at 40-50c a bushel. 

Native grown beets and carrots were 

unchanged at $1.25-$1.75 and $L76-$2.2S 
a bushel respectively, while parsnips ad- 
vanced slightly to a range of |2.26-$3.60 
ι bushel. 

Dairy and Poultry Products 
At the close of last week, about all 

dealers were trlklng lower prices, but 
this week has shown the results of a too 

bearish tendency, as while the close is 

easy, most of the products reacted sharp- 
ly and advanced right np to Friday. 

The low prices and extensive advertis- 
ing of butter have evidently brought a 

further Increase to the already heavy 
consumption, and demand has been 
greater than the available supply. The 
market closed at about last week's prices 
fine fresh 90-92 score going at 36-37c, 
and storage about used up at 80-34C. 

The close of the Jewish holidays 
brought more buyers to the egg market, 
and with a good consumptive demand, 
prices have shown a steadier tendency. 
Fine qualities from the northern sections 
have been In more demand. These have 
gone mostly at 26-29c with the southerns 
at 23-26c. Nearby eggs have held steady 
at unchanged prices, generally 30-32c 
for fair, and 36-40c for bennerya.

Household expense· on the farm are 

very Intimately associated with the bosi- 
oese ol the farm Itself. The farm nor- 

mally supplies mnoh material which 
otherwise woald beoome a household 
expense. The household, la turn, very 
often tarnishes board for farm labor 
wbioh would otherwise be a firm ex- 

pense. Merely from tbe standpoint of 
keeping track of household expenses as 
related to tbe farm business, household 
aooounts are desirable and should serre 
to supplement and round out farm ac- 
counts. 

But tbe value of household acoounts 
goes beyond this. Suoh aooounts are an 

important aid to eoonomys ▲ dollar 
sated is a dollar made, and the first step 
toward tbe saving usually lies In finding 
out where unn<o*e ary expense· are In- 
curred. This osn be determined only 
by keeping careful records of expenses 
for tbe whole year. 

MKTHODS OF ΚΗΡΙΝΘ RECORDS. 

There are two general methods of 
keeping a record of household expend! 
tares. One is to rrcord the purchases 
or money paid out, without classifying 
the expenditure!·. Tbe other is to clas- 
sify when tbe record is made. 

The first method is .very simple, re 

quires no special form, and give· all 
necessary Information regarding expen- 
ditures. At tbe end of tbe month or at 
the end of tbe year the total expendi- 
tures may be quickly added up. In 
order, however, to know the totals for 
eaoh kind or class it will be necessary to 
make up a monthly summary, in which 
the items will be distributed in different 
oolumns, by classes. Tbls extra work 
at tbe end of each month (or at the end 
of the year) may cauae discouragement 
and neglect of clasMfioation, with tbe 
resu t that the greatest good that oould 
be derived from the records is not real- 
ised. 

Under tbe seoond method, In additlou 
to being entered all together in one col- 
umn, the items are classified in separate 
columns. This method has tbe same ad- 
vantage· as the first method and tbe 
additional advantage of allowing for tbe 
distribution of tbe items of expenditure 
to tbe proper classes without the Inoon 
venlence of turning to some other page. 
Tbe distribution may be left to moment» 
of leisure if the housewife is busy at the 
time the entry Is made. When tbe page 
la filled tbe next page la begun, the top 
line next to tbe heading being reserved 
for tbe total carried forward from tbt 
preceding page. The items may be 
totaled at the end of tbe month aod tbesi 
totale oarried to tbe summary page at 
tbe end of the book. 

KIND OF ACCOUNT BOOK TO USK. 

The kind of book to αββ is not Im- 
portant. Ao ordinary blank daybook or 

ledger book with a stiff cover may be 
bought ai a reasonable price. If tbe 
vertical rulings in tbe book do not serve 
tbe purpose others may be inserted with 
a pen or pencil. A blank book with a 

stiff, pressed paper cover, 12 inches long 
and 7 inches wide, with 34 spaces tot 
items and containing 48 pages, is excel- 
lent for tbe purpose and sells at retail 
for 25 cents. With vertioal ruling and 
headings inserted it serves the purpose 
admirably. In order to eliminate tbe 
necessity of writing the headings on eaob 
page tbe tops of a number of pages maj 
be cut off, allowing one set of headings 
to serve for all pages. 

Accounts are sometimes kept in a book 
having small pages, but a small page 
is soon filled, is often crowded, and tbe 
information is soattered over too many 
for convenience in recording and study- 
ing tbe expenditures. 

Potato Crust for Meat Pies. 
Some of the war-time wheat-saving 

disbes bave proved better than tbe foods 
for which tbey were substituted. Po- 
tato crust for meat pie, for Instanoe, as 
tested lu tbe Experimental Kitchen of 
tbe United States Department of Agri- 
culture, is deolared by many persons to 
be better than tbe ordinary pastry. 

1 ou ρ bot rlced potato 
1-2 oup shortening 
1 S oup milk 
2 oups flour 
2 teaspoons baking powder 
1 teaspoon salt 
1 4 oup flour to roll out 

To tbe bot rlced potato add tbe short- 
ening and tbe milk. Sift in tbe dry in- 
gredlents and mix well. Roll tbe crust 
to tbe desired thickness, line the inside 
rim of tbe baking dish with it, pour in 
tbe filling of meat and vegetables, and 
oover tbe dish with the crust. Tbis 
amount will be sufficient to cover a 10 
iooh oasserole. 

POTATO THISTLE 

Line a diab around tbe sides witb 
mashed potatoes prepared as for tbe 
table, then fill with minced lamb, veal, 
or any other left-over meat, well sea- 

soned, and oover tbe top witb mashed 
potatoes and crisscross with a knife. 
Put in oven and brown. 

This is an eoonomioal way of using op 
left-over meat and potatoes. Creamed 
oodfish or oreamed smoked fish, or, for 
a change, obipped dried beef, with the 
potatoea are also good combinations. 

Baked Vegetable Omelet·. 
▲ baked vegetable omelet or eooffie is 

a good way to oombineeggs aod vegeta- 
ble·. If made with the green shehid 
pea·, bean·, aoy bean*, or cowpeas, It 
may be served in place of meat. The 
following general recipe for making 
tbeae appetiziog apring diahee ia given 
by food specialists in tbe United Statea 
Department of Agriculture. 

▲ thick sance made with 1-4 cop fat, 
14 oap floor, and 1 cap liquid which 
may be milk (whole or sktm), cream, 
meat stock, or the water In whioh vege- 
table· have been oooked. 

One oup thick vegetable pulp made by 
irainlng oooked vegetable* and then 
mashlog them or putting them through 
» ai eve. 

Three egga, the white· and yolks beat- 
jn aeparately. 

Flavoring: Salt, pepper, onion juice, 
tnd any one of tbe following may be 
ised: Very finely chopped parsley, 
shives, or ham, or 1-8 teaspoon curry 
l>owder. Baoon used in making the 
tauce give· a good flavor. 

Mix tbe vegetable pulp, aeaeoniog, 
tauce, aod well-beaten egg yolk· Care 
folly fold In the well-beaten white· of 
h* egR8» Put Into a buttered baking 
Hah, and bake In a slow oven until Arm. 

The amount of vegetables in this dlsb 
say be increased by serving vegetables 
iround the souffle.

RICH ASIA MINOR PROVMCt 

Smyrna, Bieesed With a Pertlle Soil 
and Temperate Climat^ la PI··» 

ant Dwelling Plaoa, 

The modern province of Smyrna la- 
the most favored of all the province· 
of Asia Minor. It contains three of 
the moat considerable riven of the 
country. Including the Meander, whose 
serpentine coarse has given the Eng- 
lish language an expressive verb. Fer- 
tile soil and temperate climate have 
added to the region's attractions, while 
the possession of a port and city—the 
city of Smyrna—un equaled by any oth- 
er In Asia Minor has contributed an- 

other Immeasurably Important asset 
Though Imperfectly tilled during Its 
control by Turkey, the province of 
Smyrna has nevertheless been noted 
for Its fine fruits. For a long time It 
has furnished the best figs and rai- 

sins which reach the markets of Eu- 
rope. 

Poets and travelers have sung and 
told of the beauties of the city of 

Smyrna throughout the ages. The nu- 

cleus nestles in the lowlands about its 

harbor, and behind, the city rises tier 
above tier against the neighboring high- 
lands. Unlike many cities that have 
survived for long ages, Smyrna has 

retained the same name from the dawn 

of history. This city should be dear 
to the heart of the modern feminist, 
for It took Its name from an Amazon 

who Is reputed to have played an Im- 

portant part In Its early life.—Nation- 
al Geographic Society Bulletin. 

NEW MONTE CARLO IN CUBA7 

Possibility That World-Famous Cyim- 
bllng Establishment May Bs 

Located on the Island. 

The greatest gambling center In 
the world will be located In the west- 
ern hemisphere If plate for "palaces' 
In Cuba develop as given ont," said 
Walter P. Harris of Havanna. "Cuba 
Is already beset with the gambling 
fever, and fortunes change hands 
there almost every day. 

"Since the announcement of the 
prince of Monaco that be le prepar- 
ing to close Monte Carlo, there have 
been extensive preparations for the 
establishment of great gambling pal- 
aces designed to attract the sporting 
element that now visits Monte Carlo 
to the 'Pearl of the Antilles.' Several 
villages have been surveyed with the 
view of locating this gambling cen- 

ter, but so far no definite decision has 
been reached. 

"Gambling Is already flourishing In 

Havana. The Casino de la Playa is · 
great garish temple of roulette, where 
wonderful dinners are served at less 
than cost The profit to the bouse 
comes from the wheel. The men who 
take women to the Casino for dinner 
Invariably back them at the wheel. 

"The moratorium now in effect on 

the Island has not affected the crowds 
at the Casino, because they are most- 
ly composed of tourists, and the vis- 
itor is treated to the sight of a coun- 

try, apparently bankrupt but gambling 
madly, where fortunes change hands 
overnight and the beggar of today 
may be the rich man of tomorrow."— 
Washington Post 

HUMAN FACE AS ABEACON 
Radiometer Able to Record the 

"8hlne" Thrown Off, at a Distance 
of 8everal Miles. 

Novelists that speak of ft face 
"lighting up" put down an actual truth 
that few of them are aware of or in- 
tend. One of the most delicate in- 
struments In the world, a radiometer, 
records the "shine" of a human face, 
and can do It at a distance of several 
miles. So delicate Is the Instrument 
that it can detect and record the glim- 
mer of a candle half a mile away, and 
If there were no atmospheric obstruc- 
tion it could detect the same candle 16 
miles away. The Instrument consists 
of two thin glass disks, one polished 
and one blackened, suspended by a 

quartz thread In a vacuum. Waves of 
radiant energy striking this instru- 
ment disturb its balance, because the 
bright disk reflects them, while the 
black one absorbs them. 

While the human face to the nor- 
mal eye gives out no waves of radiant 
energy, the fact remains that a con- 
stant flow of energy Is being thrown 
off, and theee waves travel an un- 
known distance. Although the radio- 
meter Is a wonderful and delicate in- 
strument, there Is a thermal couple 
ten times as sensitive as the radiome- 
ter and It can detect the heat of ft 
candle 60 miles distant 

Italy to the Rescue.

But the woman had promised to 
call for a friend who Is knpwn as a 

"rooky" teacher. She, waited until al- 
most closing time before entering the 
school, a red brick, lumpy sort of 
building, not specially attractive.

The 
word "trio" was being explained to 
the children and volunteers were 
nsked to stand and use the word In a 
sentence. And no one need expect to 
go home until the word was fully ex- 
plained.

His naturally happy 
face was strained In his effort to help. 
Then flashed a bright smile at the 
woman and shouted cheerfully:

York Sun.
