ing a large modern built house assigned f<>r them by the national government, and

'•lie was an object of marked respect and 
curiosity among the natives, who live In 
Uic rudest fashion and know comparative- 
ly little of the comforts and customs of 
more civilized lands. Their habitations 
are simply lulls of one room each, in which 
the w hole family, together with whatever 
domestic animals they possess, reside. 
Their clothing is usually of the most mea- 
ger description. although the facilities af- 
forded tor purchasing of the white traders 
in the past few pears have tended to i»n- 
piovements in that direction. They are 
hardy and. like tin- ancient Spartans, ear'y 
submit their children to the most heroic 
treatment to increase their fortitude, the 
naked infants, often, being taken to the 
ocean shore and immersed in an ley hath. 
ib»ys and girls go barefoot* d over the snow 
to s« i, ud m winter, and do not seem to 
mind the cold at all. 

In regard to the manner of eating, one 
■listi serves for the entire family, includ- 
ing guest*., if they chance to have any, 
and a ladle is used to dip out the food,

The Presbyterian 
missionary to the natives at Juneau lives 
in a two-story-and-a half house of stylish 
architecture, fitted with hot and cold 
water, has a fine library and study, piano, 
and all the modern comforts of a New 

j Edgland home, surrounded by ample 
j grounds. Of course, that season of the

day’s work, and a sort of twilight prevails 
during a large portion of the tweuty-four 
boars, is not so agreeable, and makes the 
consumption of kerosene more common, if 
not desirable. 

There are, from the nature of the land, 
but few streets, and those very short, 
the ocean, close by forming the great 
thoroughfare for travel.

street in Juneau, along the side of tin 
mountains, to Auk village, where native: 

Is about five miles in length 
It would seem as though some trerneu 
dous avalanche might come down at ant 
tune and scoop the town into the sea. al 
though the people evidently do not antici 
oate any such disaster.

character may be found. It is an easj 
tiling for the man or woman who udissat 
iH(*«‘d with his or her marital relations, uud 
wishes to change them without resulting 
to the aitl and publicity of the law, to slq 
the matrimonial noose and hie away t.

What, lor instance, could be more natural 
or more just than that, in giving a free 
market in the United Slates to hides from 
the Argentine Republic, we should a^k the 
Argentine Republic to give a better market 
than wt now have for the product of 
leather from the Uuited States? Many 
forms in which our business interests will 
be promoted by reciprocity cannot be 
kuown until the active commercial men of 
the United States shall have developed 
those forms by investigation and experi- 
ence. 

We shall not realize the full benefit of 
the policy in a day or a year, but shall we, 
therefore throw away countless millions 
in trade, in addition to the sixty millions 
we have already thrown away, and then 
ignorantly declare without a trial that the 
“system won’t work?” Finally, there is 
one fact that should have great weight,es- 
pecially with protectionists. Every free 
trader in the Senate voted against the reci- 

procity provision. Free trade papers 
throughout the country are showing deter- 
mined hostility to it. It is evident the 
free trade Senators ami free trade papers 
have a specific reason fur their course. 

They know and feel that with a system of 
reciprocity established and growing, their 
policy of free trade receives a most serious 
blow. The protectionist who opposes re- 

ciprocity, in the form iu which it is now 

presented, knocks away one of the strong- 
est supports of his system. The enact- 
ment of reciprocity is the safeguard of 
protection. The defeat of reciprocity is 
the opportunity of free trade.

Representative McKinley has long been 
known as one of the hardest working men 

in Congress, but he and his Republican 
colleagues on the House ways and means 

committee broke all previous records for 
I speedy committee work, in the considera- 

tion of the tariff bill. It did not get over 

to the House until Friday afternoon; It 
was immediately referred to the commit- 
tee, and this afternoon it was all ready to 
t>e reported to the House. The committee 

j recommends non concurrence in all of the 
Senate amendments, leaving it to the con- 

ference committee to settle the small dif- 
ferences of opinion which exist. If there 

j Is no hitch tin* bili will be in the bauds of 
J the conference committee by Wednesday, 
^ 

and it. is expected that it will he reported 
1 hack to the House and Senate within a 

j week The only amendments upon which 
I there is likely to be a stubborn controversy 

arc the sugar and binding-twine amend- 
ments. The latter will hardly he changed, 
but it would not be surprising If sugar 
g««cs as it was in the original Mouse bill. 
Ml rumors of any intention on the part 
of the House to antagonize the reciprocity 
amendment are simply bosh. 

The attempt to get up a financial flurry 
on account of t!.«• passage of the tariff' hill 
with a clause which makes it go into effect 
October 1. has fallen very flat. It was 

“fated that it would require $50,oo0,000 to 
i enable the importers to get their goods 

out of the bonded warehouses by that 
date, but fieri. Nettleton. Assistant Secre- 
tory of the Treasury very quietly put an 

end to that story by show ing that not over

• ictober the Treasury would release more 

than nOO.Ooo in addition to the ordin- 

ary current expenditure*. An attempt
