The Wilder Farm. 
Upon tbe heights of East Oxford, 00 

what it known as Robinson Hill, site the 
Wilder farm, as a crown on the summit. 

This is an old farm, and baa been In 
the family for at least three generations. 
It was taken up by Mrs. Wilder'· grand- 
father, George Robinson, in hie early 
manhood and carried on by blm until his 
death, which was at tbe advanced age of 
87 years. _ 

It is a sightly place. From it one oan 
look over tbe brow of the bill to the Til- 
lages of Welchville and Oxford, or down 
through a long valley to Meobanic Falls, 
or farther yet to the magnifioent hotels 
on Rioker and White Oak Hills. In the 
valley on tbe west flows tbe Little An- 
droscoggin River, and in that on the east 
tbe sluggish stream with tbe œitbetic 
name of Bog Brook. Up the first valley 
runs the Grand Trunk Railway, and up 
the second tbe Rangeley Division of tbe 
Maine Central, both of which oan be seen 
From the farm. 

Tbe original bouse on tbe farm, an old 
;olonial mansion, was burned several 
pears ago. It has been replaced by 
mother attractive residence, whioh Is 
the summer home of Mr. and Mrs. 
Seorge L. Wilder, who pass their win- 
ters in Cambridge, Mass. 

In the old house, when burned, were 

many pieces of antique furniture and !m- 
plements and many documents of inter- 
sst relating to tbe early history of the 
towns of Hebron and Oxford, and the 
people living In tbenf, for the Robinson 
Family has always been prominent in 
town. 

Tbe original settler of tbe family, 
great-grandfather of the present proprie- 
tor, Capt. Samuel Robinson, who lived 
3n a farm a mile or so distant, was prom- 
inent not only in agriculture, but in tbe 
jivil and military life of tbe community. 
One of bis sons, Prescott Robinson, was 
sue of tbe first, if not tbe first, cadet to 
be appointed to West Point from this 
ricinity. 

Some of tbe letters burned in tbe old 
bouse were from Samuel Wright, a 

neighbor, who tried the sea when there 
was romance and adventure in the call- 
ing. They were written from tbe Ha- 
waiian Islands when these dots in the 
Pacific were fresh from tbe bands of Cap- 
tain Cook. 

George Robinson, who carried on tbe 
Farm for more than sixty years, was also 
ane of the prominent men of tbe town. 
In addition to tilling the soil he helped 
develop tbe water power at Welchville. 

After his death tbe farm went into tbe 
bands of bis son, George Oliver Robin- 
son, a retired lawyer, who bad practiced 
in tbe West, and was a personal friend

After the death of the younger Mr. 
Robinson the farm passed Into the bands 
of bis daughter, who is the wife of 
George L. Wilder, who lived aoross the 
way from the Robinson homestead. 

The soil of this farm is rioh. It will 
prodnce almost any kind of crop, bat it 
is more especially the kind of soil 
adapted to apple culture. They almost 
grow wild in East Oxford. At any rate 
they will come np in field and pastnre 
without the help of man, so it goes with- 
out saying, that the apple is a prinoipal 
orop on the farm. 

There is another tree, or rather shrub, 
which grew wild on this farm, and the 
fruit of which bas for many years been a 

prominent crop. This crop is blueber- 
ries. The berries which grow on this 
farm are of the high bnsb variety, the 
bushes many times growing as high aa a 

man's bead, with the berries large. 
In addition to the regular farm, which 

same down from her grandfather, Mrs. 
Wilder bas purchased the farm directly 
across the road, and the buildings thereon 
have been fitted up for tbe use of the 
superintendent. Altogether this is one of 
tbe pleasantest estates in Oxford County. 

Production for Milk Ooata. 
About tbe first question that most peo- 

ple ask concerning milk goats is, "How 
muob milk will they produce?1' This is, 
of coarse, a very important considera- 
tion, as tbe value of a doe is estimated 
largely by ber milk production. Even if 
a doe is purebred, she is of little valae 
from tbe utility standpoint unless sbe is 

capable of giving a good quantity of 
milk. Many persons in purchasing pure- 
bred or even grade goats have been dis- 
appointed to find that tbe milk could be 
measured in pints and not quarts or gal- 
lons as expeoted. 

A doe that produces S pints a day is 
considered only a fair milker, while tbe 
production of 2 quarts Is good, and the 
production of 3 quarts i· considered ex- 

cellent, provided the laotatlon Is main- 
tained for from 7 to 10 months. There is 

probably no better way to treat this mat- 
ter than to state that good does should 
produce from 8 to 16 times tbelr weight 
in milk in a lactation period. It is stated 
bv German writers that many goats yield 
10 times their body weight of milk an- 

nually, and exceptional animals as muob 
as 18 times tbeir weight. 

Goats' milk can be utilized for tbe 
same purposes as oowa' milk, although 
for some it is not nearly so well salted. 
For general ase, such as for drinking, 
cooking, and In tea and ooffee, tbe milk 
has proved very satisfactory. Tbe milk 
of one of tbe largest herds in the coun· 

try Is evaporated and sold in that form. 
Goats' milk is less satisfactory than 
cows' milk for making batter, bat large 
quantities of goats'-milk cheese are man- 

ufactured, especially in Europe. Prac- 

tically all publications dealing with milk 
goats attribute considerable Importance 
to tbe ase of tbe milk for infants and in- 
valids. 

What Is a Bushel? 
"Thirty-two quarts make one bushel," 

reoites Young Amerioa glibly and posi- 
tively. But the housewife who baa pur- 
chased family supplies for years la not at 
all sure but that this is one of the many 
rales that bave tbeir exceptions. Tbe 
weight of a bushel varies widely In dif- 
ferent states. A bushel of sweet pota- 
toes Is 46 pounds In tbe Dakota· and 60 

pounds in Msryiand. A bushel of toma- 
toes Is 45 pounds In Oklahoma and 60 
poands In Virginia. A bushel of an- 

shelled green peas is 28 pounds In Massa· 
chueecta and 56 pounds In Pennsylvania. 
Tbe Bureau of Markets reoommends the 
adoption of tbe "struck" bushel—tbe 
Winchester bushel of 2,150.4 cubic Inobei 
—m tbe unit of psokage standards.

Blueberries. 
Oxford County la interested in blue- 

berries. They grow wild on her moan- 

tain topi end on her plein·. For many 
yeere tbey were · gift of Ood to human- 
ity, m doabtleea they were intended to 
be. Anyway, in yean gone by, they 
were a community berry and oould be 
had for the ploking, no matter In wboae 
pasture or on wboee hilltop tbey grew. 
By and by a sense of ownerahlp took 
poaeeaaion of tboae who happened to 
bold a deed to their habitat, and tbey 
began to be looked upon aa a aouroe of 
profit. 

The history of the blueberry la but a 

repetition of that of other wild berrlea, 
but with a difference. The atrawberry, 
the raapberry and the blackberry, once 
to be had only In the wild atate, bar» 
been domeatloated. Tbey bave been ao 

enlarged and Improved In tbe process 
that tbe wild apeoimeoa live only by auf· 
ferance, and are not oonaldered aa a 
source of profit. But not ao tbe blue- 
berry. It waa wild,—wild aa a partridge; 
and like tbat bird refuaed to be domeatl- 
oated. 

When a people arrive at a atate of olv- 
il'zition, and begin to give up aavagery, 
tbey always try tbelr band at improving 
on tbe worka of nature, and what tbey 
cannot improve they exterminate. Tbe 
length of time it takea in either process 
depends upon tbe vitality of tbe native 
produot. Tbe blueberry posaeaaed vital- 
lity. It would grow largely where other 
fruits would not, and it objected to do- 
mestication. By and by tbe obemist 
stepped in and began to study her hab 
its, and tbe kind of soil she grew in and 
came to the conclusion tbat eveo a blue- 
berry could be conquered given tbe 
right kind of ammunition. 

Massachusetts baa gone farther, per- 
haps, than any other state in tbe taming 
of the blueberry. Ûidney B. Haskell ol 
the experiment station, tbat state, bas 
been interviewed and tbia ia what be 
said: 

"The blueberry la wonderfully well 
nui ίου ιυ uur βυπβ. iuobo βυιιβ are hciu. 

It bas been estimated that to bring oar 
land ko wbat chemists oail a neutral or 
sweet condition will require an expendi 
lure of approximately 19,000,000 and an 
annual additional expenditure of $2, 
225,000 to keep our soils in that condi- 
tion whiob is essential to the proper cul- 
ture of most farm crops. 

"But in the blaeberry we have a po- 
tential farm crop that thrives on acid 
soils and never grows to perfection on 
land over-rich in lime. Therefore, why 
not pat some of our lands into profitable 
blueberry culture? 

"The reason the blueberry has not 
been brought into culture long before is 
that until recently people did not know 
how to propagate it, how to prune, fer- 
tilize, spray and otherwise handle this 
native bush crop in the manner of do- 
mestic farm fruits. 

"Of all the wiid fruits native to New 
Eogland, none excels the blueberry In 
its particular season. Yet it is almost 
the only important native fruit which 
bad not been brought into oulture in a 

large way. Selected varieties developed 
experimentally show superb quality and 
are very large. In some cases clusters 
are as large as a man's fist. 

"The cost of harvesting cultivated 
blueberries is as muoh less than the ex- 

pense of the slow prooess of pioking wild 
huckleberries as is the oost of handling 
the cultivated strawberries below that of 
picking the tiny red morsels that grow 
by the sHe of country roads. 

"Everything indicates that Massaobu- 
wette is about ready to establish a com- 
mercial blueberry-growing industry. A 
part of it doubtless will be located on 

the low sandy areas adjacent to eome of 
our cranberry bogs, and more of it on 
the npland pastures all over the rest of 
the state. 

"Blueberries can be eaten fresh. They 
can be canned. There is apparently no 

limit to the market which might be de- 
veloped for this succulent frait. The 
harvesting season comes when farm work 
is not pressing. The lands to wbloh 
blaeberries are best adapted are often 
too rough and too aoid to be more than 
moderately adapted to the growth of 
other crops. 

"The Massachusetts Agricultural Ex- 
periment Station bas a small blueberry 
plantation operated in connection with 
the cranberry station at Wareham. One 
of the most striking things on this plan- 
tation are two rows of blueberries, one 
with the plants transplanted from the 
wild, just as they happened to come; the 
other transplanted with definite inten- 
tion of getting the better bushes. 

"This comparison illustrates in the 
most striking way the possibilities of 
blueberries1 culture. It shows for one 

tbiDg that not all blueberries are blue— 
some are black—yet all are true blueber- 
ries. The black blueberries are usually 
small, commonly earlier than the blue 
blueberries, rather unproductive, and of 
rather low table quality; although some 

of them are very sweet and wonld be 
worth while were it not for their small 
size. 

"And then there are «11 sorts of sizes and 
shapes and flavors of the blue blaeberry. 
Some kinds are unproductive; others are 

quite otherwise. Some plants ripen 
earl y ; others vory late. On some plants 
the berries ripen together bo that the 
harvesting may be done very cheaply; on 

others individual berries ripen here and 
there so that at no one time oan the crop 
be harvested. All of these types put 
together show the necessity of careful se- 

lection in order to make commercial 
berry culture profitable. 

"But on this experimental plantation 
there is more to be seen than these two 
comparative rows. Several years ago Mr. 
Frederick Coville of the United State· 
Department of Agriculture found out 
how to propagate blueberries and devel- 
oped a number of selected varieties. 

"Through the co-operation of the Bu- 
reau of Plant Industry of the United 
States Department of Agriculture some 

of the better of these varieties have been 
sent to the Cranberry Station for trial. 

The difference between the seleoted 
berries and these artificially produced 
varieties is even greater than between 
the selected and unselected rows of wild 
berries. 

"The new varieties are very large. In- 
dividual berries nearly half an inch 
through are oommon, and larger berries 
by no means unoommon. 

"The quality of these berries is superb, 
their attractiveness when prepared for 
the table unexoelled." 

Safeguard Health of Flock. 
Aooumuiations of mannre in the hen- 

house are objeotionabie upon grounds of 
sanitation, bnt not more so than dead 
poultry. How often have you seen a 

dead cbioken thrown into the road or 

trampled into the barnyard mannre? 
The dlspqpal of these dead bodies offers 
a problem for the ponltryman, the cor- 
rect solving of whloh In many oases be- 
comes a very important matter. This is 
espeoially^true, of oourse, In cases of 
death from contagious diseases, and this 
Includes a large proportion of poultry 
deaths. 

To throw a dead cbioken on the ma- 

nure pile or into the road la to invite the 
spread of disease. Burying Is not en- 

tirely satisfactory, becanse unless the 
grave Is dag deep the caroass may b« 
soratohed op by dogs or other auimals. 
Furthermore, In the winter, the ground 
may be frozen. Therefore, apeolalista 
declare the best way to dispose of dead 
poaltry la to barn the bodies. 

Many town and city homes have gar- 
bage burners whloh may be ased, bul 
where this la not available some poultry 
men having hot-water heating système 

I born the bodies In the furnace. Thli 
; oan not be done in the sommer, though, 

so small orematorlea bave been ball! or 
1 some poaltrj plant·. 8ome of tbeae art

: others are ordinary Iron wood burning 
stoves. A oonorete orematory will nol

▲ well-made loef of bread li a *onroe 
of satisfaction aa long aa It lasts. ▲ 
burnt or pale loaf with a soggy Interior 
tempts none bat the starving. Tbe 
following direotlons for making yeast 
bread are given by food specialists in 
tbe United States Department of Agrl- 
oaltore. If tbe direotlons are followed 
oarefully, a delicious loaf la the result 

CLXAKXHnteB ESSENTIAL. 

Everything connected with tbe proc- 
ess of bread making abonld be sorupu- 
louely oiesn. All utensils, therefore, 
nbonld be washed oarefully; the liquids 
should be scalded; tbe dry materials 
xhonld be kept from tbe dast; liqaid 
yeast should be kept cold and well 
covered; the hands should be washed 
and tbe nails cleaned before they touch 
the dough. Wooden tootbploka, which 
oan be used for olesnlng the nails and 
then thrown away, are a convenient 
part of tbe equipment for bread making. 

In making stiff dongb out of the 
aponge, or out of the liquid oontalning 
yeast, the flour should- be added gradu- 
ally, and what la more important, tbe 
dough should be beaten thoroughly, or 
when It geta too stiff for thia, kneaded, 
after eaoh addition of flour. If this Is 
not done, too much flour Is likely to be 
added and this apolis tbe texture of the 
bread. The time to stop putting In 
flour is when the dough can be kneaded 
without atioking either to the handa or 
to tbe board, even when tbey are un- 
floured. If for any reason more flour 
than this la added, tbe dough should be 
softened again by meana of water or 

milk. 
Beginners often have difficulty In de- 

termining when the dough is ready to 
be divided into loaves and put into pans. 
A good rule is to measure its volume. 
When it is ready to be made into loaves, 
tbe dough for each loaf, if made out of 
hard-wheat flour, should amount to 3 
pints; If made from soft flour, to about 
Ο 1 Ο

warm place, not ovor 86° P., for one 

boor; if not convenient to let aside, 
add tbe flour at once, pnttiug in a little 
at a time and kneadinc until tbe dougb 
Is of each consistency that It sticks 
neither to the bowl nor to tbe banda. 
Tbis require» about 10 minutes. 

Dougb should be kept covered while 
it i· rlalng, for otherwise ft crust will 
form on top udvi interfere with tbe ex 

pftnsion. Some housekeepers brush the 
dougb over with melted fat, but this is 
□ot necessary If tbe dongh is well cover- 
ed. 

Cover and allow to rise 18 4 hours at 
a temperature of 86 0 P. ; it may be better 
to set it at a lower temperature, but tbe 
lower the temperature the longer the 
time required for the rising. Cut down 
tbe dougb from tbe sides of tbe bowl; 
grease tbe baodaslightly. Knead a little 
and set aside to rise again for one hour. 
With a good bread flour, the dougb 
should tieble its bulk in eaob rising 
With a soft wheat flour, it should not 
rise much beyond twice its volume 
Divide Into portions, mold, and place lb 
greased pans of stand*rd site (112 
quarts). Allow to rise until a light 
touch will make a slight dent. With 
good bread flour this happens when tbe 
dougb reaches tbe top of the pans. 
Bake for 50 minutes. 

8ΠΟΒΤ SPONGE METHOD. 
Bread can be made during tbe day by 

wbat is known as the "short sponge" 
method. All tbe ingredients are the 
same as for tbe "short or straight 
dough" process, but only half tbe fljui 
is added at first. When this mixture, 
wbioh is called "sponge", is so light 
that It will fail at the slightest touch, It 
Is l^eady for the addition of tbe rest ol 
the flour. 

OVEBNIOHT SPONGE METHOD. 
U*e the same proportions as for tbe 

nhort process, except in tbe case of tbe 
yeast, which should be one-eighth cake 
of compressed yeast for each loaf. Use 
water rather than milk. In the evening 
mix the yeast with water, salt, and half 
of tbe floor, and beat thoroughly. Cove· 
and place at a temperature of 65 0 to 70° 
P., or that of au ordinary room. Iu 
tbe morning add the sugar and tbe reai 
of the fljnr and proceed as in the case 
of tbe short process. 

Wash Fruits and Vegetables. 
Children should have fruits, also 

celery, tomatoes, and sftlads not only to 
give variety in their school lunches, bu' 
especially to supply tbe vitamines and 
other food elementa necessary for health; 
growth. When tbey eat any of these un- 
cooked foods at home it ia probable that 
tbe mother has washed tbe fruit or vege- 
table· properly before serving it. All 
market produce needs washing to re- 
move dirt and dust, bacteria, and some 
times particles of spray residue. Tbe 
best fruits and usually the best-lookine 
fruits are those from trees which bave 
been properly sprayed while the fruit 

«te Ιο IU early stages ud sometimes 
the spray may not have weathered off 
the fruit before harvest. Children should 
not be given money to buy tlieir own 
fruit fmm huckster* or stands uolea* 
there are facilities at eobool for wasb'ng 
it. They Rhnold be drilled In the prac 
Hoe of washing what they eat of these 
uncooked products, as a matter nf ordi- 
nary eleanlineaa. 

Lemon Pie Bcoaomlcal and Qood. 
What deaaert nonld be more tempting 

than a perfeotly browned lemon plot

3 tablespoon· oorn starch 
8-4 enp «agar 
1 onp boiling water 
4 tablespoons lemon jnloe 
1 tablespoon bntter 
3 egg yolk· 
8peok of salt (sbout 1 16 teaspoon) 
Orated rind of half a lemon 
3 egg whites and 
a tablespoons sugar for meringue 

Mix tbe oornstsroh and angsr in a 
nance pan and stir in tbe hot water.

CHINESE STUDENT WAS CALM 

Slightly Disturbed by 8oiled Necktie, 
but Not at All by Coming Im- 

portant Debate. 

It Is only 15 years ago that Wel- 
lington Koo—to whose efforts are 

largely attributed the election of 
China to the council of the League of 
Nations—entered Columbia university, 
New York. In definite preparation for 
a diplomatic career he specialized in 
International law under Prof. John 
Bassett Moore, and it was In this sub- 
ject that he took his Ph.D. degree, with 
a thesis on "The Status of Aliens in 
China." He was onè of the most ac- 

tive and distinguished of the Columbia 
undergraduates of his time, says the 

Detroit News. Not only was he elect- 
ed to the Phi Beta Kappa, the most 
famous of the American college fra- 

ternities, but he became editor In chief 
of the Columbia Spectator. 

As a debator, too, Mr. Koo made 
his mark among his contempararies. 
In 1908 his speech turned the tide In 
favor of bis own university in a de- 
bate with Cornell. The story Is told 
that when the Columbia team reached 
Ithaca, the seat of the rival univer- 
sity, most of Its members were in a 

state of blue funk, owing to the high 
reputation of one of their opponents. 
This attack of nerves was at its height 
when they sought out Koo. "Yes," 
he told them, "I, too, am worried. 1 
have brought only one evening dress 
tie with me, and look at It—soiled! 
What Is to be done?" His fellow de- 
baters fled to the nearest haberdash- 
er's and returned with half a dozen 
ties of assorted models. Koo selected 
one, arrayed himself, and In It went 
forth to the fray with a light heart

HOME OF WASHINGTON 

ON THE peaceful and picturesque 
shore of the River Potomac, some 

sixteen miles sooth of our national 
capital, stands Mount Vernon—the 
home of The Father of His Country. 

It was so named in honor of Ad- 
miral Vernon of the British navy and 
It Is to the efforts of the Mount Ver· 
non Ladles' association of the Union 
that the citizens of America are in- 
debted for the preservation of this 
national shrine. 

Occupying a site of great charm, 
commanding a sweeping view of broad 
river and pleasing landscape, is this 
grand old mansion—to which the young 
officer came to live shortly after his 

marriage and to which he retired from 

the presidency, to spend his days in 

a manner befitting one of his rank, 
means and time, and where he died 
in 1799. 

The structure was built in 1743 
and contains many of the original 
furnishings and relics of the family. 
Clustered about it are the barn; coach 
house, spinning house, meat house, ice 
house, wash house, kitchen and othèr 
outbuildings. Nearby is a remarkable, 
old-fashioned, garden, with quaint, 
oddly-designed spaces set off by box 

hedges, said to be 150 years old. In 
this garden is a coffee tree said to 

have been planted In 1824 by Oeneral 
Lafayette and cuttings from a willow 
tree which it Is claimed were brought 
from the grave of the great Napoleon 
at St. Helena. 

Enclosed in two marble sarcophagi, 
in a small and simple structure within 
the grounds, rest the remains of Gen- 
eral George Washington and his con- 

sort Martha. 

SKEPTICISM OUT OF PUCE 

No Announcement of Scientific Dis- 

covery May Today Be P-ooked 
Upon as Fantastic. 

That the butterfly contains within It- 
self what Huxley would have called 
the promise and potency of the cure 

of tuberculosis and perhups of other 
malignant plagues might seem fantas- 
tic proposition were It not for our 

memory of Its antecedent, remarks the 

North American Review. It Is now 

about 55 years since Pusteur perceived 
In the fennontatioi^pf beer and wine 

the principle which emboldened him 
to declare that we shoud one day learn 
to eliminate all communicable diseases 

from the world. Blot, Dumas and 
other veterans of science were lncredu- 
loue. But crying "Travalliler ! tour- 

Jours travailler I" the young master of 

them all proceeded to cure first the 
"sickness" of beer end wine, then the 
"silkworm disease," then a formidable 
poultry pestilence, then one of the 

deadliest plagues of cattle. 
Having thus worked his way up In 

the scale of life, he addressed him- 
self by the same methods to the salva- 
tion of man from what had been re· 

garded as the moet hopeless and hor- 
rible of diseases, rabies, and thus 
opened the way of Lister, of Koch, of 
Finiay and Carrel!, and to all the un- 

speakably beneficent wonders of the 
science of bacterial therapeutics. If 
thus Pasteur found In an atom of yeast 
the cure for rabies, typhoid, cholera, 
malaria, yellow fever, diphtheria and 
bubonic plague, there is no occasion 
for skepticism when his disciple, Metul- 
nikow, suggests that In the larva of 
a butterfly may be found the cure 

for other pestilences. 

TOBACCO USERS NOT IMMUNE 

Only Germs of Cholera and Meningitis 
Succumb to Smoke or Juice 

of Nicotine. 

Professor Puntonl of the University 
of Rome has performed a series of ex- 

periments by way of determining 
whether tobacco, smoked or chewed, 
would act as a disinfectant against dis- 
ease germs. For the purpose he used 
Tuscany cigars, Macedonian cigar- 
ettes and "very strong chewing to- 
bacco." He placed α piece of papor 
covered with a salve which contained 
the germs of cholera, Influenza, diph- 
theria, typhoid and meningitis in u 

glass jar and then (Hied the jar with 
smoke or covered the paper with to- 
bacco Juice, says New York Evening 
Post. 

He has arrived at the depressing con- 

clusion that, except In the case of 
cholera and meningitis, tobacco is pow- 
erless in the presence of germs. As to 

typhoid and diphtheria, he exposed the 
bacilli to the strongest of smoke from 
Tuscany cigars for one hour, and 

they were as robust at the end of the 

experiment as at the beginning. 
As to tuberculosis, Professor Pun- 

tonl says that the most Inveterate 
smoker or chewer can hope for no pro- 
tection from his Indulgence. The ele- 

ments of tobacco that disinfect In the 
case of cholera and meningitis are 

tar, nicotine and formaldehyde.
