No more timely or important «abject 
coald be considered at a large feathering 
of farmers than Tbe Kind of ■ Horse to 

Raiae. Tbia topic wss diaonased by Pro· 
feaaor Rasaell Tuesday morning in tbe 
Farmer·' Week course, Orono, to an In· 

tersated andieoce of Maine farm era. 

Profeaaor Rasaell ia an authority on tbe 
horae, and bis lecture, tbe substance of 
which follows, will be fouod Interesting 
snd instructive. 

One of tbe moat argent needs on oar 

Maine farma to-day la more of tbe right 
kind of boraea. We need them that we 

may do more baainesa, do it better, and 
do it at tbe right time. The proportion of 
boraes to people for the whole, country— 
exclusive of citiea—ia about one horae to 
two human beinga. Here in the atate of 
Maine tbe proportion ia about 1Λ. Tbia 
ahowa something of the deficiency from 
whioh we are Buffering. Tbe aoil and 
climate of Maine are well adapted to a 

large variety of producta that the nearby 
population of our citiea and towna mnat 
have. Products that at tbe present 
time are brought from remote pointa and 

are aold even to the farmers tbemaelvea; 
producta that might better be grown by 
the Maine farmer, if he were in a posi- 
tion to do ao. Some increase in produc- 
tion can doubtleaa be obtained by better 
buainesa methoda. No one will attempt 
to aay that tbe limit of efficiency baa 
been attained in tbe uae of men and ma- 

chinery, horses, and other atock on our 

farma. It ia well worth while that we 

atudy how to produce more and better 
oropa with juat tbe toola that are at 

hand. Jaat as there ia a limit to the 

poaeible production in the mill or fac- 

tory which ia dependent upon the power 
and machinery available ao the produc- 
tion of tbe farm ia abaolutely limited by 
the equipment used to operate it. 

Tbe time may come when the human 

family will actually suffer for the neces- 

sities of life, and sea and land will be 
taxed to tbe limit of production, but 
there is no indication in this state that 
such time ia near at band. It aome- 

timea aeema aa though we do not take a 

serious view of our oalllng, that we are 

jaat playing at the art of agriculture and 
are not regarding it as a aérions bu«ineas. 

Large well located farms, capable of pro- 
ducing abundantly are lying practically 
idle. Farms with 60 acres of tillable 
land may bave β or 7 under cultivation 

during a aingle aeason. This is not sim- 

ply io exceptional cases bat fairly repre- 
senting aversge conditions in entire 
(nvnahlm anil counties. 

With our abort muodi, with the very 
limited time for getting aeed into (be 

ground, we cannot aee any prospect of 

very macb improvement with the facili- 
ties tbat are at hand. It is true that 
more of the work necessary to fit the 
■oil for the aeed could be done during 
the previoua summer and fall; by cooper- 
ation machinery may be ueed to better 
advantage, and the farm teama (by cart:) 
oan be conditioned for the work so tbat 
when the rush of the seeding time is on 

better résulte will be obtained in the fu- 
ture than io the past. Yet when we con- 

aider the situation we see that to pro- 
duce more, to really produce on Maine 
farms anything like the limit to which 

they may profitably be used wq must 
have more motive power. The horses 
we now have on our farms certainly 
work nearly to the limit of their capac- 
ity during the growing season, especially 
during the spring when the seed must be 

put into the ground. If more horse 

power cannot be obtained at a cost tbat 
will make its employment profitable 
there is little prospeot of extension of 
Maine's agricultural production. We 
believe tbat more horse power can be 
obtained at a cost so low tbat it will be 

profitable to use. 
The horses that we now have cost us 

more than they ought. The most of our 

farm horses are either second hand, 
borsee that have outlived their useful- 
ness in near-by cities or In the woods, or 

tbey are green soft untrained animals 
from the west. The second-hand horses 
bave to be replaced often, most be fed 

liberally, and are only moderately effi- 
cient. Tbey are apt to oost more than 

they are worth and compared to tbeir 
real value more than the green horses. 
Tbe cost of maintaining them is high, 
their efficiency is below par, and tbey do 
not last long. Tbe second band team 

that is young, sound, and all right is the 
best possible kind to buy if the price is 
reasonable but in these days of high 
prices an old team is seldom worth what 
it will sell for. Qreen horses from the 
middle west furnish our principal sup- 
ply of farm teams. These are mostly 
geldings, many of them blemished, "or 
poor shaped, and of less than standard 
weight for draft horses. 

We do not forget tbat tbe raising of 
the draft borse and tbe doing of more 

business on the farm oalls for more men, 
and farm belp is hard to find. However, 
we may claim tbat it Is an added reason 

for raising more colts. The best farm 

help for Maine is Maine boys born and 
bred on our farms. Tbey have been 
leaving Maine to build up the west and 
to contribute to tbe prosperity and de- 

velopment of New England manufactur- 

ing towns. Tbe development of Maine's 

agriculture will tend to keep them at 
borne and furnish tbem profitable and 
attractive employment. 

With a few practical suggestions we 

will close. Start with good breeding 
stock; the best obtainable is none too 

good. The marc· should be large, sound, 
kind, and of good conformation, If pure 
bred so much tbe better. If desirable 
mares cannot be obtained nearer, they 
oan be purchased through dealers bring- 
ing in western horses. One will have to 
pa? a little more for them than for geld- 
log· but they win De wen woria we 

difference. Breed to the beet purebred 
draft atalllon that la acceaaible, do not 
over eatimate the advantage of breeding 
to near-by atalliona at a amall fee. In 
the end the advantage it all In favor of 

quality. Have the colt· come early, the 
laat of March if possible; feed the mare· 

liberally and work them. If oarefully 
bandied two week·' reat at foaling time 
la auffioient, provided they are needed 
for work. Keep the colt· growing dur- 
ing the firat few yeara, eapeclally the 
drat year. Too much may hart the 
oolta, but if they bave plenty of exer- 

olae they are not often Injured by liberal 
feeding of oat·. bran, clean early cut 
clover or mixed hay. 

While breeding ducka can be anooeaa- 

fully kept on band, It baa been proved 
that tboae having the advantage of bath- 

ing water keep in a more healthful con- 

dition, and there la greater fertility in 
tbeir egg·. Bathing ia the only real ex· 

erciae a duck can take, for, nnllke the 
hen, ahe cannot acratch. 

Ginger, if fed poultry for too long a 

time, ia apt to weaken the digeative or- 

gane, while aaafœ tida and gentian are 

excellent digeetlve atimnlanta. Aaa- 
fœ tida, garlic and oniona have a good 
effeot on the lunga and bronohia. 

Every unproductive acre la a tax upon 
the producing aorae of the farm. Doea 
your buaineee warrant the carrying of 
th!a dead investment load? 

Remember that the dairy cow ia a 

lady, and efaould be treated a· auch if 
the beet return· are expected. 

He who plant· according to the moon

Hot Ralalng. 
(Lector* by Professor P. A. Campbell, Farraenl 

Week, Oroao, Wednesday, March 6th.) 
Wed need*j, March 5th, In the Animal 

Industry Seotion, Professor Campbell 
gave an instructive leoture on Hog Rata- 

ing. He emphasized the necesaity for 
economic production in the following 
word·: "Sncoeeafal Hog Hairing consista 
of producing pork cheaply and In getting 
the greatest net returns for feed, labor, 
and capital." His lecture dealt with 
methods of raising aud feeding swioe. 

The following is an abstract of his ad- 
dress: The cost of produoing the pig 
depend· upon the oost of keeping the 

•ow for the year, also a proportionate 
part of the boar'· ooat of maintenance, 
this of course varying with the nnmber 
of pigs wbioh he is the sire of. The 
oost of both sow and boar includes feed, 
labor, and overhead charges. From this 
it may be seen that a sow that produces 
only five pigs in a year bringa the cost of 
the piga up to about twice what It would 
be if she produced ten; or three timea 

what they would cost if she produced 
fifteen. Consequently the necessity of 

•electing prolific stook, also of handling 
the sow in such a way that she will pro- 
duce thrifty pigs and the saving of the 

pigs after farrowing is apparent. 
It is also just as essential that good 

breeding stook be used in order to pro- 
duce the right type of pig. It is a well 

recognized fact by all stookmen that the 
nearer to the birth period that a pound 
of gain can be made the oheaper will be 
the cost of that pound of gain. Any pig 
that is kept merely for fattening pur- 
poses should be ready for market by the 

time it is six to eight months of age. It 

is very likely that the hog dressing 400 
or 600 pounds—varying in age from a 

year upward—owes the fewler more 

than the hog will possibly sell for. 
The young pig, while still suckling Its 

dam, should learn to eat by having a 

small trough placed in a run that a pig 
can easily get to. If skim milk is avail- 
able the feed may be a mixture of skim 
milk and middlings. Bran should not 

be used at any time in swine feeding, ex- 

cept possibly with the brood sow that 
has a tendency to take on fat. The ca- 

pacity of the pig's stomach is limited 
and the hog does not digest crude fibre 

readily. Although middlings and bran 
are not materially different in food nu- 

trients the hog gets about twioe the re- 

sults from middlings that it does from 
bran. 

The pig fed supplemental feed In this 

way scarcely notices the weaning period 
and ir thn mi la auckline a 2ood number 
of pig· and tbey have plenty of exercise 
there will be little or do danger from 
over feeding, or producing a caee of 

"thumps." For tome time after weaning 
a ration of 1 part middling· to 3 part· 
■kim milk (by weight) will producesatis- 
factory growth. If more akim milk ie 
available it may be used but care ahould 
be exercised not to permit enough milk 
to be fed to create atoppage for in auoh 
case· too muob milk is worae than none. 

A· the pig develops cornmeal may grad- 
ually take the place of the middlings un- 

til at four or five months of age the meal 
ha· entirely replaced the milk. Many 
experiments have been conducted to de- 
termine whether the corn ground into 
meal is more efficient than whole com. 

Usually the corn meal has produced the 
beat results. With corn at the price it 

usually ia here in Maine It is safe to as- 

sume that it will alwaya pay to grind the 
corn. 

No aavlng la made by cooking the feed, 
in fact not quite ao good returns have 
been made. The only exception to this 
is with potatoea. The hog like· cooked 
potatoe· better and will eat them readi- 
ly, while he will eat only a limited 
amount of raw onee. 

If there are no dairy by-products 
available; feeding tankage may be used 
to take the place of skim milk. One 

part of tankage to 9 or 10 parts of meal 

(by weight) usually givea as good résulta 
as the milk. A ration made up of oorn 

alone produces a very fat hog but as 

corn 1· lacking in aah the bone doe· not 

grow fut enough ao but what the bog is 

frequently too heavy for hi· bone· and 
the common expression ia that the hog 
goes "off its feet." Barley may be used 
for fattening but does not make quite as 

large gaina for the pounda fed aa corn, 
and It ia better when fed with other 
feed·. Rye may be used the same as 

barley. Pasture alone as a role does 
not furnish a aatlafactory ration usually 
supplying little more than a mainte- 
nance but when nsed with a supplemen- 
tal grain feed produce» good résulté and 
more economical gaina than when pas- 
ture is not used. One of the most econ- 

omical paaturea is rape—Dwarf Essex 

rape is the variety sown. Clover makes 
a good pasture, also peas and oata. 

Everything considered the man who 
desires to grow pork in Maine has equal 
advantages with feeder· in any part of 
the east. 

Dairy by-produora, pasture, potatoe·, 
barley, oorn—all furnish a part of the 

bog's ration, and when oonverted into 

pork provlde.a manufactured form in 
which they can be sold with good re- 

turns. 

Care of the Draft Horse.

1. Start at a walk, and let your horse 
work very eaally for the first half hour. 

2. A heavy draft bora· should never 

be driven faster than a walk, with or 

without a load. 
3. Look to your harness. Avoid 

these faults especially: 
Bridle too long or too short. 
Blinders pressing on the eye or flap- 

ping. 
Throat latch too tight. 
Collar too tight or too loose. 
Shaft girth too loose. 
Tracea too long. 
Breeching too low down or too loose. 
Inside reins too long, in the case of

4. Drive your horse all the time. 

Feel hi· mouth gently. Never jerk the 
rein·. 

5. Take the horae out of the shafts aa 

much as possible; and if you drive a pair 
or (our, unfasten the outside tracer 

while the horses are standing; they will 
rest better that way. 

Θ. Teach your horses to go into the 
collar gradually. When a load i> to be 
started, speak to the horses and take a 

firm hold on the reins so that they will 
aroh their necks, keep their lega under 
them and step on their toe·. A loose 
rein means sprawling and slipping, often 
with one horse ahead of the other. 

7. Water your horse as often as pos 
sible. Water in moderate quantities 
will not hurt him, so long aa he keeps 
moving. 

8. Blanket your horse carefully when 
he atands, espeolally If he is at all 'hot. 

Repeated slight chills stiffen and age a 

horse before bis time. 
9. Bring your horse in cool and 

breathing easily. If he comes in hot he 
will sweat in the stable, and the sudden 

stoppage of bard work is bad for bis feet. 
10. In bot weather or in drawing 

heavy loads, watch your horse's breath- 
ing. if be breathes bard, or abort and 
quick, It is time to stop. 

11. Remember that the horse is the 
most nervous of all animals, and that 
little things annoy and Irritate him. 
Remember that be will be contented or 

miserable accordingly as you treat him.

Now Pat Up Bird Houses. 

Now la tbe time to pat ap bird hoaees 
sod netting boxes. It woald bsve been 
better to erect tbem iset fall with s little 
wsrm material In tbe bottom of eaob, ao 

tbat woodpecker», natbatchee or ohicka· 
dees could find warmtb and abetter dar- 
ing the long oold winter nigbta. Bat 
where Eogliih aparrowe are nameroaa 

they usually find and oocapj such bozea 
In tbe winter, fill tbem np with neatlng 
material early In the apring and drive 
native bird· away. If tbe bozea are pat 
ap now tbe native birda will have aome 

chance to keep the aparrowa oat. 
Let no one fail to pat ap bird bozea 

becaaae of tbe ezpenae. Any boy can 

make tbem and tbe material needed 
coata little if anything. The bluebird, 
martin, tree awallow, wren, flicker, 
chickadee, acreeoh owl, and wood dock 
all neet naturally in hollow tree· or cav- 

itiea in tree limba. 
▲ hollow branch, five or more inchea 

inaide diameter, trimmed from ao apple 
tree, may be made into aeveral excellent 
nesting bozea by sawing it into sections 
each a foot or more loog, nailing on 

each section a piece of biard or sbingle 
for a roof, plugging the bottom, catting 
a bole oh one side near tbe top for tbe 
entranoe and fastening it aprigbt to a 

tree, a building or pole. Old tomato 
cans, small milk oans and even fl<>wer 
pots may be used in a similar manner if 

they be put up In tbe sbade; otherwise 
tbe sun will overheat tbe yonng bird*. ▲ 
few abinglea, bita of boards or aoy elon- 
gated small wooden boz like a deep 
cigar boz will make a nesting boz 
tbat will last for one season or more. 
Pieoes of slabs from tbe sawmill, nailed 

together to fora a rectangular boz, witb 

height greater taun ν idtb, will make an 

attractive rustic bird home. 
Nesting bozea may be conatructed 

from bark, if provided with a aolid bot- 
tom and top to nail the bark on. Each 
neating boz abouid bave s watertight 
top, but the bottom need not be ao 

tight. Tbe entrance hole ahould be not 
less than one inch in amalleat diameter 
for a wren, one and one-half inch for 
bluebirda or awallows, two inohee for 
martins, three incbea for a flicker and 
four incbca for a screech owl or wood 
duck. The entrance may be round, 
square or oblong and it Is better to have 
the roof jut over it two or three inches 
to sbed the rain. Tbe costly bozes and 
bird houses made by manufacturers of 
such goods are better than most of the 
home-made ones, but they are not essen- 

tial, aa tbe birda usually are not fastidi- 
ous, provided the boz and tbe entrance 
bole are large enough and tbe domicile 
affords a aafe abetter from aun, wind and 
rain. 

Many people have been led to believe 
tbat birda are shy of painted houses be- 
cause of the smell or appearance of tbe 
paint, but this is an unimportant detail. 
Birds that usually nest in hollow trees 

naturally go to a weathered nesting boz, 
but sometimes tne ume oiras preier a 

painted one. Any bird bouse that is ex- 

posed constantly to the sun on a pule 
should be painted In light colors so that 
it will not so readily absorb beat. In 
Hucb a situation a bouse with double 
walls is a protection to the birds. 

Boxes built on the European plan and 
shaped internally like a woodpecker's 
hole are excellent. It is best to bave 
some way of opening the box ao that un- 
desirable tenants may be readily evicted. 
The last annual report of the Massachu- 
iieite State Ornithologist which may be 
obtained of the Secretary of Agriculture, 
State House, Boston, tells bow trouble- 
some English sparrows may be disposed 
of. 

Small shallow open boxes about five 
inches inside diameter put up under an 

open shed root in a grape arbor or even 
under broad eaves frequently are accept- 
ed for nesting places by robins or bam 
swallows. A cleat or little abelf nailed 
on a barn rafter or even a lath nailed 
across two rafters will help the swallows 
to a nesting place when rafters are too 
smooth to offer safe points of attach- 
ment for tbeir mudbuilt homes.

Whole or Cut Potatoes Again. 
Editor Democrat: 

Reading in your paper of recent dale 
an article, "Whole or Cut Potatoes," by 
T. Orelner, and thinking that perhaps 
some of my experiments along this 
Γ no might be of interest is my excuse 

for writing ft this time. My grandfa- 
ther saved the seed ends of the potatoes 
used in the family during the'winter for 
the spring planting, and when tbe quan- 
tity was not sufficient, used whole pota- 
toes by splitting tbem lengthwise, 
while my father, knowing that when 
whole potatoes were planted only tbe 
eyes in the seed end germinated, cut 
them across, and at times dividing each 
part, planting one or more pieces in each 
hill. My curiosity led me to plant ono 

row with seed ends and tbe adjoining 
row with butt ends, and found that al- 
though there was very little difference 
in weight, the butt ends produced larger 
stalks, fewer potatoes but larger, and 
more merchantable ones. 

As soon as the potatoes begin to 

sprout in the early spring, I lay tbem 
where tbe sun may sblne upon tbem 
some part of tbe day, and the eyes de- 
velop green and strong, thus advancing 
tbe season of giowtb and time of ripen- 
ing a week or more. I plant upon fertil- 
izer and deep in the furrow, so that tbe 

hoeing is merely a filling in—only tbe 
bulging of the growing potatoes rising 
above the flat surface. 

I now cut to one eye, planting about 
ten inches apart in the row, and think I 
get more merchantable potatoes in 
this way. 

One old farmer was influenced through 
bis boy to try my way, with single eyes, 
and wrote in the fall, that he never rais- 
ed so good a crop, bnt his wife lamented 
that there were "do little ones for the 
pigs."

New England weather may be a t hi ate 

of vagaries, as Mark Twaio so entertain 

ingly assured us, but at this period io 
the country's history we can look out 
over the great central valley of America 
at the ruin and death that have been 
wrought by the elements, and rejoice 
that our lot is cast in New Eoglaod. The 
recent storms ami Hoods in the central 
valley will rank with the few great dis- 
asters of the couutry in their deatruct- 
iveoess—the Chicago tire, the Johns- 
town flood, the San Francisco earth- 

quake and tire. All other disasters are 

dwarfed by these, iu destruction of life 
and property. 

Since the above was in type, more has 
been learned regardiog the facts, so that 
the tigures showing the loss of life in the 
Ohio valley have been revised downward 
on a large scale. For all that, in loss of 

property and suffering caused, the storms 

and Hoods of March, 1913, still stand as 

one of the stupendous disasters. 

New England rivers also run to the 
sea, like those of the central valley, and 
the waters pour down them iu a Hood at 

times; but the configuration of the face 
of the earth is not such as to cause us to 

"tempt providence'1 to any large extent 
by building our homes and our factories 
and our assembling places and our rail- 
roads in the path of a possible torrent. 

i 
Parcel post is apparently not one of 

those things which leaps into instant 
popularity with a flourish of trumpets, 
and then loses its bold, but rather one of 
the institutions which the people have 
to learn to use, and which grows in favor 
with use. The statistics of the depart- 
ment indicate that the parcel post busi- 
ness done in February, the second month 
of its existence, was considerably larger 
than in January. 

As usual in the rush of the closing 
days of a session of the legislature, there 
has been, it is said, more or less talk at 

Augusta about annual sessions. It will 
end in talk. There is no need of a ses- 

sion every year—not even for the benefit 
of the Augusta hotels. With the pro- 
gressive political measures we have been 
adopting in the past few years, and the 
agitation for changes of one kind and 
another, it has already got to the point 
where a political campaign is pretty 
nearly a continuous performance, and 
we don't need to increase our political 
disturbance by doubling up on tho legis- 
lative sessions. 

rsotes oi ine Legisiaiure. 
Son.e measures which have been dis- 

posed of by unfavorable action are the 

bridge bill, providing for the building of 
bridges by state, county and town, and 
maintenance by the state; the "Hastings 
bill," so called, which would make im- 

prisonment compulsory in violations of 
the liquor law ; the bill for a distribution 
of the school fund on the basis uf aggre 
gate school attendance; the printing of 
additional volumes of ttie York deeds; a 

bill providing dne or imprisonment as a 

peualty for removing an automobile 
from a garage without paying the bill. 

The public utilities commission bill 
was tiually enacted wiih few radical 

changes from the form in which it was 

report»! by tbe sub committee having it 
in charge. It provides for a commission 
cf t^'ee member· to be appointed by the 

governor, the chairman having a salary 
of 15000, and tbe others 54000, with a 

clerk and assistant. The railroad com- 

missioners and the water storage com- 

mission are abolished. The commis- 
sioners may be appointed after July 1st, 
and their duties will begift Sept. 1st. 
They have extensive powers in the mat. 

ter of rates aud other conditions in all 

public utilities. 
Although the Massachusetts ballot act 

had been once indefinitely postponed iu 

the house, it was revived last week suffi 
ciently for a second aud final defeat, on 

which the vote was 73 to 05. Most of the 
Republicans and the Progressives voted 
in favor of the bill. Some Republicans 
and all the Democrats voted against it! 

The apple packing bill, after various 
hearings and amendments, finally passed 
with less strict requirements as to the 
sorting of the fruit than there were in 
tbe bill when introduced. 

A bill giving tite governor and council 

power toorder the county commissioners 
of any county to make changes recom- 
mended by tbe prison inspectors at tbe 
expense of the county was turned down 
by the legisture. A similar measure was 

formerly law, but was repealed by the 

legislature of 1911. 
In Its original form as introduced in 

the legislature, tbe bill incorporating the 
York County Power Company gave the 
company charter rights not only in York 
County, but in all unoccupied territory 
In Oxford County. The new draft which 
was favorably reported gives the com- 

pany rights iu Oxford County only in tbe 
towns of Fryeburg, Porter and Hiram. 

The statutes are to be revised, and 
John A. Morrill of Auburn, who had 
charge of the revision of 1U03, will alao 
have charge of this. 

Governor Haines on Thursday caused 
something of a sensation by a special 
message to the legislature in which he 
advises trial by the leglalsture of Sheriff 
Moulton of Cumberland County, for 
failure to observe the duties of his office 
by enforcement of the prohibitory law. 
The message was accompanied by peti- 
tions addressed to the governor asking 
for such action, by lists of witnesses and 
of places In Portland where it is alleged 
that liquor is sold with the connivance 
of the sheriff. Governor Haines says it 
is also alleged that there is lack of en- 

forcement in other counties, and that 
similar action will doubtless follow with 

regard to the officers of some other 
counties. 

When this message reached the senate, 
there were added to the resolve the 
names of some other county officials, 
makiug a list of six who are now slated 
to be fried by the legislature. Besides 
Sheriff Moulton, tbe others are Sheriff 
Hewett M. Lowe of Androscoggin, and 
County Attorney William H. Hines, 
present mayor of Lewistou, Sheriff Wil- 
bert N. Emerson of Penobscot County, 
Sheriff Adelbert J. Tolman of Knox 
County, and Sheriff John W. Ballou of 
Sagadahoc County. 

Attorney General Scott Wilaon will 

represent tbe state in the trials, and the 

attorneys for the defence will be former 

attorney general Wm. R. Pattangall of 
Waterville and Judge Louis C. Stearns 
of Bangor. 

The matter is now on the table in the 
house, to be taken up Tuesday. It Is 

hardly necessary to say that with thla 
business on band the legislature la not 

likely to adjourn this week.

Lincoln was a Representative in Con- 
gress from 1818 till 1826, when he was 
chosen Governor of the State, of which 
latter office he was an incumbent till bis 
death on October 8, 1829. He was a 
member of the Harvard College class of 
1808, which he entered as a Sophomore 
at the beginning of tbe college year in 
tbe autumn of 1805. In consequence of 
l>ain<t 5r*ι»λΙin ο rnKallSnn arroinuf Mit» 

college authorities be was, with quite a 
number of bis fellow collegians, dis- 
missed from oollege in April, 1807 
Tbat rebellion, wbicb has since been 
known as the ''Rotten-Cabbage Rebel- 
lion," is commemorated in the name of 
the "Rebellion Tree," an elm which 
then stood, and, now decrepit with age, 
still stands, in front of the south en- 
trance to Hollis Hall. In room 30 of 
that Hall, Lincoln lodged in bis Junior 
year, the year in which he was dismissed 
from college. One of his classmates 
who was dismissed from college with 
him was Richard Henry Dana, who 
afterwards became famous as an author. 
Other cluRsmates of his who afterwards 
achieved fame were Lucius Manllus Sar- 
gent and John Hannibal Sheppard, who 
became well known as authors, and Sam- 
uel Emerson Smith, who was for three 
years Qovernor of Maine. Sargent and 
Sheppard left college before graduation. 
Smith was one of those who were die- 
missed from college with Lincoln in con- 

sequence of beiug Involved in the "Rot- 
ten-Cabbage Rebellion," but he watt 

afterwards restored to his class, and was 

graduated In course in 1303.

"CTSir" Mh*

Three Luncheon*. 
The senior claw of the Home Econom- 

ic* Department of the University of 
Maine ha· been doing eome very Inter 

eating work tbl· past semester in con- 

nection with serving lanoheons. All 

along the course they have been Instruct- 
ed with regard to food value* and also 
tbe cost of various products. This type 
of work is introduced as a sort of sum- 

mary of the three years previous train- 

ing. It is designed to show what kind 
of luncheons en be gotten up for a oer- 

taln price, that are well balanced and 
attractive. Tbe experiments bave to be 
made with regard to the time of getting 
tbe luncheon, of serving it, and of doing 
tbe dishes. One hour preceding tbe 
time for serving was allowed in tbe prep- 
aration of tbe materials; tbe dishes were 

supposed to be done in one hour and a 

hair. During that one hour and a balf 
the waitresses were also to be served. 
This work is all done on the second floor 
of Winslow Hall; one of the other class 
rooms being used as a dining room in 
such cases. Tbe large tablet arm chairs 
serve admirably for a table, and with the 
use of paper napkins present a clean ap- 
pearance. 

The first opportunity that presented 
itself was in November during tbe visit 
of the trustees of the University. This 
luncheon was gotten up with the idea of 

having It well balanced and most at- 
tractive to those served ; no special at- 
tention being given to tbe cost of the 
food. The menu was as follows: Cream 
of Celery Soup, Toast Bars, Veal Tim- 
bales, Braised Sweet Potatoes, Creamed 
Brussels Sproats, Rice Maffias, Spiced 
Grapes, Banana Croquette Salad with 
Wafers, Fruit Baskets, and Coffee. The 
Toast Bars were most attractive, being 
cut in various shapes. The Brussels 

Sprouts as a creamed vegetable created 
some comment because they were not 
familiar to all; there was also a variety 
of opinion as to the desirability of hav- 

ing that vegetable reproduced on the 
family table. Tbe appearance of the 
plates when removed from the table 
warranted tbe young women in thinking 
that the luncheon was at least very great- 
ly appreciated. The cost of this was not 

accurately counted but It averaged about 
32c. per person. 

The second luncheon was served to 
sixteen ladles. It was served to ladies 

only because of Its low cost, being limit- 
ed to β cents apiece and with food as 

high as at tbe present time one knows 
that a sumptuous luncheon cannot be 

prepared for that price. The menu fol- 
lows: Bacon and Creamed Peas in Crous- 
tades; Potato Roses; Whole Wheat 
Muffins; Rice Balls with Nutmeg Sauce. 
The Croustades as a foundation for 
the baoon and peas were simply made 
from stale bread cut in box form and 
toasted. They added to the nutritive 
value of the luncheon, made an attract- 
ive appearance and also filled a need in 

supplying extra bread stuffs. In this 
meal but one whole wheat muffin could 
be given. Tbe other servings were of 
moderate else and all present reported 
being very well satisfied with their meal. 
The cost of this, figured out most care- 

fully down to mills came to exactly 
.049, so that the price allowed covered 
tbe total expense. 

Butterine and skim milk were used in 
the cooking of muffins, oake and the 
like. If one has to pay forty cents a 

pound for butter and can get butterine 
or oleomargarine for twenty-five cents, 
wbere cost has to be considered to a 

large extent, the saving of fifteen cents 
per pound on a food of equal nutritive 
value is not a small item. The same 

holds true regarding skimmed milk. In 
this case we lose tbe fat of the milk but 
retain the tissue building properties, a 

substitution which may be allowed

The lut luncheon was to five men and 
eleven women; onto! that eleven women 

there were tbe four young women who 
were serving tbe Inncbeon wbo bad to 
bave their midday meal at tbe college. 
Each cover, this time was to cost ten 
cents, therefore making it possible to 
serve a greater number of things, also 
more expensive. Tbe menu waa Tomato 
Soup, Toast Rings and Bars, Not and 
Cheese Loaf, Potatoes on Half Shell, 
Mashed Turnip; Qrabam Biscuit, Choco- 
late Marsbmallow Blancmange, Coffee 
and Cream. It waa interesting to note 
that tbe cost waa exactly tbe aame for a 

loaf made from a cheap cut of meat aa 

for one from nuts and cbeeae. Meat 
substitutes are deslrabl6 in many re- 

spects adding muoh to the mena in way 
of variety and palatablenesa. Few tbere 
are wbo do not care for them, ao a boat- 
ess need entertain no fears aa to their 
reception. Tbe Potatoes on the Half 
Shell were attractive in form and very 
easily prepared—being simply baked po- 
tatoes, maahed and replaced in tbe half 
skin and browned again in the oven. 

Here aa in the cheaper luncheon but one 

biscuit was served. In both inatancea 
butter was the fat used in spreading tbe 
biscuit. In tbe Chocolate Marsbmallow 
Blancmange it waa found that the addi- 
tion of marahmailowa to an ordinary 
Chocolate Blancmange gave a different 
flavor and an added nicenesa to the pud- 
ding. 

The food value for thia luncheon was 

carefully figured out and it waa found 
that 1011 waa tbe total number of calo- 
ries yielded one person partaking of this 

meal, and tbe total yield of protein waa 

1017 grams. Considering that 66 grama 
of protein and 2800 calories are sufficient 
for a person in moderate exercise for 
each 24 houre this lunoheon waa fairly 
well balanced. 

The young women who participate in 
this group work learn many lessons 
which could never be obtained from 
books. Briefly summarized these are 

some of the points: making money yield 
best food valuea; what thought must be 
exercised to vary menos; how best to 
make attractive menas on limited means; 
time required for preparation of meals; 
consideration of other people. These 
tend to make an efficient home maker 
and community dweller. 

A Cabaret Supper. 
A cabaret supper ia now very popular 

as a means of raising funds for church, 
clob or oharity. A large room is chosen, 
set with aa many small tables as possible 
and a few booths are placed in tbe corri- 
dor or an adjoining room. Among these 
booths are a college booth where candies 
and fudge are aold^ a Dutch booth for 
lemonade and soft drinks, aerved in 
mugs* a fortune-telling tent, and a favor 
booth for tbe sale of anything tbe club 
wishes. Quesla engage supper tables 

paying forty oenta for the supper. Then 
if they stay at a table for half an hour 
without ordering anything, girls dressed 
to represent police officers accompany 
tbe waitresses and see that food is ordered 
or a fine paid. Those who wish to stay 
at their table aa spectators after tbeir 
dinner, can do so by paying a small sum. 

Daring tbe supper the different perform- 
ers in fanoy costume pass from table to 
table ainsing or playing. Only entertain- 
ing and lively jwpular music ia played 
and sometimes the gueaU are asked to 
join in tbe choruaea. Flower girls, 
newsboys, vendors of popoorn, candy, 
postcards, and sheet music walk about. 
Occasionally a peddler man with a tray 
full of collar buttons, shoestrings, ties, 
slips In and makes aalea before ne la ar- 
rested and driven out. A similar enter- 
tainment on a smaller soale Is fnn for a 

private or neighborhood party.—Today'a.

Working Under the Wat*. 

HOW IT VBKLS TO BE ▲ DIVXB IX Τ HI

Laboring on the firm earth, with "all 
oat of door»" to breathe, perspiring, and, 
mayhap, grumbling at one'· hard look, 
a person aeldom, if ever, etope to think 
that men work day alter day, deep down 
In the water, or the mod, with none but 
artificial light to guide their movement!, 
ud only the air that if pumped to them 
to breathe. 

People who work In the open air would 
have only to labor for a abort time In a 

diver'· sait, a oaisaon, or an air look, 
getting a taste of what It Is like and how 
it feels to be cured forever of grum- 
bling at their lot, and thank their lucky 
stars that it has been ordained that they 
work on top of the earth. 

The work of a diver, his sensations 
while under the water and bis expe- 
riences have often been written about, 
bot those of the air lock and caisson 
worker bave not. While he does not 
face the danger of fouling pipes and lines 
as does the diver, be stays down longer, 
gets warmer, and bis great danger lies in 
the stagnation of blood and paralysis, 
reeultingfrom the change of atmosphere. 

While the man working on the surface 
of the earth bears up an atmospheric 
pressure of 15 pounds to the inch, men in 
the locks bear a pressure of from 15 to 
50 pounds of compressed air, according 
to the depth. The heaviest pressure 
ever worked under was borne by five 
divers on the Swedish coast—65 pounds. 
Four of these died a few minutes after 

coming oat. 
While, as a general thing, the diver 

stands not nearly the amount of pres- 
sure, and seldom stays down more than 
two hours, the men in the Hudson River 
tunnel stood a pressure of 46 pounds 
and worked in four hour shifts. Some 
men stayed down 20 hours at a stretch, 
but did not work all the time, and Su- 
perintendent Haskins stayed down once 

24 hours. 
The sensations experienced are pecu- 

liar. When a man first steps in there Is 
a tingling In the ears and a pain In tbe 

bead, and when be talks it is apparently 
through tbe nose. This is caused by 
the preesure, and the remedy is to hold 
tbe nose, close tbe mouth and blow 

against tbe ears. This relieves the pain, 
and stops the sensation. When tbe 

pressure is all on the worker feels all 
right and experiences no discomfort. 
Then there is a sort of exhilaration, and 
a man does more work In the lock than 
be could outside. 

The danger lies in coming out of tbe 

pressure into the open air. It is then 
that a man is apt to suffer from stagna- 
tion of the blood and paralysis caused by 
the change in tbe atmosphere. Besides 
this a man may be attacked in tbe bead 
and stomach with severe pains. Three 
out of five cases where the bead and 
■tomach are attacked result fatally. 

Another severe malady resulting from 
the change is wbatis called the "bands." 
This is the air getting in between tbe 
fiesh and the bone. It is extremely 
painful and so severe that a quart of 
whiskey administered in half an bour 
would not intoxicate the patient. Tbe 

stagnation and tbe paralysis are tbe 
worst dangers, and do the work quickly. 
Many men have been keeled over by 
these causes, aud not a few die. Old- 
timers at the business sometimes get 
caught. The remedy for this paralysis 
is a quick return to the air lock. 

Tbe effect of the pressure varies on 

snimals, as is shown by the mules used 
in tbe Hudson River tunnel. Some of 
these beasts were kept at work down 
below for a year and on being brought 
up were worth more than when they 
were taken down. Others that had been 
in tbe works four months bad to be 
killed. 

The men as a general thing do not re- 

main a great many years at tbe business, 
and a man should never work at it after 
be is forty years of age. 

Cutting a hole and building a tunnel 
through water is an extremely difficult 
thing, and by many was thought to be 

impossible. Still it was done in the 
case of tbe Hudson River tunnel, and tbe 
method is very interesting. 

The work on tbe tunnel bad progressed 
until a body of water was struck. How 
to tunnel through this hole of water was 
a puzzling.queetion. It was done In this 
way : A so-called balloon was construct- 
ed by making a netting of wire rope and 

coverlog tuts netting who cutm. iue 

interior of the balloon vu then filled 
with blue clay and aalt hay. When fill- 

ed, tbe balloon, 30 feet in diameter, 
weighed 140 tons. The bole of water 
was then located, and, with tbe aid of a 

huge ateam derrick, the balloon waa 

dropped into tbe bole. Then aeveral 
acow loads of dirt were dumped down 
on to tbe balloon, and tbe whole thing 
left to aettle. 

▲t the end of ten daya the work of cut- 

ting through the balloon waa begun. 
This waa a very difficult job. An idea 
of what bard cutting it waa may be 
gained from tbe fact that it took 
two montba to cnt through the 30 feet. 
—St. Louie Globe-Democrat.
