Humus in the Soil.

FUNCTION, MAINTENANCE, UTILIZATION.

—

Three important points were brought
out in the lecture given by Professor
Simmons in the Farmers' Week Course
at the University of Maine on Humus in
the Soil. The following is ao abstract
of this very practical lecture:—

Humus is organic matter in the soil in
an advanced stage of decay. Its dark
color causes the darker color of the soil.

Peat is an accomulation of organic
matter whose decomposition haa been
checked in a very early stage. Usually
it is comprised of some form of moss,

Muck represents a more advanced
stage of plant decay than peat, and usu-
ally contains quite a quantity of bumus.

The composition of humus is quite
variable. Insome of its many carbon
compounds it contains nitrogen and also
all of the mineral elements necessary to
plant and animal life. The elements are
in their simplest and most available
form. The average percent of bumus in
237 types of soils in the United States
shows an nvoﬂie content of 2 06 percent
of humus and the sub-soil .83 percent.
Clay soils contain more bumus than
sandy soils, becanse it is less readily
leached from the clay soll.

Organic matter in the soil in the form
of humus affects the soil as follows:

1. The particles of organic matter act
as little sponges, and hold water in avail-
able form for plant growth even against
periods of drought.

2. The mechanical condition of the
soll is improved; in clay by the grouping
of fine soil particles into groups, or clus-
ters, allowing greater sized air spaces; in
sandy soil it acts as a bindiog material,
thus preventing loss of plant food by
leaching.

3. Ioits process of decomposition it
generates acids that assist in making
available the mineral plaot food.

4. By darkeniog the color of the soil
it enables it to absorb more of the sun's
rays, causing it to become better adapt-
ed to early crop growth.

5. It sopplies material to support soil
organisms that are so essential in the
preparation of plant food.

Muck or peat, when close at hand,
may be profitably employed to increase
the supply of humus. It sbould be
allowed to drain, so as to free it from the
water that it contains. They contain ni-
trogen, but it is slowly available. Ma-
pure dropped in the pasture gives far
less return than if spread from the barn
and incorporated into the soil. The or-
ganic matter in commercial fertilizers
is not usually in sufficient abundance
to be of any great help as a supply of
bumic material. Stubble and roots
gerve a good purpose, and if from legu-

trogen. Stable manures add greatly to
the supply of bumus, besides introduc-
ing desirable bacteria to work upon the
organic matter turned under. The humic
value of stable manure accounts to quite
an extent for its high value in the soil.
Cornpell University Station in New
York secured the following results from
experiments on bay: Twenty tons of
manure per acre gave a yield of 7420 lbs.,
of bay per acre, while 10 tons gave 4350
ibs., and no manure gave 2230 lbs., show-
ing an increase over no _maoure of 232
percent for the 20 tons “per acre, and
nearly 100 percent for the 10 tona per
acre. Valuing the bay at $15.00 per ton,
it would mean that the first year's in-
creased crop would give an fiocreased
money value of $31.92 and §16.72 re-
spectively, leaviog improved physical
conditions to affect future crops. Out
of the £51.60 chemical value usually at-
tributed to 20 tons of maoure §31.92 re-
turn was secured for the first year, leav-
ing less than $20.00 to be secured from
later crops.

This firet year yield might be attrib-
uted to the plant food supplied in the
manure. This experimentshould, how-
ever, be studied in connection with the
following one at the Rothamstead Ex-
periment Station. Land growing barley
and wheat contiouously for forlty years
was treated as follows: One-balf bad no
manure; the other balf manured every

East | year for 20 years, and then not manured

for the next twenty years. The first
five year period after the first 20 years,
the land gave an average increase yield
of 26 bushels per scre, the unmanured
land giving 13 bushels per acre. The
second five year period gave an increase
yield of 15 bushels, the third five years,
16 bushels, and the fourth 5 years, 11
bushels per acre, makiog in all for the 20
yoars a total of 340 bushels of gain on
one acre after the application of manure
had ceased.

With the Rothamstead experiment the
later effects were due largely to the Im-
proved physical effect, as the original
plant food in the soil had disappeared in
increased yield as the manure decom-

One of the best methods of increasing
the humus in the soil is by the use of
green manures. Two classes of plants
are used for green manuring. Buok-
wheat, rye and rape are orglp; that may
be used for this purpose. These secure
the solable plant food, and store it in the
soil, and besides, keep up the supply of
organic matter. Buckwheat occupies
the land during the growing seasons of
our ordinary field plants, but It gives a
good supply of material to tarn under.
Rye may %. sown in the fall, and turoed
under in the spring. Rape Is asa
fall catch-crop.

Improving Potato Seed.
(From the Maine Bulletin.)
Seed selection has passed the stage of

in the future will be ex mental, we
may look for greater results from fixed
methods. Wonderful results have been
obtained by selection with many kinds
of plants, especially corn and oata.

A potato tuber is not a seed bat a part
of the plant from which it came, conse-
quently the characteristics of the parent
hill are more likely to be reproduced in
the new plant than io plants that are
grown from seed that comes from the
union of two parent plants. Perbaps
the scientific breeding of seed for our
general farm crops may be left with our
experiment stations and the raising of
potatoes from the potato seed s to
those who have more time than the aver-
age farmer, but there is a chance for the
farmers to do much for themselves by
the selection of seed.

With corn or any kind of grain, select
a few stalks with the best grain on them
for planting, then select the best raised
from that.

With potatoes, select & few hills of the
right type, vigorous tops, large number
of merchantabls potatoes to the hill, and
of good quality for planting, then select
the best hills raised from those and fol-
low geveral years. Iun a large majority of
cases much improvement will be seen.
The cost of digging and taking care of
these few hills would be considerable,
but when we get the type established the
cost of raising good seed will not be as
much as the cost of ralsing poor seed,
because of increased yield.

That there is need of improviog the
quality of the potatoes generally put on
the market, no one will doubt, aod here
is where the farmers’ associations can do
a great work for their sections, by grad-
ing the potatoes according to quality,
and marking them accordingly when
they are shipped, thus inducing the
farmers of those sections to raise only
such potatoes as have proved of good
uvality. Any community which can es-
tablish a reputation for raising potatoes
of Ligh quality will always have a mar-
ket for all they can raise at the top
notch price.

There are some potatoes which are of
fine quality when planted at the right
season, but if planted late they would be
inferior for table use, but for plaoting
would be fully as good as the early
laoted.

Small-sized potatoes planted whole
will produce the largest crop, but this
plan if followed will decrease or run
them out so that in a lew years they will
pot be worth planting. Therefore, if
vou plaot small potatoes, dispose of all
you raise from them, and keep for seed
only those raised from potatoes of fair
size, good shape, and true to type.

No further information can be
obtained from the Office of Public Roads,
This anuouncement should be plain to
everyone, and all children will thus start
on a basis of equality.

Some Unnecessary Travel.
Time is monay to the farmer, as well
as to any one else. Time saved in doin,
chores, in going to and from the fields
or in working the land can often
be used for the pnrfule of improving the
farm buildinge, or in caring for crops or
stock that will pay a good profit on la-
bor. That time can be saved in doing
the chores no one will dispute who ie
familiar with farming. A trip of ten
rods three times a day acroes the farm-
stead will amount ina year to thirty-
four miles of travel, and will require one
and one-half days. On many farms the
arrangement of the buildings may call
for a number of such trips in different
directions, and the distance traveled un-
necessarily will easily reach several hun-
dred miles in a year. No one would
think of making such an arrangement of
buildings if it called for the waste time
In one stretch, but bacause the waste is
spread out over the daily tasks or chores
no attention is given- the matter. The
needless trips take energy and cause loss
of time, nevertheless, unt your stepg
for a day or a week, and see how many
miles of travel you can save In a year.
Loog fields can be worked more eco-
nomically than sqoare omes. Three-cor-
nered flelds are ﬂplﬂlll]{ expensive
to hbandle. It is oalonlated that
a diagonal ditch or road aoross a forty-
acre tract will increase the cost of oper-
atiog the land from 18 to 25 per cent.—

Why Are Apples-Low?

Up to March 22, the total export had
been 2,835,360 barrels against 2,720,600
barrels last year. Has the much talked
of middle man been getting rich on the
busineas? Let those who bave marketed
their own apples answer this question.
What have apples brought? I have fig-
ured out many of thess sales and the av-
erage was $1.15 on board car at the load-
ing station,

Iasked a very practical, intelligent
farmer from one of the best apple towns
in this state where they have shipped
large quantities of their own apples, if
an estimate of an average net of §1.25 f.
0. b. car would be too high and he re-
plied that they had not received as much
as that on an average and some lotsa had
not paid the expenses. Some have re-
celved high prices, how does it happen?
It is very simple, in most cases this is
the reason. There are about twenty-
eight weeks that we ship apples during
the year. When the season is closed
there will have been about eight weeks
that nets have averaged fairly high for
the simple reason that supplies in the
market at that time were light, bat it is
very evident that we cannot all ship our
apples when supplies are light. To get
at the matter we must consider the aver-
age net, not the exceptional one, and we
all know that the average has been 8o
low that the apples have been grown at
a loss.

In order to be understood from the

start, to speak plainly and briefly, I will
say that the low nets are due to sys‘em-
atic robbery. This robbery is in the
transatlantic freights and it so cartails
the use of our apples in foreign markets
that our home markets are over sup-
plied and prices consequently low.
Let us compare the ocean [reight
rates of February 10, 1910, with those of
the present time. To make it plain I
have figurad them all upon a basis of 100
1bs. each.

After the sale, freight and charges are
deducted and what you gol, if anythiog,
was what was left, you paid the freight.
This investigation has made the facts
so plain that there is no looger any room
for donbt. Its purpose was to obtain
evidence upon which to enact legislation.
Think of the situation & moment, The
people of this great and glorious country
of ours allowing themselves to be rob-
bed of one hundred milllon a year on our
commerce by shipping combines that are
about 80 percent foreign, when our own
congress has undisputable right to con-

€ | trol them and fix their rates. The only

reason that rates did not go to 70c per
barrel this year was because the efforts
of a few people prevented it. They will
be raised apother fall unless there is a
movement to prevent it.

What are we goiog to do about it? If
you haveany disposition to stand n
for your rights as a man, and defen
your own pooket book against the en-
croachment of others, come out to our
pext Oxford County Froit Growers'
meeting and we wiil try to have a man
to show what action should be taken.
Don't bea shirk and leave it all for the
other man to do. Be there yourself, or
it may not be done right.

A speaker who nover tires his andi-
ence is Dr. Sheridan, His discourse is
illuminated by frequent incidents, some |
uew, some of more ancient date, but al-
ways to the point, Let no one think,
however, that he is only a story teller,
for his address is direct and well ordered
and frequently eloquent in its declara-
tion and appeal.

We need occasionally, said Dr, Sheri-
dan, to bark back to the foundation
principles of the League, aod think what
it stands for. First, it stands for a
trained and disciplined host. It means
a body of youug people trained to servo
with scientific efficiency. In the twenty-
one different lines of service for which it
is organized, it gives each ome some-|
thing to do. If it does not, It fails of |
fulfilling the plan of the League. Dr. |
Sueridan spoke particularly of the work |
done in training by the Epworth League
institute, in increasing the efficioncy of
the workers, and especially in the social
line, or the development of wholesome
and entertaining forms of amusemont.
The League also stands for a miniater-
ing bost, It sbould have the world-
vision. It should be a missionary
league. It must fight evil, the evils of in-
temperance, impurity,corruption, where-
ever found. It must catch and bold the
young people at that age between thir-
teon and seventeen when they so easily
slip away from us, Tle speaker advocat-
od appealing to the social and atbletic
instincts of the boys and girls of this age
in order to hold them, summing up his
plan in the words, ‘*When you go fishing,
you don't take the bait you like, you
take the bait the fish like.”

The League also stands for a spiritual-
ized host, With an earnest appeal for
the furtherance of the work of the
League in bringing the young people to
Christ, Dr. Sheridan closed ao hour's

Taraer, “dou’t you wish you oould?"
Other men have seen deeply—sociologi-
cal workers, great dramatists and novel-
ists, Moliere, Zola, Ibsen, Hall Calne,
ardy—have seen the wounds and hurts
of human soclety. Like them the proph-
ot sees deeply, but he also, as they do
not, sees high, sees the power of Christ
to save the world.

The prophet's grief is, not homeless-
ness, nor lack of this world’s goods, mor
the absence of emblems of great success-
es such as other men display, but the
faot that men will not take his preachiog
to heart; that his work deals with invisi-
ble realities; in his own unrealized
dreams, not of selsh prelerment, but of
bringing men to Cbrist, even though
God works by lllusion, and tue accom-
plishment may come dnongh we do not
realize It.

The prophet’s glory lies In the fact
that the invisible forces with which he
deals are in the long run the almighty
forces, which must floally prevail.

Noarly three hours was ocenpied with
the reports from the members of the
conference on their respective charges,
with an occasional prayer or verse or
two of a hymo, generally led by Bishop
Heoderson without other announcement
than to start it, a strong chorus of voices
immediately joining in.

In general the reports showed acces-
sions to the membership of the church,
and most of them net gains in member-
ship, one as high as twenty-oue per cent,
The Sunday Schools generally were re-
ported a8 increased, and the Epworth
Leagues as stationary, while the Juniur
Leagues were almost all increased, In
tinances none reported the full adoption
of the conference plan, though the larger
part reported all obligations met, and
most of them an improvement in
finances,
Tho church was filled to the doors
again on Wednesday evening by people
anxious to hear the two addresses by
potable speakers that wora down on the
rogram for that time. Rev. Mr. Kew-
ey presided at the opening of the moel-
ing, but soon gave way to Rev. F. A.
Leitch of Auburn, who acted as chair-
man of the meeting and introdnced the
sppakers, At the organ was Mr. E. L.
Meohaffey of the Estey Organ Company,
who was able to bring out the fine tones
of the organ with telling effect.

After a few opening remarks, express-
ing his pleasure at being present, but re-
gretting that it was necessary for him 1o
take the glm of another on the pro-
gram, and stating that he had already
received mach good from the Confer-
ence, Dr, McCrea took up the subj:ct of
Education and the excellent work that
was belng done by the Board of Educa:

Hewas very oplimistic over the
present condition of affairs, but realized
that education combined with the power
of Jesus Christ in the hearts of mun
were Lhe only forces capable of solving
the mighty problems that we must face
at the present time, The speaker was
surprised to learn the large per cent of
boys and girls that the state of Maine
was able to keep in its institutions of
learning and said that the result of this
would be that Maine would go on pro-
ducing the finest product of any state in
the United States, Peonsylvania bas its
coal, California its gold, other states
their rich minerals, but Maine produces
men, men of the character that Is so

time. Sinoe the conference of 1866 when

{muuh needed in the world at the present

education was struck as the keynote of
the Methodist religion, great things have
been accomplished. Millions of dollars
have been raised and expended in this
work., Itisthe aim of the board to
make possible the securing of an educa-
tion by every boy or girl who could not
otherwise obtain it. R\Va have 25,000 in
our institutions of learniog at the pres-
ent time and are graiuating them at
the rate of of 2000 each year.

We also undertake to assist other wor-
thy institutions, and many of the poor
struggiing schools of the south and
west have been kept in existence by the
timely aid rendered them by our Board,
said be: “There is no hope for the
boy or girl who cannot read or write,
and in the mountain districts of some of
ounr southern states there are thonsands
of them in this condition.” The Board
is now tarning its attention in that di-
rection and great results are already be-
ing accomplished. The speaker then
wenton to tell of many personal cases he
had known where education and the
right inflaences had made highly re-
spected and useful citizens out of many
boys who seemed destined to ocoupy the
criminal's cell. -

After another hymn by the congrega-
tion Rev. Mr. Leitch iotroduced Rev.
Clarence True Wilson, D. D., of Chicago,
National Field Representative for the
Temperance Society of the Methodist
Episcopal Cbhurch. Mr. Wilson gave one
of the most forcible and eloquent ad-
dresses for the cause of temperauce and
:he work that shon!d be done by the
churches in this movement, ever given
in this vicinity. He had no use for those
who claimed that the church should stay
out of politics, they had done that alto-
gether too much in the past. DPolitical
leaders do not hesitate to say that they
will give more for the support of one
saloon In a political election than for the
sapport of all the churches, Christian
people led by the mioisters of the gos-
pel must make themselves falt in the
fight for cleaner politics, The minister
who simply preaches on Sanday aad
observes the forms of religion through
the remainder of the week, ever holding
himself aloof from politics and all reform
movements is taking his money under
false protences. He has otber duties to
mankind besides those of a preacher,
Sipce the birth and death of Jesus
Christ one man can approach God as
well as another, we no longer need minis-
tera to perform the duties of the priest,
but we need them to lead us in the fight
to overcomd the evila of the present
century. Tbhey must agilate reforms
and keep at it until the desired results
ire accomplisbed.  Such action will
uecessarily make enemies among a cer-
tain class, but the good resuits in the
end will more than repay the unpleasant
axperiences, This fight must be led by
the Christian ministers, there I8 no one
slse, Nine-tenths of the daily press is
1gainst prohibition., Why? Because the
hrewers' money is behind the press. On
thie lecture platform we hear the browers'
agonts tell people that the use of liquor
is approved by the Seriptures.

In this civic movement we need fear-
less Christian men, more mea aud more
man in the men. Why licensa the sa-
loon? You might as weli liconse a few
men in each neighborbood to go out and
rob people, if they will only pay the
state a littie revenue, The saloon is
nothing but the sale of souls for revenue
only. Every saloon makes of your boy
u drunkard and of your girl a drunkard’s
wife.

The speaker complimented Governor
Haines on his work in the interest of the
enforcement of the prohibitory law, and
compared his work with the rum pro-
gram carried on by the Plaisted adminis-
iration. If the Governor continues his
good work of makiog the sheriffs of the
state make good or get out, he should
have the support of every pulpit in the
next electivn. The last nativnal ad-
ministration was also severely criticised
by the speaker for its decided leaning
toward the iuterest of the brewers, and
the last effort of the president to help
his friends by the veto of the Webb bill.
Senators have found that they can dis-
cusa this question without dropping
dead and now some desirable results may
be obtained.

At the present time the temperance
workers are uniting in an effort to secure
an amendment to the constitution to
prohibit the maoufacture and sale of
liquor, and there are twelve states that
can be depended on to pass such a
measare, What we need is the public
spirited pulpit, one that will talk dirty
politics to its men and have the men to
talk to. No man canimpress his hearers
in a thing in which he does not believe.
We must shake off the formalities and
talk man-talk to the men, The speaker
closed his address by quoting Scripture
passages agaiost the use of liguor.
After another hymn Rev. Dr. McCrea dis-
missed the congregation with the beue-
diction.

Urges Enforcement of Attendance.

State Superintendent of Schools Pay-
son Smith bas issued the following cir-
cular to school superintendents through-
out the state:

The United States Census Bureau re-
ported in 1800 that there were 25,587 il-
literates in Maine, 50 per cent of the
total population. In 1900 the same
Bureau reported that there were 20,060
illiterates representing 5 1 per cent of the
total populatioon. In the - United
States Census report just published for
1010 there are shown to be in Maine
24,554 illiterates representing 3.2 per
cent of the population.

This reduction in illiteracy for the
decade 1900 and 1010 is extremely gratify-
ing. It would probably ‘be too much to
say that the public schools are alone to
receive the credit for this reduction in
illiteracy since many sagencies are co-
operating to that end. On the other
hand the existonce of illiteracy can hard-
ly be held to be altogether a criticism of
the system of public education as ap-
plied to youth since many illiterates are
those who come into the state after they
have passed the school age.

However, the school must be held in-
creasingly responsible for a condition of
ifliteracy and the further reduction of it
must depend upon the extent of the
faithful enforcement of the Compulsory
Education Laws and upon the extension
of educational opportunity among per-
sons who are past school age.

I note that last year there were ex-
cused from school attendance persons of
compulsory school age to the number of
1368, I mnote also from the returns of
the sohools that there were 1319 persons
of compulsory school age who were out
of school witboot excuse from the com-
mittee, These classes contain elements
of possible illiteracy.

My object therelore, in writing you is
to call your attention to the encouragiog
aod favorable indications shown in the
census returns now at hand and to urge
you with other school authorities to join
in a still more careful attention to the
two points the observance of which
must give our state a still better record
in this matier, Very truly yours,

Open Winters.

When snow covers the ground it pre-
serves vegetable lfe without develop
ing It. Snow s three times less power-
ful as o condue tor of heat than ralo; it
sereens the ground and prevents noc-
turnal radintion

Vegetables, cereals in particular, ean
ewdure o consldernble lowering of tem-
pernture if the fall of snow precedes
the frost, Ground plantsd to wheat can
puss through a perlod when the tem-
perature falls fur below zero if the
snow covers It well. While rain brings
to the grouud azote in the form of am-
montn or nitele neld, snow enriches the
soll tn mueh greater proportion. A liter
of ralnwater contains much less fer-
tillzing material than the same amount
of hoarfrost or melted snow, and when
the winter has been “open” or miMd,
when there has been rain fustead of
siiow, the farmer Is foreed to spend
more woney for fertilizers thun when
the winter has glven the earth snow in
ubundunce.  Harper's.

A number of
visitors were then introduced by Bishop
Henderson. Rev. Dr. McCrea of the
Board of Education spoke especially in
behalt of the student loan fund.

Rev. Dr. Daniel W. Howell, corre-
sponding sccretary of the General
Deaconess Board, spoke of the general
Deaconess work and movement, especial-
Iy in its bearing upon the questicn of
reaching the immigrants through the
girls and boys, Theodore A. Hildreth,
corresponding secretary of the New
Euvgland Deaconess Association, told of
the bospital and*training school work of
that association, and the home for aged
Methodist womea which would be open-
ed in the fall. At the suggestion of Dis-
trict Superintendent Holt, Miss A
Maude King, superintendent of the
Maine Conference Deacovess Home in
Portland, was called forward and gave a
brief talk regarding the work in that
home.

It any one had an idea that foreigo
missions was necessarily a dry topie for
the average wan, he would have been
disabused of that notion Thursday even-
ing, when the auniversary of the Fureigo
Missionary Society was held, Rev. Wil-
liam Wood presidiog. The address of
the evening was by Rev. W. F. Oldbam,
D. D., corresponding secretary of the
Board of Foreign Missions, of New York,
aud was one of the rare treats of the
conference.

Dr. Oldham has spent many years in
missiouvary work in southern Asia, and
understands the people and their needs
well. He was fora time bishop of the
Philippines, and (shough he did not
meation it himsell) gave up that posi-
tion for a mwuch less remunperative one
because he felt that he could do the
cause more good. As a speaker he is of
impressive delivery, and his mastery of
the English language is a delight. But
more than that, be is a man of iotense
devotion to his work, and a broad-mind-
ed man, who can see beyond the results
of the day or the year, and see the big-
ger thiog.

His description of the recent astound-
ing awakening of China was higbly
flluminating and informing, even to the
student of events, and hardly less so
the presentation of the fac's regarding
the unrest in India. His appeal to the
Christian world, and especially to the
Methodist chureh, to meet the supreme
orisis in these great countries, such as
there bas never %uu before por may be
again, was intense in its earnestness.

People asked, said be, wheoce came
this sudden warvelous awakeniog and
advance in old Chioa, supposed to be the
Rip Vao Winkle of the nations; and he
apswered by sayiog that it was the result
of the ueﬂ{ which for nearly a century
the missionaries have been sowing, put-
ting into the minds and hearts of these
people the ideals of a Clristian civiliza-
tion. But no brief outline can do justice
to this informing and powerful addreas.

At the devotional services of Friday
morning, Bishop Henderson took as the
keynote of his talk on sonl-saviog, ‘‘Be-
in at Jerusalem,” and illustrated it
with many instances of results accom-
plished in bis own work and that of
others by direct appeal among their own

A recnmmendation to the program
committee that two afternoons of next
year's conference be devoted specially to
Maine affairs wasadopted, the motion to
substitute one afterncon for the two
being defeated. A commission of five
was also appointed to comsider con-
solidating the trust funds held by the
varlous conference boarde under one
board and one treasurer.

De. Holt moved, in view of the incon-
venience of a pastor whose charge is
changed moving during the week follow-
ing conference, that those whose charges
are changed be not expected to be on
their new field until the second Sunday
after conference.

Bishop Henderson suggested that this
motion should be passed only as express-
iog the judgment of the conference, not
as an administrative proposition, and
warped the members against misinter-
pretation of the scope of the motion,
shaking bis finger and saying, “Now if
this passes, and any of you men go back
to the old charge for the next week,
don’t forget that you are not the pastor
there. Keep your bands off. Your
pastoral relation there ceased when the
appointment was read in conference,"
and be enlarged upon the subject of
Christian courtesy between members.
After reports from a number of the
members on the year's work, Principal
J. O. Newton of the Maine Wesleyan
Seminary at Kent's Hill presented the
claims of that school, and Bishap Hen-
derson toid of his recent and first visit to
the school, commended it highly, and
arged strong support of it,

Reception of fraternal greetings was
set for 11 o’clock, and soon after that
hour such grestings, in earnest language,
were given by Rev. A. T. McWhorter
of the South Paris Congregational
church, Rev. E. A, Davis of the Sonth
Paris Baptist church, and Rev., E B
Tetley of the Free Baptist church.

Rev. Wilbur F. Berry, D. D., of Water-
ville, superintendent of the Maine Clris-
tian Civie League and a member of this
conference, was reccived with applause
when he was iotrodoced and spoke
briefiy on the work of the league. Io
the mattter of liquor law enforcement,
Dr Berry assured the andience thar he|
considers that the end of the nollifiea-

tion peried in Maine bas come. From

his own konowledge he said he was able
to declare tbat nobody had to prod

Governor Haives to get him to do what

he bad done; that the evidence furnished

the governor wus not only not forced

upon him, but was secured at his re-

quest. There need be no fear that he

will not carry the matter through, He

will exercise his power to the ntmost to

secure the enforcement of the law.

Friday aftervoon’s session, Rev. T. C.
Chapman presiding, was devoted to
practical and coocrete topics, the firat
part of it being ‘“Confereace Studies in
Church Efficiency.” Rev. A, A. Cal-
laghan gave the assembly a brief state-
ment of rome comparative figures com-
piled by him, some of which he said sur-
prised bim, and they doubtless did soma
of his bhearers. Tley were comparisons
of the amounts contributed for various
church purposes, and the increases in
countributions and in membership as
well, in certain groups of churches from
the same conferences, compariog the
smaller and the larger churches. In
every case, these statistics showed that
the small churches coatributed much
more per capita than the larger ones,
for all purposes

Rev. C. J. Brown of Bangor, speaking
on the work of the Sunday School, urged
a stronger and better support of the Sun-
day School by the church.

To discuss “The Church and Com-
munity Iotereats,” there were on the
program Rev, George E. Pickard, D. D.,
of Portiand, and Jefferson C. Smith of
Waterville, state secretary of the Y. M.
C. A. Dr. Pickard briefly emphasized the
point that the church serves the com-
munity interest best when it develops
Christian character in the individual.
I'he cburch is the parent and the sup-
porter of all good institutions, and while
they are necessary, it serves them best
by developing the character of the indi-
vidual.

Mr. Smith sigoified bis full assent to
the remarke of Dr. Pickard, but in speak-
ing particularly of the relation of the
country church to the country com-
munity, said that it is not sufficient that
the church shall develop the spiritual
wature, but that uoder modern condi-
tions it must aid in a ‘coucrete way in
solving the physical, economie, Industrial
and social problems of the country com-
munity. He did not go into any detail-
ed discussion of means or methods.
“Surveys of Conference Field, with
Hecommendations,” wag the last topic of
the afternoon, considered by the two

district superiotendents, Rev. Dr. Holt
of the Portland District and Rev, Dr.

Any re-
view of these plaic-spoken and illumi-
nating surveys of the large and scsttered
field of the Maine Conference in a limit-
ed space must necessarily be inadequate.
Dr. Holt pithily remarked that we hear
of over-churched communities, but be
did vot think any community was over-
churched as long as fifty per cent of its
people were not churched at all. Dr.
Frost in speaking of some of the small
charges in his field where the work is
difficult to carry on, said that he heard
about *‘giving up the work,” but with
the great revival possibilities in
Methodism, he dido't believe in giviog
up auything.

A large audience assembled in the
Baptist chureh Friday evening to hear
the lecture by Bishop Henderson, which
is entitled, “The House by the Road,"
and all were delighted and inspired by
it.

Saturday was a day of a crowded pro-
gram, the time from early morniog till
late evening being filled as full as it
could bold.

The Future of the Tropics.

Are the troplcs, which were lo:n:igu
the seat of powarful civilizations of
mighty empires, once more going to be-
come favored and desirable spots for
civilized man? Col. Gorgas thinks they
will, Ina recent address at Jobns Hop-
kins University alter describing the won-
derfal reduction In disease under the
sanitary precautions establiabed, Col.
Gorgas speculates on the effect of this
demonstration on onr ideas of the tropies
as a place of reaidence. He says that it
is an cetablisbed fact that nlways in the
past the Caucasian has wilted and died
in the tropiocr. He has found it almost
impossible to rear bis children under
these conditions, acd when he has sur-
vived, a degenerate race has resulted.
But here at Panama a force of 10,000
Cauncasians bas lived for the past six
years in as good bealth as similar people
live in the healthful parts of the United
States. Not only is Panama located in
the most tropical portion of the tropics,
but it has been the most unhealthfal 1o
cation in all the tropics for the past four
handred years. The Caucasian has tried
to live here and use Panama a3 a cross
ing place; bat he has fonnd it impar: iblo
to do so. The toll in life bae been very
heavy when he spent in the jungle of the
istbmas even the few days that were
necessary for the crossing; and when he
attempted to stay longer, as with the
French under De Lesseps, the loss war
appalling. What bas made the differ-
once between invalidism and death in
the one period, and robust and vigorons
baalth in the other perind? [t is due
solely to the fact that the American au-
thorities have protec'ed the wourke:s
and their families from disease, especial-
ly from yellow fever aund malaria, The
effects of thin experimont will be far-
reaching. The tropics at present con
tain much the largest and most pro-
ductive portions of the earth's surface
A man's labor in the tropics will bring
bim in waoy times the returns that the
same amount of labor will produce in
the temperate zone. Heretofore he has
been kept out of these regions onac
count of the health conditions., Panama
has been known as the most unhealthful
place in the world, and alsv as having
bad oarried into execation within Its
borders the greatest oconstruction feat
man has ever undertaken. If ths white
man can live, work aud rear a family
under these conditions at Panama, he
can do so in any other part of the tropice.
The tendency will be for man tn emi-
grate to those parts of the world where
he can get the largest rveturn for his
labor. The great centers of civilizatinn
will develop in these regions, where
man’'s labur applied to natural opportu-
nities produces the greatest return.

Our sapitary work at Panama, says
Col. Gurgas, in a recent issue of The
Journal of the American Medical Arso-
cidtion, will be remembered as the event
whiclhi demonstrated to the white map
that he could live in perfectly goud
health in the tropics; that from this
period will be dated the beginniog of the
great white civilizations in Lthese regivus;
and that again great tropical empires
will be known, such as existed in the
early history of man—such as Egypt,
Babylon and Nineveb,

River Water Used Eight Times.

Power can be developed npon many
surface streams and applied to the re-
covery of the water of the streams after
it has sunk into the earth in the lower
lands of the valleys. An instance of
this character according to the Unired
States Geological Survey is to be found
along Santa Ana River in southern Cali-
forola. A part of the water of thia
river is stored in a reservoir in the San
Bernardino Mountains and the flow of
the stream is thereby regulated. After
it escapes from the reservoir it is divert-
od through a power plant and electric
power is generated. Below this power
plant it is rediverted and passed through
a second power plant. Helow this itis
all distributed aud wsed for municipal
purposes and irrigation about Redlandas
and Highlands. The waters that return
from the irrigation are recovered in
spriogs and fluwing wells and by pump-
ing plants, a portion of the power de-
veloped higher up on the stream being
used for the pumping, Thia recovered
water Is used for irrigation about S8an
Bornardino and Riverside. A part of it
reappears in the river above Riverside
Narrows, where it is again taken out
into & power ditch whose waters are re-
turned to the river above Coroma. A
fow miles beluw it is picked up by canals
and distributed to the orange and de-
