Utilization of Roughages.

The study of feeding mothods and re-
sults is something that the live stock
farmer is always engaged in, if be is the
right kind of a farmer. He is always
looking for new information, and every
little while some of our investigators are
discovering new facts that will assist
the live stock farmer in determining
bow most profitably to feed. Mind I do
not say that these investigators deter-
mine for the farmer how he sball feed.
They only dig up new information that
will aid bhim in determining how he
shall feed with the material which ke
bas on hand.

A recent bulletin of the Indiana sta-
tion contains the siguificant statument
that “one of the greatest losses on the
form is due to the lack of proper utiliza-
tion of roughage incidental to grain pro-
duction.”

There are produced upon the farm
large quantities of rough feeds that do
not bring, on the market, prices to justi-
fy the removal of such quantities of
plant food as of necessity accompanies
the sale of such products. Therefore,
one of the greatest problems to be solved
in successful farm management is the
disposal of the roughbage produced on
the farm in such a way as to secure the
[udln{nlue and at thesame time con-
serve the plant food therein contained.
It is explained that it is_impossible to
produce grain without also producing
large amounts of roughage. Since cattle
are pre-eminently the most satisfactory
animals to consume large quantities of
runghage, the solution of the roughage
problem lies largely with this class of
stock, and with it reats the real value of
the roughage grown on the farm. Cattle
feeding is coming more and more to be
coosidered as a means of marketiog
grain, conserving soil fertility, and com-
pletely utilizing the rougbage produced
on the farm rather than a means of com-
mercial speculation.

J. H. Skinner and his associates, of the
Indiana station, have for several years
been investigating ‘“‘the most efficient
methods of feeding the cropa produced
on the farm, and especially the utiliza-
tion of the various kinds of roughage.”
Tbey bave experimented particu larly
with corn silage and clover hay as rough-

a.
.s‘l‘he use and value of clover hay &
pretty well recognized and understood,
but the use and value of the cornstalk is
peither understood nor appreciated. It
bas long been known that the stalke con-
wain a very large percentage of the food
putrients of the corn plant. When bar-
vested to preserve the grain only, the
stalks, eilﬂer standing or as corn stover,
while canlsini:g the food mnutrients,
have them locked in such a way with
woody fiber that they are nok readily
available for animals, The woody parts
are not only uopalatable, but, when
eaten, require so much energy in
gestion that a large part of their value is
lost. When barvested, by putting the
entire plant into the silo the plant passes
through a process of fermentation that
leaves the bard parts of the stalk soft
and palatable, and the general effect of
summer grass is secured in winter by
feeding the corn silage. When fed in
the form of silage, the entire corn plant
is consumed.
In the experiments at the Indiana eta-
tion it was found that corn silage was a
more economical and more profitable
roughage than clover hay alone for fat-
tening cattle. Addition of silage toa
ration of shelled corn, cottonseed meal
and clover hay decreased the consump-
tion of shelled corn in amounts closely
approximatiog the grain content of the
silage in the ration. Addition of silage
to a ration of shelled corn, ocottonsee.d
meal, and clover hay increased the rate
and decreased the cost of gain and finish-
ed the cattle equally well. Silaga added
to a ration of shelled corn, cottonseed
meal, and clover hay increased the prof-
its per steer in amounts closely corre-
spouding to the saving in cost of gains,
The substitution of corn silage for
clover hay with grain rations of corn and
cottonseed meal did not affect the rate of
gain, but did greatly reduce the cost of
gain. Corn silage alone as roughage,
with a grain ration of shelled corn and
cottonseed meal, gave a slightly less
finish than clover hay alone 28 roughage,
but the cost of gains was enough less to
returna much larger profit where silage
was the only roughage fed. The more
pearly corn silage replaced the clover
bay in the ration, the cheaper the gain,
but the entire elimination of clover bay
from the ration was accompanied by
slightly less finisb on the ca:tle.
Upder prevailing marke: conditions
the larger the proportion of curn silage
in the roughage, in the early part of the
fattening period, the cheaper were the
gaios. To induce sufficient grain con-
sumption to insure satisfactory gains, it
was necessary to limit the amount of
silage fed during the laiter part of the
feeding period. Corn silage in the ra-
tion produced relatively more rapid im-
provement in the condition of the cattle
during the early part of the fattening
period than did clover bay alone as
roughage. The coonsumption of frozen
silage scoured the cattle.
The results in general ‘‘indicate very
strongly that the more nearly the clover
bay is repluced by corn silage, the great-
or_is the reduction in the cost of making

ina, but that for the latter half of the
attening period the roughage must be
limited to such amounts that enough
grain will be eaten to return satisfactory
ains, Otherwise, there will be a lack
of finish on the cattle that will partially
or entirely overcome the advantage de-
rived from the more economical gains.’
With these utions it appears
that the substitution of silage in part for
clover is an economical method of utiliz-
ing roughage oo the farm.—U. 8. Farm-
ers’ Bulletin.

the institution of various experiment
stations much has been sald and pub-
lished ing the proper—that is, the
most scientific—course to pursue in the
cultivation of the soil and In secaring
the most profitable crops, stock, etc.
That many advantages have accrued to
the farmer as the result of information
received from these sources there is no
doubt. Many farmers, however, wWho
read the farm papers and bulletins real-
ize little or no benefit from them, for the
reason that they do not put into practice
the fnformation gained.

There seems to be something in man’s
makeup that leads him to follow imita-
tion and practice routive. When any-
thiog is introduced that dnes not conform
to his preconceived ideas there isa dis-
position to igoore it, snd it is only after
the more liberally disposed have adopted
it and Ita benefits have been forced upon
the populace, that its general utility be-
comes possible. Science is a word ex-
pressive of demoustration in all branches
of knowledge, but uunfortuoately the
term is often applied to mere speculative
theory. It would seem that the impor-
tanoe of agriculture should have set it in
the lead of all science. Unfortunately,
bowever, the advancement along this
line, except in very recent years, has
lagged, and even to-day in many parts of
the world the methods in use are not dis-
similar to those in vogue hundreds, if
not thousands, of years ago.

Old Methods Still Followed.—Even
among American farmers, where advan-
tages for gaining knowledge are almost
unlimited, we find the average farmer
practising methods far behind the possi-
bilities at his command. With our
newer land, and with all our improved
machinery, we are far behind Europe in
the average production of many crops. It
is true we have many farmers who are
making good and whose example should
lead to & more genmeral prosecution of
their advanced methods, but somehow
there is a slowness in the ranks of agri-
culture that retards It in reaching the
goal of its possibilities. Agrioulture
consists in raisiog certain products from
the land, and when the best means have
been discovered and applied that will
meet the demands of growing plants it
can be said that man bas reached the
goal in agriculture. But how many have
got well started in the race leading to
success?

Corn Production.—Let us = consider
King Corn, the leader in American agri-
cultare. Who knows the limits of ao
acre of land in the production of this
cereal? This crop has been grown by
the white man ever since the discovery
of America. He has ploughed, planted,
cultivated and harvested many crops.
He should know the secret of Iits every
demand. With his experience in the nse
of improved machinery,in the tillage of
the land, with his knowledge of plant
breeding and by the use of fertilizers, he
has been enabled to reach an average of
twenty-six bushels an acre. Now, this
means that half of the farmers in the
United States raise less than twenty-six

di- | bushels an acre. What ia remarkable is

that in some of the states showing the
lowest general average there have been
produced some of the bigheat yields.
Almost nine times the average yield of
the United States was secured oo an
acre in & state averaging among the low-
est. Two hundred and twenty-eight and
a fraction bushels have been grown on
an acre of land. Now, I shall not say
that the average farmer could ever ex-
pect to reach this figure; he counld not.
But suppose we put 228 bushels as the
maximum and 26 busbels, the now gen-
eral average, as the minimum, This
would leave us an average of 101 bushels
as the average for the United States. Ie
this too high? The av e farmer will
answer “Yes." Wall, will divide
again. This will give 50 1-2 bushels.
The Corn Crop May Be Doubled.—I
believe this is conservative. I believe
that with our present knowledge and
with the stimulus now being instilled in
young Americans in the agricultural
branches of many of our schools, to-
gether with the encouragement they are
receiving from high officials, the time is
not far distant when the corn crop of the
United States will be doubled. This
will be achieved not by Increasing the
acreage planted to corn, but by the ap-
plication of more sclentific methods. It
is not nncommon to see farms adjoining
where on one side of the line fifty or six-
ty, possibly seventy-five, boshels an
acro are grown, while on the other side
of the fence, where the land is naturally
practically the same, perbaps twenty or
thirty, or maybe forty bushels are
grown. Now, this difference caonot re-
sult from any natural oauses, but must
be caused by & difference of method.
Shounld these farmers exchange farms,
bow long would it be before the condi-
tions would be reversed? Farmer A.
would have brought up the poor farm of
Farmer B. to a high state of productive-
pess, and Farmer B. would have rednced
the former productive farm of Farmter
A. to a state of unproduoctiveness. In
this exchange there would ultimately be
no gain, buta loss to Farmer A. while
buildiog up the unproductive farm.
What the country needs ls to put
some agricultural stimulus ioto the
Farmer B. class. This may oot be easy,
but Farmer B. may have boys that ocan
be reached and interested in advanced
methods, and we must look to the boys
for advanced |_Frloultun.—3. F. Mack,
New York, in Tribune Farmer.

Councillors for Rural Progress.
At the last annual meeting of the New
England Federation for Rural Progress,
the constitution was amended to provide
for the appointment of an advisory
council composed of three officers of the
federation and six members from each
of the New Eungland States. The six
counciliors chosen to represent Maine in
this organization are Edward Evans of
Waldo, a prominent Waldo county
farmer and cbairman of the executive
committes of the Maine State Grange;
William H. Davis of Augusta, editor of
the Maine Farmer; R. W. Redman of
Orono, assistant professor of animal in-
dustry of the College of Agriculture;
Henry G. Beyer of Portland, proprietor
of Pond Cove Farm; Major E. E. Pbil-
brook of Portland, in charge of the gyp-
sy moth work of the Maine Department
of Agriculture; and Leslie E. Mclatire
of Bast Waterford, a prominent Oxford
county farmer and president of the
Maine Dairymen's Association.

Fixing up, lettiog things go seems to be
contagious. Above all thereseems to be
a desire to. avold paint, and there is
pothing, at a low cost, that so Inocreases
the value of a farm as nice, clean paint.

The history of the human race Is
Iargely stories of migrations, begioning
in old Aryan times and contlnuning to the
present. We are interested in them and
the reasons, 80 far as known, which
made them necessary or desirable. The
effects of many migrations are world-
wide, and 80 is interest in them, but
there are lesser and local migrations just
as interesting to a smaller circle of
people. Some new indastrial develop-
ment In a near-by locality makes a de-
mand for labor and surrounding towns
furnish the supply. What the writer
has found Is that there was, during a few
years prior to 1850, a considerable mi-
gration from the town of Paris to found
a new village south of her.

Prior to that date, the surplus popu-
lation was absorbed by takiog up land
in the wilderness,generally to the north of
that already occupled. Industries, oth-
er than agricnlture, were carried on ina
small and primitive way. There were
no factories to encourage the growth of
villages, and no means to transport
products, if there had been any, other
than horse or ox-flesh. But the people
of Paris had dreamed of villages at that
time, and the iron horse was already
bheaded in her direction to create them.
That was the cause of the migration.
Wherever the said iron horse paused
for a time, there sprang up a village.
It was before the western phrase, ‘‘boom
town,'" had been coined, but there were
boum towns just the same. Ten miles
south of Paris, the Little Androscoggio
jumps over a pile of rocks. It was be-
cause of bﬂdﬁing the river, filling the
ravine through which it flowed, and cut-
ting throngh the hille beyond, that
cansed the northern terminal of the At-
lantic and St. Lawrence Railway, now
the Grand Truuk, to tarry for a cuuple of
years at this point. The railroad was
the loadstone. Everybody wanted to
live at the terminal. The big, yellow,
Concord stage coaches discharged their
passengers and left their mail-bags there.
Freight wagoos backed up to sidings
there and rolled the merchandise they
contained into box-cars. It was a busy
place. To furnish food and lodgings for
men and beasts engaqod in this traffic,
called for “‘tarvarns,’” as they were then
called. Six hostelries flourished where
only two exist mow. The Influx of
people stimulated trade. Stores opened.
To erect buildings necessary to houose
the people engaged in this activity re-
quired carpenters, masons, painters.
Hence the town and migration to it,

The village (now town) of Mechanic
Falls grew up where the river jumped
over the rocks and the railroad rested
a while. It grew np on both banks of the
river, one of which was in the town of
Poland and the other in Minot. It had
made a beginning some more than a quar-
ter-century before, but the impstus to
growth was the railroad. The early set-
tlers came almost entirely from contigu-
ous parts of Poland and Minot, and the
towns of Hebron and Paris. I bhave
found that settlers from the latter town
formed about one-fourth of the popula-
tion, and thought that a list of the per-
sons and families migrating might be of
interest. Among those, in the list be-
low, are two or three who moved into
town later than the date mentioned
above:

Elpathan Benson, Jr., son of Elnathan,
a Revolutiopnary soldier from Wareham,
Mase,, settling in Paris, and Sarah Gibbs.
Elijah 8. Berry (a later immigrant)
was the son of Georgeand Sally Swan.
He was third agent of the Grand Trunk
Railway here. He had previously served
the road at West Paris and Bryant's
Pond. It may be interesting to add hes
was the first postmaster at. West Paris.
His first two wives were Paris women:
Miranda Merrill and Flora Parlin.

Ransom Riﬁlay Bonoey is a name that
sounds familiar to Paris people. He
was the son of John Bonney, Jr., and
Lucinda Boarce. He married Arvilla
Bridgham, danghter of George Bridg-
ham, an early tavern keeper of South
Paris, Her brothers George and El-
bridge also lived portions of their lives
in Mechanic Falls,

Roland Bonney, brother of the above,
also moved to the budding village. He
became & locomotive engineer on the
pew rallroad, and afterwards became
one of the first engineers on the Panama
Railroad. It may be interesting to add
in this place, in view of the completion
of the Panama Canal, that a large pari
of the rolliug stock of that road was
built in Portland, and the first train-
crews were recroited from the Grand
Trunk. Besides Mr. Booney, George
Richards and Stephen Pottle, from the
vicinity of Paris, were among early en-
gineers.

Considering later immigranta in an al-
phabetical order might be mentioned
Deroma Bates and George H. Cum-
mings, at one time prominent citizens of
Parls.

Stephen Doe and his wife Nancy
(Evans) were other Paris immigrants.
Captain Ebenezer Drake, Jr., wasa
merchant and prominent man of North
Paris before moving to Mechanic Falls.
While in Paris he represented the town
in the legislature and wasa militia offi-
cer. He, in company with Ezra Mitchell
built the first paper mill in Mechanic
Falls.

Tristram Daorell was aoother immi-
grant from Paris.

Azil Fauoce, with bie sons Elmer, Ed-
gar and Perley, have been residents of
the village at different riods., [His
daughter Florence married s Mechanic
Falis man, George F. Millett.

Joseph and Jason Hall, sons of Haven
Hall, belonged to a well known Paris
family.

Alanson Briggs is another familiar
sounding Paris name.

He
engaged in hotel keeping in Mechanic
ls. Hin sister, Matilda, married Rev.
Joseph Hutchinson, s Mecbanic Falls
man, His second wife was Sally, daogh-
ter of Moses and Rebeoca Twitchell.

How many hens do you suppose there
are in the town of Paris? It surprised
the selectmen a little when they took
the poultry census, accordiog to law,
this spriog, though apy one who ob-
serves the epidemic of benhouses and io-
cubators in South Paris village ought
not to be surprised at any statistics.

The selectmen found 12,042 hens, 24
turkeys, 30 ducks, and 3 geese. Then,
as required, they estimated the total
value of the production of eggs and
poultry for the year preceding April 1st.
Some poultry keepers keep records,
more do not, so it was necessary to estl-
ma'e it, or, as is sometimes said, ‘‘guess-
timate” it. Their estimate of the total
production for the year was 320,903,

The Business Qirl’s Wardrobe.
In the choloe of her spring and sam-
mer wardrobe, the business girl of limit-
ed means is compelled to nuse great dis-
cretion, If she desires to npr tastily
dressed on all ocoaslons. rat, it Is
wise, before making a single purchase,
to take stock of iast year’s wardrobe
and its present bilities. Then, the
amount one is able to Invest being care-
fully borpe in mind, plan from necessi=
ties to luxuries. Fads and extreme
styles should be strictly tabooed.

"The business frocks, of course, olaim
first attention. Plainness, neatness and
durability are the prime essentials for
these, since they must give constant
service and always look in good taste.
Care should be taken tbat the laundry
bill is uot unduly swelled by too many
tub suite, and that the tub sults pur-
chased should be really tub suitse—not
fancy light frocks that two or three
washings will fade and fray out.

The shirt waist (not liogerie waist)
and skirt Is the boon of the neatly dress-
ed business woman, becanse In this way
she can always look immaculate. Care,
however, should be taken to bave
enough waists so that she need never
wear a soiled one.
The business girl should never get a
street hat with delica'e-colored flowers
and perishable maline, or she will be
shabby as to beadgear before the sum-
mer I8 balf over. In preference to many
cheap, showy-looking furbelows, she
should be content with a few, fine and
durable.”

Recipes.

BAKED SLICED HAM.
Pluce in a baking pan a slice of ham
cut ove inch thick. If the ham is pot
“mild cured” it should be soaked in
cold water an hour. Sprinkle vo topa
little powdered mustard, brown sugar
and two tablespoonfuls of vinegar.
Add a litile water, bake about forty
minutes, basting often. Add a little
boiling water to the gravy but do nut
thickeo.
MEAT LOAF WITH HARD COOKED EGGS.
Chop one pound each of raw veal aond
beef with one-fourth pound of salt pork.
Add one-half teaspoonful each of thyme
and marjoram, or oue tablespoonful of
poultry seasoning and one- alf tea-
spoonful of onion juice, one tablespoon-
ful of chopped parsley, and salt and pep-
per to taste. Mix it with one-half cup
of bread crumbs and two well beaten
eggs. Butter a mold and fill balf full
with the meat mixture., On this place
lengthwise two whole hard cooked eggs,
then fill with tho rest of the mixture.
Place a tablespoonful of melted butter
or beef ahnrlaning on topand bakeina
slow oven one and one-half hours, When
served the meat will have a round elice
of hard cooked egg In each slice of
meat. Parsley may be used for a gar-
pish and the meat may be served hot or
cold.

CHOPPED BTEAK EN CASSBEROLE.

Put two cupfuls of chopped steak in
the center of a well-buttered casserole.
Flavor with celery, salt, pepper, mace,
and a little mushroom catsup or Wor-
cestershire. Surround the steak with
ono cupful of pearl barley; pour two
cupfuls of boiling water over it, and
bake in a moderate oven for vne and oue-
half hours. Keep closely covered while
cooking. Just before serving, cover
with a brown gravy or tomato sauce.
Serve botin the dish In whioch It has
been cooked.
S8UGAR COOKIES.

Cream two cupfuls of sugar with one
cnpfal of butter, or other shortening,
add two well beaten egge and beat tiil
very light. Add alternately one half
cupful of milk and one cupful of flour
gifted with one-hall teaspoonful of salt
-|and one and one-half teaspoonfuls of
baking powder. Then add enough more
flour to make a dongh stiff enough to
roll out. Cut with a biscuit cutter,
sprinkle with granulated sugar and bake
in a quick oven. They may be flavored
1| with lemon, or vanilla if preferred.

RHUBARB TUTTI-FRUTTI SHORT CAKE,
Make a short-cake by any preferred
recipe, split and butter it quickly, and
spread at once with a filling made as
| tollows: Cook together for five minutes
two cupfuls of rich, thick stewed rhu.
.| barb and one cupful of mixed stoned
-|dates and raisine, chopped fioe, Spread
over each layer while both cake and
filling are hot and puta thin layer of
whipped cream on top of the layer of
fruit before covering with the top layer
of the sbort-cake. This dessert should
be served at ouce with whipped cream
or with thick, sweet cream and sugar.

GEBMAN CHEESE CAKES.

Beat the yulks of four eggs with one
pound of cottage cheese, eight table-
spoonfuls of flour and eight tableapoon-
fuls of sugar. Add a little salt and a
Finch of ground wace or nutmeg and
astly the whites of four eggs beaten
very stiff. Add sufficient milk to make
a batter about the cousistenoy of griddle
cake batter. Line a baking tin witha
sheet of battered paper, spread the
mixture aniformly thick, sprinkle some
ground cinnamon and a few ourrants
over the top and bake in a moderately
hot oven.

CHOCOLATE BPONGE CAKE,

Heat over bot water a cuplful of sugar,
two tablespoonfuls of grated chocolate
and a little vanilla extract; remove from
the fire and beat until very light, adding
-{one cupful of flour sifted with a tea-
spoonful of bakiog powder and beating
steadily for filteen minutes. Then fold
in quickly the beaten whites of four eggs.
Bake immediately In a slow oven until it
leaves the sides of the pan (a ring cake
mold should be uued?, inverting the pan
when cooked until it cools. Ioce witha
soft boiled frosting.

SPICED RICE PUDDING.

Season one pint of apple sauce with
one-fourth cupful of sugar, one-eighth
teaspoonful of cloves aud one teaspoon-
ful of cinoamon. Add one pint of cold
cooked rice and one-half cupful of wash-
ed and seeded ralsins, Put u!l in a well
buttered baking dish, dot with bits of
butter and bake. Serve hut or very cold
with cream.
