Few Good Cows vs. Many Poor. 
Hoabd's Daibymax:—There is an 

old adage that says '"Not bow much, but 
how good." It applies just as forcibly 
to dairying as it does to anything else. 
It is more important for dairy- 
men and farmers to improve tbe quality 
of their cows than to increase ibe num- 
ber kept. Ten real good cows will yield 
a greater productiou than fifteen infe- 
rior animais and it will be far more eco 
oomical to feed and care for the smaller 
dairy. 

The profit in a cow consists of the 
money the milk or butter will sell for 
over and above tbe cost for feed. This 
cost will not be materially different be- 
tween cows kept on the average farm. 
Considering everything in round figures, 
it will not be far from $100 a year for 
the average cow. 

If milk is sold at 4c a quart, it will re- 

quire the first 2500 quarts produced to 

pay for the cow's feed. Tbe profit in a 

cow, then, would be from the milk over 

and above the 2,000 quart milk produc- 
tion. If the annual yield was 3,000 
quarts, only 500 of this would be profi-, 
>n other words $20 at the stated price 
for milk. If the production was 3,500 
quarts a year, the pri fit would be 1,000 
quarts or t40. 

Although tbe actual difference in milk 
yield between tbe two cows is only 500 
quarts, it means that one cow fs just 
twice as profitable as the other animal. 
Ten cows of the larger yieldiug ctpacitv 
would be just as profitable as a dairy of 

twenty of the other cows. In either 
case the actual profit would be in 10,000 
quarts of milk having a money value of 
$400. It should need no argument to 
convince any farmer or dairyman tbat it 

would be easier to make tbe $400 profit 
by keeping the ten cows than it would 
twenty cow* 

The same logic applies if instead of 
selling milk, the dairy is kept for butter 
purposes. The tirst 333 pounds of but- 
ter produced at 30 cents a pound will go 
into feed. If the butter yield is 366 

pounds annually, the profit will lie in 33 
pouude and be about 10 dollars, while if 
ibe butter yield is 399 pounds, 66 of this 
will be profit or about 20 dollars. Ten 
of tbe higher butter yielding cows will 
be equivalent to twenty of tbe lower 
yielding animals. 

It is more economical for the farmer 
to plau to get one cow tbat will produce 
3,500 quarts of milk or 400 pounds of 
butter at a given feed cost than to keep 
two cows, each of which will yield only 
3,000 quarts of milk or 366 pounds of 
butter. 

Some farmer says he knows none of 
his dairy cows will produce even 2,500 
quarts of milk or 333 ρ >uuds of butter, 
yet that he realizes a profit from them. 
That may be true, but the profit is not 

iu tbe milk or butter. It is in the farm 
grown feed sold to tbe dairy and mar- 

keted in the form of milk products. A 
successful dairy ought to give a produc- 
tion that will not only pay for all pur- 
chased feed but also for that produced 
on the farm, besides yielding a net profit 
on the milk. 

Thousands of cows are kept that do 
not begiu to pay for their board, the val- 
ue of the milk or butter being less than 

dairies a few boarder cows eat up all the j 
profit ut tbe high yielding ones. 

Every farmer should practice a meth- 
od that will enable him to get rid of 
those tbat do not pay expenses. This j 
can be done by weighing tbe milk regu I 
larly aod by testing systematically if it ie 
Hold on a butterfat basis or made into 
butter. Kecords should be kept of feed 
consumed aud when the value of the 
mille or iu products does Dot exceed 
this by a reasonable margin, tbe cow* 

should be sold or «eut to the block. A 
Babcock tester used in connection with 

scales will give this information at alight 
coat and trouble. The dairyman will 

get along faster if he seeks to improve 
quality in his cows than if he simply in- 
creases its size blindly.—L. J. Haynes, 
in Hoard's Dairymau. 

Low Idéale and Small Profits. 

A writer in Wallaces' Farmer says: 
4,Now, my dear friends and fellow farm- 
ers, ye who sweat and tight flies in tbe 
cow yard, don't get discouraged, if some 

know all, or has-tested-all, tells you tbat 
cow* dou't pay. There isn't a great deal 
of money in the cow business to be sure, 
but it is a paying proposition." 

Before giving this sage advice he de- 
scribes his own methods. Tbey are 

about as follows: 
Shed: Built of waste lumber for #35. 
Labor: Children do it before aud 

after school, don't cost anything. 
Depreciation: Culls will pay for heif- 

er calves and their raising. 
Bull: Bought at some sale for &i5. 
Taxes: Dou't charge them because 

they are for tbe common cause. 

Light: A little kerosene, not worth 
mentioning. 

Feed: Stock feeds, corn stover, straw. J 
Don't need macb grain when cows fresh- 
en in spring; some soiling crops for 
summer to help pasture. 

Income from eightoows: Milk, cream 

aud butter for family, $150.00 cash, 
skimmilk; manure builds up fertil- 
ity. 

It is quite evident tbat on this farm, 
dairying is a by-product and whatever 
comes in from it is to be counted as gain. 

The farmer who is willing to keep 
thi· kind of cows under these condi- 
tions cares, really, very little about 

prices. 
Altogether too mauy men keeping 

cows have figured just as this man has 
So records are kept,scrub bulls are kept. 
There is no thought of improvement. 
The whole plan is to skin through with 
as little outlay as possible. 

Tbe whole ideal is low, so low that it 
is one of the great hindering factors in 
tbe general improvement* in dairying. 
The cows are tolerated for the manure 

they can furnish, the waste feed they 
can consume, and if the children would 
not milk in some cases, even these good 
reasons, so far as they go, would not b« 
sufficient to induce tbe farmer to keep 
cows. Yet he calls bimself a dairyman 
and presumes to give advice to men who, 
comparatively speaking, are as far 
ahead of him as is a great oity depart- 
ment store ahead of tbe pack peddler. 
B'ion companions these—low ideals and 
small profits.—Hoard's Dairyman. 

•'Several farmer· residing near Taco- 
ma tried to carry on dairying with oowa 

which were equally as good for beef as 

for milk production. These experi- 
ments began about twelve years ago and 
were completed more than four year· 
ago to tbeir entire satisfaction. Tbey 
all quit." Tbe above statement is taken 
from an editorial in the Northwest Hor- 
ticulturist and Dairy. Tbe last three 
words are eloquent in tbelr terseness and 
meaning, and yet there are farmer·,— 
well, what ia the use? If farmers will 
never be convinced until they try, to 

their own satisfaciion, that the dual- 

purpose Idea Is a myth, they who are ao 

blind to tbe troth will have to pay for 
their education.

Studying Agriculture Abroad. 
It seems to be the style nowaday» to 

study agriculture in Europe. Just 
wbat our scientist· expect tu dad that 
will add to our information regarding 
agriculture, we hare not been fully in- 
formed. We are uot unmindful of the 
fact that Europe has contributed some 
valuable information to the science of 
agriculture, but so far as their farm 
practices are concerned, we are led to 
believe from statements made concern 

log them, that they are scarcely up with 
tbe farm practices of America. 

It is true tbe farmers of Europe are 
more saving in their agricultural opera- 
tions, but it is very doubtful whether 
tbeir methods are any more productive 
than those practiced in this country 
where correct methods are followed. 
We fully understand that tbe average 
yield of grain in England, Germany and 
France is reported to be larger than in 
this country, but it should be remember- 
ed that these countries are better adapt- 
ed to the growing of small grains than 
our country as a whole. It may be stat- 
ed further, tbat it is just a bit unfair to 

compare the average grain yield of Eu 
rope with that of America. lias anyone 
ever noticed the average corn yield of 
these countries as compared with the 
average corn yield of America? Wby 
not? Because corn does not do well in 
those countries. A showing in favor of 
European agricultural practices can not 
be made if corn is used as an example. 

If tbe farmers of this country follow 
the reliable advice concerning agricul- 
ture given by our different institutions, 
tbeir crops and flocks will yield fully as 

large returne as the fields and docks of 
Europe, as often cited in this country to 
show the better methods of agriculture 
practiced there. When it comes to dairy 
stock we have no evidence tbat for- 
eign countries are breeding or rearing 
better animals. In fact, records made 
in this country lead us to believe that 
our cattle are superior, at any rate, for 
our needs. 

Much valuable soil work has been 
done in England and Germany and tbe 
results are commonly known in this 
country, especially concerning soil im- 
provement. We believe there is oppor- 
tunity for investigators to spend some 
time studying the work done in soil» in 
Germany, France and the United King- 
dom, but there ie even greater oppor- 
tunity for tbe advancement of agricul- 
ture in this country if agriculturists will 

study tbe needs of this country as close- 

ly as they are supposed to study the 

agricultural practices of toreign lands. 
Our soils, climate and people are differ- 

ent, and we must to a large degree work 
out our own salvation and from our own 

standpoint.—Hoard's Dairyman. 

Something New in Fairs. 

Rockingham Fair at Salem Depot, N. 

EL, has announced its premiums for tbe 
second annual fair, August 19, 20, 21, 22 
and 23, 1913, which is Old Home Week 
in New Hampshire. 

The unprecedented success of its tiret 
fair last season bas encouraged the man- 

agement to continue the liberal policy 
then announced of giving large premi- 
ums for exhibits of stock and farm prod- 
uct* that are especially adapted to New 
England conditions. 

The plant at Salem Depot, where 
more than a million dollars have been 

«pent for improvements, is one of the 

biggest and best in the country. It con- 

tains 4S7 acres of land, part of which is 
under cultivation. There are groves of 
hard and soft wood growth and splendid 
opportunity for carrying on experiment- 
al and demonstration work in many de- 

partments of agriculture. Tbe plan of 
this association contemplates showing 
crops in various stages of growth, 
different systems and methods of hand- 

ling, in short, making the whole plant 
as largely as possible a demonstration 
farm. A big start along these lines will 
be made this year, especially in clearing 
and draining operations preparatory to 

cropping in the future. During the fair 
it is expected to have demonstrations of 

stump pulling, stump and rock blasting, 
ditching, and the like.

New England Draft Horses. 
Johii E. Taylor, Maine. 

New England horse breeders have 

changed their former custom and are 

raising more draft horses. Harvey Ea- 
ton recently purchased six Percheron 
brood mares that were imported from 
France and has placed them on his 
Maine farm and he will breed draft 
horses for the purpose of meeting the de- 
mands throughout this section of Maine. 
These are among the first full blooded 
Percheron brood mares to be brought 
into the state, although the demand for 
Percheron stock has been growing for 
some time, so that in the last year it is 
estimated that at least 100 full blooded 
draft horses and stallions have been 

brought here. 
There is hardly any sale in Maine as 

well as in other of the New England 
states for driving horses. A recent 
horxe show in ceutral Maine brought out 

many horses from all over the state, but 

only one driving horse was sold and a 

large number of draft horse·. Why this 
condition is so can only be determined 
by the advent and continued growth of 
the automobile. The driving horse is 
no longer desired by the lover of the 
auto and those who have to use horses 
now seek the heavier horse for their 
business, using autos for pleasure trips. 
The race horse still has its place but 
horsemen claim that even this type is 
less in demand than a few years past. 

College of Agriculture b Practical. 
Fourteen bushels per acre increase in 

yield of corn could be secured by a 

farmer in Van Wert county if he would 

change the variety of seed planted. This 
was shown by a variety test conducted 
on this farm last summer by a student 
in the College of Agriculture. His test 
of a number of varieties showed that 
should conditions another year be the 
same as they were during the past sea- 

son, the use of his highest yielding varie- 

ty would give the increase named above. 
Of coarse, conditions never are exactly 
alike for two years in succession so that 
the practioal result of changing to the 
bettor adapted variety would probably 
not be to increase the yield as much as 

fourteen bushels every year. However, 
it seems fair to suppose that a very 
profitable increase would be had. The 
student who did this work under the di- 
rections of Prof. A. G. McCall of the 
Agricultural College, concludes that va- 

riety tests are of great valae to the 
farmer and should be more utilized in 
Ohio. Experiments of this kind are 

frequently conducted by students and 

graduates of the College of Agriculture 
and prone very beneficial to the com- 

munities in which they are carried on as 

well as to the experimenters themselves.

Poultry Management, Maine Station. 
There has recently been leaned by the 

Maine Agricultural Experiment Station, 
as Circular No 471, a revised edition of 
ita bulletin entitled "Method· of Poul- 
try Management at the Maine Agricul- 
tural Experiment Station." Thle bulle- 
tin was formerly issued as Farmers' Bul- 
letin No. 357 of the United States De- 

partment of Agriculture. The present 
revision (Circular No. 471) displaces 
Farmer·' Bulletin 357 which has become 
obsolete. It is the purpose of Circular 
No. 471 to give to poultry keepers a 

clear and concise outline of the results 
of many years' practical experience in 

keeping and raising poultry in connec- 

tion with the investigations in poultry 
breeding at the Maine Experiment Sta- 
tion. 

The circular, which comprises 70 
pages and has 20 Illustrations, opens 
with a section on "Poultry Hygiene and 
Sanitation." In this section are discuss- 
ed the sanitation and hygiene of the 
poultry bouse, including methods of 
cleaning, disinfection, the home making 
of disinfectants, the importance of fresh 
air and light, etc. Under hygiene of 
feeding are discussed the importance of 
the purity of food given to poultry, the 
need for green food and for pure clean 
drinking water. The maintenance of 
land on which poultry run in a clean and 
sweet condition, exercise, external para- 
sites, disposal of dead birds and the iso- 
lation of eickness are other toploe dis- 
cussed. 

The next section deale with the se- 

lection of breeding etock, and gives in 
concise form some suggestions as to how 
the results obtained at the Maine Agri- 
cultural Experiment Station in its long 
continued investigations on breeding for 
egg production may be applied practi- 
cally. A discussion of the rearing of 
chickens follows. The raising of chick- 
ens by natural processes is discussed 
first. This is followed by sections on 

artificial incubation and brooding. Un- 
der the latter topic are described the 
brooder houses used at the Station, and 
detailed working drawings are given for 
the building of a fresh air brooder which 
has been in successful operation for sev- 
eral years at the Maine Station. 

Considerable space is given to the im- 
portant subject of feeds and feeding. 
This section of the circular begins with 
an account of the different methods of 
feeding youog chickens which have been 
tested at the Station. Following this in 
separate sections are given detailed ac- 

count· of the methods used for feeding 
different classes of birds throughout life, 
Including the feeding of chicks on the 
range, the fattening of cockerel·, the 

feeding of the laying pullets, and of the 
breeding stock during the breeding sea- 

son. A section on the preparation of 
green sprouted oats describes the meth- 
ods which have been employed with 

great success for the growing of this val- 
uable food. The section on the housing 
of bens gives detailed working drawing· 
and specifications for the building of 
curtain-front houses like those in use at 
the Maine Station. In regard to hous- 

ing there is an important modification of 
the plans as given in this circular from 
those previously advised in Farmers, 
Bulletin 357. The Station no longer rec- 

ommends the house 20 feet wide, but 
instead returns to the house 10 feet wide 
which long experience has shown to be 
more satisfactory than the wider house. 

A discussion of the vermin question 
•hows how to make at a very small cost 
an extremely efficient lice powder and a 

lice paint to be used on the roost board·, 
nests, etc. This is followed by descrip- 
tions with detailed direction· for build- 
ing the trap nests used at the Station.

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A State "Election" In September. 
In accordance with precedent, tbe 

last legislature did not get through it* 
session without presenting some amend- 
ments to the state constitution to be 
submitted to the people. Accordingly, 
not only art» the voters of the Third Con-1 
gressional District to be called upon to 

go to tbe polls on the 8th of September, 1 

to till ι he vacaucy caused by the d<«atli 
of Congressman Forrest Goodwin, buta 
state wide election will be held on the j 
same day, for tho voters to register 
their will on two proposed amendments 
to the slate constitution. These two 

questions axe stated thue: 

Shall the constitution be amended as j 
proposed by a resolution of th* Lfgisla 
ture providing for the classitication of] 
property for purposes of taxation ? 

Shall the constitution be amended as j 
proposed by a resolution of the legisla- 
ture permitting amendments to tbe con- 

stitution to be voted upon at regular] 
elections ? 

It is a peculiarity of our system of 
publicity that though much expense is 

incurred by tbe state in tbe endeavor to 

place the public laws passed by the leg- 
islature as nearly as possible in the 
hands of every citizen of tbe state, be- 
fore those laws go into effect, there is no | 
gpecille provision for making public the 
text of amendments to tbe constitution, I 
so that those amendments frequently are 

voted upon by a large number of the 
citizens without their knowing any-[ 
thing more about them than is contained 
in tbe brief abstract which appears on j 
the ballot. 

There is therefore so far as the Demo-1 
crat knows no copy of the text of these | 
resolutions available. The Democrat 
bas never seen one and can at present 
give no farther information regarding 
them than is contained in the abstracts 
as above. 

The second one, however, needs little | 
exposition. Until a few years since all 
amendments were submi:ted to tbe peo- 
ple at tbe regular election following the 
session. Xot long ago an amendment 
was adopted providing tbat these amend- 
ments shoald be voted upon at a special 
election in September following the ses- 
sion. The principal argument for this] 
was that by this means tbe amendments j 
would be removed from the political in- 
fluences which might affect them if vot- 

ed upon at the regular election, and ] 
would be judged more carefully od theii ] 
merits. Tbe consequence has been that 
every legislature has proposed amend- 
ments, and instead of having biennial 
elections, we have had an "election" 
every year. Under the proposed amend 
ment, the old order would be restored, 
and the vote on amendments would be 

(or perhaps might be) deferred until the 
regular election in the following year. 

As to the tirst amendment proposed, 
no definite statement can now be made 
as to its provisions. 

It is also expected that at tbe samej 
date a referendum vote will be taken on 

the public utilities commission bill pass- 
ed by tbe legislature last spring. The | 
required number of petitions b.ts not 

yet been signed, but an active cmvas* | 
has been carried on, and it is thought 
tbat the necessary petitions will be iu ] 
before the bill becomes a law by time ] 
limit. 

Mere and There. 

That is a rather peculiar explanation 
of the recent Lawrence accident io 
which eleven boys lout their live*, which 
is given by a city official. He says it 
wa^t not due to any fault of constiuction, 
but wih because "too many boys crowd- 
ed to the runway." Some fourteen 
years ago there was an accident io 
Maine where twenty people lost their 
lives by the breaking of a ferry slip, and 
those who were on the slip when it

Coal dealers in Providence are explain- 
ing to their customers who want to buy 
coal at the early season prices that they 
have difficulty supplying it, because the 
operators prefer to hold the coal for the 
higher price· later in tbe season. Now 
do you ask if nothing is to be done about 
the matter? Most certainly something is 
to be done. The government Is going 
to "investigate" it. 

Bangor ia complaining at the increase 
of ber tax rate within ten years. In 
that time the citj'a valuation has In 
creased about 40 per cent or from 
916,000,000 to $24,000,000. The Increase 
in appropriation for the decade, how- 
ever, bas been 73 per cent—from 1337,385 
to 1684,000. Meantime the population 
baa increased only about 16 per cent., or 
from 21,830 to 24,803. And yet Bangor's 
experience la not unique, but is that of 
alrnoet every municipality.

The> Are Made With Essence d'Orient, 
a Fish Scale Product. 

Am tbc real peai! « times from the oys- 

ter. ho to u law extent Is ilie manu 

factiiri· of artifl»· «I pearls détendent 
on η certain Hpe< 1«·μ of tlsli. Tile com- 

plete processes of manufacture are, of 

course, trade secret*. hut It Is Interest- 

lug to know thi:t It Is froin the brll- 
llHiit scales of the abiel. or May. that 

essence d'orient Is produced. as with 

this essence imitation pearls are made. 

The blay is a small fish with a green 
hack and a white belly. and the es- 

sence Is obtained exclusively from Its 

white scales, which are covered with a 

picment of metallic appearance. They 
ere first treated with ammonia and 

then with flsh glue, a powder being 
first obtained and tlx·» a paste which 
can he easily spread on class. 

In the early stages of jtearl manufac- 

ture, about 10T»6, this essence d'orient 

was applied to little balls of ploster. 
but the temperature and I he damp heat 
of the human body modified the adhe- 
sive qualities of the pearly matter nnd 
caused chances of color In 1(580 a Pa- 
risian named Jacquln Invented α meth- 
od of covering small glass balls with 
this essence, thereby producing the 
first practical artificial pearl. 

In the north and east of France nnd 
In Germany blay fishing Is actively pur- 
sued. About 4.0(hi are required to pro- 
duce a pound of scales, which in turn 

gives a quarter of a pound of essence.

It Is almost Impossible to remove old 
windows from a btilldlnc without 
breakIntr many of the panes of class 
New glass can be handled with much 

more carelessness. 
There Is a certain elasticity to new 

glass that leaves glass which has fac- 

ed the weather for α number of years. 
Street fakers who travel throughout 

the country sdling scissors will obtain 
a lot of old window glass nnd show 

the crowds how wonderfully their 
shears will cut by cllpplnc off strips 
of the class just as a person would 
cut paper, when In fact the feat Is 

due to the fact that the class is actu- 

ally rotten.-Harper's Weekly.

No More Robins for Pies. 

UNITED STATE* LAW WILL PROTECT 

TH KM IN ALL THE LAND. 

It ia certainly cause {or rejoicing to 
the lover· of blnd-Mfethat by the recently 
enacted Weeks law, so called, of con- 

gre··, migratory bird· are to be given 
protection by the United State·, and are 
not to be subject to the law· or lack of 
law· of the various atatea which would 
tend to their extermination. 

Under this law, insectivorous birds, 
including robins, larks, etc., are protect- 
ed at all times in all states, and similar 
protection is given the smaller shore 
birds and other species which have been 
greatly reduced in number. 

As the United State· is given to en- 

forcing its statute*, there is reason for 
hoping that the spectacle, common in 
the South, of a man bringing in a big 
bag of robins or other of our bird friends, 
shot for "sport" or a potpie, will be 
seen no more. 

For those birds which are classed as 
game and which it is permissible to 
shoot, the country is divided into two 
zones, with different close time in each. 
Spring shootiog is not permitted any- 
where. In the northern zone the open 
season allowed on the four classes into 
which the game birds are divided is as 
follows: 

1. Water fowl—Sept. 1-Dec. 15. 
2. Rail—Stpt. 1 Dec. 1. 
3. Wool cock—Oct l.Dec. 1. 
4. Shore birds—Sept. 1-Dec. 15. 

No shootiog whatever is allowed of 
cranes, or the columbidae—doves, pig- 
eons, etc. 

Λ closed season until September 1, 
1918, is established for band tailed 
pigeons, little brown, sandhill aod 
whooping cranes; swans, curlew, all 
ihore birds exceot black breasted and 
golden plover, Wilson or jack snipe, 
wood duck, greater and lesser yellow 
legs. 

Wood duck in addition are given a 

:losed season to Sept. 1, 1918, in the fol- 
owing states: Maine, New Hampshire, 
Vermont, Massachusetts, Rhode Island, 
Donnec'icut, New York, New Jersey, 
Pennsylvania, Ohio, Indiana, Michigan, 
IVt·' Virginia and Wisconsin. 

This law, and the regulations estab- 
ished under it by the department of 
igriculture, as briefly outlined above, 
;ake precedence of all state laws upon 
he subject, and constitute the most 

iweeping action ever taken by the coun- 

ry in the protection of its wild life. 

Important to Teachers. 
The act for the State certification of 

etchers will be in effect July 11, 1913. 
Under the provisions of this act State 
;eachors' certificates are to be secured in 
tov of the following ways: 

1—On written examination, or 
2—On presentation of evidence of suc- 

:essful teaching service covering a pe- j 
riod not less than two years, or 

—On evidence of th* completion of a 
îoriual or equivalent teachers' training j 
>r college course, or 

4—On the basis of the State certificate ; 
;ranted by authority of another state. ! 

Teachers who wish to secure State cer- 

lificates without written examination or j 
jn the basis of any of the last three 
tbove named methods should at once file 
requests for application blanks which 
will be ready for distribution on or 

tbout July 1st. These requests should 
îe addressed to the State Superintendent 
if Public Schools, Augusta, Maine. 

After September 1, 1914, no person can 

egally be employed as teacher of any 
public school in Maine uuless he holds a 

State teachers' certificate or a non re- 

newable permit to teach. 
The first written examination of candi- 

dates for elementary grade certificates, 
under the provisions of the new act for 
the State certification of teachers will be 
held Friday, August 29, 1913. After 
January I, 1914, written examination of 
candidates for all grades of certificates 
will be held regularly on the last Fridays, 
»f January aod June. Further informa-

Sheep Four Months Without Water. 

Washington, June 28.—Sheep on the 
Sebo national forest, Utah, go four and 
a half months without water except (or 
eucb moisture as they get from the dew 
and tht juices of forage plants. 

Graziug sheep on a range entirely des- 
titute of water is a recent innovation 
due to the increasing demand for forage 
»nd the efforts of the forest officers to 
find a place on the forest ranges for all 
the stock that can safely be admitted. 
The area on the Nebo which has uow 

proved usable by sheep is high and 
rocky, a portion of it beiog above limber j 
line, and it has neither springs nor | 
streams of sufficient size or accessibility | 
to be used for stock watering purposes. ; 

The grazing season lasts from June 15 to j 
October 31, and during this period of 
four and a half months the animals do 
not get a drink. 

Uuder such conditions, however, the 
aheep have done extremely well, and last 
year's lambs from this range bad an aver-, 
ige weight at the close of the season of 
i3 pounds on the Chicago market, which 

( 
was rather above the normal weight 
From that vicinity. 

In one area on the Targhee forest in 
[dalio sheep get water only twice during j 
the four months summer grazing season. 
There is no water on the range, but the 
«beep are driven to a nearby stream 

lower down the mountain side. Lambs 
from this range weighed 65 pounds ou 

the Chicago market. 

The First Gettysburg Victim. 
In spite of the dire prophecies regard-1 

ing the number of the old veterans who 
would perish under the strain of the 
recent Gettysburg reunion, the event 
did not prove so bad, but there were, as 

might be expected, some deaths, and 
the first was that of a Maine man, Au- 
gustus D Brown of Livermore Palls, 
who died Sunday afternoon soon after 
reaching the battlefield. Mr. Brown 
was 73 years of age, a native of Chester- 
ville. Πη enlisted in the first Maine cav-1 
airy in 1861 and served until 1865. He 
was in 40 battles and received wounds at 
the Wilderness which from gangrene 
nearly cost him his life. Coming home 
on furlough, he stayed long enough only 
to get strong enough to return to the 
front. He was in the fearful battle of 
Gettysburg. An orderly sergeant, he 
stuck to his post while some of the oth- 
ers hid through fear. He was the fath- 
er of Kimball Post at Livermore Palls of 
which for many years be was command- 
er. Por forty years he has been the 
leader of the Methodist class. Also he 
was the faithful teacher of the older 
class in Sunday school for the same 
number of years.

FRIED PIES. 

The "fried pie·" will be found very 
acceptable. Men particularly, who bad 
tbem when «mal! boy·, rejoice at having 
tbem aerved at an automobile luncb. 
Tbey are made like baking powder bis· 
cult·, rolled to one eigbth inch in thick- 
ness and out with a small round cutter. 
Ou half the pieoes put old-fashioned ap- 
ple sauce baked in the oven until dark 
red, wet edges, and place the other ball 
on top, pinching the two firmly together. 
Fry as you wonld doughnuts in hot fat. 
Dnin carefully on paper, and when cold 
wrap In waxed paper. 

BASPBEBBY JELLY. 

Over a small box of raspberries 
sprinkle a cup and a half of powdered 
sugar, and allow to stand until sugar Is 
melted. Crush through a colander- 
there should be a pint of juice, but if 
not, add enough water to make a pint of 
liquid. Dissolve two tableepoonfuls of 
gelatine in a cup of warm water, and stir 
ioto the fruit juice, putting into the re- 

frigerator to harden. When serving, 
plaoe cubes of the gelatine in a tall gloss, 
with a layer of whipped cream between 
and on top of layers of the jdly. This ie 
much improved by pouring the juice of 
more raspberries over the whole. 

STUFFED TOMATO SALAD. 

Teel tomatoes, scoop out insides, 
sprinkle cavity with ealt, inveri, and 
allow to thoroughly chill. Wash a small 
cream or Neufcbatel cheese, and add one 
canned pimt uto aud two olives fin* ly 
chopped, one-teaspoonful each of finely 
chopped onion and parsley, and salt «nd 
papiika to taste. Stuff tomatoes witb 
the mixture, and serve on lettuce with 
mayonnaise dressing. 

CURRANT MINT SAUCE. 

Beat one-half tumbler of currant jelly 
witb a fork until quite Hmooth; add two 

t-iblespoonfuls of chopped fresh mint, 
the grated rind of half an orange, one- 

fourth teaspoonful of wait and a few 

grain» of cayenne. Serve with lamb 

chops or a crown of lamb. 

OINOER ALE PUNCH. 

Juice of throeoiaoges and one lemon, 
one cupful of sttong tea infusion sweet 
onrd to taste with sugar syrup. Add 
one pint of ginger ale aud ooe pint of 
apuitinaris or any charged water. 

JELLIED CHICKEN AND KQO SALAD. 

Cook one and one-half cupfuls of 
chicken stock or water witb one finely 
chopped onion, one chopped red pepper, 
one teaspoonful of salt and ooe teaspoon- 
ful of Worcestershire. Cook three egg* 
until hard, and cool. Soak, in enough 
cold water to cover, two .tableepoonfuls 
of gelatine. Add the hot stock to the 
gelatiue, and when thoroughly-dissolved 
pour into an oblong wetted u.old to the 
depth of one-half an iucb. Set on ice 
until stiffened. Then arrange slices of 
ihe liai d cooked egg on the jelly. Finally 
add the remaiuder of the eggs cut in 
slices and two cupfuls of diced chicken 
meat to the hot stock, aud pour all iuto 
the mold. Chill and ι-eive in slices with 
salad dtessing, either with or without 
lefuce. 

APPLE PUFFS. 

The apple puffs are made in the same 

way as the fried pios, using plain pastry 
and baking instead of frying. 

CHILI DRESSING. 

Mix together tlx tableepoonfuls olive 
oil, two tableepoonfuls of vinegar, one 

teaspoonful tarragon vinegar, one tea- 

spoonful finely chopped onion, one-half 
teaspoonful salt, one-eighth teaspoonful 
pepper, one fourth teaspoonful paprika 
and two tableepoonfuls chili sauce. Let 
stand several hours, ehake well, and 
serve on the salad. 

LAMB TIMBALES. 

Cook together for five minutes two 
tablespoonfnls of butter, one-half oupful 
of soft bread crumbs and one oupful of 
milk. Add one cupful of finely chopped, 
cold cooked lamb, two slightly beaten 
eggs, one-half teaspoonful of salt, one- 
fourth teaspoonful of paprika, and turn 
into buttered timbale molds. Bake, hav 
ing molds surrounded by water, until the 
mixture is firm. Serve witb a cream 
sauce to which bas been added two 
canned pimentos which have been 
rubbed through a sieve.
