The Head of the Herd.

The une way, however, that seems
open to the average dairyman to im-
prove his herd is in the selection of the
herd sire. First of all he should select
bim for his individuality; he should be
masculine thronghout his entire make-
up. Itshould never be forgutten that
bis heifers will “take after father's
folks,” s0 one should look well to ‘‘fath-
er's folks," seeing that he is pure bred,
comiog from a dam who is a producer;
aod if bis sire has sired record daugh-
ters, the chances are that the suon's heil-
ers wiil likewise be good milk and but-
terfat producers.

A pedigree is of value only if itis
backed by guod inheritance. And a
sire will not transmit qualities to his off-
spring unless be himself is a strong indi-
vidual. His individuality will be shown
by his strength, character, intelligence,
vigor, stamina and the degree of refive-
meat and pervous force he possesses.
[-lp strength will be shown by hia crest,
his strong neck and bis short, straight,
well defined spine. He should bhave
nltgort, straight, well set fore legs; his
withers should be strong, though not
coarse; and if be has a large heart girth
and well sprung ribs the chaoces are
that he has a good constitution and good
digestive powers.

A bull will show his character by the
alert, active lively, watchful expression
of his eyes, and one can judge hz intel-
ligence by the general expression of his
bead. 1 like to see a good, wide fore-
bead, with lurge, intelligent, clear oyes
and a strong broad muzzle.

He will show his “nervous force’ by
his watchful expression; be will be con-
stantly aware of all that is goiog on
around bim., Most folks call this an
‘“‘ugly disposition"—"‘orneryness’ is the
popular word in this section—and this
trait is often the result of careless, im-
proper haodiing.

Oue trait that a good sire should bave
is stamina, and be will show this by tis
determined expression and by bis active
readiness for service. A sire with sta-
mina will be prepoteat; he will bave the
ability to transmit to his offspriog the
qualities for which his ancestors were
woted. A sire, be his pedigree ever so
lung, is not fit to be head of the herd
unless be has a stroug mascaline iodivi-
duality and strong, impressive blood.
Aunother point that itis well to look
for is the size and placing of his rudi-
mentaries. They should be large and
placed well forward of the scrotum. The
chances are that a sire showing large,
well placed rudimentaries will transmit
(o bis beifers large udders aond well
placed teats.

Co-operative cow testing associations
are dolog guod work in showing dairy-
men what each cow is producing in the
way of milk and butter fat and just
which cows are paying them a profit.
Some dairymen bave found that some
cows are brioging them in small or no
protits above the cost of feed. Perhaps
some men are conteat with the glory
they derive from getting close to nature
twice a day and milking cows; but most
of us want to see a little more money
added to our bank accounts. The only
way that seems open for increasiog pro-
duction and profits is by the use of good
sires on our best payiog cows, and thus
gradiog upward lEe quantity of our milk
and profits.—Charles R. Rinck, Tester,
Rising Sun Dairy Improvemiect Asso-
ciation, Maryland.

Short Time Milking Tests.
LESS THAN A YEAR'S DURATION
MISLEADING.

Every few months some breeder of
finely bred stock announces the per-
formance of a cow that bas broken a
seven days’ or thirty days’ record for
milk or butter fat production.

The value of the cow jumps from
about $125 to $5,000 or $10,000, and or;
ders for the animal's prospective off
spring begin to your in if the maiter has
been given the proper publicity.

Finally an auction sale is held, and
brothers aud sisters of the famous ani-
wal are sold on dummy bids for large
sums, which are also gl“n publicity.

“Farm and Fireside” looks with dis-
favor oo these practices. They are
shams, and silly shams at that. Granted
that the milk of a certain cow for seven
days or thirty days is a record breaking
yield, of what index is that to the true
value of the cow compared with other
cows?

Forced feeding and expensive care
will make almost any cow & better pro-
ducer, but not necessarily a better cow.
The cow whose productive capacity bas
been forced to the utmost may there-
after be a poorer cow, both as a milk
producer aod for breeding.
For the racetrack or the circus or show
rimg or other grandstand purposes ex-
ceptional feats are desired, but those are
contributors to the gate receipts or anc-
tion sale proceeds rather than to the
welfare of agriaulture or to that of the
dairyman.
1f we could get them we would like to
publish the bivgraphies of great animals,
written something like this:
My best cow, Dolly Dimple, died at
the age of twelve years {rom natural
Sbe produced im her lifetime
112,500 pounds of milk, containing 4,500
pounds of butter fat, which sold for
$1,500 at the local creamery. She basa
living progeny of five daughters, each
now yieldivg over 12,000 pounds of milk
anoually, and of four sons, which are
the heads of high produciog herds.
hllﬂ‘l’. that better than something like
this:

Adelyne Belle Clothilide, 14th, who in
ber third year broke the world’s butter
fat record by produciog 46.130 pounds
of butter fat in veven days, was to-day
found dead in her stall. Accordiog toa
veterinary diagnosis acute indigestion
was the cause contributing to her pre-
mature death, and it is stated upofficial-
ly that the four milkiogs which she re-
ceived daily during her record test re-
sulted in a physical decline noted some
mounths ago. While not a successful
breeder, she will be remembered as one
of the world’'s most wonderful cows.

“Farm aod Fireside'" considers the re-
sult of any milking test of less than a
year's duration as misleading. It shows
the skill of a clever berdsman more thao
the ability of the cow.

A year's record, honestly and compe-
tently made, is a good thing; a two
year's record is better, and a life record,
including the offspring of the animal, is
the best of ull for the purpose of estab-
lishing champions or comparing cows.
What do you think about it?—Farm and
Fireside.

The Kind of Corn for Sliage.
Maine climatic conditions are so dif-

atates that the conclusions srrived at in
other states are not always applicable to
this state. This is particularly true of
corn. The problems connected with its
growth are local in their nature and can-
oot be solved by experimeats in other
states—excepting, perhaps, Vermont
and New Hampshire, Booognl:-n% this
fact, the Maine Agricultural Experiment
Station twenty years ago earried outa
series of experiments over a period of
five years to apswer the question:
“What is the most profitable variety of
corn to grow—the large, which matures
only in a latitude far south of Maine, or
the smaller, which completes its growth
in this climate?"

Both varieties of corn were planted at
the same time and barvested the same
date, as late in the season as it is is pro-
dent tu allow corn to stand in the field
at Oromo. The southern corn at barvest
contained 85 per cent of water, 1.8 per-
cent protein, and 7 71 per cent nitrogeo
free extract; while the Maine fisld corn
coutained vnly 79 per cent of water, 2.9
per cent of protein, and 12.8 per cent of
oitrogen free extract. The Maine corn
bad six per cent more dry matter, a half
per cent more protein, and five per cant
more nitrogen free extract than the
southern corn. Judged by its content of
dry matter, the Maine field corn was
worth forty per cent more, ton for ton,
than the Maine-grown southern corn,
Tue dry matter of the southern corn was
found by actual experiment with sheep
to be only 65 per cent digestible, while
that of the Maine field cora T3 percent.
The yield of green crop with the
southern corn ranged from 13 to 23 tons,
with an aversge of 17 tons per acre. The
yield of Maiue field corn ranged from 7
tons to 15, with an average of 11 toos.
The yield of digestible dry matter from
the southern corn was 3250 pounds per
acre, and that of the Maine field corn
3075 pounds.

The general outcome of the five years'
test is slightly favorable to the large
rank growiog variety if the yield of di-
gestible dry matter i only conaidered.
But when it it is taken into account that
in order to obtain this increased yield of
175 pounds of digestible dry matter it
was pecessary to handle six tons more of
crop, the conclusion that the smaller,
leas watery variety of corn was in real-
ity the most profitable, is evident.
While varieties of corn that will ripen
when grown in this state are not capable
of storing up so much dry substauce as
the large varieties of dent coro, under
cireumstances equally favorable for both
the large dent corn canoot reach any-
thing like maturity in Maine, and so
loses the advantage of that period when
growth is most rapid. These experi-
ments made twenty years ago tell the
story as plainly to-day as then, that for
either fodder or silage the varieties of
corn that will mature their ears in
Maine are more profitabje than those re-
quiring a longer season for their matur-
ing than this climate affords.—Chas. D.
Woods, Director Maine Experiment Sta-
tion, Orono, Me.

Sllage and Stover.
The writer found in ten years' work at
the Nebraska Experiment Station prior
to coming to Minoesota, that a ration of
alfalfa bay with corn silage or stover
gave larger and more profi'able gaios
than any of the many other rations test-
ed. Later tests have failed to show con-
clugively which is the better way of
bandling the corn plaat, but it may be
regarded as proved that the whole plant
should be used instead of only the ear.
For the purpose of comparing silage
and atover for cattle feeding, two groups,
each containg eight ateer calves, were
fed from March 25 to Aug. 15, 1911.
Each animal of one group received daily
7.5 pounds of corg, 4.1 pounds of alfalfa,
and 3 6 pounds of shredded corn stover.
The animals of the other group were of
the same age and received 6.1 pounds of
corn, 3.4 pounds of alfalfa, and 15
pounds of corn silage.
These two rations were practically
identical, except that the corn stalk was
fed as silage in one case, and as shredded
stover in the other. The difference in
amount of grain was made because of the
presence of about that amount in the
silage.
The silage-fed calves made average
daily gains of 1 8 pounds each, or about
one-third of a ponud more than the stov-
er fed animals, and required only 34
pounds of grain, instead of 5 pounds for
each ponod of gain wade. ngy also re-
quired less total dry matter, the figures
being 7 8 and 8 9 pounds, respectively.
At 45 cents per bushel for corn, $8a
ton for alfalfa, $3 a ton for shredded sto-
ver, and #3 a ton for silage, it appeared
that the silage ration made 100 pounds
of gain at a cost of $4 66, the profit per
steer above the cost of feed, being $5.88
during the 20 weeks. The stover ration
made 100 pounds of gain at a cost of
£5.42, the profit per steer being $1.31.—
H. R. Smith, University Farm, Minueso-
ta.

“Who are you farmiog for, yourself or
the balance of the farmiog community?
You know that if ‘everybody else' even
should do the right thing it would take
25 years to get them all into it. In the
meantime their bad farmiog is lessening
production and that keeps up prices.
You bave got the chance if you improve
it to increase the producing power of
your land, take advantage of high prices
and get rich before ‘‘everybody’ wakes
up to the situation. Iso't it about time
you saw these thiogs in the light of
your individual interests as a farmer?
How absurd it is to go on impoverishing
your land for fear that ‘everybody’ will
catch on sometime and reduce prices.”
—Hoard"s Dairyman.

‘Fortunu in Farms.

At one point in Louisiana, on land
which was formerly considered the poor-
est in the state, strawberries are grown
un over 20,000 acres, and early vegeta-
bles on as much more, for the weatern
markets, furoishing thousands of car-
loads of freight to the railroads and
bringing back many hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars to the growers. There
is scarcely astate in the south which
cannot show many illustrations of equal
intesest. The Louisiona rice region,
which a quarter of a century ago could
have been bought st twenty-five cents an
acre—and the seller at that price would
bave thought he was cheating the buyer
—annually ships thousands of car-loads
of rice, and has an investment, comi
wholly out of the rice development, o
more than $75,000,000 put into villages
and towns and rice farms and irrigation
plants and all the activities which follow
the birth of a new industry of such im-
portance as this.—Richard H. Epmoods.

Menus in the Making.

Probably no one of the many dutiesa
housekeeper bas to perform demands
more thought than that of planning
three meals a day. So many oonsidera-
tions eater in; the pocketbook, the
peeds of the family from a dietetic
standpoint and by oo means the least
important one of flavor and taste,

The wise woman, knowing how much
money she bas to spend for foud mater-
ials, divides it ioto dally portivns, so
that if she goes uver the amount alluwed
for one day she can out down on the
pext day’s a'lowance. Ocoasionally it is
wise to do this; if, for Instance, there
are guests and one wishea to prepare a
company dinner, the family can on the
next day have less expensive meat or
dessert. But that same wise woman
does not let the family realize the econo-
my. Aod always where economy Is
necessary, extra care is also needed to
make the seasoning a little better, or
the dish more attractive than usual,
And right bere let it be said that the
beat values in perishable food material
can be bad ouly by going to market and
and selecting thuse vegetubles and fruits
which are especially good that day. The
city markets vffer many tempting vege-
tables and fruits vut of season, but asa
rule it is wiser not to purchase.

Regarding the dietetic side of the sub-

ject, unless one studies ita great deal,

the taste will be found a good guide in a
Lealthy normal condition. For instance,
vo vne could eat and enjoy the combina-
tion of potatoes, rice, and macaroni all

in one meal, or if they were eaten, dis-

comfort would follow, owing to an over
amount of starchy food.

Foods may be grouped into general di-
visions and a knowledge of what these
are and just what are their especial
fuoctions in the'natrition of the body, is
of invaluable assistance to the house-
holder catering for the health and appe-
tites of her family.

The first group includes the meats,
fish, egge, nuts, cheese, milk and vege-
tables like peas, beans and lentils. They
contain a notable proportion of protein
material, which builds tissue. These
foods are especially important in early
youtb. A liberal supply io the diet of a
high school girl who may have a Lenden-
¢y to break down from nervous teosion
and overwork may prevent an actual ill-
ness, and tide over what is often a per-
iod of physical tension.

Starches and sugars are easentially
heat and energy foods. There are count-
less varieties of each, all having practi-
cally the same food value. Sugars form
one of the quickest sources of heat and
energy. A lump of sugar after an ex-
bausting morning of shopping, furnishes
a quick retorn of enerﬁy which may be
followed by a more substantial food Iat-
or.

Io making out a menu, remember that
the first and last impressions are the
ones which the persons remember.
Therefore, the sonpand dessert should
be satisfactory. Very often the soup
may be ommitted and a salad pot in.
Never serve a cream soup if a subatan-
tial dinner is to follow; it is too heavy.
A cream soup and a salad with bread
and butter and a simpledessert make a
luncheon menu, pleasing to almost
everyone.

Never repeat in a menu the same food;
for instance, do not serve tomato soup
and tomato salad, or tomatoes as a vege-
table. Do not serve a creamed vege-
table when the meat bas a sauce ora
rich gravy; and, of course, do not serve
two sauces in the same course.

In planping a meal, think how each
course will look and taste, and choose
those combinations which naturally go
together. An Englishman once re-
marked wheo eating chicken and corn,
“How this chicken would have enjoyed
this corn!”" If ove food is lacking io
tlavor, choose one with a decided flavor
:0 go with it. [Fisb, for instance, espec-
tally boiled cod or halibut, needs an
acid or piguant sauce.

I recall a combinativn which was ve?
unsatisfactory, coneisting of boiled cod,
washed potatoes, and baked macaroni—
ind everything slipped down wlithout
“catching'’ the palate, and tasted alike.

Il the potatoes bad been fried, or the
macaroni served with tomatoes, the re-
sult would have been better.

Many housekeepers make this mis-
take of serviog too many good things in
one meal; another is serviog a dish too
often, just because it is a favorite. Peo-
ple seldom remember after two weeks,
.l;d the same combination can be repeat-
ud.

Menu makiog demands constant
thought, but the results are well worth
the trouble; for everyone must eat, and
tealth and happiness depend largely on
the kind of food eaten.

QOn pages 92-93, for example, is & beauti-
ful poem, entitled **The Cherokee's La-
ment,” of which the autbor is not given,
That poem was writlen by Josiah Dean
Canning, & farmer of Gill, Mss. In 1838
a small volume of Mr. Caoniug's early
poems, entitled ‘‘Poems,"’ was published
at Greenfleld, Mass,, and in 1852, at the
same place, s ocollection of his later

poems was published, eotitled “The

Harp and Plow. By the‘Peasant Bard,"”
This pseudonym of **Peassnt Bard” was
given to Mr. Canning by Lewis Gaylord
Clark, editor of “The Knickerbocker,"
the old-time New York wagazine. ““The
Cherokee's Lament,” which Is in
“The Harp and Plow,” was first
ublished in *The Knickerbocker" for

ovember, 1838, The poem conaists
of flve stanzas, but the fourth one is
omitted in the m as given in the
Reader. The title of the poem as given
in “The Knickerbocker” is ‘‘The La-
ment of the Cherokee,” and In *The
Harp and Plow” is *‘Lament of the Cher-
okee."” Mr. Canning was born in Gill
on August 31, 1816, and died there on
March 16, 1892. A postbumous edition
of his poems, entitied ‘‘Poetry of the
Farm and Raral Life: Conoecticut River
Reeds Blown by the ‘Peasant Bard,'”
was publisbed in Boston in 1892, the vol-
ume containing & brlef biographical
sketch of him and baviog a portrait of
bim as a frontispiece. The preface to
the volume was written by Mr. Canning,
but the volume did not Ilssue from the
press till after his decease. On page 252
of the Reader Is another poem, “The
Captive Chief,”” whose author is not
stated. The poem as given in the Read-
er consists of three stanzas, The first
two stanzas of the poem as there given
are on pages 146-147 of *‘American Melo-
dics, Edited by Genrge P. Morris," and
published in New York in 1841. The
two stanzas given by Mr. Morris have
the same title as the three given in the
Reader, aud are there stated to be '‘by
William Pitt Palmer.” Mr. Palmer was
in the fire insurance business io New
York City, in which business he attained
prominence. He was born in Stock-
bridge, Mass., on Feb. 22, 1805 and died
in Broukiyn, N. Y., May 2, 1884, He was
graduated from Williams College in the
class of 1828. A vulume of his poemes,
entitled “Echoes of Half a Century,"”
was published in New York in 1880, but
“The Captive Chief” is not included in
the volume. *“‘The Smack in School,” a
poem which is quite a favorite with pub-
lic readers, was written by Mr. Palmer.
A poem by Mr. Palmer, entitled *‘Mass
and Mind,” is included in the “‘Fryeburg
Webster Memorial,” a brochure pub:
lisbed in 1882. On pages 277-280 of the
Reader is another poem, *“The Tem-
pest,’” whose author the Reader does
not give. That poem Is from the pen of
Rev. George Croly, rector of St. Ste-
phen's, Walbrook, London. The title
which Mr. Croly gave to the poem is
“The Seveath Plague of Egypt."" Mr.
Croly was borno on August 17, 1780, and
died on November 24, 1860.

OBSERVER.

If there is one place more than an-
other where the bard-earned coin of the
poor tax-payer has been wasted it's in
our-time-honored methods of *“‘fixing"
the roads. Scrapiog dirt from the gut-
ters to be washed back by the first
sbower is expensive and far from_ per-
manent, The new Maine bighways com-
mission proposes to remedy the evil.
The Portlaud Press has this to say of it:

If the Maine highways commisaion
sticks to its determination not to expend
auy money for making repairs on roads
that will not be permanent in character
it will have revolutionized road building
in Maine. There is no telling bow much
mouney bas been wasted in this state by
the sort of repairs that have been made
on the roads, The custom was to gcrape
earth or gravel up into the middle of
the highway, round it over and then
wait uptil it was worn smooth. The
first heavy rain would wash the most of
this dirt back into the ditches and then
the “repairs’ would bave lo be made all
over again. This has been the common
method of road making in Maine and if
the new board introduces different meth-
ods it will result in the saving of many
tl ds of dollars and the acquisition

whole. Serve in dish in which they
were baked. Add sugar if the apples
are very tart.

ESCALLOP OF GBEEN CORN.

Eight small or six large ears of tender
corp, one quart of ripe tomatoes, a balf-
pint of mild onions, heaping tablespoon-
ful of butter, teaspoonful sugar, balf
teaspoonful salt, dust of black pepper or
one large green pepper shredded fine.
Peel tumatoes, cut in thick slices, slice
onions thin, blanch and drain, cut corn
from cob, saviog all the milk, put a layer
over the bottom of an earthern dish, cov-
or with sliced tomatoes and onions, then
sprinkle with salt and sugar, and dot
with bits of butter and shreds of pspper.
Repeat till dish is full, putting plenty of
batter on top, pour over the milk from
the corn, and bake ina very hot oven
twenty-five to thirty minutes. Serve bot
or cold, If served cold, with a sharp
French dressing or a boiled vinegar
dressing, it makes a satiefying salad,

CREAM BCONES.

Sift two cupfuls of flour with three
teaspoonfuls of baking powder aud one-
half teaspoonful of salt. Mix with one-
fourth cupful of butter, then one-half
cupful of cream with two beaten eggs.
Mix lightly, cut in triangles, and bake
in a hot oven.

CHOCOLATE NUT WAFERS.
Mix in the order given: one cupful of
sugar, two asquares melted chocolate,
one-half capful melted butter, yolks
and whites of two eggs beaten separate-
ly, and then together, one-balf cupfu!
flour. Spread very thinly over cooky
sheet and sprinkle on it one cup of
coarsely chopped nut meats. Bake pot
too brown. Caut in oblongs and remove.
This makes a Iarge quantity. They are
popular for teas or with lce cream or
frappe.

FROZEN RICE PUDDING.

Buil one-balf cupful of ricetill tender.
Whip to froth one and one-balf cupfuls
of sweet cream. Add one-quarter cup-
ful of powdered rugar, and any flavor-
Ing.

THE THEORY OF THE FOUB-CYCLE GAS-
OLINE ENGINE A8 USED IN
AUTOMOBILES.

It is my Intention in this theme lo
state in non-technlosl language the the-
ory of the four-cycle gasoline engloe.
This type of the gas engine bas iis high-
eat dovelopment in the sutomobile, for
whioh ft Is admirably suitad, as it works
silently and smoothly. The reader must
not confuse this tygo with the two-cycle
engine, found mostly In motor-boats, al-
thongh sometimes in automobiles, or the
stationary eogine seen on almost any

Imagine a bollow cylinder with tight-
fitting piston sliding in It so that no air
can pass the piston Into the chamber
above. Now let two pipes be conuected
{ wi'h the chamber abuve tbe pistun, each
baving a valve in it. It will now be seen

{that if both valves be closed and the
! piston moved down it will cause a va-
‘coum In the chamber. Now suppose
the piston to be up and one valve open.
We will call this the intake valve und
the pipe the intake pipe. Let the other
end of the pipe be connected with the
carburetor or gasoline vaporizing ma-
chine. Under these conditions it will be
seen that.if the piston is moved down it
will cause & suction through the intake
pipe which will pull the garoline vapor
into the cylinder. Now if both valves
are closed and the piston forced up
again the vapor will be compressed.
This increases Its explosiveness. If this
vapor s ignited now it will explode and
drive the piston down again with great
force. Now the other valve is opened
(»xhaunst valve) and the piston comes up
lagll.n. This forces the exhaust gases
out of the chamber into the exhaust
pipe and thence into the alr. It will
now be seen that four operations aie
necessary to complete a cycle, hence the
pame, four-cycle. To summarize, the
operations are as follows: Firat, suc-
tion; second, compression; third, explo-
sion; and fourtbh, exhaust. If an engine
such as I have described should be con-
structed the result wounld be as follows:
the engine wounld explode and stop;
then we shonld bave to turn it, by hand,
tbrough the three idle sirokes of the
piston. Then it would explode again.
To overcome this difficulty we have the
fly-wheel. This is made very beavy so
as to furnish momentum enough to carry
the engine through the idle strukes with-
out stopping. Our engine will now run.
The essentials are all present. I will
now take up the refinements,
. The engine that we have developed is
not, in its present stage, satisfac'ory for
automobile work for three reasons.
First, it ruos jerkily, as it generates
power only one-fourth «f the time, Sec-
ond, in an esgine of thirty horse power
or above, the fly-wheel would become
too large and heavy to be carried con-
veniently. Third, in an engine of large
size, the vibration caused by the moving
parts would be tremendous. (In the
same way that & man jumping on a
bridge can set the whole bridge in mo-
tion.) Asa remedy for these troubles
we bave the multi-cylinder engine. The
four cylinder is the type the most com-
monly used in automobiles and I will
explain how this eliminates the troubles
mentioned above. Taking the first
trouble, this engine will run steadily, as
one cylinderis practically alwaygs develop-
ing power. Second, the fly-wheel can be
made much smaller on account of the
practically continuous power. In a six-
cylinder motor It can be eliminated en-
tirely. Third, the vibration is greatly
reduced, as the moving parts are much
smaller and better balanced. When one
piston is coming up another is going
down and vice versa. This is the high-
est development of the gasoline engine
in any form and while small improve-
ments may be made In the future, it will
probably never be changed radically.
