Raising Sugar Beets Ια Colorado. 
Greeley, Colo., Not. 28,1913. 

Agricultural Editor Democrat : 
Just a few words about sugar beets as 

found la this locality. 
À section of the "desert" lying north 

of Greeley's great sngar factory was 

known to be suitable for the cultivation 
<tf sugar beets, but the haul was too 

long and expensive; so the railroad peo- 
ple built a spur from their through line 
and established dumping stations. Beet 

wagons have been invented that carry 
several tons at a load. The dump is a 

long, high, sloping hillock, so to speak, 
built beside the traok, and np this little 
hill the wagonecs drive their loads of 
beets and arriving at the summit empty 
a whole load at a time into the immense 
cars below. There are numbers of these 
beet dumps scattered over the country, 
and one may sometimes see forty loaded 
cars standing on the main track ready to 

be switched into tbe factory yards, the 
cars built up so as to carry from twenty 
to forty tons of beets. 

Passing over the road that I have men- 

tioned I was astonished at the quantity 
of beets In sight. Only half tbe immense 

crop had been harvested, and the beet 

pulling machines were lifting sweet 

roots from the ground, and men, women 

and children were topping the beets, the 
machine for lifting and topping the beets 
aot being as yet a oomplete success, al- 

though the Inventors are hopefully at 
work on that kind of a machine. 

Guarding against freezing weather and 

possible deep snows a certain portion of 
the beets have to be siloed. There were 

places near the tracks where a full acre 

of ground wonld ba covered with tens of 
thousands of tons of beets piled ten feet 

high and ouly the edges covered with 
lirt plowed up by the workmen, no 

earth being piled upon the top of the 
!>ilo lest the beets start heating. 

The Greeley factory slices 1,000 tons 
>f beets each 24 hours, and there is no 

halting in tbe work from tbe time the 

campaign begins about October 1st, till 

away along in the winter. Thirty miles 
to the westward at Fort Collins is a 

much larger factory, later built, and slic- 

ing 2200 tons per day. Think of the 
vast amount of beets it must take to 

keep the eleven factories of Colorado 
running. We hear a general complaint 
that beet raising exhausts the soli. The 
beet fields with tbe toppings make good 
winter paoturage for fattening cattle. 

Sixty-five years ago I heard of the lec- 

turing chemist who said: ''There is 

sugar everywhere; there is sugar in my 
old shoe," and so it would eeem. Cer- 
tain crops of beets yield more than 20 

per cent of sugar. Tbink of a farmer 

lumping a five ton load of beets at the 

factory, and a full two thousand pounds 
of granulated sugar made from his load 

by the delicate process of sugar making. 
Bnt many beets do not yield more than 
12 or 14 per cent of sugar. Such are tbe 

exigencies of trade that it is claimed that 

Greeley sugar can bo shipped in from 

Chicago at a less price than is charged 
or it right here.

The Future of State Fairs. 

(Dr. <J. M. Twltcbeli In Maine Farmer.) 
In a recent word to tbe public, Com 

miesioner Roberts puts before the think- 
er» of Maine, and workers for its pros- 
perity, a proposition of tremendons im- 

portance—tbe consolidation of our three 
state fairs into one great fair, to bold 
over several days, and be truly represent- 
ative of the state and its industrial 
work, something that we cannot now 

claim for either of our exhibitions. 
Without any thought of criticism, 

here is something to be considered. 
Voters are slowly coming to ask wheth- 
er tbe state is getting a fair return for 

money expended, and in this we find one 

of our most hopeful signs. Let the eyes 
of tbe pnblic be opened, for only in this 

way will we come to wise expenditures 
and economical management. Bangor, 
Watervllle, and tbe State Fair at Lewis- 
ton draw annually from tbe state treas- 

ury practically six thousand dollars. 
Does tbe state receive a fair equivalent 
in the way of stimulated agricultural in- 
terests? For twenty years tbere has 
been a steady, if gradual, decline in the 
number of exhibitors and breeders. Δ 
few men fit their herds and stock for ex 

bibitioo and gather in tbe cream at each 
i>f tbe big fairs. There Is no doubt 
about tbe honesty of the awards or the 
«uperiorlty of the exhibits, but is this 
enough? These fairs were organized, 
and the money is appropriated, to foster 

agriculture and increase mechanics. Ex- 

cept in an indirect manner, and in isolat- 
ed cases, is this the result? 

Tbe purpose of tbe state was to reach 
and encourage tbe man at tbe bottom of 
tbe ladder who Is struggling, who has a 

desire for better stock, and needs tbe 
benefit of competition as an educator. 
Ibis class is not reached to-day because 
overshadowed. No one is at fault here; 
it is simply tbe problem of available 
funds. 

Before tbe Eastern State Fair was 

started, tbe Maine State, with one half 
tho stipend now paid, received annually 
from five to eight or ten thousand dol- 
lars more than now, and therefore, could 
do what to-day is impossible. Then too, 
the change in public thought regarding 
entertainment has been considered as 

forcing the expensive platform perform 
ancee, a burden to every society. Qlvan 
one state fair, conduoted by up-to-date 
business metbode, with tho stipend now 

paid tbe three, and a service can be ren- 

dered which will stimnlate the establish- 
ed breeders and growers and encourage 
starters. 

Such a combination could offer prizes 
for herds, and also for farmers' stock, 
reaching in this way all classes. In fact, 
tbe only class to be losers, by such a 

step as indicated in Commissioner Rob- 
erta' letter, is the professional show 

man, who it simply out for tbe dollars. 
Tbe withdrawal of tbia class will be no 

loss to tbe state but a decided gain, in 

that tbe straight breeders would find a 

greater incentive to come out in force. 

Something must be done to make our 

larger fair* of greater service to the 
state and the industry. Tears ago, B. 
F. Keith, the noted and highly success- 

ful theatre managfcr, said to the writer: 
"The trouble with your fairs is that 

tbey run themselves. Run them by 
schedule time and keep things bum- 
ming and there would be no call for 

platform performances and no word of 

complaint from any person." 
Shall we consolidate or scatter the 

forces working for tbe good of tbe farm 
ers of Maine? Shall we multiply fairs 
and midways, as well as vaudeville per- 
formances, that tbe few may be gainers, 
or shall we get in line to reach, interest 
and help tbe largest possible nnmber? 

For me, just remind those dissatis- 
fied New Englanders who are going 
west that tbey better bang on to tbelr 
farms. Farm property is advanoing rap 
ly In valoe here these days. Right In 
the Connecticut valley I see land that 
sold for 9160 10 years ago bringing $600 
an acre now. These high figures are 

justified by the large crops of otaions and 
tobacco produced. The west is not the 

only country that has valuable land.—(J 
M. Trnesdell, Hampshire Connty, Mass. 

A concrete example of moisture con- 

servation was given some time ago by a 

farmer who was relating his experience 
In clearing bis farm of stone. After a 

season of excessive rainfall, he found 
tbat ln the plowed field tbe moisture 
bad penetrated into the snb-soil, where- 
as In tbe pasture lot the digging was 

very hard and tbe soli three Inches be- 
low the surface wu dry aa a bone. 

Increasing Dairy Profit. 
Profit is the difference between coat of 

production and tbe selling price. To 
inaure the largest profit in milk produc- 
tion, tbe cow owner maat know that 
each cow in tbe herd ia producing 
enough milk to pay for feed, labor, in- 
terest, taxes and depredation, and then 
leave some for profit. In one herd, 
eleven cows produced $200 worth of but- 
terfat above feed cost, while four othera 
ate $20 worth of feed more than the re- 

turns for their butterfat paid for. So 
that tbe whole fifteen only averaged $15 
each above cost of feed. While, if the 
man had had only tbe best eleven, be 
would bave had $20 more money, saved 
tbe feed and the labor of handling. The 

only certain waj in which these "rob- 
ber1' cows can be located is by yearly re- 

cords of milk production. No man has 

yet been found wbo can gaess accurately 
on every cow in a herd. Records may 
be made by tbe owner, or by several 
joiniog together in a cow test associa- 
tion, and employing a man to do the 
work. 

Having locatod the unprofitable cows, 
and eliminated them, their places can be 
filled in a few cases by purchase. Tbe 

prices are getting high. Tbe bost way 
is through tbe purchase of a pure-bred 
sire from a profitable cow, and the sav- 

ing of his daughters out of the best 
cows in the herd. Each community 
should adopt one breed and all buy sires 
of the same breed. In a short time the 
grade surplus stock will command from 
$10 to $50 apiece above the common 

scrub stock, because of the large amount 
of it to be found in one community and 
tho reputation tbey will acquire for 
breeding that one class of stock. 

Profits can usually be increased by 
better feeding. Each cow must have 

enough feed—first, to maintain hereelf; 
second, with which to make the milk 
she yields, and any surplus above this is 
stored up in tbe form of fat to be used 
later when she don't get enough feed. 
Tho cow that has the ability to produce 
forty pounds of milk a day, and is only 
fed enough to make twenty-five or thirty 
pounds a day, does not make milk as 

cheaply as she would when fed to her 

capacity. In the judgment of tbe writer 
the dairy cow that has the ability to 
make thirty pounds of milk a day, or 

better, cannot eat enough alfalfa bay to 
enable her to do her best work, and she 
should be fed some form of grain or by- 
product concentrate low in protein to 

supplement the alfalfa hay eaten. Every 
cow must have enough feed. Tbe feed 
she does eat must contain at least the 
minimum amount of protein required 
for her maintenance and for production 
of milk. An insufficient amount of feed 
limits production, an insufficient amount 
of protein limits production.—California 
Cir. 07 by Π. E. Van Norman. 

The Development of the Future Cow. 

Milk for young calves should be warm 

fed; calves are often injured when 
young by feeding cold milk, writes C. E. 
Morrison in Ohio Parmer. Young calves 
should have second crop clover bay be- 
fore them as soon as they will eat it. 
The mangers should be cleaned at least 
once a day and a fresh supply given. 
Tbev should have plenty of rçbeat bran 
or oats as soon as they will eat grain. 
The calf should be born in a clean, dry, 
well-bedded box stall, and should be 

kept in clean, dry, well-bedded and well- 
ventilated quartern.""Calves should have 
daily out door exerciso when tbe weath- 
er will permit. Freshwater should be 
supplied them daily,as soon as tbey are 

old enough to want it. 
On skim milk depends tbe improve- 

ment of all dairy cattle, and on this 
point depends largely tbe future pros 
perity of dairying. When a good cow 

bas been raised, from a calf that has been 
fed, say, 3000 pounds of skim milk, she 
is easily worth $30 more than an ordt- 
nary one.

near that of freshly drawn milk as possi- 
ble, and always to have the calf pail 
scrupulously clean. In epite of all pre- 
cautions, we now and then have cases of 
scours. As eoon as'^symptoras fappoar, 
two to four tablespoonfuls of castor oil 
are mixed with one-half pint of milk and 
given to the calf. This is followed in 
four or six hours by one teaspoonfui of a 
mixture of one part of ealol and two 

parts sub-nitrate of bismuth. It can be 

given easily with one-half pint of new 

milk, or the powder placed on the 
tongue and washed down by a small 
amount of milk. 

Of course It is understood that only 
calves from profitable cows should be 
raised. The cost of feed and labor has 
made a cow that produces less than 
4ÔOO pounds of milk, that will test four 
per cent butterfat, unprofitable. There- 
fore, it is a loss to raise calves from 
oows that will not exceed these figures. 
Calves from such cows cannot be ex- 

pected to equal the records of the dams 
unless well cared for, and not in any way 
stunted when young. Improvement 
over ancestors is only made by a careful 
development of animals from birth to 
maturity. 

Encourage the Qrade Cow. 
Some of the breeders of pure-bred 

dairy cattle have strange notions, it 
seems to us, about acknowledging the 
existence of the grade cow. They seem 

to be afraid of something that will rise 
up to plague the pure-bred. This 
"spooky" notion, we believe, has no real 
foundation. On the contrary, we would 
like to see every encouragement given to 
the production of first class grade cows 

io all the dairy breeds. To produce 
such cows the farmer must have a pure- 
bred sire. Un must have, also, a right 
idea of the great importance of securing 
a bull of the strongest and best blood 
lines. 

We have only to reflect a moment to 
see that it really needs a more prepotent 
bull in the produc'ion of grade cows 

than in a pure-bred liferd. In the purn- 
bred herd the blood of the sire is strong- 
ly reinforced and aided by the agreeing 
blood of the female which is harmo- 
nious in blood lines with him. Dut when 
we place a pure-bred sire at the head of 
a herd of natives or other opposing tend- 
encies, the sire must have strong prepo- 
tent powers to overcome all the resist- 
ance that is presented if we are to ex- 

pect heifers of the quality that is sought 
for. Hence, no wiso farmer will hunt 
fora cheap, weakly bred bull to put at 
the bead of cows of mixed breeding. 
Every sagacious breeder of registered 
cattle should bold up both bands in aid 
of the effort to encourage farmers -to 
produce the beat grade cows they can. 

The great call that exista to-day for grade 
cows for commercial dairyiug rests upon 
the use of the registered sire. To encour- 

age sale of such sires we must encourage 
the prodaction of first class grade cows. 

We can see no escape from this logic. 
—Hoard's Dairyman. 

The best time to mend harness Is be- 
fore greasing, to that all parts that are 

mended and new pieces can be greased 
at one operation. Wash all harness in 
warm water before greasing. A little 
washing soda in the water is a great ben- 
efit in removing dirt. A good grease 
for heavy harness is neatafoot oil and 
lamp black. Light boggy aod carriage 
barneas should be gone over with a good 
harness dressing after the first coat of oil 
baa been applied. 

Every farmer should bave a repair kit. 
With a little practice anyone can become 
proficient In mending all kinda of har- 
ness. Keep a good supply of snaps, 
rings, buckles and leather for making 
quick repairs. A nice, neat repair on 
harness looks much better than If tied 
np with binder twine or baling wire. 

Other things being equal, it Is not the 
largest hog that returns the most profit, 
bat rather the hog that makes the best 
growth in the ahortest time aod upon 
the smallest amount of food.

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The first essential in the avoidance of 
tuberculosis of the lunes, or consump- 
tion, is to keep the lungs strong, so that 
if the germs are breathed they can do 
η·» harm. One of the most important 
things in keeping the lungs strong is to 

keep the chest wide open so that ttie 
lungs can be properly used. If the body 
is drooped or stoops, or if the shoulders 
are allowed to drag forward (round 
shoulder), or if the head is carried for- 
ward instead of well back over tho 
ehuuldere, the chest must be flattened, 
the breathing must be shallow, and the 
lungs, not being freely used, become 
weak. It is in this type of chest that 
tuberculosis usually begins. The con- 

sumptive is usually narrow-chested, with 
drooped shoulders and with the head 
craned forward. While the development 
of a strong, well-formed chest is one of 
the most important factors in preventing 
tuberculosis, the eame thing is to be de- 
sired if the disease has once started. 
Not only should we live in the open, but 
we should stand up straight and learn to 
"throw a big chèst," so that the lungs 
can grow strong and tho fresh air taken 
in. The runner, the singer, or any one 
who is obliged to mako sustained effort, 
is tangbt to stand and sit with tho chest 
high so that the lungs can be used to the 
best advantage, and If everyone would 
do the same thing, thore would be less 
tuberculosis becauso there would be 
fewer weak lungs. 

Frees His Mind on Divorces. 

Judge Connolly of the Cumberland 
Superior Court evidently shares the dis- 
taste felt by some other Maine judges 
for that part of their work which re- 

quires the granting of divorcee by whole- 
sale, so to speak. As reported the judge 
said, in connection with a case which 
c*me before him a few days since: 

"If marriage is to mean anything a 

brake must be put on the granting of 
ilivorces." 

"I am not going to grant divorces," 
continued the Judge, to accommodate 
people or because they want to take up 
with some other man or woman. I want 
to hear all the facts and decide whether 
parties are entitled to a divorce." 

The Judge scored methods of proce- 
dure which hide some of the facts in di- 
vorce cases and said that it was not con- 

testent of the people of the State of 
Maine to petition for removal of Senator 
Smoot,whose religion approves of polyg- 
amy, and yet tolerate in their own 
state such laxity of law aod court pro- 
cedure as to practically legalize polyga- 
my and prostitution. 

The Judge spoke of instances which 
had come to his attention where facts 
which would have prevented the grant- 
ing of divorces were not dieclosed at the 
hearing, and of other instances where lie 
had discovered parties had not contested 
divorce cases with the understanding 
that no alimony would be asked. Be 
also spoke of a girl who had said If she 
didn't like her husband it would be all 
right, she could easily get a divorce. 

He insisted to counsel that when ask- 
ing the court to cancel the marriage con- 

tract they should at least show as good 
evidence as tbey wonld have to in hav- 

ing declared null and void a contract for 
the purchase of a pig or cow. 

Judge Connolly said that he was un- 

fortunate in not having the means to in- 
vestigate all cases, but that the moral 
welfare of the community requiree that 
the court should know all the facts when 
possible, that divorcee should not be 
granted in cases where the evidence is 
framed up, where there are agreemeuta 
between the parties, though the law 
does net jultlfy divorce, or where the 

party receiving the decree ia not entitled 
to it.

to a near-by station, Fairfax, on the West 
ern Maryland railroad, it has been as- 
sumed that, in running this line, a high 
peak northwest of Orange court house 
was the starting point, andthatfrom 
here it was possible to see a distant pe 
in the North mountain range over the 
top of the Intervening Maesanutten 
m Washington, of course, used a simple 
compass, and his line could not be ex- 

pected to check absolutely with that ob- 
tained by the government surveyors 'who 
have retraced his survey, usinf, high 
power transits and all the refined and 
accurate methods which modem instru- 
ments allow. Nevertheless the Hne was 
run so carefully in the first J1»" ^ but little variation has been found in u. 
Even without instruments it is P0"'^ to distinguish the course of the Imewith 
surprising distinctness. From the top 
of Middle mountain in the Maesanutten 
range, the Shenandoah-Rockingham, or SSBx, line can be readily followed by 
means of tho boundary fences dating 
from earliest days, and by the blocks of 
timber, alternately cleared away or left 
standing, which come up from e tber 
county and stop at the line, like squares 
in a checkerboard. Then if one turn·to 
the southeast the same demarkations 
are plain across the valley of the south 
fork of the Shenandoah, cutting through 
the present Page county, which is made 
of land formerly in Shenandoah Çouuty, belonging to the Fairfax grant, and partly 
from land formerly in Rockmgham.. Thus, as far as the eye can see in either 
direction, this old line shows plainly. 

The Washington compass, now to oe 
seen at the U. S. nation;.! museum in the 
city ηiimed for its owner, is i;re8',tme'J. be the same one used in running this line 
more than 100 years ago. 

WASHINGTON'S SURVEY MARKS. 

Tho Fairfax Stone utaods ίs a perma- 

nent monument. In addition, there are, 
throughout that section of the country 
various other records of these Washing- 
ton surveys. For example, a largo white 
oak which stands at the corner of a farm 
about one and one-half miles from Loot 
City, Hardy county, W. Va., wan, ac- 

cording to a persistent story of that sec- 
tion of the country, marked bv Wash- 
ington. 

Survey blazes cut iuto treen, and since 
grown over, have been cut away, anil a 

count of the annual layers of growth 
over the old wounds shows them to have 
been made at the time Washington was 

surveying. One strange thing about 
these blazes is that they are several feet 
higher than those put on trees by woods- 
men of to-day. This fact has given ri»e 
to a sort of superstition that Washing- 
ton, known to have been very fall, was 

dually a giant. Other authorities have 
said that Washington did much of his 
work on horseback, and made his blaz··* 
with a long-handled axe from the saddle. 

The town of Whitepost, Clarke coun- 

ty, V a., takes its name from a post pre- 
sumed to bave been set by Washington 
as one of bis survey marks. The post, 
formerly exposed, is now covered by a 

protecting case which shelters it from 
the weather, and from tho despoiling 
hand of the vandal touriet. 

WHY THE LINE IS RETRACED. 

The reason that this old Washington 
survey line is being retraced is because 
the federal government is purchasing 
lands in tbis neighborhood, in connec 
tion with the new Appalachian forests 
which are being acquired at the bead- 
wators of navigable streams, under the 
terms of the Weeks law, designed to 
protect these watersheds from tho evils 
of deforestation. The government re- 

quires a clear title before the land c»n be 
paid for. In making sure of the titles it 
ia necessary, in many cases, to go back 
to original royal grants, or to colonial 
records, and to have recourse to resur- 

veys before the facte of ownership can 
be indisputably established. 

Plke'a Peak Not Sinking. 
Denver dispatches stating that recent 

government surveys show that Pike'i 
Peak has sunk 39 feet in the last three 
years are easily explained. Somebody 
has «imply been comparing the exact al- 
titudeof the mountain, recently deter- 
mined by the United States Geological 
Survey as 14,100 feet, with old railroad 
or barometer figures of elevation. As a 

matter of fact, to have come within 40 
feet of the actual elevation shows a good 
job of surveying for the early days when 
Indians were plentiful and insfruments 
poor, for, after all, there is no royal road 
of determining the altitude of any point. 
It baa to be done to-day just as it had 
to he 100 or 1,000 years ago, by a series 
of sights from the ocean shore. To ob 
tain the elevation of Pike's Peak means 
that surveyors have had to run levels all 
the way from the Atlantic ocean, or the 
Pacific, to the top of the mountain. 
Thousands of aigbta had to be made. Of 
coarse, when the geological survey about 
five yeara ago established the exaot ele- 
vation of Pikes Peak the engineers did 
not start at the sea level; they took the 
neareat point to the peak which bad 
been previously determined by former 
level surveys. When the summit of the 
pea* was reached a bronze tablet with 
an inscription showing the altitude at* 

14,109 feet waa cemented into the rock.1 
There is but slight likelihood of the al- 

titude of this tablet changing within the 
lifetime of the present generation, or for 
that matter within the lifetime of the 
American Republic, however long we 

may expect it to endure, unless some 

relic hunter removes the tablet, and in 
anob an event he will make himself lia- 
ble to a fine of 1250.

Whit· Houm Tragedy and Gayety.

Wil- 
liam Henry Harrison, Tyler's Imme- 
diate predecessor, died when only a 

month In office, and Tyler served out 
the remainder of the term. Mrs. Letl- 
tla Tyler died α few months after her 

jouagest daughter, Elizabeth, was 

mai-rled to William Waller of Virginia. 
This was on Sept. 10, 1842. In Febru- 

ary, 1844, a great gun burst while ex- 

hibiting it on α trip down the Potomac 
In the midst of a brilliant company, 
among whom were Tyler, many mem- 

bers of congrcss and of tbe cabinet 
and other distinguished guests. About 
forty persons were killed or injured. 
Among the killed were the father of 
Miss Gardiner, who soon afterward 
became Tyler's second wife. Although 
married while her husband was in the 
White House, tbe second Mrs. Tyler 
had her wedding at her home In New 
Tork, but she held her reception in tbe 
executive mansion. She became popu- 
lar in Washington society and un- 

doubtedly strengthened the social side 
of her husband's administration.— 
Charles M. Harvey In Leslie's.

der α blanket of clay, and its refining 
consists of a sea water bsth, after 
which It Is dried and heated to the 

point of crystallization. All this falls, 
of course, to remove from It its 2.000 
or 3,000 bacterial colonies per gram 
that it Imbibed from Its clay blanket 
Tho pure food peoplo should look to 
our salt This white, clean stuff Is 
alive with germs. Yet It would be 

easy to refine It so as to make It 

germ free."—Exchange.

Peter Chase Pickett, one of the oldest 
and most prominent citizens of Parie, 
died from pneumonia Saturday morning 
at 2:15 at hi» residence, corner of Green- 
wood and High Street». He was born 
in Woodstock Νυν. 9, 1834, and was the 
second son of Simon and Kuth (Tyler 
Chase) Pickett. Mr. Fickett's grand- 
parents, Jonathan and Betsy Cox Pick- 
ett, were among the early settlers of 
Woodstock, coming from Poland to 
Woodstock in 1815. 

Mr. Pickett was educated in the pub- 
lic schools of Woodatock, Pari·, and 
Kent's Hill Seminary. Later going to 
Cambridge, Mass., he entered a law 
school and was graduated, practicing 
law at West Paris. He was a member of 
the Oxford Bar. He wo* always promi- 
nent in town affairs, and interested in 

political matters, serving as postmaster 
under a Republicaa administration from 
June, 1897, to June, 1909, giving faithful 
and efficient service during the twelve 

years of his co tu mission. Ât the time 
of his death he was active in the Pro- 

gressive party, changing his political 
pieference directly after the Chicago 
convention. 

In religious preference he was a Uni 
versalist. seldom being absent from bis 
accustomed place on Sunday morning. 
The handsome memorial window bear- 
ing the name Fickett will always be a 

suitable memorial for the family and an 

expression of his love and generosity 
for the church of his faith. 

Greatly interested in fraternal organi- 
zations, he was seldom absent from the 
lodge room, rilling many offices in the 
orders. He was a member of Granite 
Lodge, No. 97, F. and Α. Μ Oxford 
Chapter, R. A. M., of Norway, Grauite 
Chapter, 0. E. S., West Paris Lodge, I. 
O. O. F., No. 120, Onward Rebekab 
Lodge, West Paris Grange, West Parie 
Public Library Association and West 
Paris Village Improvement Society. 

Interested in every good thiug for the 
upbuilding of the social life of the town 

and the general improvement of the vil- 

lage. It was during bis second term of 
service as postmaster that he built 
the handsome brick b'ock contain ng 

post office rooms and two teuemeas 

which adds much to the convenience 
and attractiveness of the village. He 
was unmarried, but is survived by two 

sisters, Mrs. Betsy Curtis of Woodstock 
and Mrs. Julietta Curtis, with whom he 
lived. Mr. Fickett was highly respected 
and liked by all who knew him. 

Tbe funeral was held Monday at 1:30 
P. M., from the Universalist church, Rev. 
D. A. Ball officiating. Granite Lodge,

Deer Killed, 10,000. Men, 17. 
On the basis of the game receipts at 

Bangor, it is roughly estimated that dur- 
ing the season now closed 10,000 deer 
were killed in the state this season, and 
200 moose. In 1912 the game receipts at 

Bangor were larger than this year. The 
falling off is largely attributed to the 
fact that almost continuous rains in 
October spoiled the hunting that month. 
It is not thought that the increase in the 
cost of non-resident licenses from $15 to 
125 kept many hunters away. The 
moose killed this year were of falV size 
only, but the buck deer were unusually 
large and fat. 

During the season 17 persons met 
their death in the woods—seven by ac- 
cidental discharge of their own guns, 
four through being mistaken for deer, 
three by dragging guns muzzle first, two 
by getting in range of men firing at deer 
or other game, and one by drowning. 
Several men have been bound over for 
reokless or careless shooting.

FIXE NEW ORANGE HALL, AND A FEW 

QOOD MODERN DWELLINGS. 

No large increase In size bas marked 
the village of South Paria daring the 
season of 1913. In fact, it takes only a 
short time to enumerate the new build- 
ings. Still it may be said that there has 
been a little growth, as there has been 
in every year for a long time; aod the 
building this year has all been of first- 
class up-to-date structures. 

Industrially there is little to note ex- 

cept an addition to the mill of J. A. 
Kenney A Co. to accommodate a few 
more machines. The new chimney of 
the Paris Manufacturing Co. is also a 

conspicuous fea'ure of the landscape, 
but does not add to the capacity of their 
large plant. 

Much above the average in character 
are the few houses which have been 
built. Though closed in during 1912, 
the bouse of F. A. Heidner on High 
Street opposite Moore Park has not been 
completed until within a short time so 

that Mr. and Mrs. Heidner are now oc- 

cupying it. This nouse is a bungalow, 
with a large hall, four large rooms and 
bath on the ground floor, and a number 
of chambers on the second floor. It is 
fully modern in all respects, and equip- 
ped with all available comforts and con- 
veniences. 

Mr. Heidner has also begun the re- 

modeling of m old building moved from 
the front end of his lot on High Street 
to the Myrtle Street frontage, to add to 
his liue of small tenements there. 

Ooe of the most commodious of the 
new houses is the bungalow built by 
Mrs. George H. Davi», and now occupied 
by the family, on a lot on Maple Street 
next to the former home of the family. 
This house baa ten rooms, bath and good 
balls. It has vapor beat and all modern 
conveniences, is built for comfort rather 
than show, and has more tban fulfilled 
expectations in that respect. 

Directly at the top of the ridge on 
Shurtleff Avenue, E. C. Torrey has 
built an attractive bungalow, and is now 

occupying it with his family. The 
house has four rooms, a large reception 
hall with fireplace, and bath, on the 
ground floor, two chambers and an out- 

door sleeping room on the second floor, 
is heated by a furnace, and is modern in 
all its appointments. 

£. E. Chapman, who sold his farm on 
the Paris Hill road to L. L. Russell, has 
built on Highland Avenue a two-story 
house, of six rooms and bath, handsome- 
ly finished and comfortable, with good 
basement and hot water heat. He and 
his family have been occupying the 
hou«e for some weeks. 

On Wheeler Street Maurice L. Noyes 
has built an attractive bungalow of seven 
rooms and bath, with basement under 
the whole, well fitted though not over- 

elaborate. This house is at present 
rented. 

T. J. Judkins has built on Charles 
Street a small house wbicbhe is now oc- 

cupying. 
A email cottage which was to have 

been occupied by Mr. and Mrs. A. Carl 
Tubbs, across the road from the bouse 
of 6. K. Ripley, was not quite completed 
when Mr. Tubbs died, and is at present 
unoccupied. 

Besides the new houses, there bave 
been remodelinge and small additions to 
some others, in the line of improvement. 

No building ban beeu destroyed by 
fire, the factory of the Mason Manufac- 
turing Co. having suffered most in two 
fires, both of which were doubtless in- 
cendiary, but were extinguished without 
very extensive damage. 

NEW ORANGE HALL. 

The largest structure erected during 
the season, and tbe ouly one in tbe form 
nf a public building, it" the new ball of 
Paris Grange, P. of H. This is on 

Maple Street, only a few rods from Mar- 
ket Square, and 1h to be classed among 
tbe best grange balls of tbe elate. 

Botb in general plan and details tbe 
ball copies quite closely the plau of tbe 
ball of Norway Grange, though the 

building is four feet longer than the 

Norway hall. It is of wood, painted 
white, and tbe outside dimensions nre 

88x80 feet, with a portico at the en- 
trance. 

On tbe first floor are the men's coat 
room and men's toilet, a large dining 
room, which occupies tbe middle of the 
building, and back of it a commodious 
kitchen. A series of doors open through 
between tbe dining room and kitchen, 
and make serving easy. The kitchen 
will have a range, two enameled sinks, a 

good supply of closets, and all necessary 
equipment. 

On tbe second floor are the women's 
coat room and toilet room, and tbe main 
hall. The floor of the hall has a clear 
space of 37x45 feet in front of tbe stage. 
The stage, which is at tbe rear end of 
tbe building, is 18 feet in depth from its 
front to tbe wall of tbe building, and has 
a proscenium arch 18 feet in width. 

The finish is in cypress and hard pine, 
cypress being used eutirely on the sec- 

ond floor. The floors are all of hard 
wood. Two wood furnaces in tbe base- 
ment will furnish heat for the building. 
It is lighted by electricity. 

Scenery for the etage is now being 
painted by Wm. P. Morton, and will in- 
clu !e a drop curtain and three changes— 
parlor, kitchen and wood scenes, and 

perhaps a street scene. 
One feature which will give distinction 

to tbe building is a memorial window to 

tbe charter members of tbe grange, 
which is at the front, over the entrance. 

There is a good basement with con- 

crete wall under tbe whole building. 
Tho building committee of Paris 

Grange, which has had charge of the 
work, was composed of Henry D. Ham- 
tuoud, Alton C. Maxim, A. M. Ryerson, 
Mrs. S. E. Jackson, and Mrs. J. M. Mil- 
lett. Philip S. Mason has bad general 
charge of the building work. 

Work on the building i· well along, 
and it is now hoped to have it completed 
and ready for dedication by the first 
week in Jauuary. 

Although the exact cost of the hall 
can not yet be told.it will be in the vicin- 

ity of «S000. 
rUULIC WORKS. 

Considerable extensions have been 
made to the water and sewer systems 
during the «eaxon. The town sewer has 
been extended from its former terminus 
on Pleasant Street, near Dr. LittlefleldV, 
to the Oxford County Creamery, with a 

manhole at Skillings Avenue, aud a sew- 

er bas been laid for the whole of Maple 
Street, a total of 1148 feot. Quite a num- 

ber of parties have entered the sewer. 

Extensions of the water mains in- 
clude a pipe on Maple Street from Mar- 
ket Square to the new Grange Hall, with 
a bydrant, about 1400 feet on High 
Street, north from Penley Street, with 
two hydrants, and about 550 feet on 

Gary Street, with a hydrant, and a small 

pipe to the new house of E. C. Torrey, 
making a total length of 2336 feet. 

A notable piece of work is the 72-foot 
bridge of reenforced concrete bailt 
across Stony Brook, nesr the old Grange 
Hall. This bridge is calculated to hold 
a load of thirty tons, and if It fulfills ex- 

pectations, should remain good, practi- 
cally without cost for maintenance, dur- 
ing tbe lifetime of most if not all the 

present inhabitants of the town. This 
bridge, which cost about $2700, and a 

steel bridge across the stream north ol 

Trap Corner, were built by the town 
this year.

A Simple Cooking Lesson. 

■008 

No other article of diet, of snlmtl ori- 
gin, la need io aach quantities or in ao 

many combination· aa egga. Let aa con- 

aider a few aimple waja of oooking egga. 
Firat of all we ahall learn bow to cook 
them for breakfaat. We may «erre 

them poached, fried, bard or soft 
cooked, or in omeleti. Often we 

bear people apeak of bard or aoft boiled 
egga. Now the truth of the matter ia 

tbla. ▲ boiled egg ia not good food. 

Egga will cook in water far below the 

boiling point. A general rnle in oooking 
egg· ia to nae aa little beat aa poaaible. 
Here ia an excellent way to eook eggs lo 
the shell. 

We will aay we want to cook aix eggs. 
Take a medium sized aauoepan. Pour 
into it aix pints of boiling water. Drop 
In tbe eggs and cover the pan. Pull it 
to tbe back of the range and let it atand 
for five minutes. Tbe egga will then be 
of a jelly-like consistency, and are what | 
we call aoft cooked egga.| 

If you desire hard oooked egga, let 
them remain in the water for ten min- 
ute·. They will then be quite firm. 
Remember they are not boiled, but are 

allowed to abaorb tbe beat from the 
water. Thia makes me think of a atory : 

A man atopped at a email inn which 
was owned by an aged negro woman. He 
ordered "aoft boiled eggs." Three 
time· he sent them back to tbe kitohen 
because they were too bard. Finally bla 
order wa· filled to hi· satisfaction. Aa 
be aat eating tbe egg· the old negresa 
came from tbe kitchen and aaid, "Ton 
ordered the egg· boiled, Boss, if you 
only wanted them bet, why didn't you 
say so?" 

Hard cooked egga are much used in 
salada and as a garnish for other fooda. 
For theae purposes they may be prepar- 
ed as followe: 

Into a saucepan pnt aix plnta of cold 
water, add six eggs and bring tbe water 

slowly ·ο the boiling point. Remove 
from tbe stove and let tbe eggs cool in 
the water in which they were oooked. 

Poached or dropped egga are removed 
from the shell, dropped into boiliog, 
«alted water to cover, removed to tbe 
back of tbe atove. Let atand until jel- 
lied. 

Now let us learn one way of combin- 
ing potatoea and egga. 

Prepare aix medium potatoea. When 
quite dry and mealy put them through a 

fruit preas, or with a wooden apoon, 
press them through a âne wire strainer. 
These should be put directly into tbe 
dish in which they are to be served. 
Have ready two bard cooked egga and 
press tbem through the strainer directly 
over the rlced potatoea. Salt lightly and 
serve at once. 

This makes a very attractive dish, and 
the combination of eggs and potatoes is 
excellent. Uore than that, it ia a diah 
that my young housekeepers can prepare 
to perfection. 

Try it, each one of you, and see 

bow father likes it. 

Notes. 

When making fudge or molasaea can- 

dy, if the dieb is greased a little below 
tbe rim it will not boil over. 

If the small pieces of natmeg are ear- 

ed until there are enough to put into the 
meat grinder (with the fine knife on), 
there will be a great saving of nutmegs 
end also fingers. 

When unable to get shavings, have an 

old tomato can filled with wood ashes 
and saturated with kerosene. Put a 

little into tbe stove and through he 
wood. Light it, and behold, a fire! 

They will burn long enough to Ignite 
any common wood. 

An easy way to clean silver is to tike 
a two quart lard pail and make a strong 
solution of soap powder (I use Boraxine) 
and water boiling hot. Put your silver 
in and cover tightly. Let stand on back 
of stove about 20 minutes, then rinse 
and wipe. You will fiod great satisfac- 
tion in cleaning chased artioles in this 
way. 

A little salt sprinkled on the window 
sill and renewed occasionally will pre- 
vent the window from freezing down 
hard. 

What can't be cured must be endured, 
yet nothing should hinder our trying to 

remedy ills (hat perhaps can be cured. 
Tbe so styled self-made men are the 

ones who had a woman to advise and 
help them, and (he best of them will ad- 
mit it.

by the slipshod cooking and housekeep- 
ing of their careless women folk*. 

A good cook is not to be denpised. It 
is tbe noblest of calling·*, for you know 
the old adage, "Men can live without 

books, but where is tbe mortal man that 
can live without cooks?" 

The "inner man" must be fed, so let it 
be wholesome food well prepared and 
nicely served. 

Have you heard of the paper bag 
method of cooking? Those who have 
tried it declare ttiat food thus coked is 
much more palatable and much more 

easily prepared. 
Thing* would be Infinitely more con- 

venient in the kitchen if the men had 
the cookim; to do. 

Chicken fat rendered makes an excel- 
lent substitute for butter In cakes, cook- 
ies, eto. It has none of the strong taste 
of other animal fats, and in these days 
of high price· of butter it should be giv- 
en a trial. 

How many home makers bother to 
have a special table decoration occasion- 
ally? It is worth tbe trouble and extra 
time, for an attractively laid table cer- 

tainly whets tbe appetite. 
Modern schools bave seats and desks 

adjusted to tbe heights of the different 
pupils. Hate all modern homes work 
tables, ironing tables and sinks made a 

comfortable height for those who are to 
use them, or did a tall man try to ar- 

range them for a short woman? Many 
tired backs and shoulders are traoeable 
to carelessness here. 

Do not forget that a stool or a roomy 
high chair of a suitable height for sit- 
ting at the work table, is a necessary 
part of thekitohen furniture. 

We pass this way but once, ao let's try 
to fill our plaoea In life to the beat of our 

ability, even though we are convinced 
that our efforts are not appreciated.
