tion that out of every ten farms through.
out the country thers are nine which are
wuthed to less than balf of their capaci-
ty. This fact leads to frequent discour-
sgements, and is the cause 0! many Je-
serted farms and sbasdoned bhomes to-
day.

If we have pleaty of belp in |
the house not otherwise employed, and |
room to comfortably lodge our help, we |
may provide ourselves with the pecessary |
extra men to accomplish our work in the
most expeditiousa manner, Or, by a lib-
eral expense for machinery, we may
make vurselves independent of hired help
and leave the energies of our women for
more congeaial, and, perhaps, profitable
r mploymett. [

We bave great faith in the future of !
the farm dairy. In but a few years there
will be much more dairy products go di.
rect from the farm than is the case to.
day  Poultry.raising offers extra induce+
ments just now. The business is light, |
plessant, and can be made profitable for
the women 'olks and younger members
of the faruly.

But even under the most favorable cir- |
cumstances 0o farmer should ever cramp
himsell for capital for his necessary ran-
ning expenses, by purchasing machinery.
The two systemas can be carned aloag to-
gether, gradually working iato machines
as our capital will warrant. And when
the farm is fully equipped we shall find
ourselves well pleased with the results.

In coasideriog this problem of farm
labor, it is necessary to look at one thing
carefully. Farmer A may raise good
crops this year. His fields, perhaps,

the season. His help has been small and
the labor dose mostly within himeelf. So
that most of his returns seem to be clear
gein. Farmer B has kept & force of men
actively employed all summer, and the
returns from his crops barely yield him
enough extra, after paying off his men,
to make & fair per cent. on capital in-

At the fist glance the manage-
ment of Farmer A commends itsell as be-

ing far the best. But there are other
considerations, —perhaps every one of his
crops have been grown at & loss of fertil-

Don't let us take the marrow, short.
sighted course of Farmer A, but resolve
to cut our garment according to the cloth
by making our fields correspond with our
working capital, and then working the
remainder to its fullest capacity, never
taking from the land in plant food more
than we return. In no way can this re-
sult be obtained better than by supply-
ing ourselves with plenty of competent
labor, or machinery suitable to our work.
Farming with one-man power, unaided,
does not meet the requirements of to=day,
and he who undertakes it will get left,

A LESSON IN THE STUDY OF GUN.
NERY.

The study of gunsery is hardly an oc-
cupation for an idle afternoon, nor is it
much facilitated by the tremendous roar
of & couple of guns giring mouth ome
after another at irregular intervals, or, it
may happen occasionally, both together.
The guns in use this afterncon are oaly
some three or four tons in weight, but |
am sssured that their explosion is felt by
some 10 be even more piercing and vio-
lent in the shock they give to the eam
than the heavier roar of much larger
guns. Nobody on board but myself ap-
pears to be at all affected, but for my own
part 1 am, | confess, apprebensive of
some mischief to my tympanum as | stand
on the lower deck of the Caleutta, & fow
yards in the rear of the guns, and I am
poltroon enough to stuffl my fingers ia my
ears as | watch the proceedings. Little
or nothing is said during the business.
The man who is taking sim—to use the
expression that everybody will understand
—directs the movements of the rest by &
motion of his hand, and then come
blaze snd & roar, and the whole party
are enveloped in smoke,

It is pleasanter to watch the business
a little distance off. Along the harbor
there, at & distance of cver a mile, is just
visible & target consisting of & sheet of
canvass stretched on two poste.  Tue sea
covers the whole way lwtween the gun
and the target, and ther (s a fag Hying
overhead 1o warn boats out of danger.
There is an officer on deck, however,
keeping » careful lookout, and should
any vessel come anywhere near, tugle
rings lustily through the ohip, and they
cease firing until avother bugle gives
them leave to proceed, then come & flash
and & blast and a long weird bellowing
through the air, and the 100.pound shot
plamps into the ses yonder, and throws
up » fountain of gleaming white water
There is an officer on the upper deck,
who carefully observes and records the
distance of that jef eau right or left
from the target, and jyonder, on & ship
abreast with the target, is another officer,
who observes and signals to the Cal.
cutta the distance before or behind it
Upon these two observations, of couree,
the points to be aceredited to the guaner
who fired the shots are caleulsted.

This firiog is always carried on while
the tide is in, and the mud in which the
target i planted is covered by the sea
There are two reasons for this In the
first place, the splash of the water serves
10 indicate the spot where the shot falls,
and in the next, the water breaks the fall
of the projectile and prevents it burying
itsell too deeply in the mud. Presently,
when the sea has retired, it will be recov.
