VALUE AND USE OF COTTON SEED.

Figures have been given by which su
sttempt 1s made to show the exceedingly
Iarge value of the cotton seed. The pro-
daction of seed Is no doubt emormous.
With a crop of 0,080,000 bales of cotton,
the quantity of seed produced s 5,000,
000 tons, of 100,000,000 bushels. Here-
tofore mearly the whole of this crop has
been tetursed to the soll as manure for
succeeding crop, as the seed la the only
part of the crop which exbausta the soll,
the lint belng pure carbon, all of which
is derived from the stmosphere; this re-
tarn of the seed to the soll practically
supplies every demand of the crop. Bat
the seed coutalns about forty per cent. of
a valaable oll, of equally good quality ss
the best olive oil, and all of which, like
the lint, derives its elements—carbon and
hydrogen—{rom the atmosphere. 8o that
the valuable oll may be extracted and the
refuse cake which contains all fertiliziog
matter which has been taken from the
soll, may be alope returned as manure,
with as much useful effect as the whole
seed could have been. Hut the refuse
eake has valuable feeding propertles, and
makes the richest food lor fattening cattle
know., When fed to mature asimais, to
prepare them as fal beeves for the market,
nothlng Is taken from the cake but s cere
taln amount of oll that ls still left In iy,
amonnting to about thirteen per cenl. of
its welght. This produces fat, and the
realdue of the cake s ejected from the an-
imal as undigested matler, or as waste nl-
trogen In the urine. 8o that the sead
may jleld twenty-five per cenl of s
welght of oll and thirteen per cent. of beel
fat, and yet ta return o the soll as ma.
nare gives back all its fortilizing elements,
Certaluly there Is no other product that
can be turned 1o & more completely useful

FEEDING AND CARE OF SWINE,
Nope of our farm anlmals answer more

qulckly to, or ylelds more proft from
goad treatment, than swine and, in many
localitles, none Ate more beglecled than
tbese bomely, but usefal animals. In the
West, where hogs run at large and follow
the droves of feeding stoers, thelr manage-
mett after they are weaned s very slmple,
bat where hogs are kept In yards or pens
and are expected to subsist maloly on
skimmed milk, or the refuse from ihe
kitchen, more care ls necessary and thelr

| wants must be carefully atlended Lo, or
| they will not thrive as they ought. The

most lmportant thing to remember In feod.
ing hogs Is, that there Is no such thlog as
vatock order”; the plg that Is pot so fed
that it galns ia welght continually and
rapidly, I8 wot a profitable animal, and
soun cala more than It is worth. Many
farmers keep & pen of store hogs In low
condition through the winter, at & desd
Joss ; the plgs do not grow, and yet eat al.
most as much as the (attening hogs. llere,
agaln, we come to the “food of support.”
The larger part of the pig's food Is needed
to keep blm allve, and prevent him from
golug backward; and s very little more
food, Judiclously spplied, will usually wake
all the difference between profdt and loss in
keeplog pigs.

The cheapest pork ls that made from
plgs which have been fed all that they
would eat. If It does mot pay to make
pork by liberal feeding, 1t does not pay to
make 1t at all, and It had better be given
un. The care of pigs should begin as soon
as they are born; sometimes Lhe sows are
very savage, and, If not prevented, will
et plgs a8 soon s Lhey appear. If s sow
shows this disposition she should be
watched and the plgs taken from her,
When her labor Is flnlshed, they skould be
carefully put down beslde her and she will
generally take up with them at once. The
pen for breeding-sows should be roomy
and warm, the floor nearly level, so that
the welght of her body will not settle down
and crush the pigs.

SELECTING A HORSE

In buylng a horse, first look at his head
and eyes for sigus of Intelligence, temper,
courage and honesty. Unless a horse has
bralus you cannot teach him to do any-
thing well. If bad qualities predominate
in & horse, education ounly serves to en-
large and intensify them. The head Is the
indieator of dispoaition. A square mozzle
with large nostrils, evidences an smple
breathing spparatas and lung power. Next
—see Lhat he 1s well upder the Jowl, with
Jaw-bones broad and wide & under the
throttle. DBreadth and fuliness between
the ears and eyes are always desirable,
The eyes should be full and hazel In culor,
ears small and thia and thrown well for-
ward. The borse that turns his ears back
every now then I not 1o be trusted. He
is elther a biter or & kicker, and ls sure 10
be viclous In other respects, and belng nat-
urally viclous, can never be traloed to do
anything well; so & horse with a nndllﬂ
nose, vepering forehesd, and a broad, fu
face below the eyes Is always treacherous

of Stiate, should be persuaded to with.
draw from the Cabinet, It was first
proposed to transfer Mr. Everett from the
Hritish mission to » noadescript mission
to China, created for the purpose by act
of Congress, and, bad he wecepted, Mr.
Webster would have been sent to the
court of St James, Dat it was pretty
well known that Mr. Everstt would de.
cline ts go to Canton, preferring to re-
main at lLeondon, so Mr, Tyler was per.
susded by the Texas annexationists to
appoint Mr. Cushing, Secretary of the
Tressury (Mr. Forwanl having resigned ),
as a hint to Mr, Webster that he was
not the Massachusetts man wanted in
the Cabinet. The nomination was sent
to the Senate about aix o'clock in the
| erening of the last night of the session,
with that of Henry A. Wise as Minister
to France. HBoth nominations were re.
Jected, that of Mr. Cashing by » vote of
19 to 27. The President sent in the
nominations & second time, and they
were again rejected, that of Mr. Cushing
by a vote of 10 to 27. They were sent in
s thind time, acd ench one was rejected
by & vote of 2 to 20, Two hours after
wards the S:nate adjourned vine die, and
Mr. Cushing was appointed minister and
commissioner to China on the bth of May
following.

Mr. Webiter, the year previous, had
undertaken to lecture the Whige of
Massachusetts (in & speech which he de.
livered at Faneull Hall) for having di-
vorced themselves from President Tyler,
although he remained in the Cabinet.
Declaring that he was & Whig, he asked
where be was to be placed. *“Genernally,”
ssid be, “when a divorce takes place, the
parents divide the children. 1 should be
glad to know where I am to go.”
| Inless than s year the slaveholdens
| forced Mr. Webater to reeign oat of self-
respect, and when be returned to Massa.
chusetts he found that be was coldly re.
ceived. He consoled himsell with rural
pursuits, and returned to Washington
the next winter 1o attend to several im.
portant cases which he had before the
Supreme Court. Bat the prominent
Whigs did not eall to pay their respects,
| and for some time he was *‘sent to Cov-
entry.” He submitted with resignation,
and 1t was floally agreed that he should
be received back into the Whig fold.
The fatted call was & saddle of fine
Southdown mutton which had been
raised by John Minor Botts, and it was
served on the table of Judge Mangum of
North Carolina, then Presideat pro fem
of the Senate. As the good cheer was
enjoyed by the distinguished guests and
the old Madeira was circulated with the
sun, the coldness was thawed away, and
Mr. Webster was cordially received
among the Whigs again. Dat the Mass.
achusetts Whigs never fully returned to
their allegiance, some of them enlisting
under the Freesoll banner, while others
followed the lead of Abbott Lawrence,
for whom Mr. Webster, in the later yearn
of his life, entertained no love.

Daniel Webster was & good talker, and
some of his sayings bave beea handed
down as worthy of remembrance. Sens.
tor Fwin (the father of Mrs. Bherman)
once said, in addressing the Senate on the
ruin and misery brought upon the coun.
try by Jackson's order removing the de-
posits from the United States Hank, that
the turnpikes in Obio were growing up
with grass, and that the canal was a sol.
itude. He was ever afterward known
as Tom Solitude Ewing. One day Web.
ster, had been out drinking with & party
of friends, entered the old Senute Cham.
ber, and seeing Ewing sitting apart look-
ing very glum, stepped in front of him
and quoted the Lllo-ing lines from
Cowper's poem on Alexander Selkirk :

Oh, Solitade! where are the charnns
W Lich sages have seea in Lhy lace !

Oa another occasion Mr. Webater,
when visiting the old hall of the House
of Representatives, had his attention
called to the remarkable echo which re.
pested audibly everything that was said
from certain places on the floor. He was
told that this had the good effect of pre-
venting certain members, whose seats
were in those parts of the House, from
speaking and one was mentioned espec.

A QUEER GROGRAFHITAL SITUATION,

TWIN BOUTHERN CITIRS |¥ TwO BTATES.

The State line between Tennessce end

tol, in the former State, and Goodson, in
the Jatter, ‘This line runs for more than
o mile through Main Street, which s the
ncipal business throughfare of both
cities.  Within & radius of forty miles of
these twin municipalities are the States
of North Carolins, West Virginia and
Kentucky., The same lioe marks the
limita the seventy-filth meridian, by
which *Eastern” time is regulated, snd
the nineteenth meridian, which governs
the **central” standard. Railroad traina
in Virginia run by Fastern time, while
Tenneasee holds sllegiance to the central
meridian, A passenger train from some
point in Virginia arrives daily at 1:30
v. . The traveler takes half an bour
for dinner and resumes his journey in
Tennessee at | v, . the same day. This
sounds funny, but it is nevertheless true

Bristol and Goodson bave a population
of twenty-five hundred each, and the
municipal, county and State CGovern-
ments are entirely distinet.  Elections
for Mayors, Aldermen and Recorders for
the sister citizs are heldmn different days.
State elections in Virginia are beld in
odd and in Tenncssee in even years,
hence none but Presidential elections
ever occur &t the same time on both
sides of Main Street.

The State line measurably aids the es-
cape of criminale. A large percentage of
these are subsequently arrested by ven-
turing nesr or across the line, and some
suricus and smusing incidents are told
of this phase of the relations between the
two places.
