WHAT I KNOW ABOUT CHKW1NO 
TOBACCO. 

■ V L. U. 

•'There U unwritten music. The world 
l« full of it." No doubt about it ; ami || 
it full of unwritten history • no doubt 
about that either. It U even laid that 

e*ery perton's life haa a history, which, 
if it could be correctly writtun, would be 
worth reading. That msy be true ; but 
1 am inclined to think there ii one* in a 

while an individual, the history of whose 
life and exploit*, if no detail* were given 
but what would be of interest to the g*n« 
eral reader, would not fill a volume much 
larger than TKt iJtw l>roj>, which I will 
say for the information of those who may 
not have seen the book in question, it a 

little more than two inches in length, 
an inch and a half wide, one«fourth of 
an inch thick, and weighs the fraction of 
an ounce. My own life has not been an 

adventurous one ; I was not in the late 
war, have traveled but little, end there- 

fore, on the whole, ao far as that goes, 
would not be called more than an aver* 

age one. Perhaps not that. But quite 
a number of incidents have occurred, 
however, from time to timr, (he effrcts 
of which have had a tendency to render 
it lees monotonous than it otherwise 
might have been. And n<)w, reader, 1 
will tell you a little story which has a 

slight bearing on the preeent time. 

My father died before I wu eighteen

habit after all, and finally came to Iwk 
at myaelf aa left out In the cold, or at 
the beat, at occupying a back aeaf. 

After thing* had gone on ia this way 
about two m >nth«, circumstances seemed 
to bft very favorable one day. I *u do* 
ing a job of work in the barn all alone, 
when in came Mont, chewing hi* cud a* 

u*ual. Now, thought I, ia the time to 

b»gin to learn to be in faahion, and ao 

arrive at manhood much aooner than by 
the alow process of nature. So I aaid to 

Mont, "have you g >t aome good tobacco 
lafMrptdMf "Wll I have,—lota 
of licoric* in it—eweet aa honey." "I«et 
m<* have a chew," aaid I, feeling that I 
had suddenly grown the amount of one 

year at leaat. He did ao, and ! bit off a 

big corner. "Now gir* me a little piec* 
to finuh getting used to itand he cut 
me off about a square inch. So you ee« 

that however ba> Mont'a habita were, 
he wa* generoua to a fault. Well, ao 

far, ao guod; I began to chew, pretty 
•oon the saliva began to form, and then 
I began to apit; and for a abort time I 
grew aa fast aa ever Jack'* beanstalk did 
—at leaat, in my own eatimation. 

Hut alaa for worldly aggrandisement 
and pleasure, when sought after contrary 
to certain immutable law* I had not 

kept the aweet morsel in my mouth long 
before 1 began to detect a alight perturb* 
ation all through my system. I'ertpira- 
tion began t afart, and a s'rarge sens*, 

tion seised the inner man. About thia 
time Mont atarted for home, and glad 
wai I to see him go. I bad had enough 
of his generooty, at lea*t for on* day. 
Dventa matured fait. Circumstances 
concentrated tapldly. Thing* rushed to 
a critts a* never before. A few movents 
mite of rolling-surging upheaving, and 
then. Oh, my ui ! Header, were you 
e»er love-aick, home.aick and **a>aick all 
at tbe ume time ? if ao you know aome« 

thing at>>ut how I frit at that particular 
time! Kit the whale undoubtedly felt 
better after going through a certain tr* 
deal caused by a reaction, and so did I. 
Witt became of the tobacco * Well, 
aometime during the performance, my 
mind underwent a sudden change, aa 

to ita magical power of doing certain 
things, as I had auppoaed, and, acting 
under the impulse of the moment, it 
went out of my mouth and pocket m-jch 

quicker than it went in; and that was 

the last I ever handled to this day, or 

ever shalL 
With rrg%rd to rum-drinking, I have 

b-rn m <re fortunate. I have lived to see 

more than tifty.fne years, and not a drop 
of apirituoua liquor em paaeed my lip*, 
as a beverage And tbi* is all the more 

remarkable, perhaps, from the fact that 
1 went away from home young and inex. 
pen* need, at above stated,and that a large 
majority of the men I worked for during 
the next seven yeara.were thoee who drank 
more or !ee« liquor. Hut what haa all that 
to do with this particular day ? Well, not 

anything, really, but what 1 am now go- 
ing to tell you haa. Our family bever. 

ag* with meala haa alwaya been tea twic* 
a day, and often three timea ; but three 
yeara ago to-day it occurred to me that 
1 wai not quite aa temperate a« I ought 
to be, that the tea 1 drank did me more 

harm than good ; ao I made up my mind 
to dispense with "the cup that cheer* but 
nut inebriate*," for a while, and try eotd 
water alone. The experiment haa 
worked like a charm ; since that time I 
have not taated a drop of tea, and but 

very little coffee. I now propose to carry 
the plan a little further, and dispense 
entirely with eotf* a* well aa tea 

Not long aince a aailor went into a aa- 

loon and called tor "something to drink. 
The keeper poured him out a glaa* of 
cold water, with the remark that it wu 

the very beat of anything h« had. 
"Well," at.J Jack, acceptiog the joke, 
and taking the glaa* in hta band; "I 
think rather favorably of cold water my. 
•elf; it haa done a good deal for naviga* 
tion." lie got it right. And 1 will 
venture to add that it haa done much for 

irrigation, and furniahr* the beat and 
healthieat beverage for man it i* poaaible 
to have. Hurrah for cold water! 1 
made up my mind yeara ago, that what- 
ever rUe 1 might do or not do, 1 ahould 
croaa the "narrow aea" a sober man. 1 
do not with to boaat, but will just aay in 
conclusion that there are thoae who have 
taken the Otiomt Dcmotbat longer than 
1 have i but if there ia a man in the 

County, of my age, who baa uted leaa 
itrong drink than mytelf, 1 aak him to 

atep to the front. I ntil he doea, I aball 
refuse to give up the "belt. 

A BLIZZARD FROM KANSAS. 
Ciui-ma*, Ka»., Feb. 17, 1880. 

Editor Oxford lUmocrat. 

1 am awan* thkt the weather ia rather 
a stale •abject to write about, bat the 
weather io Kantaa for the paat ait weeka 
haa been more than ordinary, and baa 
added another mile-atone to ita hiatory. 
Kanaaa ia known to many only by aorae 

auch milestone aa the drouth of 1A60— 
then it waa drouthy Kanaaa—and the 

graaaboppera of 1874. It ia known aa 

the home of the modern cyclone. And 
thia winter will be noted for ita blizzarda 
and anow, thus making another reaeon 

why you ahould not come to Kanaaa to 

Uf«—"What, go to Kanaaa and frtru 
to dtalkf* 

The recent cold weather waa severe 

and the loee of life enormoua. The 
newapapera have girea aome account of 
it, but in my eatimation, have underrated 
the loaaee of the cattle men. My reaaoa 

for thinking ao ia becaoae many cattle 
were turned out on the raagee laat fall, 
and the ownere do not know when they 
are, aad will aot kaow till the "round 
up" ia the apriag. A large cattle owner 

or Bllaworth, whose herd of flee hundred 
head wu turned onto the range |ia Gore 
County laat fall, aaya ha thiaka they are 

all dead. Don't timet to hare one to 

•tart with in tbe spring. This is a sam- 

ple of manyaimtlar ran A corre- 

spondent of a Kansas ('ity p»p*r, writing 
fr >m Fort Dodge, estimate* the number 
of cattle froten to death within a radius 
of a hundred miles around Kort Dodge 
to be IOO.Oho, »n I I» human liiei lost 
in the tame way,—a statement which I 
fear U not overdrawn. 

All thia happened with the themom* 
eter indicating only twenty.three degree* 
below Rem. Doee that sound like eery 
cold weather I) any oil reaident of O*. 
ford County * There it scarcely a winter 
in Main* that the themometer does not 

register twenty.three degree below zero, 
and yet we never hear of cattle freeting 
there. What cauaea all thia loci, thee * 

many of your reader* will enquire. Some 
of them could *ay : "I've aeen the ther. 
mometrr down to forty below, but neither 
cattle nor men froze to death, and I don't 
tbink they ought to when it* a only twen- 

ty.three." One rraaon why they freeit 
ia through lack of proeiaion being made 
fur w inter. There are no aheds to ahel* 
ter them, and if the enow covers the 

grata there is nothing for them to eat— 

not a atraw to trr~[ to them, anu wnen ft 

•errre atorm cnmn they muat Jo 
the beat they Cftn. Thia aeem* ltk« cry. 

elty to ftnimftU, to hftre them out on the 

prairie with no provUion whaterer for 
bad w««ther. The time t« coming when 

unchmen will aee that it ia to tSeir in- 

tere«t to proride food and ahelter for (h«ir 
•tork. Thia it an etc >ptional winter, and 
it m»y be yeara before we hftre ftnother 
like it, y*t it would be best to be pre- 
p*rrd for cold winter*. Cattle hare lived 
for jear« on the plaina without winter 
feeding, ted no aerioua lot* haa been in- 
curred till thia winter, to no bUme ought 
to be ftttftched to the owner* for negli. 
gence, u they hftre obeerred the regular 
cuttoro of caring for thrm. The weftther 
clerk muit beer all the blame. The di* 
rect cauae however, «u the bli/iard, pre. 
ceded aa it waa by a rery beery aleet 
end anow atorm the week before its riait. 
If the cattle could hare got at the graaa, 
the Inea would here been much lighter. 
Hut they were without sufficient food a 

week, than along c«me the bli/iard. 
Did you evrr eiperirnce ft bliijard ? 

A anow and wind atorm combined, when 
the "Itauitfur doee not fall ao lightly 
like downy feathera, but ia driven by the 
cold north wind boeiajntally acroea the 

prairiea, atopping only in the ahrltered 

pi area, coming into the boctee through 
any end ftll cr»cki,-eren blown in under 
the ahioglee on the roofa ? They can 

never be fully appreciated without a per* 
aonal acquaintance. 

The genuine blirtard ia preceded by 
rery warm. pleaaant weather, haring the 

appearftnee of apriog inatead of winter. 
Many take adrantag* of theae fine daya 
to go to the towna to procure the necee* 

aahea of life. If the atorm cornea while 
• way from home they muat try and get 
back the brat way they cen. Our worat 

bluurd wft«, aa uaual, preceded by ft 

very warm and apringdike day, a haiy 
cloud being aeen about dark, in the 
north. At midnight, without a warning 
guat, the atorm atrack u«. Struck ia the 

proper eipreeaion and beat explain* ita 
mode of procalure. Houaee trembled 
from the hrat guat aa though they had 
been hit with a heavy hammer, and all 
knew what waa coming At daybreftk 
thia acene ia changed, for the weftther 
clerk haa aaid, "I'reato chftnge," and we 

ere living at the north pole—judfc^nt; 
from appearances The thermometer U 
steadily falling. *nd (be air if so AIM 
with ir.ow and frost that object! trn rods 
i»»)t arr invisible. The north wind is 

blowing * g»le, end the mow instead of 
felling i* being driven before it, nuking 
it almoet impossible to walk against the 
•torm. It is impossible to look ahead 
while walking north and see the way; 
the best thing to do if it ia necessary to 

travel against it, it to look up just long 
enoagh to get the direction of tome ob- 

jective point, then with the face well 

protected end bead down try and reach 
it as aoon ai possible, for the wind ia 

penetrating and aoon chill* a person, no 

matter how much clothing be haa on. Of 
course it would be easier to go south 
with the storm for you could use the eyee 
without their becoming tilled with snow, 

but the horixoa is very small and if a 

person is not sure he knows the toad, 
the very best and wisest thing to do is 

to keep as near the fire as possible in 
some bouse and "wait till tb« clouds 
roll by." 

Imagine if you can the condition of a 

herd of cattle, aay one thousand in num- 

ber, out on the range when such a storm 

is raging, in this case being deprived of 
food for a week, and then ask yourself 
if it is strange that they should die I 

There are no barns built fjr them to be 
shut Into, no shed*, behind which tbey 
could get away from its fury, no friendly 
woods into which they might run and 
avoid the wind ; but they are left out 

Dn the bleak open prairies to "diift," as 

ranch men say. That is to travel aouth 
with the storm, trampling each other to 

death if any fall while "drifting,' crowd* 
ing into the streams and drowning, pil- 
ing up against wire fences wherever 

they croee their line uf march. In all 
iheee ways and by freezing the cattle wete 

killed by thousands, which might have 
been alive had tbey been properly housed 
and fed. 

1 fear to take up any more apace with 
thia article, but must say a >]■ </ word 
for Kansas weather. We speak of the 
winter ae being psst, having had us 

wrtk$ of it, and now the roads are dusty, 
wheat fields green, farmers plowing their 
corn ground, and February is only ft 

little over half gone, and we are again 
living in Hunny Kansas.
