to the oxygen of Lhe alr while it is risiog [
The ripening s very tardy when the lem-
perature is low,

Afler cream becomes sour, the more
ripenlog the more It depreciates. The |
sooner It s then skimmed and churnoed |
the better, but it should ot be churned I
while too pew. The best tlme for skim- |
ming sud churnieg is just before acidity
hecomes Apparcnt.

Cream makes betler baller Lo rise
{a cold alr than 1o rise ln cold water, bat
it will rise soomer in cold water, and the
milk will keep sweet longer.

4. The deeper milk Is set the less alring
the cream gets while rising.

The deptd of setting should vary
with the tempersture; the lower it ls the
deeper milk may be set; the higher, the
shallower It should be.
