What dot* thi* m<*an—a»me hidecua 
frrak of nature—«ome work of a devil 
endowed with a moment * power ? No; 
only an alkali tink ; only a natural well, 
tilled with a pa*te a* yielding at water- 

retentive a* hell. Picture to yourself the 
•urface *ettling back to its normal <|uiet> 
ude with an indescribable gulp, a ghoul* 
like amacking of gravedips. A grave 
that supplies itself with dead—a grave 
that burte* almost before it kills — an 

insatiable, bottomWs* grave, set like a 

trap for the living. The sink.hole is 
not alwayacovcred with grass; sometimes

Kew people hare tn Ufa or im reai 

nature of theCJeorgia priaon campa where 
Nfftil hundred pr.*» n»r* were recently 
in a atate of mutiny tut alleged mistreat- 
ment. The following deecription, from 
tbc pen of a gentleman who ha* vUited 
them, and who ha* mad* a atudy of the 

priaon *yst«m of thia country, will be of 
intereat: 

"On th« norhw«at corner of (Itorgia 
lias the county of lUde. Thu U known 
to tha neighboring region* a* the'free 
State of Dade,'owing not only to tha 
wild and mountainou* character of tha 
region, whoM few ar»i scattered inhabit* 
ant* are in heaping «ith rh-ir surround* 
inga, but beciuae, during lb* war of tha 
raballion thajr openly a*c*d*d from tha 
State of Georgia and the Confederacy, 
and managed to *ecure a freedom which 

they virtually maintain to day. Through 
thia county attend* the *ooth»re prolong- 
a'ion of the Alleghan) c«»al field, tha 
workabla bed* of which are near tha *um- 

mit of tha high and almoat inacceuible 
mountain*. In thia wild ragion are ait- 
uated tha campa where tha convict* are 

employed in mining and coking tha coal. 
Theaa pilaon campa are peculiar in them- 
*el*e*, there being nothing like them in 
civllired countriea, eicepting Siberia, aa*a 

in one or t«o of the neighboring S'atee. 

They *re the wor»t form of tht Southern 

prieoo *y*tem which i« undoubtedly tha 
m<>«t inhuman and barharou* tn America. 
Thi* a)*'.«m a a re*ultof th» impoverUh* 
ment of tl<a H uthern State* and the ina* 

bility of the newly.freed and degraded 
negruea to accuatom themaeltri to tha 
blea*ing*(/f freedom, and ia diatmguiahed 
from the other *)*tem* of th« I'nited 
Statea, chiefly ia thia: that the entire 

perronal control of the priaoner ia telin- 

<|uubed to the contractor who. in onaid* 
rratioa of ao much a jear for the entire 

convict boil), takea them, feeda, clothe*, 
guard* and maintain* them, and in re* 

turn makra all he can out of them Tbe 

only real responsibility to the State ia to 

pay the amount annually agreed upon 
In no o'.her prison ajtfem in the I'nited 
State* i* the S'ate'a control over the food, 
clothing, m dical at'er.ti >n and discipline 
of thepu*on»r a > completely relinquished. 
No priaoner i* tver turned over for a day'a 
labor to the contractor eirept with the 
sanction of the Staff's imme<list* agents, 
who at all time* have hi* bodily care in 
their han<!«. 

•'tiu< h i« the theory of the Southern 
lea*e of c >n*ict l*t«or. It ia read- 

ily seen that the msrgtn for abuse is 
rnotnovi; bit what i» the ficti ! 
Without iiteration, theae abuses are 

the m<»t outrageous that ever blackened 
a people'a hiatory. The leaaee*, usually 
men of Kr*at influence in political life, 
have within their hands, with no rent re* 

sponsibilit), 'be entire control of the I fs 
• nd tlra'h of any wretch whatever who 

may be coo filed to their keeping. The 

prisoner is Itakrd up»n and treated mer*« 

ij a* a soiree of money-making, and be 
ie worked to his utmost, upon the cheap* 
est and m««t unsanitary fond, scantily 
and improperly clothed and housed,— 
chained fifty in a gang, in the moat un- 

h)g«enic manner, mentally and physical* 
ly, that can bv imagined The death 
rate arldom is Uas than I" |wr cent of 
the population, and it often etceeds 'JO. 

The death* are usually from chronic dy*« 
entrry, the result of improper food ; ty- 
pboid fever, the result of impro|*r sani* 
tation consumption and other pulmont* 
ry complaints, the result of improper rai- 
ment, shelter and ventilation 

"The hade county minea practically 
Consist of three pria<in campa, two ujwn 
the mountain top, at Castle li ck and 
Cole City respectively, and one in the 
valley. The** campa consist of a huge 
stockade of l<>gs stood aide by side around 
a square, in which are numerous log 
houa*s wbemn the prisoners sleep. Sfta- 
Itoned around the clearing are little 
botes, in each uf which stands a brutal 
guard wi'h heavily loaded shot-gun, who 
too often murder* some vile wretch while 
seeking the freedom of the woods so 

temptingly near him The convict* are 

mostly ignorant negroes and low whites, 

t'pon their entrance to the camp each 
one is givm a *'rip*d suit and a shackle 
is livrtrd around his ankle. Attached 
to this i* a trace chain, in the end of 
which i* a small ring, This chain is 
nevrr removed un'il his death, unleae by 
accident he survives hit term of sentence. 

He g*t* his food—corn bread and bacon 
—in a pail, and ia put to work in damp 
minea or at doors of the hot coke ovens. 

At night a log chain is run through the 

ring on the end of the one attached to 

hx ankle, together with fifty others, and 
its end lucked on the outside of the 

building. These fifty wretches chained 
in a bunk a»e allowed to icdulge in ev- 

ery svil that such aaaociation can bring. 
No school* or attempts at reform are 

ever made. The hours when idle are 

spent in their bunks gambling, blas- 
pheming and indulging in every licenae 
that the length of their chain will per* 
mit. A fire would jremate the whole 
lot in a few minutes, for there would be 
no rscape. 

"The hospital is a miserable place 
that would make a well man aick to gate 
upon and usually kills the aick who en- 

ter. Not a comfort or convenience and 
the ghaatly crowd of consumptive* and 

typhoids are enough to turn a heart of 
atone to see them there, where in the 
healthiest mountain atmosphere of the 
world there is no shadow of excuse for 
their eiiatence escept the vileat unhygie- 
nic and unsanitary conditions." 

OvAiUhu liAkn»:i.ii * Tom* —Lieut. 
CUrrnce K. Kd ward*, an orderlyeergeant 
and IJ mrn of the '.Md V. S. Infantry 
ut at pment oo guard at the grave. The 
men aregoudon the average, being picked, 
end »te allowed to come on guard rather 
u a favor then otherwise. It U change 
from duty at Fort Wayne, Detroit, where 
the command U at present etationed. A 
remark to the sentry ae the lake wind 
went cutting through the treee, "It'e a 

cold place," bring* out the reeponee: 
•• Ytt* but not like Fort Wayne, with 
the blast tailing down the Detroit Hirer." 

One of the 13 men ie detailed ae cook. 
Kach of the otbera ie on duty every third 
day—two houre on and four off—for the 
24 houre. A little wjuare building etande 
acroee the roadway from the tomb. Here 
the men remain while on duty. It con- 

taine a good Are and a couple of bunke, 
with blankete and buffalo robee 

The tomb ie provided with two doore. 
The outer one ie made of heavy iron and 
remain* open during the day when the 
weather ie fine. The inner door or gate 
ie constructed of iron bare, arranged ia a 

vertical position, and allows a full view 
of the metallic casket in which the body 
of (Jatfield is encloeed. The metal ie 
changing ite color, and the black cloth 
draping* art beginning to fade into brows. 
Lieut. Kdwarde carries the key to the ia* 
ner door, aad oaly Mr* (larfield or the 
officer's superiorcao gain entrance through 
his coneeat.
