CARE OF FARM WAGONS

Not oue farm wagon In ten ls worn oat;
It slmply falls to pleces from lack of prop
er usage. | have seen wagons shittered
and ruloed even before the bright palot
was worn off |

1 am well aware that sappy and gresn
wood bas entersd lato the construction of
some chesp wagons, but the leading man
ufscturers rarely employ any bui good,
seasoped timber, and thelr wagoms are
fArmly and wesily pat together They |
canpotl afford Lo use poor, “hrashy” stull
heCalise One pOOr wagon seni oul with
thelr mames on 1t would Irjare their trwde
s bundred fuld more than they would gain |
by the ase of the cheap mateiial

Then the fanlt must lle with those who
use the wagons. In looking to them we
soon discover the cilse The wagoa
stands In the opep yard exposed Lo all
kinds of weather, the lower part of the |
wheels froquently imbedded In mud. A
long contlcaed raln comes on, the wool
swells and springs the spokes and felloes
to thelr utmost tenslon; the sides of the
box are forced out of shape; the rivets
sink lato aad frequently split the wood,

and the bottom s twisted snd ralsed |
