By this process the mist benefi- 
cent results «ill follow—im >ng tbe best 
of which is that the expeutes of living 
to the laboring man and his family will 
be reduced from five to eight per cent., 
thus enabling him to add that amount to 

his savings for "a rainy day." 
Still another evil in our labor system 

should be corrected Children are now 

permitted to work in tbe factory at too 

tender an age. This evil is caused rather 
by tbe desire of a certain class of psrents 
to have their children earning wsges than 

by the desire of those managing tbe fac« 
tones. The law should prohibit children 
engaging in factory work at an age so 

tender as to undermine health *nd 
strength and at the nme time deprive 
them of the opportunity to attend school. 
If the age for factory labor were filed at 

fifteen Tears both tviU. physical and 
mental would be avoided.
