Tb*a* animal* ar* much larger and 

atronger than the ordinary boua* rat—ao

tack them. Tbey are pretty, well formed, 
have rery bright black *)ea, and aolt grey 
fur. Their tails are cot rat-Ilk*, but ar* 

more like n iijtiirrel'a, only lea* buaby—- 
beirg covered with fur. 

Nucb keen, intelligrnt-lookiag crea- 

turea are tbey, tbat but lor inatiactivt 
dialik* to th« nam* of rat, we ahould b*

To reach thia neat in the rat's houae, 
there was quite • long, circuitous pass* 
age. entrsnce close to tbe ground, on tbe 
the south side. In a little heap outside, 
not yet carried among their provisions, 
but lying dose by, we found more than 
a quart of fine, frtsh looking potatoes, 
brought from our o«*n garden, and it is 
an unaolved mjetery bow the potatoes 
were taken there ; with not a rcratck or 

mar u|on them, or the akin bruiaed or 

broken. The garden waa a hundred feet 
away, conaiderably lower down, and a 

»tream of water, an irrigating ditch, to 

be crossed, to reach it One peraon tug* 
geetrd that the rats might have rolled 
them all the way and across some poles 
thrown over the stream. 

Destroying ibis n»ti, a cow pis of rata 
darted up lb* stsndir>g Ire*, and thers 
mt weta surprised to find toother twt 
hsd been begun in the forks of tba lit*. 
We dettrojrd this nest also} but berv 
comet in another mystery, a punling 
question : How could tba rata climb that 
tree and carry up stores fur the winter * 

Tbia nest was probably 35 or 30 fest 
from tba ground.
