I 1861 Miss Chass came to Waah-
iogton with ber father, who had been
ssked by Mr. Lincoln to become & mem.-
ber of his Cabinet.

To the world he was
a cold, dignified man, somewhat austere,
and rather repellant to the average citi-
gen. His deughter, Kate, was the mis-
tress of his establishment. He lived at
the corner of Sixth and E Streets, then &
fashionable part of the city. Kate's od-
ucation had been fairly good for the time,
but she never had anything like the finish
that girls in ber social position receive
nowadays. The studies, essentially fom-
inine in particulsr, had been & good deal
urgl«:mr:nd often omitted. Munsic she
cared but little for, though she played
with & certaln dash which was the result
of eareful mechnical training rather than
of any especial genius for music itself.
Of the modern languages she knew al.
most pothing. Her reading had been
desultory rather than wide.

“ Governor Willlam Sprague, of Rhode
Island, was the richest and best known
man of his years then in pbalic life. e
had been enthusiastic in his devotlon o
the couniry st the begluning of the war
He bad ralsed and equipped the First i 1
Heg!ment—commanded by Col. (sferward
Ms). Gen.) Burnside—at his own expense,
though be was reimbarsed a year or two
thereafler by the U, B, and his zeal and
loyalty were |n the moaths of each member
of the Cablinet and kpown 1o every man
who loved bis country. Lincoln made bim
s Brigadier General 1n 1841, but Sprague
frankly told bim be could not sccept il
He sald be bad pot sufficient military
knowledge to sasume the responsibilities
of a geperal officer, sud that be thought be
could do the country and his Stale more
real service by his asslstance at home Lhan
would be possible In the feld. A year or
two thereafter he was elecied to the U, 8,
Senate, the youngest man who ever at-
talped so high an bomor.
