Apother argument in favor of this Is the
fact that eggs laln during winter months
sre pot uscally es fertile as those which
are Iain later. There seems to be something
acking during the winter which has bewn
supplied by the varleties of food given Lhem.
At east sach is & general complalat.

The only otjection which has been ralsed
to this method of ma t ls & possi-
bility that the first litter of egRs from &
pollet do pot make as vigorogs and stroog
chickens ss those from the second litter.
This does DOt appesr o be proven, nor is
there soything analagous to It In the anl-
mal race, nnless forced to bearing you
st a0 immature age It might be well
reject the eggs while they are very small
—say Lhe first two or three eggs laln. This

Thus it will be seen that the mansge.
ment of breediog fowl which are kept for
that purpose priacipally dilfsrs very moch
from where they are kept for the produc-
tion of the greatest uamber of egas, or of
eggs when they hring the highest prica for
eatlng purpose, or of those who wish to
ralse early chickens 1o he sald for brollers.
