Seea" than can theae ? If tbeae are failuree, 
name jour tucceaaful one*! K»en ahould 

jou find om or two, like Harbinger, or 

Yuung Itolfe, (neither of which are Mor- 

gan#) they do cot prove the atallion* 
mentioned to have been failuree. We 
know all about I)r. Franklin, Pilot Knoi, 
etc., both great tiree,— but they are well 
along in their "teen*". When you un* 

dutake to tell u< of aome of tbe wonder* 
ful trotting *ire« of Maine, it will not do 
to judge them after the manner that 

many of u* compare the relative merita 
of different ftallion* For ir.atance : a 

man whoae interest i* in a certain atallion 
owned in hie immediate locality, *e*e all 
of mi colt*, and »ee* many of them that 
can ahow from a thiee minute to a two* 

forty gait, and he count* them trottere, 
and rvekona them to the credit of their tieee 
aa *o many faat one*, while a rival atallion, 
•tending thirty or forty milee away, 
wboee ttock u teat terra an over ir.e 

country, majr hate just aa many cob a 

that can (bow from a three minute to a 

forty gait, and )et our friend, very net* 
urally doee not tea them, and becauaa he 

faila to bear of any with faat records, h® 

pronounce* that atallioo a failure at a 

air* of trotters. Tbii it a very common 

and very unfair way of comparing the 
relative merits of trotting stallions. 
Among all the prominent trotting fami- 
lies there are well-bred and faat atalliona, 
that are of great value for atock par* 
poaee, that neter get a tingle trotter teith 
a faat record, but wbo distribute tbeir 

speed very evenly 'o all their offspring, 
thua inuring to every patron a good- 
•riling colt.
