"Ure- 
ter I,eke" eoon atfjrde ue aome relief and 
we alight from the coach to look upon 
what wa« once a genuine beaver city. 
The water tnuit cover nearly .'00 acre* 

of ground, nearly circular in form and 
ehut in every tide by the dark green pine 
fcwli 

Near the center of the Uke «ro»i (tie 

tlewrted hou»e* of the colonists, coo* 

structed of stick*, bojgh* and mud in * 

manner which *bow* the rare canning 
and grniu* of th.*eo •nim»l», flanking 
theae houses and eitending 4To«« the 
lake in aearly etrry direction were * 

ne* of dam* which they had constructed; 
with their »h*rp teeth th*»jr had cutdowa 
the •malt tapling pine* and gnawed the 
trunk* into sticks of proper length ; these 

they ha4 (tuck down in the *oft bottom 
of the pond, leaving one end of each sev. 

eral feet above the water. Theae up 
rtght stick* were covered witb dirt tod 
mud, and soon became a barrier through 
which the w»ter could oot p**« Several 
jeara have evidently paaaed »ince this 

city wa* abandoned by ita builders. The 
dams are now covered with graa* but 

thej remain ia quit* a perfect condition, 
and in eome portion* of the lake the wa. 

ter walled in by the«e dam« i* apparent* 
ly eome two or three fret higher than in 
other portion* of the lake. It wa* quite 
a cun<*ity to inspect the ttumpa Irom 

which the tree* had been cut by these in- 

du*triju* workmen; the mark* of their 
teeth were plainly *een, telling in mute 

language the story of their genius and 
industry. 

Not far from lieaver Like we will i 

pat* the "Obsidian Cliff*", which is a 

mountain of dark colored glas* produced 
by the action of a volcano. The moun* < 

tain rises same H00 feet above the turn* 

pike and i* three-fourths of a mile ia 

length. The road has been cut along at 

its base; huge boulders of glass have 

been crushed into minute fragments and 

now compose the road bed over which 
the stage coach crashee with its heavy
