THE MOST DRILLIANTLY LIGHTED W USE
IN THE WORLD,

A year ago Jast spring Mr. E. H. John-
son, e pres t?fdlh Fdison Electric
Light company, bought & tract of land
sbout two miles back from the water at
Greenwich, Conn., including » knoll, mid
to be the highest site »0 near the coust
from Florida to Maine, It is 340 feet
sbove the water. From the old farm
house which stood on the kuoll when Mr.
Johnson bought, could be scen Long ls-
land Sound from Fort Schuyler to Rridge-
port, & distasce of 10 miles. The old
bouse was torn dowh to make way for
the present structure, which s ia Coloni.
al atyle, about fifty feet.aquare, and three
stories high. The sides of the buildiog
are shingled with unpainted shingles left
to obtsin the silvery grey which only
years can give. Withia the last fow
months Mr. Johneon's place hasbeen the
object of much curlosity to people who
live on high spots alocg the Sound from
New Rochells to Norwalk, owing to the
brilliant .Unnm it presents at night.

As president of the Edison company,
the owner has done everythiog in his
power 1o show what can be done ia the
way of lighting up & country place. He
has placed electric lights in great pefu-
sion not only through his house, but in
the piazzas, on the flag-pole, along the
drives, the barns and stables, and even
on the tennis grounds. There are no les
than 200 lamps used in front versndas of
the bouse. At night the effect from »
distance of seversl miles is brillisnt and
puzzling. ‘The site is »o high that cap-
taine of the Sound boats say that no bet.
ter signal-service station could be select.
ed, and it is possible that some srrange-
ment may be made by which the signal
flags of regular stations will be shown
from Mr, Johnson's plice for the benefit
of the Sound navigstors.

Flectric lights put to every conceivable
use and in wonderful profusion, are of
course the chiel electrical feature of the
place, but by no mesns the only oae
Electricity has been pat at work in »
dozen different ways It pumps the wa.
ter from six wells upor the tlu:e. it opena
the gates, it sends sigzals of various
kinds through the house and grounds, it
works an organ, it regulates the temper.
ature of the house in winter and summer,
it currycombs the horses, it rune and
lights up s fountain, it makes fce, ete.
The lightiog is, however, the wonder of
the place. Five hundred incandescent
lamps are used—about hall in the house
and half oatside. The hall, which is fin.
fshed in dark oak, is chietly lighted from
the top by cight lights so concealed by
stained glars that it is hard to say where
the subdued glow really comes from
The dining room has six chaadeliers, the
pathor four, and the library four. All
the lights in there rooms are controlled
from » small switch.board in each room,
which permits any number of lsmps or
laces are fitted up with stained glaw
imitations of live coals lighted up by elecs
trizity.  In connection with the burgler
slarm is & awitch which lights one lamp
in every room in the house and u few in
the grounds. On the tennis ground the
lights are placed in iron boxes sunk to
the level of the ground, sothat the light
is thrown upward and not in the eyes «
the players. In the stables each atall is
provided with an electric lamp

to be tursed on at will

from dyusmes driven by a forty.borse
power eogine, of from & secondary bat.
tery of 120 cells giving ten.horse power
of currest for ten hours Two No 10
Edison dynamos are used The awitches
are 10 arranged that whether one or all
the lamps are in use the power is just
sufficient. Next to the dycamo and bat.
tery, which is in a buildiog connected
with the ban, is the boiler room, which
also containe & fan driven by & Sprague
electric motor and used to send cool alr
into the house whenever the thermostate
placed throughout the rooma indicate by
rioging & bell that the temperature has
risen above 709, The sir from the
blower is sent through a conduit in which
pass the pipes whieh carry water from
the wells to the bouse.  This water i
always cold and sends the temperature
of the air down to 655, In winter the
air passes over steam colls to be heated
The tempersture of the house is 1ot al-
lowed to vary much from 702, winter
of summer,

Adjoining the dynamo room s the
pump room, fitted up with compressed
air.pumps, run by Sprsgue mctors so ar-
ranged that they start and stop sutomat.
ically, neecrdiog to the beight of water in
the house tanks, Krery apparstus in
the buildiog is fitted up with self-regis.
teting instruments, which show upon
switchboard in the house the exact work
done by each, the amount of current used
upon tne different cirenits, the steam.
power work, dynamo work, battery work,
eir. The michinical work is done with
the neatness and thoroughners of & regu.
lar Edison station. Unlesa there is an
exceptional use of the lights for several
consecutive days it s not necessary to
run the engine and dynamos more than
every third day, the storsge batteries giv-
ing out sufficient current the rest of the
time.
