enough.

It is true that, other thiogs being rqual,
» man who has & great deal of practice
will drive better than one who haslittle ;
but still there are some men who don't
pretend to be skilled drivers, whose
horses, when they appear in » race, act
stoadier and trot faster than horses of the
same speed in the hands of some pet
driver. We maintain that the merits of
a driver mie shown mere clearly by the
way his horse acts ia & race, than by
popalar opinion ; for the popalar opiaion
of » placs is often established by » fow,
and, as regards drivers, trotters and stock
horses, is constantly changing, snd really
don't amount to but little anyway.

There are professional drivers who ars
sober, honest, good reiasmen, who have
good judgment in training their horses,
and who work for their employer's inter.
est and drive 1o win, but they are not s
plenty aa they should be. As a rule the
owper of & trotter had better either drive
it bimsell or employ s man whom he
knows he can trust, rather than risk it
in the hands of some popular driver who
babitually drinks liquor and is & gambler
snd a tool of bigger gamblers. We have
noticed that at the principal trotting
meetings in Maine this year, the crack
drivers have had no better success in win.
ning races than many men of no reputa.
