Jobn Quiney Adams was elected Pres-
ident of the United States by the House
of Representativeson Febraary Oth, 1825,
At the tenth popular election for Preai.
dent, during the previous autumn, there
had been four candidates : Andrew Juck.
son, then » Seaator from Teansases, who
reowived  ninety.nine electoral votes
John Qaisey Adams, of Massachusetts,
then Secretary of State under President
Mouroe, who received eighty-four elec.
toral votes ; William H. Crawford, of
Georgis, then Sceretary of the Treasury,
who received forty-one electoral votes,
and Henry Clay, of Kentucky, then
Speaker of the House of Representatives,
who received thirty.seven electoral votes
—in o]l two hundred and sixty-one elec.
toral votes  As neither candidate had
received  the mquisite  majority of
one hundred and thirty.ose electorsl
votes, the election of a President devolved
upon the House of Representatives, in
which body each State woull have one
vo'e.  As the Constitution required that
the choice of the Houss be coaflned 1o

the three highest candidates on the list
of those voted for by the electors, and as
Mr. Clay was notone of the three, be |
was excluded.
