The gloxiniss ln cultivation are hybrida

of several spscies hrought from Sowth
America. They wxhibit a fine variety of
colors, from pare white 10 deepest purple,

ss well aa varlegated; and by bavieg »
vamber of plants and bringlog them on st
different Umes may be had In bloom
the grester part of the year, The planta
are readily propagsted from se da, leaves
and tabers. The most rapid method s t0
sow Abe secds. Thesa are small, but
germioste without diMcally, sad any ooe
who has had some experiecce ln the cul-
ware of greenhodse plasts from seeds will
experience no diflomily I propagsting
plantsa by this method. Sowan early In
February 1o s conservatory, and well
grown, the plants will bleom daring the
sammer. The pots should be well drained
oy plsciog sn lsch or more of broken
crock st Whe bottom ; over Lhls place some
sphagnum moss, then Al with & compost
of cqasl parts of loam, peat and leaf-moald
with an sddition of oaeslxth part of clean,
sharp sand.  This should all be sifted and
the surface pressed firm and even and the
seeds evenly sown upon the surface. It
shoald be molst when the seeds are sowa,
and shoald be kept 0 aot'l the young
planis appear—hul not wel. A8 so0n a8
Lbe seeds are sown, sel the pot lo & warm,
shady place, sod cover It with & damp
cloth. When ihe voung planis appear,
snd have made & little growih, transplant
singly 1o pots and give all the light possi.
ble, but avold the siroag rays of the sup,
Shift lmto larger pols as Lhe planis grow,
If the seeis are sown this mouih Lhe
pisnts will pot bloom till the next season,
sod oward wister they shoald be ripened
off by exposing them more freely W ihe
sun and walering more sparingly. Whea
the foliage has ripened off, water shoald
he entirely withheld, and the baids abhould
e wintered lu the soll and pots |o which
they are growisg, If convenlent Keep
them la & warm place daring the winter.
In spring repot the balbe in fresh soll ae
shove recommended. The soll should be
molst when the poiting is dooe, asd afler-
wards water shoald be sparingly spplied
il the new roots and follage Bave started,
A warm place, 100, s required | otherwise
the balte are llable to rot.

As befors stated, propagstion may be
readlly effsctad also by leaves and by divi-
sion of the balbe or tabers.

When
the leal dies, In the course of & moath or
more, & lite balb will be fosnd la he
sand sl Lthe base of Lhe stem; Lthis shoauld
he cared for as abave recommended for
sendlings.
