re»abliahrd fact; but the written idea* of

'eur writer* theorii* all they want to, 

add they will be a*ti*ft»d, considering 
their ettreme youth, if for the preeent 
tney can even amuaa, and will rej ect in 
the hope that, aa they advance along 
life's rugged pathway, and increaaa in 
wi*dom and mental poaer, they may be 

able, by the time they fcave reached the 
aera and yellow leaf, not only to theorite 
and amuet, but to rrcord facta and in- 
atruct a* wall.

Hut when we have introduced enough of 
their beat atraina of blood into Maine, 
and triad it long enough to aacertain

•peed producer*, and when we will breed 
to theae tested rtallion* marea of ap. 
proved producing atrain*. backed up 
with thoroughbred* a* their* are, and 
when we are willing to educate all of 
the produce of auch union* with akill 
and patience, then, and not till then, 
•hall we breed borara that when ma*.nred 
will trot aa feat and aa far aa tboee raiaad 

by breeder* in Kentucky and California. 
A few Maine breeder* like Neleon, 

who have bred feat and well bred mare* 

to feat and well bied atellion*, have by 
their aucceaa proved the truth of what 
we have atated ; but when we conaider 
that only a *mall portion of the get of 
the Kentucky atalliona owned in Maine 
are out of really fir*t-claaa brood marea,
