It is & generous principle, that every owner
of laLd upon & natural stream of water has &
right 10 use the water for any reasonable
purj=me not inconsistent with a similar right
In the owners of the Jand albove, below and
oppuomite to him.  He may take the water to
supply his dwelling, to irrigate his land, or
o quench the thiret of his cattle; W wee it
for manufacturing parpses, such a8 the sp-
plying of steam bLuollers or the running of
water wheels or other hydraulic works, so
long s such use does not sensibly and injur-
fously affect its volume.  lat this s & mere
privilege runaning with the land, not a prop-
erty in the water itself

Where the stream s small, and does not
supply water more than sufficient (0 answer
the wants of the different propristors living
on the stream, none of the jroprietors can
use the water for elther irrigatioa or manu-
facturing, but for domestic and
watering stock one propristor will be justifled
In consuming all the water.
