As soon a8 Lhree of Lhe spning annornsg
vossels and five “crabs”™ wers com pleted,
the syndicate felt itself ready to begin
operations. 1t was indeed time. The scas
had lwen coversd with American aml
Hritishh werchantmen hastening home-
ward, or to friendly ports, before the
actual commencemont of hoatilithes. But
all lad not bwen fortunate enough to
reach safety within the lUmits of time
allowed, aidd several American mer
chanten had been already captured by
fast Drithah cruisers,

The momlers of the syndicate well
understood that if a4 war was to be car
ried on as they desired, they must strike
the Urst real Llow, Comparatively speak
lug, a very short thme Lbad clapsed since
the declaration of war, and the opportu
tunkty to take the inltlative was still open.

It was in onder to take this initiative
that, in the early hours of a July mworn-
Ing, two of the syndicate’s armorsl
vossels, cach sccompaniead by & crab
steamed vut of a New England port, and
beaded for the pulnt on the Canadian
coast where it had been deckdad 0 open
the campaign.

The vewals of the L) ndicate had no in:
dividual names. The spring armored
ships were termed “repellens,” and were
mutnbered, and the crabs were known by
the betters of the alphatet. Each repeller
was in charge of a director of naval
operations; amd the whole naval force of
the syndicate was under the command
of a direwtor-in chief. Un this mooen-
tois oocasion thils offioer was on boand of
Repeller N 1, and commanded the little
vt

The repellers had never been vossels of
great spewd, and their present armor of
steel strips, the lower portion of which
was frequently under water, conskderably
retarded thelr progress, but each of them
was taken in tow by one of the swiftand
powerful crabs and with this assistance
they made very good time, reaching ther
destination on the moming of thescond
das

It was on o breezy day, with a cloudy
aky, and the sea moderately smooth, that
the littde feet of the syndicate lay to off
the harbor of one of the principal Cana-
dian seaports. About five wiles away
the headlands on either side of the mouth
of the harbor could plainly be seen. It
had been decided that Hepeller No. 1
should begin operations.  Accordingly,
that vesel steamed alout a mile nearer
the harbor, sccompanied by Crab Al
The other repeller and crab remained (o
their first position, ready to act in cose
uw}' should le needed,

The approach of two vessels, evide utly
men-of -war, and carrying the American
flag, was perceived frow the forts and
redouldts ot the mouth of the harlor,
and the news quickly spread to the city
and to the vessels In port.  Intense ex
citetnent ensued on land and waler,
among the citizens of the place us well
as ita defenders.  Every man who had a

wt of duty was instantly at it; and in
s than Lalf an hour the Dritish man
of 'war Bearalvwus, which had been lying
at anchor a short distance outside the
harbor, came steaming out o meet the
enciny. There were other naval vossels
in port, but they rwquired wore time to
be put in readiness for action

As soun a8 the approach of Searabeus
was urovived by Repeller No, 1, a boat
bearing u white tlag was lowered from
that vessel and was rapidly rowed to-
ward the Dritish ship. When the latter
smaw the loat coming she lay to, and
walted ita mrrival. A note was delivered
to the captain of the Scaralveus, in which
It was stated that the syndicate, which
had undertaken on the part of the United
Btates the conduct of the war latween
that country and Great [ritain, was now
prepared to demand the surrender of
this city, with its forts and defenses, and
all vessels within its harbor; and, as a

fint step, the lonunediate surrender of |

the vessel W the commander of which
this note was delivered.

The overwhelming eftrontery of this
demand causesd the commander of the
Bearalerus to doult whether he had to
deawt with & raving lunatie or & bluster-
ing fool; but he informed the person In
charge of the flag of truce boat that Le
would give him fifteen minutes in which
to get back to his vessel, and that he
would then open fire upon that craft.

The men who rowed the little boat
were not men-of-war's wen, and were
unaccustomed to duties of this kind. In
eight minutes they bad reached their
vessel and were safe on board.

Just seven minutes afterward the first
shot came from the Scaralwus. It

over Repeller No. 1, and- that
vessel, instead of replying, immediately
steamed nearer her adversary. The
director-in-chief desired 10 determine
the effect of an active cannonade upon
the new armor, and therefore ordered
the vessel placed in such a position that
the Englishman might have the best
unity for using it as a target.
Scaralwwus lost no thwe Lo availing
herself of the facilities offered. She was
a large and powerful ship, with a heavy
armament; and, soon getting the range
of the syndicate’s vessel, she hurled ball
after ball upon her striped side. Repeller
No. 1 made no reply, but quietly sub-
mitted to the terrible bombardment.
Some of the great shot jarred her from
bow to stern, but not one of them broke
& steel spring, nor penetrated the heavy
inside plates.

After half an hour of this work the
director-inchief became satisfled that
the new armor had well acquitted itself
in the severe trial to which it had lwen
subjected.  Some of the alr buffers had
been disabled, probably on account of
faults in their construction, but these
could readily be replaced, and no further
injury had been done the vessel, 1t was
not necessary, therefore, to continue the
experiment any longer, and besides there
was danger that the Englishman percelv-
ing that his antagonist did not appear to
be affected by his fire, would approach
closer and endeavor to ram her. This
was to be avoided, for the Scarabeeus
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frequency of these jets were régulated
Ly an instrument in the director’s room.,
Thus, by means of long and short pufls,
with the proper use of intervals, & mes-
mge could be projected into the air as a
tolegraphio instrument would mark it
upon paper.

In this manner Crab A was ordered to
immediately procesd to the attack of
the Scarabous.  The almost submerged
vesse | steamed rapldly from behind her
consort, and made for the Dritish man-
of -war,

When the latter vessel perceived the
approach of this turtle backed object,
squirting little jets of black smoke as she
replied to the orders from the repeller,
there was great amazement on boand,
The crab bad not been seenn lefore, but
as it came raphlly on there was no time
for curiosity or discussion, and several
beavy guns were brought to bear upon
it It was ditficult to hit & rapldly mov-
ing flat object scnrcely above the surface
of the water; and although several shea
struck the crab, they glanced off without
in the loast interfering with its progress,

Crab A soon cate a0 near the Beara-
bovus that it was impossible to depress
the guns of the latter w0 as to strike her.
The Ereatl Yesse | was, therefore headed
towanrd its asailant, and under a full
bhead of steam dashed directly at it to
run it down, Dut the crab could turnm as
upon & pivot, amd shooting to one side
ablowed the surging man-of -war to pasa it,

Perceiving instantly that it would be
diflicult to strike this nimble and almost
subinerged adversary, the ommander of
the Scaraleeus thought It well to let &
alone for the present, and to lear down
with all spesd upon the repeller.  HBut is

The course of the Scaralwus was in-

stantly changel, and every effort was
made to get the vessal into & |*=ition to
run Jdown the erab.

svined to have po difficulty in keeping
close to her stern

Several machine guns especially adapts
el for firing st torpedo boats, or any hos-
tile craft which might = discovered
close (o 8 vessel, were now brought to
bear upon the crab, and ball after ball
was hurled at her, Some of these struck,
but glanced off, without penetrting her

These mancavers had not continued
long w hen the crew of the crals was ready
to bring into action the peculiar appar-
atus of that peculiar eraft. Anenormous
pair of iron forceps, each massive limb
of whibch measured twelve feet or wore in
length, was run out in front of the crab

| there was a rush, and this time the huge

above the water. The blades of the Jro-
| peller were cruskied  and shilverad; those

warts of the stewmier’s engines conpect-
! g with the propeller shaft were snapped
and rent apart, while the propeller shafy
| tself was broken by the violent stop-
g
The crab, which had quickly righted,
now backed, still holding the crushed
propeller in ita lron grasp, and as b
moved away from the Scaralswus, it ex-
tracted about forty feet of Its propeller
shaft; then, opening s massive jaws,
it allowed the uselesa mass of iron to
drop to the bottom of the sea.

Every man on boanl the Scarabeus
was wild with amazement and excite
ment. Few could comprebend what
had happened, but this very quickly be-
came evident. So far as motive power
was concerned, the Scarabwus was to-
tally disabled.  She could not direct her
course, for her rudder was gone; her
propeller was gone; her engines were
useless, and she could do no more than
float as wind or tide might move her.
Morsover, there was a jagged bole in her
stern where the shaft had been, and
through this the water was pouring into
the vessel.  As a man-of-war the Scara-
bavtis wis worthless,

Orders now came fast from Repeller
No. 1, which had moved nearer to the
scene of conflict. It was to be m‘r]--ul
that the disabled ship was properly fur-
nished with bulkheads, so that the water
would penetrate no farther than the
stern compartment, and that, therefore,
she was in no danger of sinking. Crab
A was ordered to make fast to the bow
of tue Bcaralxerus, and tow her towanl
two wen-of-war who were mpidly ap-
proaching from the harbor
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-lnrnry. might fire upon it, the Scara

bewuis moved toward the harbor, and when
it had come within a quarter of & mileof
the foremost Dritish vessel, Crab A cast
off and steamed back to Repeller No. 1

The other English vessels soon came
up, and each lay to and sent & boat to
the Bcarabeus.  After half an hour's
consultation, in which the amazement of
those on bowrd the damaged vessel was
communicated to the officers and crews
of her two consorts, it was determined
that the smaller of these should tow the
disabled ship into port, while the other
one, in company with a man-of-war just
coming out of the harbor, should make
attack upon Repeller No. 1.

It had been plainly proved that ordine
ary shot and shell had no effect upon
this eraft, but it had not been proved
that she could withstand the rams of
powerful ironclads, 1f this vessel, that
apparently carried no guns, or at least,
had used none, could be crushed, cap
sloed, sunk, or In any way put out of the
fight, it was probable that the dangerous
submerged pautical machine would not
care to remain in these waters. 1 it re-
malned it wust be destroyed by torpe-
dyen

Bignals were exchanged between the
two English vessels, and in a very short
the they wore steaming towand the re-
peller.

When Crab B made its appeamnce,
putling its little black jets of smoke as
it answered the signalsof the director-in
chief, the commanders of the two Drit-
ish vossels were surprised. They had
imagine] that there was only one of
these strange and terrible enemios, and
bl suppomed that she would be afrid to
make ber peculiar sttack upon ene of
them, becauso while doing so she would
expome herselfl to the danger of being run
down by the other. Dut the presence of
two of these almost submerged engines of
destruction entirely changed the situa
thn

But the commanders of the “iritish
shilpe were brave men.  They had started
to run down the strangely armored Amer-
can craft, and run her down they would,
if they coukl. They put on wore steain
and went ahead at greater spead. In
such a furious onalaught the crabe might
not dare to attack them.

Dut they did not understand the ua
ture nor the powers of these enembs
In less than twenty minutes Urab A had
Laid hold of one of the men-of war, and
Crab I of the other.

The military suthorities in charge of
the defenses of the city were as much
disturbed and amazed by what had hap-
pened as any civilian could possibly be,
but they had po fears for the safety of
the place, for the enemy’s vessels could
not possibly enter, nor even approach,
the harbor. The fortifications on the
helghts mounted guns much heavier than
those o0 the men-<of-war, and shots from
these fired from an elevation might sink
even thoss “under water devils™ Dut,
wore than on the forts, they rellsd upon
their admirable system of torpedoes und
submarine batteries.  With these n o
sition and ready for action, as they now
were, it was imposaible for an enemy’s
vessel, floating on the water, or under it,
to enter the harbor without certain de-
struction.

Dulleting to this effect were posted In
the city, and somew hat allayed the popu-
lar anxiety, although many people whe
were fearful of what might happen next,
left by the evening trains for the interior.
That night the news of this extraondinary
aflair was cabled to Eurvs, and thence
Lack to the United States, and all over
the workl. lo many quarters the aec
count was disbelieved, and in no quarter
was It thoroughly understod, for it
wust be borne in mind that the wethods
of operation employed by the crals were
not evident even to those oo buand the
disabled vessels. Dut everywhere there
was the greatest desire o know what
would be done next,

It was the general opinion that the twa
armored vessels were merely tenders
to the submerged wachines, which had
done the mischief, Having fired po guns,
nor taken any sctive part in the combat,
there was every reason (o belleve that
they were Intended merely ns botmb proof
store sliips for their formidable consorts,
As these submerged vessels could not at-
tack & town, nor reduce fortifications,
but coukl exercise their power only

vessels afloat, it was plain enough
to see that the object of the American
syndicate was to blockade the port.
That they would be able to maintain the

! blockade when the full power of the

British navy should be brought o bear
upon them was generally doubted, though

| it was conceded in the most wrathful
