they bore an lmmense net, three or four
hundred feet long and thirty feet deep,
composed of jolnted steel rode  Along
the upper edge of this net was a series of
alr fhomts, which were so graduated that
they were sunk by the weight of the net
n fow fect below the surface of the water,
from which position they beld the net
sus pended vertically.

This net, which was (ntended to pro-
tect the repeller agalnst the approach of
submarine torpedoes which might be
directed from the shore, was anchored
at cach end, two very smull buoys indi-
cating its pesition. The ¢rabs then fall-
ing astern, Repoller Noo 1 lay to, with
the sunken ntet between her and the
shore, and preparad to project the first
Instantaneous motor bomb ever used (n
warfare,

The great gun in the bow of the vessel
was Joaded with one of the largest and
st powerful motor enbs; and the
#pet to be almed at was wlected.  This
was & point in the water just inside of
the mouth of the harbor, and nearly a
mile from the land on elthor side. The
distance of this point from the vessel be-
ing calculated, the cannon was ad justed

Now the director-ln-chief stepped for
ward to the button, by pressing which
the power of the motor was dq-lrl\-l[--l.
The chief of the scientific corps then
showed him the exact point upon the
scale, which would e indicated when
the gun was in its proper position, and
the plece was then woved upon its boar-
lugs s as to approximate as bearly as
possibile this direction.

The bow of the vessal now rose upon
the swell of the som, and the Instant that
the Index upon the scale reached the de
sired point, the director-in<chief touched
the button.

There was Do
visible wsign that motor had left
the cannon; but et that Instant
there appeared, to those who were
on the lookout, from & fort about
a mile away, & vast aperture In
the waters of the bay, which was
variously described as from 100 yards to
800 yards In diameter. At that same in-
stant, in the peighboring headlands and

lslands far up the shores of the bay, and |

in every street and bullding of the city,
there was felt a shock as If the
underlying rocks been struck by &
glgnatio trip hammer,

At the same instant the aky above the
spot where the motor had descendod was
darkened by & wide spreading cloud

| This was formed of that portion of the

water of the bay which had been in-
stantanecus ralsed to the height of about
a thousand feet. The sudden appear-
ance of this cloud was even more terri-
ble than the yawning chasm (o the
waters of the bay, or the startling shock,
but it did not remaln long In view, It
had no sooner reached its highest elova-
tion than it began to descend. There
was & strong sea breese blowing, and in
Ita descent this vast mass of water was
lmpelled toward the land,

It cune down, not as raln, but as the
waters of a vast cataract, as though a
mountain lake, by an earthquake shock,
had been precipitated (o s body upon &
valley. Ouly one edge of it reached the
land, and here the seething flood tore
away earth, trees and rocks, leaving be-
hind It great chasms and gullies as it
descended 1o the sea

The bay itself, into which this vast
body of the water fell, became a scene
of surging madness. The towering walls
of water which had stood up all arcund
the suddenly created aperture hurled
themselves back into the abyss, and down
into the great chasm at the bottom of
the bay, which had been made when the
motor sent its shock along the great rock
beds. Down upon, and Into, this roar-
ing, bolling tumult fell the tremendous
catarsct from above, and the harbor be-

happened which passed un-
noticed in the general consternation.
All along the shores of the bay and In
front of the city the waters seemed to
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no smoke, no |

were u plain view, and it was evident
that neither of them had fired a gun,
Desides, the firing of cannon did not pro-
duce such effocts. It was the genoral
opluion that there had been an carth-
quake shock sccompanied by a cloud
burst, and extraordinary convulsions of
the sea.  Such a combination of elemen-
tary disturbances had never been known
in these parts, and a great many persons
were much more frightenad than If they
had understood what had really hap-

In about half an hour after the dis
charge of the motor bomb, when ths sea
had resumed its usual quiet, a boat car-
rying a white flag left Repeller No. 1,
rowed directly over the submerged net
and made for the harbor,  When the ap-
proach of this flag of truce was peroei ved
from the fort nearest the mouth of the
harbor, It occasioned much surmise,
Had the earthquake brought these syn-
dicate knaves to thelr senses? Or were
they about to make further abwurd and
outrageous demands’ Bome imte officers
were of the opinion that enemles like
these should be considersd no better than
pirates, and that thelr flag of truce
should be fired upon. Dut the com-
mandant of the fort pald no attention 0
such counsels, and sent a detachment
with a white tlag down to the beach to
meet the approaching boat and learn its
errand

The men in the boat had pothing to do
but to deliver a letter from the director-
Inchief to the commandant of the fort
and then row back again. No answer
was requirsl

When the commandant read the brief
pote he made no rewark. In fact, he
could think of no appropriate remark to
make. The misive stmply Informed
him that at ten o'clock and eighteen
minutes & m., of that day, the flrst
bootn from the marine forces of the syn-
dicate had twen discharged Into the
waters of the harbor, At or about two
o'clck p. m., the second bomb would be
discharged st Fort Pllcher, That was all.

What this extraordinary message
meant could not le lmagined by any
officer of the garrison. 1f the people on
board the shijs were taking sdvantage
of the earthquake, and supposed that
they could Induce DBritish soldiers 10 be-
lleve that it had been caused by one of
their bombs, then were they idiots In-
deed. They would fire their second shot
st Fort Picher! This was lmpossible,
for they had not yet fired their first shot.
These syndicate people were evideutly
very tricky, and the defenders of the
port must therefore be very cautious

Fort Plicher waa a very largs and un-

oppeosite side of the harbor, Work had
been discontinued on It as soon as the
syndicate’s vessels bad appearsd off the
wrt, for [t waa not desired to expose the
milders and workmen to a possible
bombardment. The place waa now,
therefore, almost deserted; but after the
recelpt of the syndicate’s message, the
commandant feared that the enemy
might throw an ordinary shell Into the
unfinished works, and he sent a boat
across the bay to order away any work-
men or others who might be lingering
about the place.

A little after 9 o'clock p. m. an (nstan-
taneous totor bomb was discharged
from Repeller No. 1 Into Fort Plicher.
It was set to act flve seconds after im-
l wct with the object almed at. 1t struck

n a central portion of the unfinished
fort, and having described a high curve
in the alr, descended not only with Its
own motive power, but with the force of
gravitation, and penetrated deep into the
varth.

Five seconds later & vast brown cloud
apjwared on the Fort Pilcher promon-
tory. This cloud was nearly spherical
in form, with an apparent diameter of
about & thousand yards, At the saumne
instant a shock similar to that accom-
panying the firet motor bomb was felt in
the city and surrounding country, but
this was not so severe as the other, for
the second bomb did not exert its force
upon the underlylng rocks of the region,
a4 the first one had done.

The great brown cloud quickly began
l.olmmphrrkal form, part of it de-
scending heavily to the earth and part
floating away ln vast dust clouds borne
inland by the breeze, settling downward
as they moved, and depositing on land,
water, ships, houses, domes and trees an
almost lmpalpable powder,

When the l:lou-r had cleared aws
there were no fortifications, and the bl
on which they had stood had disappeared.
Part of this bluff bad foated away on
the wind and part of it lay plled in great
heaps of sand on the spot w its rocks
were to have upheld a fort,

The effect of the motor bomb was fully
obsarved with glasses from the various
fortifications of the port and from many

sints of the city and harbor; and those

amlliar with the effects of explosives

were not long In making up thelr minds
what had happened. y feltsure that
a mine had sprung beneath Fort

Pilcher, and they were now equally con-
fident that in the morning & torpedo of
novel and terrible power had been ex-
wed in the harbor, They now disbe-
leved In the earthquake and treated
with contempt the pretense that shots
had been fired (rom the syndicate’s ves-
sel. This was merely a trick of the
enemy. It was not even likely that the
mine or the torpedo had Mﬂl‘l‘llﬂl
from the ship. These were In ‘m
bility under the control of conf
on shore, and had been exploded at

went out from Repeller No. 1 and rowed
| to the fort, where a letter to the com-
mandant was delivered. 'l'hb.ll.wh:
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would result I the entire destruction of
the fortification, the commandant was
earnestly counseled to evacuate the fort
before the hour

Ordinarily the commandant of the
fort was of a calm and unexcitable tem-
perament. During the astounding eventa
of that day and the day before he had
kept his headd coolj his judgment, If not
correct, was the result of soler and earn-
est conslderation. Dut now he lost his
temper. The unparalleled effrontery and
lmpertinence of this demand of the
American syndicate was too much for
his self possession. Ie stormed In an-
gor.

Ilere was the culmination of the knav-
ish trickery of these conscienceless pi-
rates who had attacked the port. A tor-
pedo had been exploded in the harbor,
an unfinished fort had been mined and
blown up, and all this had been done to
frighten him—a [ritish soldier—in com-
mand of astrong fort, well parrisoned
and fully supplied with all the muni-
thons of war. Inthe fear that his fort
would be destroyed by a mystical bomb
he was expected to march to a place of
safety with all his forces. 1f this should
be done it would not be long before these
crafty fellows would cocupy the fort,
and with its great guns turned inland,
would bold the city at thelr mercy.
There could be no greater Insult to a sol-
dier than to suppose that ho could be
gulled by o trick like this

No thought of actual danger entered
the mind of the commandant. It had
been vasy enough to siak a great torpedo
in the harbor, and the unguarded bluffs
of Fort Plicher offered every opportu-
nity to the scoundrels, who may have
worked at thelr tines through the nights
of several wouths. [Dut a mine under
the fort which he commanded was an
impossibility; Its guarded outposts pre-
ventedd any such method of attack. At
s bomb, or & dowen, or & hundred of the
syndicate’s bombe, he snapped his fln-
gers. e could throw bombe as well,

Nothing would please him better than
that those ark like ships in the offing
should come near enough for an artillery
fight. A few tons of solid shot and shell
dr 1 on top of them might be a very
conclusive answer to their impudent de-
manda

The letter from the syndicate, together
with his own convictions on the subject,
were communicated by the commandant
to the military authorities of the port,
and to the war office of the Dominlon.
The news of what had happened that
day had already been cabled across the
Atlantic back to the United States, and
all over the worll; and the profound lm-

pression created by it was Intensified
when it became known what the syndi-
cate proposed to do the next day, ( hrders
and advices from the British admiralty
anl war offlce spes] across the ocean, and
that night few of the leaders In govern-
ment circles in England or Canada closed
their eyes.

The opinions of the commandant of
the fort were receivis] with but Little fa-
vor by the military and naval suthori-
tlea. Great preparations were already
ordored to repel and crush this most
audacious attack upon the port, but In
the meantime it was highly desirable
that the utmost caution and prudence
should be olservesd, Three men-of-war
had already been disabled by the novel
and destructive machines of the enemy,
and It had been ordersd that for the
present no more vessols of the Dritish
pavy b allowed to approach the crabs
of the syndicate

Whether it was a mine or a bomb |

which had been usedd in the destruction

of the unfinishod works of Fort Pilcher, |
it would be lmpossible to determine |

until an officlal survey had been made of
the ruins; but, in any event, it would e
wise nnd bumane not to expose the gar
rison of the fort on the south side of the
harbor to the danger which had over
taken the works on the opposite shore.
If, contrary to the opinion of the com-
mandant, the garn wined fort were mlly
mined, the following day would proba-
bly prove the fact. Untll this point
should be determined it would be highly
judiclous 1o temporarily evacuate the
fort. This could not be followed by oo
cupation of the works by the enemy, for
all approaches, either by troops In  boats

or by bolles of confederates by land, |

could be fully covered by the inland re-
doubts and fortitleations,

When the orders for evacuation reached
the commandant of the fort, be protested
hotly, and urged that his protest be con-
sidered. It was pot until the command
had been reiterated] both from London
and Ottawa, that he accepted the situa-
thou, and with bowed head prepared to
loave his post.

On the morning of the destruction of
Fort Pllcher the wsyndicate's vessels
moved toward the port, and the steel net
was taken up by the two crabw, and
moved nearer the mouth of the harbor,
at a polnt from which the fort, now I
um-.of evacuation, was in full view,

"hen this had been done, Repeller No,
2 took up her position at & maoderate dis
tance behind the net, and the other ves
sels stationed themselves near by,

The protection of the net was consid-
ered necessary, for although there could
be no reasonable doubt that all the tor
pedoes (n the harbor and river had been
exploded, others might te sent out
agninst the syndicate’s vessels, and a
torpedo under a crab or & repeller, was
the enemy most feared by the syndicate,

About § o'clock the signals between
the repellers became very froquent, and
soon afterwards a truce boat went out
from Repeller No. 1. This was rowed
with great rapidity, but it was obliged to
go much farther up the harbor than on
previous occasions, in order to deliver ita
wessage to an officer of the garrison.

This was to the effect that the evacus-
tion of the fort had been observed from
the syndlcate’s vessels, and although It
had been apparently complete, one of
the scientific corps, with a powerful
glass, had discovered a man in one of the
outer redoubts, whose presence there
was probably unknown to the officers of
the garrison. It was, therefore, ecarn-
estly urged that this man might be in-
stantly removed, and In order that this
might be done, the discharge of the mo-
tor bomb would be postponed half an
hour,

The officer received this message and
waa dlsposed to Jook upon it as a new

The sergeant was o0 hot headed In hls
determination to stand by the fort that
it required violence to remove him; and
It was not untll twenty minutes past 4
that the syndicate observers percelved
that be had been taken to the hill behind
which the gurrison was encam ped.

As it had been decided that Repeller
No. 2 should discharge the next instan-
taneous motor bomb, there was an
anxious desire on the part of the opera-
tors on that vessel that in this, their first
experience, they might do thelr duty as
well as thelr commdes on board the other
repoller had done theirs. The most ao-
curate olservations, the most careful cal-
culations, were made and romade, the
point to be alined at being about the
canter of the fort.

The motor bomb had been in the can-
non for nearly an hour, and everything
had long been ready, when at precisely
thirty minutes past 4 o'clock the signal
to disc came from the director-in-
chief, and ln four seconds afterward the
index on the scale Indicated that the
gun was In the proper position, and the
button was touched,

The motor bomb was set to act the in-
stant it should touch any portion of the
fort, and the effect was different from
that of the other bomls. Thero was a

Asto the fort, it had entirely disap-
poared, its particles having been instan.
taneously removed to a great distance in
every direction, falling over such a vast
expanse of land and water that thelr de-
| scent was unobservable,

In the place where the fortress had
stood there was a wide tract of bare
earth, which looked as If It had been
scraped (nto & staring dead level of
gravel and clay. The Instantaneous
motor bomb had been arranged to act
almost horizontally.

Few persons, except those who from s
distance had been watching the fort with
glasses, understood what had happened;
but every one in the city and surroand-
Ing country was conscious that sote-
thing bad happened of & most: startling
kind, and that it was over in the same
Instant in which they had perceived It
Everywhere there was the nolse of fall-
ing window glass. There were those
who asserted that for an instant they had
heard In the distance a grinding crash;
and there were others who were
quite sure that they had noticed what
might be called a flash of darkness, as it
something had, with almost unappreci-
able quickness, passed between them and
the sun,

When the officers of the gurrison
mounted the hill before them and sur-
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tance was soon crowded with anxious
and terrified obwervers. A feeling of awe
was noticeable everywhere [If
could have had a tangible idea of what
had oscurred, It would have teen differ
ent  If the sea had raged; if & vast body
of water had been thrown into the air; If
& dense cloud had been suddenly o jected
from the surface of the earth, they might
have fornied some opinion about it t
the Instantaneous disappearance of »
great fortification with a little more &
lable accompaniment than the -45.-
n tap, as of a little hammer, upon
thousands of window panes. was some-
thing which thelr Intellects could not
grasp. It was pot o be expected that
the ordinary mind could appreciate the
difference between the action of an In-
stantaneous motor when (mbedded In
rocks and earth, and its effect, when op
posed by nothing but stone walls, upon
or pear the surface of the sarth.

The first important requisite Is good,
poroas soll that will not bake or get hard.
This can mostly be secared from the
woods la the form of leal mould, sasnd and
loam. A soap-box, sawed In two length-
wise, will make two boxes of about the
right siza.  Fill these with sarth tili with-
in an lnch of the top, then sift over aboal
balf an Inch of the soll, dried, using &
rather floe sleve. Now |ar the box 10 set-
tie the earth, and carefully level Lhe sur-
face. Just ol this stage of the opersiion
& very simple bat very lmportast little lo-
strument ls & presser-stick with which to
press the soll firm sad even. A planed
paling lath, two laches broad aad ose loch
wide, and as long as the wilth of the box,
