Johin Whitelwead came to Parls from
Malden, Mass,, about 1=, and bought
ot Eleazar Cole,  Cole had been In town
soine Mfteen vears, coming quite early,
about 1700, and hasd setthed on land that
lies hetween the village of South Parls
and Turkey INIL T1is house was in the
flelid, many rowds to the left (or south) of
the present rond, and well up towanls
Johin Webiber's, 1t was a small, onessto-
ry house, with two or thres rooms, to
which Whitehead added another room,
bullt of bogs, after he bought,  The road
from Turkey 1 to the Hiitle settlement
st the Cape, of which the most lmpor-
tant part was the saw mill on Stony
Nrook, at that time ran past his door,
When it became of more Importance and
rospuirsd lmproving it was changed, amd
ballt where It now runs, leaving the
nriginal Cole house many rods in the
feld

soon after Whitehead bought of Cole,
he bullt up st the corner, and opensd
his honse to the public.  The house now
standing and occupied by his gramdson,
Johin Webber, |s the house then ballt,
Whiltehenid's slgn was hung to a tall
post, as was the custom In thoese days,
which stoswd in the angle of the roads
atid i wpon It this legend, 1 Wiire-
e an's Ien g and there it swung In the
breeses of swinmer amd the storms of
winter for twenty long years, or until
ahout 1830, when other rosds with less
hills having teen bullt, which carried
travel in other directions, It was taken
down amd sold to Ricker of Poland.

sufferer was aware of It he had lost a
limb.
