These disks
are then plled one upon another sround |
an lron shaft which is to form the atle
of the armature, and thick iron end
plates are applied at each end and bolted
together by iron bolts going through
from end to end.  The drum or exlinder
thus formed is then mounted in & lathe
and turned to n smooth surface, except

This is the next operation to be per

I want to tell the sisters of a nlee way
to wend stockings in such a way as to
make it look like the knitting. un the
yarn around the hole drawiog It up a -
tle.
