BANANA CULTIVATION IN JAMAICA,

The cultivation of hananas in the West

THE EXPORT CATTLE TRADE

Those who are lnterestesd (o the export
teade of Ameriean live eattle will douht-
less be glad to know that among the
laws enscted during the closing dave of
the Fiftv-first Congress was one by
which the Secretary of Agriculture,
through his lnspectors at the ports of
export, I« authorlzed to examine all ves
sele which are to carry the eattle to
forelgn countries, and to preseribe rules
and regulations as to aceommadations to
be provided for the eattle, as to space,
ventilation, fittings, ool and water sup-
ply, and such other requirements as he
may deem necessary for the safe and
proper transportation and humane treat-
ment of such anlmale,  The violation on
any vessel of the regulations made by
him may be punished hy the prohibition
of such vessel from agiin earrving eat-
tle from any port in the United States
for such length of time, not exceeling
one year, as the Secretary of Agricalture
mav direct.

Secretary Rusk feels counfldent that
armesd with such authority he can secure
to American export eattle such neces-
sary care and humane treatment as will
not only conduce greatly to the profit of
the shippers but also effectually offset
the agitation aroused and malntained in
Great Biritaln by the opponents of the
American export cattle trade on the
ground of the lnhuman treatment of the
cattle.

TREMENDOUS RAPID FIRING.

A Sig loeh Gimn Poars Oul Shel Afes
Bhot atl Faormeus *peed.

Some important exporimenta wers car
ried out at the artillery range of Sir W,
G, Armstrong, Mitchell & Co. The
principal object of trial was & six inch
quick firing gun of 40 calibers of length
on & mounting of new design, specially
arranged to be suitable for either the
upper decks or the between dock bat-
teries of our new crulsers. Anothes
feature of this trial was the use of cond-
ite, the new mmokeless gunpowder,
which has been the subject of extensive
trial during the last twelve months and
seetns likely to make s complete revolo.
tion in artillery warfare, The proof of
this gun was carried out by the Wool
wich authorities at Silloth, when the
remarkable velocity of 2,060 [. o wa
obtained with a charge of condite pow-
der.

The programme began by firing five
rounds with a charge of E X E powder
and service projectile for rapidity. The
total time of finng these five rounds was
sixty-one seconds. The same experiment
was then carried ou® with a charge of
cordite, but after three rounds the firing
was stopped for afew minutes to remove
s burr in the threads of the breech ao-
tion, caussl by sand getting into the
gun. The first three rounds of this series
were fired in twenty-four seconds, and
the s md two in fifteen soonds. Five
rounds were then fired with E X B
powder (non-smokeless) and service pro-
jectile at & target which consisted of two
casks lashed together with a flag above,
them, at (o) yands range.

There leing no wind the smoke hung
agreat deal, and the fring was there-
fore directed by an olwerver who stood
clear of the smoke. The five rounds
were fired in sixty-one seconds, the tar-
get being struck twice, the other three
shots just missing.

To show the advantage of cordite over
the E X E powider five rounds were then
fires] with the furmoer at the sane target,
the fag and staflf of which still remained
upright, as the tide being low the target
pestedd on sand. It was found quite feas-
ible to fire with the utmost rapidity, and
yot, on account of the smokeless quality
of the powder, to aim each shot deliber-
ately. The result was that ont of the
five shots the target was actually struck
four times (which completely
the casks and perforated the flag several
times), and the last shot was only five
yands short; and these five rounds with
the above remarkable accuracy were got
off in the suprisingly ahort time of fifty-
