It Is to be presumed that the
great majority whoe practice fall feeding
of meadow lands do not comprehend the
extent of the Injury that comes from
such & course, v sew only & little In-
ervase of wth, & few more quarts of
milk per day, but fall to reason back
from effect to cause when succesdin
seasons show a aphdly decreasiog \’il‘lﬁ
of hay, or other crops, upon thesa flelds,
some considerable part of which s surely
due to this tall pasturing.

Most plasts require  for  vigorous

swth a soll, not hand ked, but Falr-
¥ light and well drained, with roots left
undisturbed when once they have begun
to streteh out through the soll in search
of foexdl, Morvover, It s the habit of
grass plants to form & thick mat or car-
pet over the groand, which serves as pro-
tection for the roots against the washing
of heavy mins, the alternate thawing
and freeeing of early spring, and the
scorching heat of late summer. When
meadows are cropped by esttle, many
plants are torn outright from the soll,
the roots of others broken or loosens!
andd exposed to frost, rain and heat.  In
addition te this, the feet of the stock are
vonstantly packing the soll solldly
around the plants, which hinders free
dralnage; or making foot holes that be-
come basing for water and lee.  But the
actual injury to the grass plants s pot
all=hy feeding off the second growth
Nature's plans for protecting the grass
during the cold of winter are thwarted,
and very much of “winter Killing"™ Is the
result. Where snows lle deep and con-
tingous, this diticulty s not so apparent,
but even cokl climates are subject o
“open’” winters, which are sufficlently
trylug to grass lands, even when well
protected.

TOWN FAIRS,

“The best falrs | have ever seen,”
writea Mr. Waldo F. Rrown of Ohlo, in
the New York Tribune, “are small dis-
trict or township falrs, managed entirely
by farmers, and at little expense, |
have attendad several such ln Ohlo, In-
diana and Pennsylvanls, and never
found anything objectionable aboul
them. The grounds are not surrounded
with an expesslve high board fence 1o
keep out Intruders, but they locate the
falr In some grove, depend on the honor
of the patrons to pay, and do not lose a
dollar by it. The falr is ususlly held
one or sl most two days, Cheap bulld-
Ings are erected, or In some cases where
the falr holds but one day, no bulldings
st all are put up. A small eatrance fee
s chargel, mc-l:-ruh- premioms awarded,
and no claptrap of any kind ls admitted
to or near the grounds, To show that
larger falrs are susceptible of reform,
pote the Ohlo state, which & few vears
ago had o beerhall lioensed by the Board
of Agriculture, beskdos alde shows, but
under the new management has been
purged of all of these abominations.™
I'hese falrs so highly commended by Mr.
Irown are slmllar lo character and man-
sgement 1o the town and grange falrs in
Maine, which are multiplylog to a large
extent and proving satisfactory to all
who ald or patroniee them. Of such
lowal fairs we can never have oo many.

Falth without work
won't materlalize, The Lord once sald
‘I give you dominlon,” but we have lost
much of It sloce then, Lot us regain It
all by studying Iaw,” The professor
could not have given sounder advies,
It s the duty of all to study law, In Its
true sense ; and where on earth can this
be done better than on the farm, where
every phase of patural law ls, In one
way and another, brought lato practieal
play® Amd we do not except moral laws,
which are Just as natural as the physical,
and without & due observance of which
no farm can be properly conducted or
tarmer's family live harmonlously.

RUNNING OUT,
Why does seed planted yoar after yoar
in the same locality run out and have to
be supplanted by some other varlety, or
at least by seedd brought from some other
Jocality * It would seem that it ought \o
hecome acclimated and sstablished, do-
ing better and better every vear. ls
not the fallure to do this due to neglect
in selecting the seed? As James Riley,
of Thoruton, lndlana, says: “We never
hear that a good varlety of Indian corn
has degenerated, until it has been plant-
ed near other Kinds with which it has
been allowsd o mix; and If the same
care were exerclsed ln u'ln.-ﬂur the very
best kernels of & well established va-
riety of wheat for seed and Keeping the
sees] grain separate ln a secure place, we
should have the unbounded satlafaction
of seelng our wheat flelds produce not
only larger heads, plumper kernels and
heavier grala ln much greater abundance
but no signs of degeneracy would appear,
even were the same Kind of grain ralsed
in one locality, generation after genera-
tlon.” The lmportance of the proper
selection of seed and the possibilities of
lmprovement in this direction are not
understood,  Here is a promisiog field
for lmprovement. —Mirror and Farmer,

A proper temperature, and that means
one far above the generally directed
lukewarm., Experiment has proved to
me that the greatest degree of heat that
will pot destroy the yeast germs expe-
dites the rising.  In starting the spooge
use scalding water, stir In_a portion of
the necessary flour which will reduce
the heat, then the remalning portion,
when the temperature will be w0 reduced
that the veast may be added. Set the
