The
storm seemes] 1o gather directly over
the ranch and the fall of raln was
heaviest at that polnt. The storm ex-
tended] over a space of 1,000 square miles
and at the ranch the raln continued to
fall for a space of slx hours,  About two
Inches fell at that point. This storm
breaks & drought of long duration in
that locality and is the best raln that has
fallen on the Morris ranch for more than
a vear. All the apparstus will be in
position in & few days when full trial
will be made, which will be watched
with great interest. Doubtless peo Ve
are seeptical over this matter, but this
experiment at least seems to have been a
complete success,

A POTATO REVOLUTION.

In Wolgast, a town In "russia, a riot
was nearly precipitated on account of
the high priew of potatoes.  The dealer
asked six and & half marks for one hun-
dred pounds, which priee the buyers
conshdered too high, The excitement
bevcame so great that the buyers, mostly

finally compelled to leave the market
dace. The same scene occurred when
w tried (o sell his stock at another place,
Count Bismarck-Bohlen, who heard of
this occurrence, sent next day twoe
wagon loads of potatoes to the town
with orders to sell them for &1 the hun-
dred pounds.  This s not the first pota-
to riot that has taken place o Prossia,
In 1547 the population of Berlin be-
came so excited about the high price of
potatoes that some people, for the great-
er part women, selzed the potatoes,
threw them in the gutters, and attacked
the dealers, some of whom were badly
burt. ‘The riots extended to the butcher
and baker shops, until the police aud the
military dispersed the crowds. Over
three hundred people were arrested, of
whom 20 recelved punishment.  Several
of the rioters were seatenced to Imprison-
ment from three to ten years.—New
York Recorder,

PLANTING TREES.

For years we have notleed that apple
trees growing alone, or inone row along
the road or fence, would be excesdingly
thrifty and productive, while those in
the orchand on the same farms or solls
would prove unproductive and unthrifty,
The reason for this s the roots of the
single speclmens have pleaty of room.
see that great oak or maple standing out
in the fleld alone, or along the fence or
roadl, and compare the trees of the same
age and kind lo the forest. In the one
case you have strong, spreadiog branch-
es, produciog five o ten times the
amount of nuts of those trees in the
forest. We belleve the same may be
sald of the frult trees, Planted close
together they grow weakly and are un-
productive, while If standing out alone
they are productive and profitable.  One
ueeds but to look at our hr&nwh or-
chards to be couvineed. outside
row of trees all around the orchard Is
liealthy, thrifty, and productive, and the
trees produce more apples than the
other trees, The roots must feed and
have room for it. We are satlsfied 100
trees thus planted will yleld as much
profit as 200 or 300 set In orchard form.
Apple trees that lean towand the east
furnish & complete and convenient lodg-
ment for the larvie from which the ap-
ple borer springs.
