of eattle to the Chlcage market from the
Wesietn rangys Just how long this
great supply will coatinge to come for-
ward is oue of the questions whic b teesl-
ers It the States, both Fast and West,
would like to know, For six monthe
from the first of January there was evi-
denew which led to the couclusion that
the range supply which had so long
overloaded the markets sl depressed
prices was running short, st the hope

Rangemen seem forcing to the
market everythiog that can be made to
pass, and there seems Lo be good reason
heir present hold-
ings came from bottom low prices, on

| market to sell vn. Fesl on the range
| has ten plenty, the eattle are in good
| comdithon, and the winter with its un-
certainties ls  approachiag. The big
corn ctop now  secure the country over
s sure to bring oul more beef in the
states ancther spring snd  summer
Ihey can make some money by selling
eattle pow, and they seem dlsposed to
do It With the eattle sold now, the
shortage bs sure to agein appear later
on.  This sppears to be the situstion to-
dav. We are still coufident that fair
prives will be realised for well-fed Maine
ealtle before the winter months have
passed by, Meanwhile the feed should
be kept up, for it is the dulshed cattle
that pay the most money.—Maloe Farm-
er.

MOW TO MAKE AND BAKE THEM.

An acequalntance onee sald to me that
she had baked trunkful of cakes
and was 8o slek of ahe never want-
od 1o e a cake In. On In‘ulry I
found that out of all that trunkful there
were but two loaves that would keep
well, Now, when making cakes for
Chrlstmas, it Is the wiser plan to make
those that will keep along time, There
are so many other good things to be eat-
en wt that thine that very little cake s
eten duiing the Christmas l'mll‘ldu;
