Uy this
method there is oo hooking sud driving
and befouling their feed, as would be
the case If all were fed together la the
open fiekd, to tramp the grass to death,
and pack the ground as hard as a turn-
plke rosd. [o drawing the pumphkins,
the stems should be left on so that they
will kewp from rotting longer: and they
shoukl be drawn before & heavy frost
cotmes Lo injure thelr keeplug qualities.
When unloading =t the baru they are
wot thrown out e a piie or rolled down
x board chute, but handled carefully and
sorted ; the green or hroken ones arv put
by themselves to be fed out first,  Storsd
in & barn basement they can be Kept till
New Year's.

CORN FOR FODDER.

Corn as an economic farm erop found
somme strong sdvocates st the Cumber-
land County lostitutes. Mr. O, 1L Cobh
of Polawd, protably the most extensive
grower of this erop In the state, statel
that he had a field of eleven acres, of
light sandy land, which has borne & crop
of corn for twenty-three consecative
years, and without diminution of the
erop.  This bs relisble evidence that the
crop Is not an eshaustive one 10 the soll
Ia fact, fsrmers have always clalmed
that corn was a desirable preparatory
crop tor other erops to follow, for the
reason that the soll always produces
genervusly following it.

Mr. Cobb s & warm advocate of the
silo for preserving the corn crop  for
stick fodder, but at the same Lime does
ot revommend the silolng of saeet cory
fuxhider after the ears have beea gathered
for the canning factory,  Hleclalms that
i thils form it can be easlly dried, and
In that condition the stock eat It well
enough. He also says that pat In the
silo it takes on more ackl than other
urn

e member of the boanl for the
county, Hoa, W, I, Viaton of Gry,
tried the crop the past season, the first
time ln many years, and to his gred
surprise ralsed a crop of 205 haskets of
huashed coru on one and & Yuirter acres
of Laml, nod st & cost, though handied
in the old-fashioned way, of a little Jess
than twent y-flve cents & basket, all told,
sod without cowdit for the fodder. 1l
will plant much larger of this erop an-
other year,

Mr. Cobb sald that previous to his
teedlug of ensilage he had thought |
nevessary 1o feed bran for the health of
his cows, but since usiug this kind of
fodder had not found [t pecessary.

Cheup Todder has much to do with the

rofits of stock, and the modern bles of
stroducing the corn plant as a sub
stitute I part for the hay fodder, so
long looked upon as the Klug of crops
for the Maloe farmer, I fast giving way
In those sections of the state where corn
i« easlly and cleaply growo.—Maloe
Farmer.
