sutlafectorily conducteal as by knowe
Ing just how the business la progressing
st l how we stanl with the workd; s
not only this latter but how we stand In
relathon to the farm. o we oot only
pewd 1o keep account with our fellow-
wen but alsa with our stk swl crops

The great fault with most systems of
kewplng farm scoounts has been their
wonplexity, eataliing &  mage anl
labsyrinth of Agures and eolumnos which
the great majority of farmers fod them
selves unfitted by education to umlers
take, and from these complications dis-
(e linesd 1o give the necessary time and
sttention to keep straight amd trus ac-
ceu s,

To meet this want of & slimple aystem
of farm book-keeplog, Mr. George A
Rogers of North Audover, Massachu-
setls, has lnventel a system which he
has embesdiod 1o & small pamphiet-shap-
od account book wherebhy every depart-
ment of the farm bs brought lato such
fisancial relation 1o other parts, “fAgure-
atively” speaking, that anyone at all
acqualnted with the simplest form of
applyiug fgures to ald memory awd A
both finsocial trapsactions, and the
transactions of the stock and the farm
jtsell between it anl the owner, so that
s clear understanding of his business
shiall at all times appear, can readily ap-
