“Hold on har, Pather Peters™
Mr. Rolsert Poters, or * Father” Peters,

as ho was ealled h{ the monntainesms,
was born in Obilo. e was a Camplellite
clergyuan, sl ten years before the war
he, with his wife and danghter, moved
into the Cumberland monntains in south-
enstern Kentucky. Only an intense re-
ligious spirit could have indueed Father
Peters 1o leave his home in the rich
lands of the western reserve and to take
up lis aluxle among the hillsof the Cum.
twrland range. [t wonld be diffenlt in
the Unites] States to find & place and &
people in more violent contrast with his
ol nssocintes.  Wealth, or at least com-
fort amd intelligence were the rule In
northern Obdo, There was hardly an
exception to poverty aml ignorance in
the new home,

But Father Peters, withont giving a
thought to the sacrifice he was making,
felt that he was coming as & misslonary
to the heathen quite as much as if he
had gone out to the heart of darkest
Africa. e built a large double log
cabin, that was quite palatial and
misdel of home comfort in contrast with
the calins of his neighbors, and as he
knew that the people were too poor to
contribnte to his support, he broke up &
little farm and astonished his nelghbors
by intrsducing agricultural appliances
and methods such as they bad never be-
fore heand of or dreamed of,

Soon after his arrival, and with no as-
sistance from those whom he had come
to lenefit, Father Peters luilt & log
meeting house neross the rough moan-
tain road from his home, snd sent word
through the hills that hereafter there
wounld be preaching every Sanday mom-
ing at Bradiey’s Crossing, ds the place
was called.

At first the people did not take kindly
to the wisshonary.  These monntaineers,
while hospitalile to passing strangers, do
not favor the coming in of outsiders,
The man who may not own an acre of
rocky hilledde is strong in the belief that
the mountains round about are the ex-
clusive property of himself and his kin,
Then, again, while there were no slaves
in this part of Kentucky, the people had
& bitter hatred of Abolitionists—a hatred
that grew more intense as the day of
strife approached. They believed that
every northern man was an Abolition-
fst, and at first they were inclinel to
think that Father Peters hail come into
the mountains to spread his pernicions
political principles rather than to preach

The women, for comfort rather than
ecconomy, would carry their rotgh shoes
in their hands and wash their feot and
pat on their foot covering by the little
stream that brawled behind the meeting
house, The men often carried their
rifles with them to church, amd it was
the exception to find one who had not a
pistol strapped about his waist. It was
not unosual for the young wen to in-
dulge in target practice while the
seniors were listening to Father Peters’
sermion, and more than once'the services
were suddenly ended by a fight between
two wen who had met by appointment
for that purpose,

DBut Father Peters’ farm, quite as
much as his preaching, helped to break
up the stupkl monotony of the moun-
taineers’ methods,  Heretofore they
never dreamed that anything Lut pota-
toes, vats and corn could be ralsed in
the hills, Dat gradually the preacher's
young orchanl of apples, plums, pears
undd peaches began to bear, and his veg-
etable garden was at once & revelation
and a show, of which the congregation
never wearied on Sunday.

Dat knowing that a lond
protestation of his loyalty could do no
goodd andd might do a great deal of harm,
he kept his views to himself and by
every means in his power tried to pour
oll on the troubled waters,

But when everybody elee was so out-
spoken, the reticence of Father Peters
told against him, and the storfes of his be-
ing an Alslitionist, which were so rife on
s first coming, were again revived, and
this time with more bitterness, for the
people belioved the charge was true.
One night as Father Peters was reading
in the little log annex he had built for a
study, the door opened withont any pre-
liminary knock and Strong Dick Brad.

‘ith & heavy canton fannel spread next
0 the table, and ceotrepleces and
dollies ln dally use, comparatively little
wear cotnes on & Lable<cloth except st
the eige of the table, and the centres of
worn ones well repay makiog Inte other
artheles. A feather-stitched hem, done
In elther white or colored cotton or loen
embrokdery foss, ls the most serviceable
edge finksh for the Arst-mentionsd arti-
eles. and all the ornamentation required.

The bread and cake cloths can be

uickly bwmmed on & machine; the

Isheclothis should be made double, the
edges run o machine-stitched together,
and two or three rows of the latter put
through the centre,

The embroldersd  pleces that were
hopelessly taded have been repoatedly
wel In hot water, 1o which had beea
added a little potash, and hung up,
without wringing, in the sun.  Such as
were embroldersd with linen or cotton
are beautitully white, but the slik—
much of it—is yellow,

The commen cloths  with fringed
edges, that were otherwlse good, have
had the remaloing fringe cut off and
coarse, inch-w ke torchon lace put just
above the overvast edge, on the right
shde, and stitehed sround twice—once as
near in the edge as possible and again
an eighth of an lnch below it.  The lace
was turned square al the corners, with-
oul Tullpess,

The tetter cloths had the fringe cut
off evenly, and the edge was then but-
tonhole stitched with white lloen floss,
some in regular stitch and others o
what ls called “long and short button-
hole-stiteh ;™ that ls, every alternate
stiteh I« taken in deeper, but the edge is
stralght.

As though to verify the old adege
that “Misfortunes never come singly,”
when new stock had been supplied and
the above mentioned ways devised for
making part of the old more presentable,
there came an act of wasteluloess that
was Loo much for even the patience of &
strong  woman., A handsome table-
cloth that, because of Its exceptionally
haundsome pattern, had been purchased
larger than usual, was put ln with the
weekly wash, The laundress, an excep-
tloually capable worker, has the dread-
ful habit of sometimes Indulglog an ap-
wilte for strong drink.

one of the tablecloths a bit." Amnd
sure encugh ; she had lroned the new
cloth beautifully, and lald it under some
others on a newspaper spread across the
back of the kitcheu range, and four
folds, each extending across the entire
width, were burned.  The first so badly
that it dropped apart when shaken ; the
others not so as to be tender, were yol
very brown for an inch or more In
wihdth.

arrows employed as projectiles are
simply splinters of reed sharpened at
one end, the other end being wrapped
with enough silk ootton obtalael from
another kind of palm to fill up the bore
of the blow-gun. The arrows are about
ten luches long and very light.  They
are tipped with the famous and deadly
‘woorarl' polson,  Used by one of these
naked savages, the blow-gun s & weap-
on of great accurscy and effectiveness,
even a small bird on a treetop being
brought down by the skilled sharp-
shooter with reasonable certalnty at the
first try.

“These primitive aborigloes dwell In
huts bullt of palm leaves, mostly. Each
family has its little garden patch, which
I« chiefly devoled to ralsiung the root
from which cassava I made, They de-
woid upon this root slmost entirely for
l..-l, apart from what they get by huot-
lug and flahing. It ls prepared by grat-
ing to begin with, The grater employ-
od is of the most primitive possible de-
soription, belug simply a plank with per-
forations, small sharp pleces of Aot be-
Ing inserted in the holes.  Belng reduce
el to & sort of meal by rubblog oo this
grater, the cassava bs prossed to get the
waler oul, bocause Lhe rool Is ss walery
as the potato. Then It s sifted amd
formed lnto what looks Hike an enormous
griddie eake two or three feet ln disme-
ter,  This cake bs baked on a Mt plece
of earthenware of corresponding slee.

“An Indian will go off for & week's
hunting with no other food than & gusn-
tity of eassava prepared lo thids fashion,
I, myself, was obliged to live upon It
slmost wholly for months, At first |
did not find It palatable, but after awhile
I soquired the taste and became qulte
toud of it.  The chief trouble was that
It was conkesl on the bare ground sl
always contaloed & conslderable per-
centage of dirt.  However, one must
not be too particular about ooe's diet
when travelllag In the wilde, These
savages are quite cleanly, so far as
bathing Is concerned, but thelr habits of
