A WORD ABOUT PLASTER.
When [ was a boy a dozen yeara old,

more or less, my Lither sowed a pallful
of plaster on little less than onefourth
of un aere of Nax sown upon ground that
Bl been manured and
the result was a big crop of flax. The
next spring the whole plece, including
the corn ground, was sown 1o wheat and

ttedd for corn,

seeded 10 grass: the wheat on the flax

ground was at least ten Inches taller

and twice us much straw as was on the

corn ground, and the grass the next year

showed the same varlation - as the
wheat, and eontinued from year Lo year
to grow twice as much as grew on the

vorn ground.

Even when in session the honse was
much gixen to amuse itself with petty or
frivolous iucidents, as is shown by some
singular entries preserved in the offcial
records, Under date May, 1004, it is
noted that a jackdaw flew in at the win-
dow, This was considerad ominous, amd
apparently it proved a bad omen for the
bill in debate, a8 the measure was soon
afterwanl rejected.  Again we are told
by the verncious state chronicler that
in May, 1014, *a dog came into the
house, n strange spaniel, mouse colored.”

About 130 years later it is recorded
that auother canine intruder entered the
house, taking his seat before the speaker
and all the government. Not content to
remain a silent spectator, the dog joined
in the proceedings by barking loudly,
Lord North, then prime minister, was
speakirg and joenlarly appealed to the
speaker, saving, *Sir, I am interrupted
by a new member,”

The dog unabashed did not take the
hint, but ‘resnmed his barking, where
upon the gowd hinmored premier kept up
the joke, protesting that “the new mem-
ber had no right to speak twiece in the
same debate,”  In wnch more recent
times almost equally trilling episodes
have been known to reliove mightily the
tedinm of political contention,—Cham-
bers' Jourual,

Egus 1o the Nest of the Pellean,

pelicans steal eges from one another's

The *raising” of ore and the manufac-
ture of fron thercefrom was the leading
industry of south Jersey during the varly
peart of this century, Charcoal was the
fuel used and coalings were common
thronghout the “Pines.” An active coal-
fnge is now seldom wecn, Shells were
Lanled Ly wagon or.rowed and poled by
scow from the seashore for a flux, the
oyster then being of more value for that
purpose than for funl, Detter oysters
could be picked from those shell heaps
than ean be bought at the stands today,

In o wemornndun kept by the “mas-
ter ore raiser” for one of the largest fur-
naces there are many interesting uotices
of large quantities of cluns and rum
bought and sold, but the oyster is never
mentioned. These account books were
decorated with the pictures of soldiers

“We founi the bark settling down and
the water washing over her, s0 we got
aboard quickly and put some canned
goods, biscuit and water into the boats,
We rigged the boats with eanvas and
then started again for Palmyra island.
We tried for two days tomake headway,
but the heavy swell and wind baliled us,
Thinking 1 would lose sight of the ate's
boat, 1 told him to steer for Honolulu,
and I steeredd for here myself, We lost
sight of the other boat and have had
heavy gules ever since. 1 have only had
an hour's sleep at a time during the day,
and have never laid down.
