Essentially the display In the agriculture 
al building will be one of food products, 
tine* titer represent the object of all ag- 
ricultural and kindred pursuits. In Ua 
dimeuslona the agricultural building 
varlea but little from tlie other depart- 
m.hi buikllugs, but au annex, to be lie- 
toted to the exhibition of farm machin- 
ery, nearly double* the apace of the de- 
partment. Every atate and territory In 
the uulon will ahow the fertility of Ita 
soli, and acarcely a lutlon In the world 
has foregone the opportunity to make • 
display of Ita most staple article. 

More than one-half of the apace on the 
main floor haa been taken by foreign 
governments. Great Britain lewds In the 
it u in Iter of square feet required for her 
exhibit. Germany Is a close competitor, 
whtle Kmuoe and It i« da rank next In or- 

tier. A host of «m tiler U4tioo«, s«>in« of 
whk-h are rarely heanl of In the agri- 
cultural world, will lw found with note- 
worthy dlaplara lu the uorth half of the 
main floor. Kew of the foreign exhibits 
have yet to arrive wlthlu the two weeks' 
allotted time. Great pile*of Iron-hooped 
boxes, queer-shaped hales and huge 
crate* marked with foreign labels Tie 
heaped about, awaiting the completion 
of the pavllious. Some of these are prac- 
tically Mulshed, notably that of New 
South Wale*, with which bale* of wool 
futer Into nearly every detail of con- 

struction. In the corner at the left of 
the main entrance half a dozen dark- 
«kluued carpeutera front Ceyltm were 

liuay last week In erecting the pavilion 
for that far-away Uland. Ita construc- 
tion will require two weeks more of htrd 
l.thor, and a hen completed It will be one 

of the most ornate In the ttulldlug. Or- 
ion was once famous for her coffees.

With cllm itlc Influence* prac- 
tically the udm as tho«e affecting the 
farmers of thla country, ahe has In prep* 
aratlon an exhibit of cereals, grasses 
and forage plants that promisee to ex- 

eel many of our state exhibits. Each 
province of the Dominion has contributed 
to the display, Ontario leading the 
othera. The Canadian pavilion la nearlr 
finished, and only a few dava more will 
be required toarrauge the dl«pl*y. The 
entire exhibit la being made In gla«s 
«wa ami bottle*, and la composed 
mainly of gralu*. That of Ontario com* 

pri*e* 432 varieties of grain*, generally 
of the fourth year crop. Prof. C. A. 
Zavlti, Aaalatant Superintendent of Kx- 
(•erlments In the Outarlo Agricultural 
College at Guelph. Is In charge of the 
Installation. One feature of the Cana- 
dian exhibit, aalde from her grains, will 
be the monster checse, weighing M.000 
lbs. ami made from the milk of 10,0^*0 
cows. 

Coming within the classification of 
animal and vegetable flbrea will be the 
cotton exhibit. Here I* where the state 
of I<ouUlana proposes to outstrip all 
competition. The season will be favor* 
able to ahowlng the cotton plant to Ita 
best advantage, and while all of the 
cotton-grow lug states will have exhibits, 
nooe of them has made such extensive 
preparations as I»u*lana. The exhibit 
will be In charge of the New Orleeus 
Cotton Exchange. The plant will be 
ahown by living examples, by engravings 
and by photographs. The several varle- 
ties, both long and short staples, will be 
•hown also ou the stalk. The various 
method* of planting and culture, with 
ill* machine* ami appliauce* for picking, 
•{Inning and baliug will form an ex* 

lilbil more complete than haa ever been 

attempted before. One exhibitor has 
lieen grunted |ierml««lon to show a gin- 
ning and baling machine In operation, a

POUGHKEEPSIE and its bridge. 

I'ou^hkeepsle, ii iltjr of New York, 
Ihe »e«t of Dutches* County, U ou lh« 
east brink of the Hudson ltlver, HI mllea 
north of New York city and 70 mllea 
aouth of Albany. It la on the New York 

'Central and Hudson Hirer lUllroad. It 
la on a plateau 300 feet above the river, 
and la •neltered on theeaat by high hill*. 
The atrecta are wide, crowing at right 
angle*. Malu Street, extending from 
the river, la two mile* In length. The 
|K>pnlatlon la about S3,000. It contalna 
many line re«ldencea and butlneaa 
house*. aud many public buildlnga and 
benevolent Institutions. Kaatman Busl- 
neaa Cnllm la altuated here. Yassar 
Institute, Vawir Home for Aged Men, 
and Yassar College, a noted institution 
for women, founded In 1MB and liber- 
ally endowed by Matthew Yassar, are 
alto located here. It waa here that In 
the 1788 legislature ratified the federal 
constitution. 

There are tlx national banka, one 

aivlnga bank, three large hotela, eight- 
een churches and twelve public school 
iNilldlnga lu the city. Tliree dally and 
four weekly papers, besides several 
other |»erlodicala are published here. I 
will jrlve tin1 readers of the I)em«>critt a 

description of the railroad bridge •pan- 
ning the Hudaon Hlver at this place, 
taken from the Encjclopedia Urlttanlca, 
American Supplement. 

'Toughkeep*ie railroad bridge waa 

i-ommeuced In 1873 by a compauy that 
hid obtained a charter from the New 
York legislature which permitted It to 

place four pier* In the channel of the 
river. 'Hie work wa* interrupted and 
remained lu a very Incomplete stite un- 

til 1880, wlien It was returned aud push- 
ed forward that the bridge might be 

o|mmi««I fortr«m«i lu MS. The bridge 
I* 3.(K)| feet lu length from anchorage to 

anchorage, and the approache* cou*l*t 
of m viaduct of about 3000 feet ill length 
on tin* east *lde, aud about 1000 feet on 

the «*est *ide, nuking the whole about 
7.100 feet. The bridge proper rest* on 

«lx pier«, oneoneltIter shore four and in 
tlie eh ninel. The rlwr pier* are carried 
■loan to depth* below the surface of 125 
to 133 feet. Ill order to secure a solid 
found <tIon o|**ii cal*«ou* of timber were 

built 100 feet long bv 00 feet wide, 
weighted hy "pockets'* tilled with con- 

crete all I Slink bv dredging through the 
o|h*ii «p»ce«, twelv* In nuin'ier, in c i|«-i 
•on. Till* tnefhod, never before u»ed on 

a large acale, proved entirely •uccefts.

Upon the 
pier* are erected ateel tower* 100 feet 
high, ill iking the height from the water 
to the under «l»le of the truaae* l;lO feet. 
There are two rtn-tangular truaa apana 
of ateel, each .VJ.1 feet and 841 feet high. 
The other three aptu* are cantilever, 
tlie cantilever arm* Mug 100 feet each, 
and the connecting truaaea *21J feet. 
The height of the connecting tru«ac* la 
HtJ fre« t from the water aurface, anil 
the height of nil on top *212 feet. The 
cantilever* extending from the river

TVS XOBWAT BOLTON! MAM OOBTBB- 
TION or 1851.—THB TBCB OBIOIB OF 

TBI BKTUBL1CAX PABTT. 

Editor Dtmotml; 
Politic*] events do not always hvn 

the right place to history. On* nuoa 
la, their algolflcanoe tod Importance but 
not bo understood until a Ion* time af- 
ter they occur. TbtN suggestions may 
Ju»tly apply to tlM bolting Democratic 
people's convention held to Norway to 
185a. The Dcmocrata bod then been lo 
power la Maine o lone time, and Oxford 
County waa the stronghold of the party, 
alwaya Riving large Democratic mator- 
Itlet at every election. Regular nomina- 
tion* were always supported—whether lit 
to be made or not—oy the rank and file 
of the party, and the man who had the 
audacity to "bolt" waa Immediately 
drummed out of the Democratic camp 
and branded a deaertor. 

The dlafraceful Democratic countr 
convention held at Paris IIIII on the 8th 
of July, 1851—which commenced Ita aea- 

alon at 10 o'clock lo the morning and did 
not adjourn until 3 o'clock the next 

morning—haa been held. It was a pitch- 
ed battle between the "WlldoatM wing 
of the party and their opponents, In 
which the Wildcats fraudently woo. 

The two senators who bad played false 
to their party In the legislature the year 
before were renominated. 

The beat men In the party all over the 
county declared for Independent party 
action. A aplrlted addreea waa Uaued 
and aent over the county, and a bolting 
Democratic county convention of the 
oeoole was called to meet at Norway. 

The coo rent ion came, and It «u a 

splendid meeting. The people came 

from the hllla and valleys of old Oxford 
lo throng*. Nearly every town 
and plantation In the county wai repre- 
sented. In point of numbera and respect- 
ability thl* great ma** convention, aa a 

political gathering assembled for direct 

county action, never had Ita equal In 
Maine. It waa a spontaneous uprising 
of the beat men In the party, determined 
ou party reform. 

lion. Noah Prince, then president of 
the aenate, waa made president of the 
convention bv acclamation, and W. IT. 
Iloltter of Dliflrld secretary. A full 
couuty ticket wa* placed In nomination, 
and aplrlted resolutions paaaed amid tho 
wllileat enthusiasm. 

My object In writing thla communica- 
tion Is not ao much to give a description 
of this great mass convention aa to em- 

phasize the fact that It was practlcallv 
the origin of tit JlrpttblknH partp fa thu 
cuHklry. 

This was In 1MJ—more than a year 
before It U claimed by any party or any 
section of country that the Hepubllcan 
party originated. The nominee* of this 
convention, with a single exception, 
were defeated at the polls, the W lldcat 
wing succeeding only by the skin of 
ttielr teeth; but the political enrt of 
thla convention killed not only the L>em- 
or*tic party lu Oxford County, but In 
Maine. It aroused the antUn lldcat De- 
mocracy all over thu state, and prepared 
them for the great fight that came off 
the uext year. 

To vinuicaie wie iruins 01 msiorj, u 

•hould tm kept distinctly Id mind that 
the lenders In Oxford County who In- 
augurated the Norway convention and 
made It a grand success, were the very 
men who, upou their owu responsibility, 
called the state convention that nomi- 
nated Ansou 1*. Morrill for governor In 
1833. The call for that convention orig- 
inated with a self-constituted committee 
of three, consisting of John J. Perry, 
llufus S. Stevens and Noah Prince, by 
whom It was written, printed and circu- 
lated throughout the state. 
I Another fact should be borue In 
mind—that while the mass convention 
which met under this Informal call com- 

pletely filled the old cltv hall In Portland 
more than five hundred of Us members 
came from Oxford Countv In a drench- 
ing rain, escorted by two full bands of 
mu«ic, uuder the old flag. While nearly 
every count v In the state was represent- 
ed In the i*ortland convention which 
uomlnated Anson P. Morrill for govern* 
or In 1833, Oxford was the banner coun- 

tv, and had nearly as large representa- 
tion as all the other counties combined. 

It requires no argument to prove that 
had there l»een no "Norway" conven- 
tion In 1852, there would have been no 
"Portland" (Morrill) convention In 1833. 
To those best acquainted with the facts 
of the case this Is a self-evident truth. 

In following out this argument, It 
must lie admitted that tho Portland con- 
vention of 1833 was the logical result of 
the Norway convention of 1832. What 
follow* Is matter of history. The bolt- 
lag Democracy of 1833, represented by 
Anson P. Morrill, gave him at the noils 
over eleven thousand votes, defeated the 
Democratic candidate for governor, 
elected enough members of the legisla- 
ture to hold the balance of power be- 
tween the I>emocrata and Whigs, and by 
a union with the better element In the 
Whig Party and the "Freesollers" elect- 

ed Lite speaker and clerk of the house, 
elected Wnt. Pitt Kessenden to the 
I'nlted States senate, and came within 
oue vote of electing Anson P. Morrill 
governor by the state senate. 

And what was the result of all this? 
The formation of the great llepubllcan 
pi! t v of this couutry In the manner 1 
have thui briefly described. 

llrlefly stated then, the Norway con- 
ventlon of 1832 practically Inaugurated 
the great Uepubllcan party of the couu- 

try. It was the first break from the 
regular ranks that crippled the onward 
inarch of the old Democratic party. The 
Norway couveutlou, In the language of 
old Torn Benton, once used In the Unit- 
ed States Senate, in*y be made to say, 
"Here, solitary and alone, I set this ball 
In motion." It was like the stone cut 
out of the mountalu, which afterwards 
Ailed the whole earth. 

1 admit that this new party did not 
receive Its name "llepubllcan" until 
after some of these slgnlflc int political 
eveuts transpired. Nevertheless It was 
thru tkrmarlctt tli.it created the 
uew party, while subsequent!r giving It 
a n tine was a mere matter of form. 

lu Justice to all concerned, 1 can not 
close this article without a brief refer- 
ence to the Oxford Democrat, the only 
new spaper In Maine that sup|K>rted the 
new party from 1832 to 1831. Solitary 
and alone It raised the banner of reform, 
and nailing Its colors to the mast, bold 
and deflant, It fought Its way through 
the fire and smoke of battle, until 
the guns of the enemy were silenced, 
and victory perched upon the llepubll- 
can flag.

of Colorado and the geysers of the Yel- 
lowstone Park to the salmon flsherlea 
of Alaska. Theae render the document 
attractive In a degree, and go so far to 
relieve the monotony of the list of 
names that the appolutlng authority la 

expected to regard the appeal with more 

favor. Another petitioner bases his 
claim to office on the ground that he haa 
eight children, alx of w hom have had ty- 
nhold fever, and the remaining twosome 
other contagious disease. 

Regarding the appointment of pension 
examining t>oarda, of which there are 

1,000 or 1,300 throughout the country, 
each being composed of three physicians, 
Secretary of the Interior Hrnlth Is ac- 
credited with having declared that he 
will not appoint to these positions any 
of the older tihyslclsns. As a rule tliese 
l»oards have l>e«n composed of the oldest 
physicians In the districts over which 
they liave Jurisdiction, and It Is said to 
be the Intention of Secretary Smith to 
now Oil these places with much vounger 
men. He says he hopes U will not tie 
necessary to appoint any man who Is 
over thirty-ilve years of age, and that In

John HimlUon 
Brown U the Inreotor. The we*k fe*t- 
uro of *11 wire-wound font, to far, haa 
beeo the tab* forming the oore. Tbl* 
would apllt leogthwbe or cro*awl*e and 
sometime* blow oat. Mr.. Brown *ub- 
•tltute* In plooe of o tube o down bore 
or *egm*at*, Arranged like barrel *tavee. 
In thl* way he U able to uao much hard- 
er, tougher steel. Tb«re ^ practically 
no danger of a bar ever breaking, »nd be 
can epply *o muoh greater pre**ure to 
tbl* *egment*l core in winding than a 
tube would *Uod th*t the gun admit* of 

week ha* a calibre of lire incbe* and It 
19 feet long. The segment* are arrang- 
ed a* In the diagram and are about two 
Inchea thick from tlie bore outward.
