The
weed Is a persistent robber, and s not
ut all diseriminatiog: it clalng the earth
as its own, and will fight for possesslon
with whatever useful plant that Is In-
troduced. The wayside weed Is no less
u robber, and should not be tolerated;
it ursurps the place of beautiful and use-
ful grass, and ripens Its seeds, which
are dissemioated through the agency
of the winds and birds for miles around.
Laws have been enacted, making it bind-

":':l ing upon every land-holder to cut all the

weeds on the roadside adjoluing hils
property. Where it Is, or has been, re-
spected, a marked difference in the ap-
pearance ln the roadside is manifest.
Where once the ragweed and wild
chicory grew rampant, are now seen
beautitul grass-plats, which add grestly
to the appearance of the farm, as well
as to lts actual value.

IN THE ORCHARD.
Look carefully after the growth of
sclons set last spring. This la an lm-
portant matter. Some stumps will have
50 many sprouts started below the june-
tion of the scion as to dwarf its growth
unless they are removed, o which case
the growth will be forced into the sclon
where wanted, Other stalks may be
torcing all the growth into the sclon
that it can bear. In such case the
sprouts on the stump should be allowed
to remaln and absorb a measare of the
growth which would otherwise over-
force the growth of scion. When the
time eomes that the balance Is needed In
favor of sclon then will be the time for
the removal of such. In good healthy
trees all of this young growth can be
regulated to sult the needs of the case,
if it ia attended to lu the growlog sea-

son.

Later on there ls danger that the
young sclons may push their growth
too late In the season, so that the young
wood will not have time to ripen before
freezing nights put a stop to all growth
by killing the follage. It s desirable

shat all extension of the twigs should

cease for the year in the latter part ol
the month of August. It Is well to look

The Cause of Geysers,

Bunsen has explained the periodical
eruption of geyeers insuch a satisfac-
tory manner that doubt is no lenger pos-
sible, A cavern filled with water llea

in the earth under the geyser, and
the water in this cavern is heated by the
earth's internal heat far above 213 de-
grees, since there is a heavy hydrostatio
upon it arising from the weight
of water in the passage or natural stand-
pipe that leads from the subterranean
chamber of the surface of the earth.

After a time the temperature of tho
water below rises, so that steam ls given
off in spite of the pressure, and the col-
umn in the exit tube is gradually forced
upward. The release of pressure and
the disturbance of the water then cause
the contents of the subterranean cham-
ber to flash into steam and expel the
