THE DANGER FROM THE EVER PRES-
ENT MICROBE.

CLEANLINESS IS NEXT TO GODLINESS,
BUT CITY CONSUMERS MAVE OTHER
DANGERS BESIDE THAT FROM MILK.

It Is difficult for some persons to see
clearly more than one side of any ques-
tion concerning which they have a per-
sonal loterest. Some veteripary sur-
geouns, and human practitioners as well,
who are of rather small ealibie have al-
most gone cruzy with fears of swallow-
ing or inhaling & microbe. ‘They hardly
dare eat or drink for fear the food ma
contaln specimens of those l-lpp'i.'j
deadly eremies. Other persons of less
education but perhaps better observa-
tion lean to the other extreme and pay
little regard to what they swallow or
what they breathe, They think all this
talk about bacteria and microbes s mere
talk. But there Is a middle ground be-
tween these two extremes and [ think |
have never seen the subject more fairly
treated than in Dr. Jenkine' per
*What health boards and the publie de-
mand of milk producers,” read before
the Connecticut dairymen January 18,
Dr. Jenkins endeavors to impress upon
the milk producer the lmportance of
making the best quality of milk that s
reasonably possible, and at the same
time to show the consumers that abso-
lute perfection Is necessarily a rare ac-

things.

He tells the milk de.uwr that he ean
not be too particular ln keeplug his
cows, yards and stables clean, but he
also tells the milk consumer that how-
ever nt:lnlra s badly kept baruyanl
may be he belleves it is far less mwenac-
lng to public health than the dirt of the
floor of an overcrowded hall or theatre
with the expectorations of an unwashed
multitude, never visited by a ray of sun-
light, dried with powerful heating ar-
rangements and then powdered and
kicked lnto the air by the heels of the
applauding ‘sudience to be taken luto
the mouths and nostrils of all who are
preseut.

His position Is similar to that of the
writer when he sald ln a public meeting
that there was less to fear from the milk
of Boston than from the lotoxicating
liquors of Boston. And yet bad milk s
0o less bad because rum or whiskey s
worse. And Dr. Jenkins does not spare
the careless dairymen becase some other
fellow may be even more careless of the
duty every man owes to his nelghbor.
lle s upon it that honest service
will pay best lu the long run,

I'he milk contractors of Boston would
do themselves credit by publishing Dr.
Jenkins® paper ln tract form and putting
a copy loto the hands of every mllk pro-
ducer and consumer within their district.

If this condition of affalrs was
conflued only to a slugle city It would
not be noticed, but when it applies to
-."{f all parts of the country it will
readily be seen what a vast amount of
currency ls drawn from circulation.

This fact also shows that the “com-
mon people™ are the power behind the
goverument lu this country, In times of
peace us well as 1o times of war, and its
executive officers will be wire indeed
when they firet regard the best Interests
of this great and most important class
of ple in this country.—New Eng-

CATTLE TRADI'..TUP:ISCNT AND FU-

For some weeks the cattletrade of this
country, us well us that of the West, has
been in a very low coudition, although
the supply has pot been excessive. To
a large extent this Is due to the state of
uffairs ln Europe. Especlally ln France
und Eogland, the summer’s drouth,
which terminated only u short time ago,
has scorched the pasture lands and rulo-
ed the hay crop untll there ls nothing
left to feed the animals, Imported hay
is selling at so high a figure that farmers
cannot wfford to purchase it for thelr
cattle, and the result ls that thousands
of lean stock are belng marketed to save
themn from starvation. This has so
glutted the markets for the present that
rices therg are nlso away down.

We hear of cattle ln France being sold
at one-fourth the price that is usually
paid. Some farmers are curing thelr
graln crops for fodder, to supply the
preseot y, knowing L are-
actlon must take place before many
months, Sowe of the neighboring coun-
tries that have not suffered from the
drouth are purchasing and .hlm-ln; to
thelr farms numbers, which will
be returned fut, with a ha profit,
when the demand revives.

Knowlng these fucts, we need not be
alarmed about our present low prives.
Although our exported cattle have been
much better than the patlve stock that
has been rushed on the market, we have
to compete with them more or leas, ns

an over-supply of r meat materiall

Our hope Is In the future demand,
which must come as soon as the present
surplus Is exhausted. The people wust
have meat, snd forelgn coun must
be on to supply It; therelore
our farmers should see to It that they
are lo & position to supply the demsnd
when It comes, a8 certaluly will
Britlsh markets want the best quality
that can be supplied, and will pay good
prices for the article that fills the bill.

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SENATOR VOORHEES'S HECOLLECTIONS
OF PRESIDENT LINCOLN.

Danlel W. Voorhees, the “‘tall syca-
more of the Wabash,” who was as en-
tirely opposed to Abrabam Lincolo as he
could well :lo in hia wmpllttm
course, has given a corres to
Kansas City Times some of the best
reminiscences of the great President
that have been printed. 1le sald:

Lincoln was one of the first men |
knew after I began to practice law. At
that time lawyers traveled a circult, I
was then as now In Indlana, while Lin-
coln was In 1llinols, but our respective
clreults, golog to the State line In each
Instance, jolned, and our busloess fre-
quently took ua luto each other's balll-
wicks. Llocoln was very kiod to and
conslderate of me—1 was green, untried,
and & much youuger man than he—and I
can recall many a favor he did me,

He was a strong lawyer and slogularly
successful. As a politiclan I never met
his equsl. He was shrewd, Indomitable,
enterprising, and with a couarage which
pever fllnched. I looked on him as the
best and most sagaclous politician In &
high, blg way who ever tet foot In the
White llouse. What we call “big poll-
ticlans™ are, generally speaking, a
dwarfed and mindless ratlon com-
Imvd to Abe Lincoln., He gave you an
mpression of greatness every moment,
He never did and by nature couldn’t
concelve of doing a mean or little thing.
I saw him as a lawyer, and I was In Con-

while he was In the White House,
knew him Intimately and under vary-
Ing conditions. | have seen him sur-
rounded by a state of atfalrs which would
have overborne any other man I ever
met. And yet I never saw Lincoln fall
short or fall to fulflll every necessity the
moment It arose. Ile answered every
requirement of every hour In his great
Iife, and rose to meet every emergency
with an ease which spoke of unlimited
power In reserve. Ile was a great man—
a great American.,

Lincoln's personal courage had no
limit. He was afrald of nothing on
earth. He recelved, | know, as many as
half a dozen letters every week threaten-
ing masassination,
them and seldom referred to them, He
went about as freely as Grover Cleve-
land does now. He would get Into tha
saddle und canter out to the soldiers'
home, slx miles, and an assassin could
have plcked him off with a rifie at every
step of the way. Llncoln never npg::r-
ed to have the slightest fear of It. ne
ton used to get scared and put guards
around [Lincoln, but the latter only
laughed at it. e had a great laugh—a
high, musical tenor—and when he had
listened to or told a story which particu-
larly pleased him he would walk up and
down the room with one hand oo the
small of his back and the other rubblng
his hair ln all directions, and make
things riog with laughter.

Lincoln has great fame as & ator
teller, snd yet the truth lsn't half told.
First and last, he told thousands and
thousands of storles. Ile was a well
spring of anecdotes. Yet under all hls
humor snd all his laughter, he was ten-
der, sensitive, romantic, ofttimes sad. He
appeared hard and practical, and yet no
man ever lived, who and craved
sympathy more than Lincoln, He was
strongly soclal In his nature and llked
people rather than places. Like all men
of the highest courage, fearing nobody.,
he hated novne. e would oppose a man
to the death, but he would never hate

him.

While Lincoln was fearless In his own
nature, he had the keenest forbearnnce
for the timidity of others. He would
pever consent to shoot a soldler for
cownrdice, Ile called them “leg casea.”
“No one need ever expect me to sanctlon
the ihooun; of  man for running away
In a battle,” he rald to me once; "'l won't
doit. A mancan't helnebeln a coward
nng.nouthnnhewuld Ip a humpback,
It he were born with one.” Then turn-
lng to me agaln, he sald: “Voorhees,
were you ever acared !

MYSBTIFYING PHENOMENA,

Nolses Made by Natural Causes For Which
No Explanstion llas Ever Been Found.
Famous Sounds In Various Parts of the
Earth Have Seared Many,

Of strange sounds which probably de
pend on meteorological or other natural
causes, one of the most remarkable has
long been known as “the gunsof Bur
risaul,” but though its canses have long
been debated no accurate explanation
has been given, so far as we are Aware,
that is thoroughly satisfactory. The
Bunderbunds—as the delta of the Ganges
in native dialect is called—is covered
with a vast and luxuriant jungle of
marshy vegetation, One of the stations
is named Burrisanl, From here, in the
rainy season, have long been heard wys
terious sounds resembling the disc
of artillery, and therefore popularly
named *the guns of Burrisaunl."

Only heard in the rainy season and
from the southward, they have been
heard 100 miles off, yet on the coast it
self they appear still farther south, The
sounds resemble the booming of cannon.
Mussulman and Hindoo superstitions
huve each nssociated the sounds with
their religions traditions. Others have
thought thesounds were produced by the
breaking of the sea on an {sland in the
bay of Bengal. But where? That some
atmospheric or meteorological cause is
the explanation isall that can be said
after heariag all arguments,

A much humbler yet ancient instance
of great local interest used to exist, we
believe, at Daddeley, in the New forest,
in the shape of u groaning tree. Whether
it still lives and groans we are uncer-
tain, but it is said to have nttered mys-
