SBHALL WE KEEP SHEEP OR DOGS!
It must be apparent to one who ob-
serves things about the farm at all, that
sheep ralsing In certaln portlons of our
country la destined to become a thing
that was, and s not, unless matters take
a chunge. The low price of wool ls one
drawback, and the omnipresent cur ls
another, and the latter cause ls perhaps
the most serlous hindrance In this sec-
tion of country,as wellas In a great
many other localities in the Unlon,

In passing sround among the farmers
of East Tennessee | flnd only now and
then & flock of sheep, and usually only &
smasll one at that, whereas a few years
ago almost every farmer in the land
kept & few sheep for mutton as well ns
for the products of the fleece, but dogs
have Increased to such an extent that
the farmer cannot afford to breed up an
extra fine flock of sheep simply to have
them torn and devoured by a tribe of
worthleas curs.

I remember passlog a farm a few days
since upon which were eleven hounds
and several other dogs wlmmm 1
could not make out; perhaps were
not many other farms In the nelghbor-
hood which had so many, but plenty of
them had three or four, and you may be
sure that the sheep lodustry does not
flourlsh to any alarml
locality, and this neighborhood s a falr
sample of hundreds of others in varlous
pnt)lll of the United States.

When our people of the several states
where such a nulsance prevalls take hold
of this matter in the right way the evil
will be remedled. The farmers must Im-

press upon thelr legislators the necessity
of legialating In If of the sheep, and
not of the dog. Let them understand

explicitly that they must attend to this
matter or the place that now knows them
will know them henceforth no more.—
Rural Home.

KINDNESS TO DUMB BRUTES.
Domestic animals do not always re-
celve proper treatment at the hands of
their owners, and with some
practice of abuse ls so prominent that
they no doubt nunf times maltreat an
animal without giving the matter a sec-
ond thought, but should any one in thelr
employ exerclse the same privl they
are apt to be strougly lectured for the
act. Some men are s0 quick tem
and s0 Impetuous that should a horse
make a misstep or start llﬂlMl; theyare
Jerked or whi for it, and If the anl-
mal be full of life they are continually
upralng a chastislng, becoming rest-

Inthe harness and u the
mansgement of the abusive driver, and
have no peace unless In the stable or at
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nl.lwrinlﬁluir llarln In season, or else,
on the other hand, I:J pleking them too
n. If the orchard and its crop are
valuable, many kinds of frult are worth
two seasons of pleking. The frst Lalf
is when they begin to drop from the
tree; but there ls another hall or more,
with some varieties which adhere firmly
aud remain, If the gatherlog of these
Is deferred about two weeks, they wlll
keep longer and be better ln quality. It
is not difficult to select the most mature
first by thelr color, and they wlll readily
loosen atthe stem, while the others
strongly adhere.
The well-known rule for gathering
rs when the frult will readlly separate
rom the tree when lifted half way up, Is
an excellent rule; but there ls usually
less difference In the time of ripening
than with apples. Pears which ripen
early and In & medium season should al-
waya be gathered some days before ripe.
Cholce varleties may be packed In
drawers or boxes, and will become more
deliclous st maturity than it ripened In
m%:a lllr lnnd on m.uh"“'l This s
part rly important with early e,
and wnpp{d In flannel and nllowr:lu to
remaln some days they will be greatly
improved, and those which have a slight
blush naturally will redden Into real
beauty when matured. lLate asutumn or
winter varietles require rather less care
and may be treated more llke winter a
les, but at the same time they should
carefully and well secured In a cool
and wunlform temperature.~Country
Gentleman,

SUMMER PRUNING GRAPES.

Charles A, Green In Green's Frult
Grower, says: “I found the grape vines
loaded very heavlly with - beautiful
clusters of green grapes. I think I
never saw grape vines more heavily lnden
than this year, in Western New York.
The promlse is for a large crop, provided
no misfortune follows them afterthis
date. Many people at this date cut out
Iateral branches that contaln po frult.
Varlous ressons are given for this sum-
mer pruning. Some ple clalin that
l:r permitting the sunshine to enter the
vines, the grapes ripen sooner. Thia ls
a mistake, more follage the vines
have, the earller the frult ripens. M
theory Is that this summer pruning
all wrong. It ls practiced by those who

ive high culture; often to keep
the trellls In attractive shape and order-
ly. The unullnf appearance given
by so many laterals, not appearing to
the vine tralner to be attractive. I no-
ticed that many of our vines were too
heavily laden with clusters of grapes.
I recommended to the foreman that they
be thinned out somewhat. Thethloning
should have been done earller.”

oor; but belng softer than oak, cherry
or walout,—the woods most used
floors—It Is not quite so durable under
hard wear, or when heavy pleces of
furniture are dragged across It.
T'o care for hardwood floors s not as
difficult as many persons Imagine. To
be ornamental, however, they must be
kept In perfect condition and this, nec-
essarily, wlil require some labor, which,
perhaps, does not fall far short of that
required to keep carpets clean. There
are three ways of treating them, each of
which answers the purpose falrl well;
but decldedly the best way la WAX
them. 'This ls a little more trouble just
at first, but, when once well done, the
floor ls so easlly kept hlﬂ:ly polished,
that It more than repays first labor.
There are preparations of wax sold,
ready for use; but It one happens to be
where they are not easlly procurable It
may be r red as follows: Cut com-
mon white wax Into thin shavin
and pour turpentine over It untll It
well covered.  Let It stand overnight,
by which time the beeswax will be soft.
Stir lnto a smooth ,and thin with
turpentine until It Is the conslstency of
very thin cream. It is then ready for
use.

Before using any rnr-nllou of wax,
wipe the floor perfectly ciean with a
dry cloth, and If there are any ng:u
take them off with turpentlne or ben-
zlne. Never, under any clrcumstances,
use water oo a floor that la to hcxollah-
ed. Then apply the wax with a anoel
cloth, belng careful to put on very little
lest it should be sticky. Rub it well
lato the wood and polish it with a rough
flannel cloth, or a clean plece of Brus-
sels carpet, until It shines like furniture.
Unless the floor Is used very roughly,
this will last slx months with reasonable
eare. Dust it by putting a plece of Can-
ton flannel over the broom and sweep-
Inﬁ. Keep a flannel cloth at hand to
rub up any little spot where the polish
may have become dimmed. If after
long use and many waxings the floor
should seem sticky and dirty, clean it
with turpentine, but pever with water.
Some persons prefer to simply oll a
wood floor; and, while this does not
give ns high a polish as wax, It Is very
satlsfactory for u time. An olled floor
should, however, be gone over carefully
every week or two, and even then t
dust sticks to It so that It soon becomes
dull. In case something other than
wax Is desired, It Is better to first oll
and then varnlsh the floor. It should
then be taken care of In mugh the same
way that furniture Is. This ls a desir-
able floor, except for the fact that
It 1s easily marred, and If a damp cloth
Is used on It the polish ls dimmed.

In buylng rugs there ls no mnoml:
In selecting nn{thlag but the best qual
tles. Orlental rugs are now imported
In such quantitiea that they are within
the reach of every one; and they will
not only outwear the domestic rugs,
many times over, but their subdued tints
are in much better taste than the Tndy
colors and strikicg patterus of the
chﬂ's factory-made rug. If one cannot
afford to buy a good rug It is much bet-
ter to have one made of carpet than to
accept any cheap substitute. A ru
made of carpet ls both appropriate a
reity for any room, and may be as
ndsome or as Inexpensive as the pur-
chaser chooses.  For a simple room an
art square (which Is merely a h":
square rug woven like ingraln carpet)
loexpensive and pretty.

It Is easy to make the mistake of hav-
lug wo many small rugs. ‘The effect ls
much prettier with one large one in the
ceater of the room covering the floor all
but two or three feet around the edm
the smaller rugs belog used only at
doors and In places w they are ob-
viously needed. Too many small ruge
scattered about |ndlwrlmlml{ {mpart
toa room the appearance of haviog
what Mr. Howells has wittily called “an
archipelago of rugs,” which give a sense
of confuslon ln the armngement of the
room, and are troublesome under foot.
