RECIPES.

WIHITE Fisil TURBOT,

Four pounds of fine white fish steam-
ed and boned.  Take one quart of milk,
one-quarter  pound of flour, a little
thyme or sage, salt and pepper Lo taste,
st three slices of & large onlon,  Cook
over n kettle of water until & thick
cream dresalng 1s made, then add one-
half cupful of butter and two beaten
eggs. P"ut In a large bakiog dish a lay-
er of flsh; salt and pepper, then a layer
of the dressing, until the dish s full,
putting the cream dressing on top,
Spriokle with bread crumbs dotted over
with bits of butter. Dake ln & moderate
oven one-hall hour. Ooe large dish
will serve filteen or twenty persons.

CHICKEN SALAD,

To make one quart of dressing take
nine whole eggs, fAirst beatlug them
thoroughly with sn egg-beater; one-
half pound of butter or one pint of oll,
two fablespoonfuls of made mustard,
two teaspoonfuls of salt, three-quarters
of a cupful of vioegar, julce of two
lem , one-halfl sp ful of white pep-
per.  Soften the butter on the back of
the stove, but do not allow It to become
olly, When the eggs are well beat-
en, add the soft butter and beat agaln
with the beater.  Mix the lpgredients,
except lemon julce and salt, and cook
in s double boller untll thick, tike
off, add lemon julce, salt, and beat
agaln uotll very smooth, Just before
uslng, take from the jee and thin with
sweel cream. "I‘nheqnll..cluntlthﬂf
