Take, for lnstance, the
state of New York, whose cows average
about 130 pounds of butter a year.
Fwenty conts & pound would be a large
average price to grant that the batter
brings. At this rate L lncome from
ench cow would e 82, Now, who
would keep & cow » Year, milk her, make
the butter and market it for that paltry
sum? Certalnly, not a person of aver-
age business capacity, If be would reflect

ol & tahlespoonful of vieegar, as this re-
moves the strong taste which (s often
found ln mutton.  She cut the neck and
part of one shoulder lnto pleces the slse
to serve, trimmed off the superfluous fat,
sud put it into the frylog pan: when
hot, sliced two onlons cooked In the
fat until slightly browoed, removed the
