giMMl trim, can ride lelaurely from dve 
to all ill I lea an Itour; lie can ride com- 

fort abl> aeven milea an hour, or eight If 
the load I* tlrat-claaa; for abort distant-- 
ea and under favorable toudltlon* In- 
can move at the rale of ten mllea an 

liour. If lie It all athlete, trained to tin- 
work. the limit of *|ieed haa not yet Iwrn
