Every one living In a farming town,
andd Interestes] in farm propery, » et 1
er as onmer or dealer In the same, |s
well aware there has been s shrinkage
in value of farm lands and thelr attach
wents golng on for some time all over
the State aml throughout New Kogland
Ihils made itsell spparent & full score of
years ago. AL fArst its et was
slight as to be hanlly apparcut, but year
by year it has made s advances with
Increasing ratio, fully down to the pres
oot thme, and now has reached o stage
truly alarming. Still the end is pot in
view, and the further contraction o
walting may well aroase the deepest
concern, ot only among the hollers of
the property, but with all who have the
nrl’n-- of the State st heart, and are
Interestisd (o the general prosperity of
her citizens. The unavoldable depres-
shon followlng this alarming shrinkags
of farm values has already advanced to
a stage where farms have handly o sell-
Ing value. When here and there, by
death or utherwlse, & farm bs forced to &
sale, the public estimate hardly gives it
a value, and It b guite apparent that
were any conshlerable number ln any
locality foreed to a sale at one time, they
would not find purchasers.  This b not
a healthy condition, and already it s
dainly showlng e Inevitable eflects,
{ these values are to shrink to still
smaller proportious, and  carry with
them an incrsasing effect on all who are
directly concerned therewith, as woull
surely be the case, the resulting effects
will te & dark picture todraw.  Certaln-
Iy so grave o matter may well command
the attention of the economist, whether
within or outside the ranks of those in
possession of this real estate.

It Is everywhere conceded that agri-
culture bs the basls of the prosperity of 4
people.  Thls accepted, then first of all,
the sgriculture of a people should be
carefully guarded, and its conditions ln-
telligently studied. It le quite time,
then, that the extraordinary conditions
In which hrminf and farm property is
pow found should command public at-
tentlon. The  farmers  themselves,
though all the time cognlzant of what
has been coming upon them, have borue
it meekly and without finching. With
their property shrluklng In valoe day by
day and year by year, there has been
Hitle whinlng and no sounds of com-
ilaint, .\'rltfrr has there been appeals
’ut help. Too much It Is characteristic
of farmers 1o accept what falls to their
lot without question. The present crisls
i« such that, notwithstandiog the absence
of signs of embarrassment, public atten-
tlon should be directed to means of re-
lief.

Faxation, as now adminlatered, has a
powerful lnfluence In shrinking  the
value of farm property.  In our system
of tasation the discrimlnation sgainst
farm propecty, amd especlally that of
Carmi real estate, ampounts o an ogtrage
tows glariug to be endured.  Those whe
have not investigated the bearings of the
avstem s now applied are not aware of
the magnitude of this Injustice,  Never
in the history of the State has It beorne
with such severity as during the last dee-
side, and b oo year so heavily as at the
present tioe AL of course, are famil

Aar with our system. Onee In ten years
s walustbon bs tiaed by the State on
which the State and county taxes are an-
nually assessed durlng the next decads

Lasessors of munlcipalities make & val
wathon annually on which all taxes for
the year are apportions] among the tax
payers of thelr town or city.  All farm
property le visihie atid uoue escapes the
asscssors’ Hata, Ondinarily in vountry
towns and rural districts, for reasons
there s not now time to refer to, the
snsessrs’ valusthon of farm real estate
Is listes] at the highest bearable fgures.
Ihils is geonerally found true. These
lsts go lute the hands of the State de-
cennial commission and form the basls
for the State valuatbon, True, this |s
pot pevessarily so by law, but practioally
sl Tact, Tor how senseless for s com-
mlsshon to say Lo the gesessors of a rural
town that the valuation made by them-
selves s too high!

Nooe of this applies to lnvisible prop-
ety as found In trade, manafactures,
mortgages, stocks, banking, #te., nor
does It prevall with real estate o clthes
s manufacturing towns, o the farm-
lng towns the valustion lists aggregate
more than the property valued will cash
fur: bn the cltles and (o all clreles askde
from the farms, no oue will pretend to
deny but the list Is far short of full
value, In so far as munkcipal expenses
are concerned it matters pot how high
the valuatlon, provideld It is evenly
placed.  But pot so with State atnd
county taxes where the rural town ls
plitesd agalust the city and its half-hid-
den values, o my own town for sever-
al years ‘..ol the State and county tax
together has been just about twiee the
munlelpal expenses.  Hence this lnjus-
thee applies (o much the larger part of
the tax assessed,

For sach of the two last decades this
discrimination agalnst farm property
has borne with especial foroe, and pars
theularly so ln the last ten. The shrink-
age of farm real estate in the last twenty
years has reached full fifty per cent of
Its value. In the Last ten uf these years
the shrinkage has been thirty-three per
cent with hardly a selling demand left,

In these same tew years the property

atd bdslness luvestments 1o the growing
town and elty have increased, in the ag-
gregate, at a low estimate, at least twen-
IL-lhr per cent. With an under aluas
tlon on the lneresse on the one hand,
and an over-valuation on the decrease on
the other, it Is easy to fgure that fann
sroperty ls paying wore than double its
|uol. share of taxes, Desides, the man
n basiness will put five, ten, fifteen or
more thousands of dollars additional in-
to his business and no nothes is taken of
It by the assessors, but If & farmer puts
a new shingle on his house (fguratively
speaking) he Is taxed for it.  1s the man
of means golng to luvest his capital In
farm real estate under these conditions®
Not he! If he studiously shuns such in-
vestments he alds in the shrinkage of
farm values and ln the geoersl depres-
shon around him.

A HONDURAS RAILROAD,

Commuters and others accustomed to
froquent rallway trips in the United
States will A something to Interest
them In the aecount given by a well
known New York lawyer of his rallroad
experience in Spanish Honduras,  This
gentleman had some business which re-
spuired his presence o the Interlor of Hon-
duras, about three hundred miles from the
const, and almost the entire distance hadd
to be made on horse or mile back.
