The question oJ orchard management
cmbraces a wide field, and many columns
might be profitably written upon the
subject, but as my Invitatlon was ooly
to write a short article upon the subject,
1 will endeavor not to make you glad
twiee.  Many things can be done which
would be ealled good mana, ot In
one case, that would be sulckdal in an-
other. ‘Then If one goes Into orchanling
as a specialty as a leading business, he
miust pecessarily de differently trom the
person with a few trees, or even an acre
of two, where every twig can be watch-
od and every extra spear of grass erdi-
vated

Our great trottiong horses only accom.
plish thelr great feats by belng carefully
bred amd rearsl. What would thelr
breeding amount to If it ended there?
All would say, nothing. Not a single
thing known to man s left undooe o
prosduce the results hoped for. Even
| then, In o large majority of cases, the

fond hopwes of the owners are not realis-
Lol SO the same care was bestowed
upon the frult trees set ln our State for
v few vears, we shoull see results that
even the most sanguine dare not even
hope for. On the contrary, thousamls
of fruit trees will be set In this State the
evinlng spring, In not only ran out grass
famd, but even where the twitch grass
will ln & few days weave 8 network of
routs sroumd the dooted tree so closely
st evens the leaves of the tree turn yel.
Jow with tright, If the tree survives the
first vear, the bark Jouse and borer step
lo and render thelr asslatance in taking
oout of its misery, The owner stamds
by, sees hls besutital tree die without
even the first thought that he was the
instigator of ite death, Ou the contrary
b (hinks that his lawd ls not adapted to

orchanling

In closing, let me say, let the course
pursued e what it may, do wot set an
orchand with the bdea that it will care
for itself, for It you do, you are doomel
to disappointment. Oceaslonally a tree
will struggle through aloue, but this ls
the exception, not the rule, While or-
chanding bs without doubt at least ns
profitable as any part of fanuing, andd |
bellove the most so, still 1 would not ad-
vise any one 1o enter luto it without they
had & taste for it, for the reason that if
one starts who has not a real love for it
long before his orchard begins to yield
solil returns he gets discouraged and
peglects I, aml when once neglected,
seldom recelves good eare again.

AVOID EXTREME CROSSES.

We are only just beginning to look in-
to the prineiples of breeding dairy amd
other stiwk, These are as yot not fully
understoad even by the few who have
engaged ln lmproving stock and devel-
oping what are called new breeds, The
mass of farmers are almost entirely ig-
norant of them. It is found that like
must be heed to like, If we would pro-
| duaew like-2and even then we have varia-
thons, cunsed by various conditions and
| chreumstaness. 1t Is by noting these
| yarlations and coupling the favorable
| ones  that we get  Improvement. Iy
breeding  i-and-la anlmals having the
wame choareteristios, we fix the type and
establish a bresl. By continulug to
birewsd pure, aml making a proper selece
thom of the best animals to breed from,
we continue the breed. This ls on the
principle that if we contlnue to sow or
plant the same kind of seed, under con-
ditlons free from outskde Interference,
we continge to get the same Kind of
erops and by selocting the best seeds for
propagating purposes, and growing them
under favorable conditions, we secure
jmprovement. The same principles hold
good In both the anlmal and v ble
kiagdoms: and many of our tifle
men are now engaged in prod new
breeds of wheat, corn, potatoes and oth-
er kinds of product.
