Une load belng weighed,
and the quantity of the rest of the loads
teing estimated from that weight, we
found the entire crop, Including two
lomls not fully ripe, was rising ten tons
It s not necessary that a farmer shoukl
plant this varlety to get twenty lons o
the acre. | have known & crop st the
rate of twentyfive tons to the scre to e
ralsed from pumpkine whose average
welght was not over elght pounds.  This
crop was not remarkably large, for the
fact that the seed was taken from sever-
al vartetios which grew side by shie, for
a mongrel crop of elther pumplins or
squashes, It but one step removed from
its parents, will yleld heavier than did
either of the parents.

DIFFERENCE IN FARMERS

cently gave an llustration, where
tarmer ran the price of a ran<lown farm
up from 820 te over K¥0 an acre. Ua
his desth, the farm came (nto other
hands and lu & few years was gladly
sold for 812 an ascre, This was due
solely 1o the difference in farmers and
thelr styles of farming, A writer for
the New York Tribune glves a different
but somew hat similar case in southern
Ohibo, which (llustrates the difference ln
farmers and farming. The soll was s
black, loam on & clay subsell
Constant plowing of It and exposure of
the surface to the wash of the ralns has
restltedd lu finally leaving large sections
bared to the hard-pan and barren. It
was repdersd worthless within two or
three geoersiions, and only rulus now
show that it was ever Inhablted, Yet
right there in the midst of that desols-
thon are farms that have been saved
from destruction by careful culture and
management, which eloguently testify
to the short-sighted folly of those who
sent thelr farms adrift on the waters
toward the ocean. These remalning
farmis are sald to be even better than
they were in the beginning. They have
bwen saved by keeping them almost con-
stantly turfed over with grass, and by
careful handling, so as to avold the
devastating wash of the rains and the
floods. The rulped farms were appro-
pristed malnly to growlng tobacco, a
very exhausting crop, and thus doably
devoted  to  destruction.—Mirror and
Farmer,

HMOW THE FARMERS ARE UNJUSTLY
TAXED.

One of the burdens of soclety and
government which bears unequally up-
on the farmer Is that of taxation; his
property ls visible and cannot escape.
Iils would be no hardship were it not
for the fact that other property greater
in amount in many localities than farm
property evades part or all of this bar-
den, thus putting additional burdens
upon the visible property owned by
farmers. Indirect taxation may not
bear quite so unequally upon the farmer,
but we are of the oplalon that the farmer
recelves no equal share of the benefits of
the protective l:-lh-r: and some of lts
sdvocstes are debating with themselves
the question whether, after all, the farm-
er does not pay more than all his pro-
tection ls worth to him. The farmer has
not lmproved hisopportunities for social
culture as e should have done, and to
this fact may be atiributed some of the
evile of which he complains. He is
oftentimes compeliad to pay altogether
too much to get his products to the con-
sumer. Every barnacle elinging to the
industries of the land should be seraped
off. Capital absorbs too much of the
wrofits of labor and domineers partles,
